Tuesday, September 8, 2015

Mayor Steven K. Gaer opened the regularly scheduled meeting of the City Council of West Des
Moines, Iowa, in the Council Chambers of the West Des Moines City Hall on Tuesday,
September 8, 2015 at 5:30 PM. Council members present were: J. Mickelson, R. Messerschmidt,
J. Sandager, K. Trevillyan, and R. Trimble.

On Item 1. Agenda. It was moved by Trimble, second by Sandager approve the agenda as
presented.

On Item 3. Council/Manager/Other Entities Reports:

Council member Messerschmidt reported he attended a meeting of the Public Works
Subcommittee, where discussion was held on the Valley Junction Alley Improvements project.
He stated he also participated in a ride-along with the West Des Moines Police Department on
August 28th, and he thanked Police Officers Brody Moore, Chelsea Dexter, and Jeremy Kemmer
for their participation and commended them for their professionalism.

Council member Trevillyan reported the Iowa Downtown Summit was held in Valley Junction
on August 27th and 28th, and Jim Miller of the Historic Valley Junction Foundation has
expressed appreciation to the City for helping make that event a success.

Mayor Gaer reported he had the opportunity to provide welcoming comments at the Towa
Downtown Summit, along with Governor Branstad and Lieutenant Governor Reynolds.

Tim Stiles, Finance Director, responded staff expects that the 2015-16 CIP projects will cost less
than was budgeted, as has historically been the case, so the surplus funds in the CIP budget could
cover the $52,000 shortfall. He noted staff felt it was beneficial to pursue this project at this time
to take advantage of the rebates.

City Attorey Dick Scieszinski stated what Mr. Gomez is proposing would be a material change
to the contract, which could put other bidders at a disadvantage because of the cost difference.
Since the proposed change would be a material change to the contract, his recommendation -
would be to keep the four-year maintenance bond requirement,

SYNOPSIS: Thrive United Methodist Church (UMC) is hosting a special event in Valley
View Park to benefit lowa Homeless Youth Centers. The event, the Food Truck 5K,
involves a walk/run on trails around the park and a food truck rally to be held in the open
grass area to the north of the Valley View Aquatic Center parking lot. In addition to food
being sold by local food truck operators, Thrive UMC is also planning to contract with the
Des Moines Jaycees to sell beer. The sale of food and beer will receive written approval
from the Director of Parks and Recreation as it is an activity being held pursuant to a city
special event permit. The Jaycees would have to operate under a liquor license approved
by the City Council. (A separate item on the agenda at tonight's Council meeting). All beer
sales, possession, and consumption would take place within a fenced area in the grass
area to the north of the parking lot under the requirements of the liquor license to be
approved tonight by the City Council.

Thrive UMC is requesting a waiver of the City Code section 7-11-2S. Consumption of
Alcohol. They would like to be able to sell beer in glass bottles with the Jaycees pouring
the beer from the bottles into cups for serving. In order for beer to be sold from glass
bottles, the requirement that beer may be possessed and consumed in_individual cans
not exceeding 16 ounces in size would need to be waived by the Parks and Recreation
Advisory Board and the City Council.

BACKGROUND: The section of the City Code can be found below:

S. Consumption In Public Parks: The department of parks and recreation may establish facility use policies
regarding alcoholic beverage possession, consumption, and sales within park facilities. No person shall
consume alcoholic liquor, beer, or wine while present upon Holiday Aquatic Center premises, Valley View
Aquatic Center premises, the designated beach and swimming area at Raccoon River Park, Crossroads
Park, Western Hills Park, Brookview Park, Woodland Hills Park, Maple Grove Park, or in any parking lot,
driveway, or road within a city park. However, beer may be possessed and consumed in any other public
park owned or leased by the city, provided it is within individual cans not exceeding sixteen (16) ounces in
size. Dispensing from kegs shall be permitted only with written permission of the director under the ruies
adopted by the department for the Raccoon River Park Nature Lodge, the Raccoon River Park Softball
Complex, and during activities held pursuant to a city special event permit. Consumption of wine shall be
permitted in the nature lodge in accordance with department established facility use policies. Signs
prohibiting the consumption or possession of alcoholic liquors, wine, or beer shall be posted where

appropriate. (Ord. 2022, 2-24-2014)

ITEM: Motion — Approval of Contract Agreement — Snow Removal and Ice Control
Services

FINANCIAL IMPACT: Annual expense of $73,890.00. The contract includes a possible
deduction for annual snow accumulation under 29 inches and a possible addition for annual snow
accumulation over 45 inches. As a reference, the historic average snowfall in a season is
approximately 35 inches. The average snowfall in a season over the past 15 years is
approximately 40 inches. Payments will be made out of funds in the Public Works operating
budget account 0100.20.430.3.5840.

BACKGROUND: The Councit is asked to approve a new one year agreement with Reliable
Property Services in Grimes, lowa for Snow Removal and Ice Control Services. A Request for
Proposal (RFP) was sent to 23 local companies. A pre-proposal meeting was held prior to the
proposal due date with only one company attending the meeting, Reliable Property Services.
Reliable Property Services was also the only company to submit a proposal. This company has
successfully provided landscape maintenance for the City over the |ast three years, and staff feels
comfortable that they will deliver the same quality service under this new agreement.

The agreement covers snow removal and ice control in the following areas:
1. Valley Junction Parking Lots / Alleys (Base Snow Season Cost = $27,600)
2. Valley Junction City Building Entrances / Handicap Access (Base Snow Season Cost =
$3,985)
3. Valley Junction City Sidewalks (Base Snow Season Cost = $12,945)
4. Miscellaneous Sidewalks (Base Snow Season Cost = $15,430)
5. School Crossing Guard Areas (Base Snow Season Cost = $13,930)

The approval of this agreement will allow the Public Works and Parks and Recreation
Departments to coordinate snow removal efforts so that high priority locations, such as arterial
streets, can be addressed in a timely manner. With the increase in lane miles and other snow
removal responsibilities, it has become difficult to provide an expected level of service without the
addition of City staff and equipment. By contracting the above areas out, some staff with
commercial driver’s licenses (CDL’s) will be freed up from the Parks and Recreation Department
to assist with street plowing.

Purpose / Intent

A,

The purpose of this Request for Proposal is to establish a mutually acceptable
Agreement between the City of West Des Moines (hereinafter called “City™) and
the successful Proposer (hereinafier called “Contractor™) to provide snow removal
and ice control services on City property, including the Valley Junction Business
District, School Crossing Guard Areas, and various sidewalks. -

The Contractor shall furnish all labor, equipment, materials, and products needed
for the services as outlined in this Request for Proposal and on the attached
Proposal Sheet.

Areas that would become the responsibility of the Contractor are shown in detail
on Maps attached to and made a part of the Agreement.

The Agreement shall be entered into with the City of West Des Moines, and
administered by the Director of Parks and Recreation or their designated

representative.

Performance Requirements

A.

General

1. The City bases snow removal acfivities upon predictions from a contracted
weather prediction service that are specific to the City of West Des Moines.
The City will notify the Contractor prior to each storm event with information
on anticipated timing of the storm and expected snow accumulation amounts.
Following notice from the City, the Contractor will be expected to mobilize
for snow removal to meet the requirements of the Agreesment. It will be the
Contractor’s responsibility to continue to monitor weather conditions through

communication with the City.

2. Amount of accumulation that triggers snow removal by the Contractor will
vary depending on the type of area. Accumulation amounts are listed in the
following sections.

3. Contractor will be solely responsible for determining the most appropriate
methods to be utilized to perform the specified services within the specified
timeframes.

4. Al de-icers and their application rates must be approved by the City prior to
application. Minimum effective rates shall be used. Type of de-~icer and
application rates may be adjusted at the City’s discretion.
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B. Valley Junction Parking Lots / Alleys

1.

The Contractor will remove snow accumulations from the areas identified on
the attached Maps (shown in ORANGE). Snow removal shail begin once
snow has accumulated to a depth of one inch (1”) with the initial snow
removal completed prior to 7:00 a.m.

If the storm event continues after the initial snow removal has been completed
and one inch (1) or more of additional snow accumulates, snow will be
removed by the Contractor again the following day between the hours of
12:00 a.m. (midnight) and 7:00 a.m. If heavy snow falls during business
hours (8:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m.), Contractor will return with every four inches
(4”) of additional snow to clear driveways and entrances to maintain access to
parking lots. Care must be taken to not pile snow behind parked vehicles.
Parking lots and alleys will continue to be addressed in this manner until the
end of the storm event.

Contractor will not be responsible for removing snow from areas that are
blocked by parked vehicles or other obstructions.

C. City Building Entrances / Handicap Access

Snow depth shall not be allowed to exceed one inch (1”) depth at any time
during business hours (8:00 a.m. to 6:00 p-m.).

D. Valley Junction Sidewalks

1. The Contractor will remove snow accumulations from Valley Junction
sidewalks identified on the attached Maps (shown in GREEN). Snow removal
shall occur with any storm event of one-half inch (1/2”) or more
accumulation. Snow depth shall not be allowed to exceed two inches (2) at
any time during business hours (8:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m.).

2. Inthe event of a prolonged storm event, blowing snow following the storm
event, or if a sidewalk is plowed in by street plows, Contractor shall continue
snow removal so that snow depth is not allowed to exceed two inches (2”)
during business hours (8:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m.).

3. De-icer shall be applied by the Contractor as needed to prevent ice on
sidewalks. This may require the Contractor to check sidewalks on an as-
needed basis during times of melting and freezing,

4. Sidewalks in the Valley Junction Business District as identified on the
attached Maps shall be clear of snow, slush, and/or ice during and following
each storm event to the satisfaction of the City.

E. Sidewalks

1. The Contractor will remove snow accumulations from sidewalks as identified
on the attached Maps (shown in YELLOW). Snow removal shall occur with
any storm event of one-half inch (1/2”) or more accumulation, Snow removal
from these sidewalks may begin at any time during the storm event at the
Contractor’s discretion, but will generally not start until after precipitation has
ended, Snow removal shall be completed within 24 hours after Pprecipitation
has ended according to City ordinance.

2. Inthe event of blowing snow following the storm event or if a sidewalk is
plowed in by street plows and snow re-accumulates to a depth of one-half inch
(1/2”), Contractor shall continue snow removal from sidewalks with all snow

F. School Crossing Guard Areas

1. The Contractor will remove snow accumulations from school crossing guard
areas identified on the attached Maps (shown on Sheets 1 through 3). Snow
removal shall occur with any storm event of one-half inch (1/2”) or more
accumnulation, Snow will need to be removed from all locations by 7:00 a.m.
only on days when school is in session.

AMENDMENT TO
REL.OCATION AND REIMBURSEMENT AGREEMENT

IT IS AGREED this day of » 2015, by and between the City of West

Des Moines, lowa ("City") and MidAmerican Energy Company ("MidAmerican") as follows:

Recitals

WHEREAS, as part of planned development by others at the Willow Creek Golf Course,
City and MidAmerican entered into a Relocation and Reimbursement Agreement
(“Agreement”) dated July 24, 2014, for MidAmerican to relocate a Mid American-owned
and operated 161,000-volt electric line ("electric line") located on private easement; and

WHEREAS, under the Agreement, MidAmerican agreed to perform this line relocation
work in two phases; and

WHEREAS, MidAmerican has already completed the first phase of line relocation work
under the Agreement; and

WHEREAS, City desires that the second phase of line relocation work under the
Agreement be cancelled and that other line relocation work described in this Amendment
to Relocation and Reimbursement Agreement (“Agreement Amendment”) instead be
performed by MidAmerican; and

WHEREAS, MidAmerican is willing to substitute the line relocation work in the second
phase under the Agreement with the line relocation work as generally described in
Section H.1 herein in return for the compensation set forth in Section F herein; and

WHEREAS, City will reimburse MidAmerican for its costs under the Agreement and
will also reimburse MidAmerican for its costs under the Agreement Amendment,
including applicable tax gross-up, to relocate the electric line, as Iong as the total cost for
the line relocation work already performed by MidAmerican under the Agreement and
the line relocation work to be performed by MidAmerican under the Agreement
Amendment does not exceed the compensation amount described in Section E.3 of the
Agreement; and

WHEREAS, except as expressly amended herein, the Agreement shall remain unaltered
and in full force and effect, and in the event of any conflict or inconsistency between the
terms of this Agreement Amendment and the Agreement, the terms of the Agreement
Amendment will control; and

Between the City of West Des Moines (“Client”) and the Neighborhood Development
Corporation (“Consultant) this dayof 2015,

1. Work to be performed: See attached Consultant proposal dated August 11, 2015.

2. Compensation: The total costs for this contract are $27,500.00, as described in the
Consultant proposal dated August 11, 2015. The Client shall pay the Consultant a deposit
of $7,500.00 within 30 days of acceptance of this Agreement; and the remaining
$20,000.00 within 60 days of receipt of the final report.

3. Independent Contractor Relationship: The Consultant’s relationship with the Client will
be that of an independent contractor. Nothing in this agreement is intended to, or
should construed to, create a partnership, agency, joint venture, or employment
reiationship. No part of the Consultant’s compensation will be subject to withholding by
the Client for the payment of social security or any federal, state, or other employee
payroll taxes.

4. Ownership of the Work: The Consultant agrees that all work prepared by them, or in
conjunction with others, in connection with the performance of the services pursuant to
this Agreement shall be the sole property of the Client. The Consultant shall retain no
ownership, interest, or rights therein. Work product includes but is not limited to
reports, graphics, and memoranda.

5. Confidentiality

5.1 Definition of Confidential Information: Subject to lowa Code Chapter 22,
“Confidential Information” as used in this Agreement shall mean any or all technical
and non-technical information including patent, copyright, trade secret, proprietary
information, computer files, and client information related to the past, current,
future, and proposed services of the Client and includes, without limitation, Client
property and Client’s research, financial information, purchasing, business forecasts,
sales and merchandizing, and marketing plans and information.





5.2 Nondisclosure and Nonuse Obligations: The Consultant agrees to protect the
confidentiality of all Confidential Information and, except as permitted in this
section, the Consultant shall neither use nor disclose the Confidential Information.
The Consultant may use the Confidential Information solely to perform consulting
services under this Agreement for the benefit of the Client.

5.3 Exclusion from Nondisclosure and Nonuse Obligations: The Consultant’s obligations
under Section 5.2 with respect to any portion of the Confidential Information that
the Consultant can demonstrate: (a) was in the public domain at or subsequent to

The City of West Des Moines is initiating revitalization efforts in the Valley Junction
neighborhood.

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ATTACHMENT 1
SCOPE OF SERVICES

The proposed project involves improving the street lighting along Ashworth Road from Prairie View Drive
to 60™ Street. Currently, this section of Ashworth is illuminated with utility cobra-head style iuminaires
mounted on utility power distribution wood poles on the south side only. Ultimately, the City plans to
replace the current lighting with standard utility cobra-head luminaires on direct-buried poles staggered
along both sides of the street. In the interim, the utility power distribution poles will remain along the south
side and are planned to be replaced with an underground system in the future. Therefore, in the interim,
only the north side lighting structures will be installed. This project will first determine the ultimate layout of
the lighting and then provide final layout design drawings of the new lighting on the north side.

Information provided by the City:

1.

The City is in the process of upgrading the north side of the right-of-way corridor to include a
multi-use trail. The City will make available the electronic design files from the trail improvements
project for use by the Consultant as existing background drawings for the lighting layout design.
The electronic background files/drawings will contain as a minimum:

a. Street alignment including back of curb lines,

b. Sidewalks,

c. Right-of-way and intersecting property lines,

d. Underground utilities within the right-of-way.
The City will also provide any plans for known future ultimate build out of the street and
adjoining/intersecting streets.
This scope of services assumes the electronic files provided by the City to the Consultant will
include survey-grade representations of the existing corridor infrastructure (streets, water,
storm/sanitary sewers, power/communication/gas utilities). No additional topographical survey of
the corridor Is required.

l. BASIC SERVICES OF THE CONSULTANT.

The Consultant shall communicate on a regular basis with the City to clarify and define the City's
requirements for the Project and review available data. The City agrees to fumnish to the Consultant full
information with respect to the City’s requirements, including any special or extraordinary considerations
for the Project or special services needed, and also to make available pertinent existing data. The
Consultant shall provide the following basic services in regard to the Project:

SECTION 1. AMENDMENT. Ordinance #947, 118, 1357, 1679, and 1795 pertaining to the S and F/Karp Planned

any development proposal for the property within parcel C as shown on the sketch plan, except as shall be
further provided herein, This parcel shall encompass a maximum of three (3.0) acres.

BACKGROUND: The applicant, David Harmeyer of Shoppes at Valley West LLC, is requesting an amendment to
the Valley South/Watson Center Planned Unit Development to allow breweries with tap rooms in the PUD and to
identify Regional Commercial zoning as the governing district (see Exhibit 1, Attachment B — Location Map and
Exhibit Il - Proposed PUD Amendment Ordinance).

Plan and Zoning Commission Action;

Vote: 5-0 approval, Commissioners Andersen and Crowley absent
Date: September 15, 2015
Motion: Adopt a resolution recommending the City Council approve the ordinance amendment.

OUTSTANDING ISSUES: There is one outstanding issue.

Previous Board of Adjustment Action regarding a Permitted Conditional Use for a Brewery with Tap Room: On
September 9, 2015, the Board of Adjustment approved a Permitted Conditional (Pc) Use permit to allow a brewery
with tap room use in the Valley South/Watson Center PUD, which is south of Westown Parkway on the east side of
Valley West Drive. As part of the Pc, staff recommended that twenty (20) additional feet of right-of-way for
Westown Parkway be provided to the City in the form of an irrevocable offer of dedication and that the sanitary
sewer easement running through the property be brought into compliance with regard to the width of the easement
based upon the depth of the sewer.

The property owner discussed with the Board the perceived impacts to parking for the multi-tenant building within
their property in providing the desired right-of-way and the potential impact to existing buildings with an increase in
the width of the sewer easement, as well as raised concerns with repair responsibilities to concrete and landscaping
should the easement be accessed by the City. The applicant asked that the conditions of approval related to these
items be removed from the approval of the Pc application to allow the brewery with tap room in the PUD. For both
conditions, the Board of Adjustment recommended that these items be addressed in a subsequent Planned Unit
Development ordinance amendment intended for the entire development and removed the conditions of approval
related to these two items for the approval of the brewery with tap room use. Staff recommended to the Board that a
full re-write of the Valley South/Watson Center PUD be a condition of approval. The property owner agreed at the
Board of Adjustment meeting to apply for a further amendment to the PUD to address the right-of-way and the
sanitary sewer easement, and other matters within the PUD. The Board of Adjustment did not place any timing on
the larger PUD amendment.

Condition of Approval Regarding Building Permits: Tonight’s recommended PUD amendment only is to allow the
brewery use and designate a zoning district to the development. A subsequent PUD amendment will entail a
detailed look at the entire site and will address such things as allowed signage, building and parking setbacks,
landscaping requirements, further define allowed uses, etc. (The impacts of the potential dedication of additional
street right-of-way and easement width will be analyzed as part of that amendment.)

As part of the Plan and Zoning Commission staff report for this amendment to the PUD, Staff recommended a
condition of approval that required that the application for the subsequent larger PUD amendment be submitted
immediately and that a proposed ordinance be ready to be presented to the Plan & Zoning Commission no later than

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their December 7, 2015, meeting and to the City Council no later than December 14, 2015, meeting. As part of the
condition, Staff recommended that if either the dates weren’t met or the PUD amendment discussions weren’t
progressing, that no permits (planning, tenant improvement, sign or building) be allowed until the PUD amendment
issues were fully addressed. Staff recommended this as part of the condition of approval to keep the City and the
property owner working faithfully to address the PUD issues. The applicant fully acknowledges the need for a PUD
amendment to address current and future site improvements and/or issues. The Plan and Zoning Commission at
their meeting on September 14, 2015, recommended to the City Council approval of the current PUD amendment to
allow the brewery with tap room, with the condition of approval as recommended by staff,

Since the Plan and Zoning Commission meeting, the City Attorney determined that there was no identifiable nexus
between the proposed brewery with tap room, which is being established in an existing building within the site with
no request for site improvements, and a request of twenty (20) additional feet of right-of-way or additional sanitary
sewer easement area. Staff did inform the applicant, that these issues may arise again in the future depending upon
development of the center and the addition of specific high traffic or sewer generating uses. The applicant is still in
agreement that a subsequent PUD amendment is necessary to address development regulations for the site and
intends to start this process in the near future. The applicant also acknowledges the possibility that in the future
there may be a nexus for the City to request the additional right-of-way and/or sewer easement area.

Based upon the City Attorney’s opinion of there being no nexus at this time between the nse of an existing building
for a brewery with tap room and additional right-of-way dedication or revised sanitary sewer easement, Staff
recommends that the Plan & Zoning Commission’s condition of approval be removed as part of the recommendation
for approval for the PUD amendment.

Applicant’s Request: The applicant, David Harmeyer of Shoppes at Valley West LLC, is requesting an
amendment to the Valley South/Watson Center Planned Unit Development to allow breweries with tap rooms in the
PUD and to identify the zoning of the PUD as a Regional Commercial district (see Attachment B — Location Map,
and Attachment C — Proposed PUD Amendment Ordinance).

History: The Valley South/Watson Center Planned Unit Development was established in 1978 and was last
amended in 1987. The PUD provides for no particular zoning district for the property and only provides for bank
uses, fitness center, retail, office, and non-formula restaurants, Therefore, to allow a brewery with tap room in the
PUD, a PUD amendment is necessary. On September 8, 2015, the City Council adopted a zoning ordinance
amendment that allows breweries with tap rooms under 10,000 sq. ft. in size in some of the regional commercial
districts. At the same time, staff recommends that a zoning district, Regional Commercial, be designated as well.

City_Council Subcommittee: This item was presented to the Development and Planning City Council
Subcommittee on July 16, 2015. The Subcommittee was supportive of these requested changes.

Staff Review and Comment: There are no outstanding issues. Staff notes the following:

Right-of-Way Dedication and Sanitary Sewer Easement: A companion application to the Board of Adjustment to

allow, by permitted conditional use permit, a brewery with tap room was approved on September 8, 2015. As part
of the review of the permitted conditional use permit, staff recommended that an additiona] 20 feet of right-of-way
along Westown Parkway be dedicated to meet comprehensive plan standards and to accommodate utilities, The
recommendation was for the execution of an irrevocable offer of dedication for the right-of-way. Staff explained
that the dedication of right-of-way was to meet the standards in the Comprehensive Plan immediately and to provide
the necessary right-of-way for potential roadway improvements and utility construction in the future, The property
owner indicated that the right-of-way dedication would eliminate key parking at the center and requested that the
recommended document not be required as a part of the approval of the permitted conditional use permit.

Likewise, as part of the review of the permitted conditional use permit, staff recommended that the sanitary sewer
casement within the PUD be widened to meet current Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA)
standards for open trenches (which are trenches that are dug with a 1:1 slope, one foot wide for each 1 foot in
depth). The sanitary sewer in the development is as much as 25 feet deep in places. The existing 20 feet-wide
easement runs along the southern boundary of the site then turns north along Valley West Drive to Westown
Parkway. The recommended easement is 50 feet to accommodate the deepest sewer portion. Not having the proper
easement width hinders the ability of the City to service this sewer. The property owner was concemed that the
casement would impact existing improvements, such as parking lot paving, and possibly encroach into a building in
one area and requested that the recommended easement not be required as part of the approval of the permitted
conditional use permit,

In both cases, the Board of Adjustment recommended that these items be addressed in a subsequent Planned Unit

Development ordinance amendment intended for the entire development and removed the conditions of approval
related to these two items. This amendment is only to address the zoning and to allow a brewery under 10,000 sq. fi.
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in the PUD. Due to the limited time between the Board of Adjustment meeting and the Plan & Zoning Commission
meeting, staff recommends, subject to today’s action of the proposed amendment, that a full re-write of the Valley
South/Watson Center PUD be a condition of approval and that the proposed amendment for consideration at this
meeting be approved to address the zoning of the property and the allowed use of the brewery with tap room as a
permitted conditional use. The property owner agreed at the Board of Adjustment meeting to apply for a further
amendment to the PUD to address the right-of-way and the sanitary sewer easement, and other matters within the
PUD. Staff recommends a condition of approval that requires that the application for a PUD amendment be
submitted immediately and that a proposed ordinance be faithfully established toward being presented to the Plan &
Zoning Commission no later than their December 7, 2015, meeting and to the City Council no later than December
14, 2015, meeting. Staff recommends including dates in the condition to encourage the applicant to faithfully work
through the amendment and allow occupancy of the building.

Comprehensive Plan Consistency: The project has been reviewed for consistency with the Comprehensive Plan.
Based upon that review, a finding has been made that the proposed project is consistent with the Comprehensive
Plan in that the project is consistent with all of the goals and policies of the Comprehensive Plan and the land use
map of the Comprehensive Plan.

Noticing Information: On September 4, 2015, notice of the September 14, 2015, Plan and Zoning Commission
public hearing for this project was published in the Des Moines Register. Notice of this public hearing also was
mailed to all surrounding property owners within 370 feet of the subject property affected by this amendment on
September 2, 2015.

Staff Recommendations and Conditions of Approval: Based upon the preceding review and a finding of
consistency with the Comprehensive Plan, staff recommends that the Plan and Zoning Commission adopt a

resolution recommending the City Council approve an amendment to the Valley South/Watson Center Planned Unit
Development to apply Regional Commercial zoning standards to the development and to allow a brewery with tap
room, both being subject to the applicant meeting all City Code requirements and the following:

Section 2 CONDITIONS is hereby amended by adding text in bold lettering and deleting text in strikethrough
lettering as follows:

Whereas, title 9, chapter 9, “Planned Unit Development District”, of the city code,
establishes certain regulations and guidelines pertaining to accompanying information
required on plat and site plan documents. Now, therefore, the following conditions,
restrictions, and regulations are adopted as part of this approval:

SECTION 2. AMENDMENT: Ordinances 625, 675, 697, 797, and 839 Valley South/Watson Center PUD,
Section 2 CONDITIONS is hereby amended by adding a new paragraph A and re-lettering all sections thereafter
sequentially:

A. Unless otherwise provided for within this ordinance, the use regulations and provisions
set forth in title 9 of the city code for the regional commercial district (RC) shall apply to any
development proposal for the property within the PUD

SECTION 3. AMENDMENT: Ordinances 625, 675, 697, 797, and 839 Valley South/Watson Center PUD.
Section 2 CONDITIONS, re-lettered Section B, Paragraph 1 is hereby amended by adding text in bold lettering as
follows:
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1. Building locations, maximum square footages, traffic patterns, and proposed usages shall
be as shown on the revised sketch plan, with the understanding that minor shifts or adjustments to
traffic patterns and building locations may be necessary and compatible with the need to acquire
workable traffic patterns and usable building sites, but the general plan layout shall be used as an
implementation guide. Provided further, within the central pod one office building, two (2)
restaurants or one brewery with tap room and one restaurant, and one multiple use general
retail building shall be permitted with usage location in accordance with the approved sketch plan,
or any amendment thereto. The total combined square footage for the four (4) buildings in the
central pod shall not exceed thirty nine thousand (39,000) square feet with the combined square
footage of restaurant space, brewery and tap room space, and general retail space not to exceed
thirty four thousand (34,000) square feet, and the total combined square footage of restaurant
space and/or brewery and tap room space not to exceed sixteen thousand (16,000) square feet,
Provided, however, any professional office building of double square footage may be substituted
for any commercial usage, and any general retail of equal square footage may be substituted for
restaurant space.

SECTION 4. SAVINGS CLAUSE: If any section, provision, sentence, clause, phrase or part of the Ordinance
shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the Ordinance as a
whole or any provision, section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase or part hereof not adjudged invalid or
unconstitutional,

SECTION 5. VIOLATIONS AND PENALTIES: Any person who violates the provisions of this Ordinance upon
conviction shall be punished as set forth in Section 1-4-1 of the City Code of the City of West Des Moines, Iowa.

SECTION 6. OTHER REMEDIES: In addition to the provisions set out in the Violations and Penalties Section
herein, the City may proceed in law or equity against any person, firm or corporation for violation of any section or
subsection of this Ordinance.

ORDINANCE NO.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CITY CODE OF THE CITY OF WEST DES MOINES, IOWA,
2014, AND ORDINANCE #1765, #1921, & #2032, PERTAINING TO P.U.D. (PLANNED UNIT
DEVELOPMENT) DISTRICT REGULATIONS AND GUIDELINES.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF WEST DES MOINES, IOWA:

SECTION 1. AMENDMENT. Ordinance #1765, #1921, and # 2032, pertaining to the Paradise Pointe
Specific Plan, Section 7: Signage, Subsection B: Wall Signs; paragraph 1 is hereby amended by adding the
following highlighted text:

1. Regulations: All wall signage shall consist of individual three-dimensional letters attached directly to the
building. No cabinet or panel signs shall be allowed except for contoured cabinet signs necessary to display
logos. In the event cabinet signs are necessary to accommodate a logo, said cabinets shall be contoured to
the logo shape and every measure possible shall be implemented to minimize the amount of illuminated
background. Raceways shall be prohibited.

The use of projecting signs (which may also be referred to as blade signs) shall be allowed within the PUD
as part of the wall signage allowed for a tenant. Any projecting sign shall comply with the applicable
regulations in the West Des Moines sign code and the following unless noted otherwise elsewhere in this
PUD ordinance:

a. Only one projecting sign allowed per tenant space.

b. The projecting sign shall be counted as part of the allowed wall signage for the tenant space and
shall not be greater than one-half ('/3) of the total allowed wall signage earned by the wall on
which the sign will be mounted.

c. The sign may have two (2) faces but only one side of the sign will be counted to determine the size
of the sign.d. No projecting sign shall extend further away from the wall than five Jeet (5} to the
Furthest edge.

e. All projecting signs shall be designed in such a manner that only the text, or graphic is illuminated,
not the entire background of the sign, such as routered face or individual channel letters on an
opague backer.

f. The thickness measured between the principal faces of any projecting sign shall not exceed eighteen
inches (18").

8. The projecting sign shall not be permitted to extend above the building roof more than one-half (*/2)
the height of the sign.





SECTION 2. SAVINGS CLAUSE. Ifany section, provision, sentence, clause, phrase or part of the Ordinance
shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the Ordinance as
a whole or any provision, section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase or part hereof not adjudged invalid or
unconstitutional,

SECTION 3. VIOLATIONS AND PENALTIES. Any person who violates the provisions of this Ordinance
upon conviction shall be punished as set forth in 1-4-1 of the City Code of the City of West Des Moines, Iowa.

SECTION 4. OTHER REMEDIES. In addition to the provisions set out in the Violations and Penalties
Section herein, the City may proceed in law or equity against any person, firm or corporation for violation of
any section or subsection of this Ordinance.

SECTION 5. EFFECTIVE DATE. This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect after its passage, approval
and publication as provided by law.

FINANCIAL IMPACT:

None at this time. The City would be required to construct the stormwater improvements when
ordered by the Council and would be reimbursed at the time the property was subdivided, or as part of
a site plan approval process, or when building permits are issued. The total estimated cost of the
improvements covered by this ordinance is $8,984,000 with up to an estimated $6,851,900 to be
recovered through the collection of fees. The connection fee will be $4,962.00/acre through June 30,
2016 and then adjusted annually. Specific details are included in the draft ordinance.

BACKGROUND:

The Sugar Creek Drainage basin is generally located west of South 8§t Street, south of Interstate 80,
east of South 105" Street, and north of the Raccoon River. This is the third public hearing on the
issue. Afier the first Public Hearing on February 24, 2014, the Council decided to acknowledge and
credit improvements in the amount of $1,190,783 that had been previously constructed by Commercial
Business Lenders in the benefited district. As part of the decision it was also determined to re-

district as shown on Exhibit A. The originally established fee of $4,710/acre will remain unchanged
with annual adjustments methodology remaining in place as originally established

The Public Hearing should be held and public comments received. Once the hearing is closed,

stormwater improvements would be constructed after authorization by the Council. The City is not
making any guarantees regarding when and if improvements would be available to any particular
property. Fees apply only when and if the property is subdivided, part of a site plan approval process,

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CITY CODE OF THE CITY OF

WEST DES MOINES, 2009 BY AMENDING TITLE 7, PUBLIC WAYS AND
PROPERTY, CHAPTER 8, SEWER REGULATIONS ARTICLE H, MAJOR
STORMWATER DRAINAGE FACILITIES CONNECTION FEE DISTRICTS

WHEREAS, on the 14 day of October, 2013, this City Council passed Ordinance No, 2006,
an ordinance to amend the Municipal Code of the City of West Des Moines, Iowa by adding
and enacting thereto a new section relating to the procedure to be utilized in establishing
connection fees to recover the cost of constructing major stormwater drainage facilities; and

WHEREAS, on the 7% day of April, 2014, the City Council passed Ordinance No. 2024, an
ordinance to amend the Municipal Code of the City of West Des Moines, Iowa by adding and
enacting a new section establishing the Sugar Creek Stormwater Connection Fee District; and

WHEREAS, two properties located in the northwest quarter of Section 10, Township 78
North, Range 26 West were identified as being within the established boundary of the
connection fee district, but Ordinance No, 2024 did not include the two parcels within the
property subject to the stormwater connection fee; and

WHEREAS, upon due notice and hearing the City Council finds that the general health and
welfare of the community will be benefitted by the amendment of Section 7-8H-1-1 Sugar
Creek Stormwater Connection Fee District to include within the areas subject to the
connection fee the two parcels in the northwest quarter of Section 10 included within the
original connection fee district boundary, but not ariginally subject to the connection fee,

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY
OF WEST DES MOINES, IOWA AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1. MAJOR STORMWATER DRAINAGE FACILITY CONNECTION FEE
DISTRICT. Title 7, Public Ways and Property, Chapter 8, Sewer Regulations, Article H,
Major Stormwater Drainage Facilities Connection Fee Districts, Section 7-8H-1-1 is amended
as following:

7-8H-1-1: SUGAR CREEK STORMWATER CONNECTION FEE DISTRICT

The boundary of the Sugar Creek Stormwater Connection Fee District is hereby amended to
confirm that a tract of land located Section 10, Township 78 North, Range 26 West of the 5t
Principal Meridian, Dallas County, Towa, more particularly described as follows is included
within the Sugar Creek Stormwater Connection Fee District:





Commencing at the southeast corner of the southwest quarter of the northeast quarter of
Section 10, Township 78 North, Range 26 West;

Thence north along the east line of the southeast quarter of the southwest quarter of the
northeast quarter of said Section 10 to the northeast corner of the southeast quarter of the
southwest quarter of the northeast quarter of said Section 10;

Thence west along the north line of the southeast quarter of the southwest quarter of the
northeast quarter of said Section 10 to the northwest corner of the southeast quarter of the
southwest quarter of the northeast quarter of said Section 10;

Thence north along the east line of the northwest quarter of the northwest quarter of the
northeast quarter of said Section 10 to the northeast corner of the northwest quarter of the
southwest quarter of the northeast quarter of said Section 10;

Thence north along the east line of the west one-half of the northwest quarter of the
northeast quarter of said Section 10 to the south right-of-way line of Interstate Highway
80;

Thence southwesterly along the southerly right-of-way line of Interstate Highway 80 to
the point of intersection with the west line of the northeast quarter of said Section 10;

Thence south along the west line of the northeast quarter of said Section 10 to the
southwest corner of the southwest quarter of the northeast quarter of said Section 10;

Thence east along the south line of the southwest quarter of the northeast quarter of said
Section 10 to the point of beginning,

Said parcel described herein is included in the description of the connection fee boundary in
Ordinance 2024.

SECTION 2. REPEALER. All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with the provision
of this Ordinance are hereby repealed.

SECTION 3. SEVERABILITY. If any section, provisions, sentence, clause, phrase or part of
this Ordinance shall be adjusted invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the
validity of the Ordinance as a whole or any provision, section, subsection, sentence, clauses,
phrase or part hereof not adjudged invalid or unconstitutional,

SECTION 4. YIOLATION. Any person who violates the provisions of this Ordinance, upon
conviction, shall be punished as set forth in Section 1-4-1 of the City Code of the City of
West Des Moines, Iowa.





SECTION 5. OTHER REMEDIES. Tn addition to the provisions set out in the Violation
section hercin, the City may proceed in law or equity against any person, firm or corporation for

CONNECTION FEE BASIS AND METHODOLOGY

Chapter 384 of the Code of lowa includes language allowing the City of West Des Moines
to establish the Sugar Creek Stormwater Connection Fee District. The connection fee
district language in Chapter 384 is included in the same area of the Chapter 384 that sets
forth the requirements for special assessment.

The lowa Code generally provides cities can establish connection fee districts utilizing any
methodology considered acceptable for special assessment. In establishing the Sugar
Creek Stormwater Connection Fee District the methodology took into consideration
acceptable procedures used for special assessment.

Under Chapter 384 the City may assess to individual property owners the “special benefit”
the property receives from the improvement. The City is not able to assess the general
benefit from the construction of the improvement.

The special benefit to a property differs with each type of improvement that may be
assessed. For stormwater drainage improvements the concept of special benefit is based
on the benefit the property receives from hand ling the stormwater discharge from the
property. That property receives a benefit from downstream improvements that handle or
facilitate the conveyance of that stormwater. It is important to distinguish the concept of
special benefit with stormwater drainage improvements from other types of special henefit
in which the assessed property receives some type of additional service or access. In the
case of stormwater drainage the benefit is satisfying the obligation to handle the runoff
downstream of the discharging property.

Special assessment law has long recognized the validity of assessing stormwater drainage
improvements to handle water that runs off from a property. There has never been a
requirement an assessable stormwater drainage improvement be located on or adjacent to
the assessed property, or the particular improvement must extend to the assessed property.
All that has been required is the assessed improvement accommodate or handle runoff
generated from the assessed property. This concept has been recognized in both
stormwater drainage improvements and other types of improvements. For example, for
sanitary sewers and water mains properties can be assessed the special benefit even
though the improvement may not adjoin or connect to the property as long as it provides
benefit. The same concept applies to stormwater drainage in which the particular
mprovements may not connect to the property.

That same methodology is used in establishing the stormwater connection fee for the Sugar
Creek basin. The properties subject to the connection fee are those that physically
contribute runoff to the Sugar Creek basin. The enabling ordinance specifically provides if
a property does not confribute runoff to the Sugar Creek basin, it is not subject to the
connection fee,

The City of West Des Moines requires properties that develop to meet the City’s
stormwater management requirements and many properties are required to provide onsite
facilities to meet those requirements. The requirement for onsite stormwater management
is to reduce the impact of increased flows caused by development. The requirement for
providing onsite stormwater management is distinct from the special benefit under the
stormwater connection fee district. The connection fee district is based on handling the
flow rates that are discharged from the property under the City’s development requirement
for stormwater management.

Even with the required onsite stormwater management improvements required under the
City’s ordinances there will be runoff from the property tributary to the Sugar Creek basin.
The intent of the Sugar Creek Stormwater Connection Fee District and proposed
improvements is not to provide capacity due to increased runoff caused by development.
Under the ordinance there is no identifiable increase in runoff as a result of the onsite
stormwater management provisions required as part of development. The improvements
are based on the handling of the runoff that occurs in the undeveloped condition or the
allowed runoff in the developed condition. Under the City’s stormwater management
ordinances developed properties still release flow downstream. Under traditional special
assessment concepts that property benefits from improvements to assist in handling that
downstream flow.

The concept of allowing an upstream property owner to discharge water that naturally runs
downstream is a distinct concept from that of special assessment. The stormwater
connection fee district does not prohibit the upstream property owners from discharging
water in its natural course as allowed under common law. All that the connection fee does
is indicate there is a fee or cost for the discharge.

One of the key elements of special assessment is recognizing there is general benefit to the
City from improvements as well as special benefit to property owners. |n establishing the
stormwater connection fee district the City took into account the concept of general benefit
and special benefit.





In determining general benefits and special benefits for stormwater drainage improvements
the analysis is slightly different than what would be required for a project, such as a street
improvement. All undeveloped property generates approximately the same rate of runoff.
The runoff from any acre of property is essentially the same as any other acre of property
as the runoff is caused by the rainfall. A detailed case by case analysis that is sometimes
necessary to determine special benefits is not applicable when the runoff rate is based on
the area of the property.

Therefore, in stormwater drainage the special benefit on an area basis is identical to all
properties within the watershed. The appropriate analysis is to distinguish between the
overall special benefit and general benefit.

In establishing the general benefit the City looked to its special assessment policy for street
improvements. That policy prorates the percentage of a street improvement based on the
characteristics of the street. In other words, streets that serve larger areas, such as an
arterial sireet, have a higher general benefit and a lower special benefit. Conversely, local
collector streets that serve neighborhood areas may have a much higher special benefit
and a lower general benefit.

The City recognized the relationship between general benefit and special benefit in two
manners. First, the City determined that stormwater drainage improvements on local
projects that would be unique to any particular area within the drainage basin would not
be included in the calculation of the connection'fee, This procedure eliminates from the
calculation of the connection fee any cost for unique improvements that would not affect
the overall area.

Second, the City assumed a portion of the cost for all of the culverts improvements will be
a general benefit. The percentage of the general benefit varied based on the nature of the
street.

Because the runoff is essentially the same for all properties on an area basis the stormwater
connection fee district determines a general benefit and allocates all of the remaining
special benefit uniformly to properties based on area.

All of the improvements that are proposed in the Sugar Creek basin are related to street
improvement projects. Special assessment under Chapter 384 has long recognized that
stormwater drainage improvements associated with a street improvement can be specially
assessed. In the case of the Sugar Creek Stormwater Connection Fee District the City is
utilizing this underlying concept of stormwater drainage improvements being assessable,
even though the City is not proposing to assess any cost of the street or street related
improvements. Had the culverts been a part of the special assessment for a street project
the assessment would clearly have been recognizable as valid concept. in this case the
City is currently electing not to assess the street improvements, but that does not negate the
validity of the concept of specially assessing stormwater drainage improvements.





The concept of stormwater drainage special assessments has never required a contiguity or
connection to the individually assessed properties. The only nexus that has been required
is runoff from the property be tributary to a particular improvement.

In the case of the Sugar Creek Stormwater Connection Fee District improvements the City
followed the practice it has used for almost 20 years associated with connection fee
districts. That concept is to establish relatively large connection fee districts and to
establish a uniform cost over the entire area. The City has determined this procedure is a
reasonable approach and preferable to assessing each improvement separately. The
alternative to this approach would be to establish a separate connection fee for each of the
improvements. For example, if the runoff from a particular area were tributary to multiple
improvements this alternative concept requires the City establishing a separate connection
fee for each improvement and properties would be subject to these multiple layers of
improvements of connection fees.

The alternate approach of establishing a separate connection fee district for each
improvement would result in a significant increase in the administrative costs and could
result in some relatively significant differences in the connection fees between adjoining or
adjacent properties. The City has recognized the use of the larger connection fee district
eliminates these peculiar variations in cost due to the geographic proximity of a particular
parcel to a particular improvement. This concept established for sanitary sewer
connection fee districts is carried forward to the Sugar Creek Stormwater Connection Fee
District.

In summary, the City in establishing the stormwater connection fee district has followed
the concepts of special assessment of stormwater drainage improvements that has been
long established. Some of the key elements are:

1. For stormwater drainage improvements the concept of special benefit is the
handling of runoff from a property. In this case all properties subject to the
connection fee would discharge water to the basin and therefore contribute
flow.

2. Even with the City of West Des Moines’ requirements for stormwater
management there is an undeveloped flow that would be contributed and
that remaining flow is the basis for the connection fee.

3. For stormwater drainage the runoff is based on area and not on the use of the
property. There is no need to specifically identify a special benefit based on
the location or use of the property as all runoff is the same on an area basis.





The City recognized the concept of general benefit and special benefit in
two manners. First, projects that were extremely localized were not
included within the connection fee district as the special benefit from those
projects would not extend to the entire area. Only projects that have an
overall benefit to the larger area were considered for inclusion in the
connection fee district. Second, the City assumed a portion of the cost for all
of the improvements with that proportion being varying with the type of
improvement. The City’s share of the cost is its recognition of general
benefit.

Special assessments have always been recognized as a valid component of a
street improvement project. The same concept was applied to the
stormwater connection fee district, except the street improvements are not
specially assessed.

With storm traditional special assessment for stormwater drainage there has
never been a requirement that the improvements physically touch or be
connected to any individual property as long as the property contributes to
the runoff subject to a particular improvement that was being specially
assessed.

For the Sugar Creek Stormwater Connection Fee District the City followed its
traditional connection fee district policy of combining multiple projects
within an area to establish a uniform connection fee over a large area. This
approach provides a more equitable allocations of costs than establishing a
connection fee for each individual project.

Honorable Mayor and City Council Members,

Interchange Partners, LLC ("IP") has received Notice to attend a Public Hearing on
September 21 about its property’s inclusion within the Sugar Creek Storm Water Fee District.
Interchange Partners is the owner of certain property with direct access to ggh St. and
located along the north side of the future EP True Parkway alignment. A portion of |P's
property is in the Sugar Creek Water-shed.

The purpose of this letter is to request that the City Council not tax IP in order to fund
road-culvert improvements located on other properties, and not to tax it to fund the
general obligation costs of capital improvements for upgrading the City’s existing
road system, as this Fee District does.

None of the District's road-culverts provide any improvement to “storm water” management
or control on [P's property, and none of the road-cuiverts “connects” to any “city utility” or
‘property” as is required by the Code.

The dispute is not whether IP’s property is within the Sugar Creek water-shed. |t is.
The question is whether or not IP’s property benefits from the construction of the
District’s down-stream cuiverts; and if the District complies with the Code. The
answer to the first question is simple... since IP’s property can be immediately
developed without any of the future road-culverts, it cannot benefit from any of those
road-culverts.

The compliance-question is more complicated, but understandable.  Carefyl
examination of how the District's culverts function raises serious doubts about the
District's compliance with the Code.

Even though it is called a “storm water connection” district, the City’s staff has
confirmed that the sole purpose of the District's road-cuiverts is to provide the
physical structures which are required to construct roads across existing creeks.





However, calling it a “storm water connection” district is not accurate. The road-
culverts do not “connect” to anything as required by the Code. They will be situated
in the existing creeks, which are a naturally occurring geoform located almost entirely
on private property and which have always carried away the water-shed’s storm water
runoff. What “storm water” is at issue? “Storm water” is currently running off now
and flows through the existing naturally occurring creeks to the Raccoon River. The
road-culverts don’t improve creek flows or change the characteristics of the creeks in
any way. The road-culverts are not related to “storm water” management or control in
any way. They are stand-alone, independent drainage structures, and creek water
simply passes through them so that roads can cross over ravines.

But calling the District a road-culvert or road district could be problematic since the
City has had a long-standing policy of not paying for developers’ ‘“road
improvements”. So a different approach appears to have been necessary to “open-
up” new areas for development without being seen as paying for road improvements.

The City is also facing the expensive reality of replacing or relocating existing road-
culverts under George Mils Parkway and Booneville Road, and relocated Grand
Avenue and “old” Highway 6 in order to upgrade the existing road system. How
could the City pay for those expensive capital improvements without resorting to a
special assessment project or budgeting it through the Capital Improvements
Program?

The answer appears to be the novel idea of creating a “storm water connection” district. In a
certain way, it was a clever approach because in today's development world, managing and
controlling “storm water” is an unquestioned high priority, and after all, aren’t culverts related
to “storm water"? However, it is telling that the District's name is so ambiguous that no one
can clearly explain what it even means. But it does refers to “storm water”, and storm water
management is a good thing, so who can argue against constructing “storm water” facilities?
Problem solved.

Except that road-culverts aren’t actually storm water facilities. They are drainage
structures. They don’t manage or control “storm water”. Their sole function is only to
pass creek flows under roads.

Road-culverts don’t affect a water-shed'’s runoff or manage “storm water” in any way.
They don’'t modify storm water flows; they don’t affect or alter storm water runoff from any
property; they don’'t remove sediment from water flows; they don't detain or retain water; they
don't collect storm water flows; and they don't change in any way the water-shed’s current
natural characteristics. Road-culverts do only one thing... they permit future road
construction.

Interchange Partners’ property is ready for development today. It already has direct
access from B8™ St., access to water and sanitary sewer capacity, and storm water
runoff disposal capacity. There isn’t a single District-improvement to be located on
IP’s property. None: no “major storm water facilities’, no culverts, no “connections of
property to the city sewer on water utility”, no storm-water contro! facilities, no storm-water
management improvements, no storm-water retention ponds, no erosion control facilities,
nothing. In fact, there isn't even a single creek located on IP’s property. And it doesn’t need
a single one of the District’s road-culverts in order to develop its property.

Claiming that a property benefits from down-stream culverts simply because its runoff
naturally passes through a culvert seems obviously true, but it is an incomplete
explanation.





In reality, IP already owns the “benefit” of run-off disposal from its property. It is
called the creek-drainage system. |p will not gain any new or additional benefit from
the District's new road-culverts.

Since runoff water has always flowed down the creek’s channel including at a new culvert's
location, it will continue to do so whether a culvert is present or not. Nothing about the runoff
flow will be changed by the culverts. They won’t alter, manage, affect, or control runoff
flows in any way. They are simply a physical requirement for roads to Cross over the
creek’s channel. As such, the culverts solely benefit the properties gaining access
from the culvert's new road.

The oniy thing Interchange Partners would receive from inclusion in the District is a
huge tax bill, and Some vague generalities and Iofty-sounding platitudes about how
new roads will improve the City-wide development climate,

directly benefit from new roads connecting to their properties. These developers are
the true beneficiaries of the road culverts,

This appears to be an unjust enrichment for those Property owners, and in all events,
certainly provides a City-subsidized competitive advantage over IP. In addition,
subsidizing those improvements appears to be preferential treatment for certain
property owners since it is g contradiction to the City’s long-standing policy of
requiring developers to pay for all costs of public improvements in their development.

Properties, while the long-standing obstacles to extending EP True 1o the west and to
receiving immediate sanitary sewer service remain unresolved.

Interchange Partners has always Supported fee districts with clear, measurable
benefits. In fact, IP has already endorsed 2 districts applicable to its property. When
IP’s property was included in the sanitary sewer district, it was promised sewsr service in
return. When it was included in the water main fee district, it was promised water service in
return. Those are fair and equitabie arrangements whereby IP pays 3 tax and receives
something measurable in return.

But the Sugar Creek Feo District is different. Even though IP’s Property will be taxed a
very large amount, it wil| receive absolutely nothing in return, and its fees will be used
to subsidize other property owners.

Interchange Partners respectfully requests that the City continue to exclude 1P’s property
from the District.

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THE DISPUTE. The question is doas the Interchange Pariners’ property benefit from the construction
of down stream road-culverts? What would IP receive for its nearly $150,000 tax bill? And that directly
leads ta an underlying question: Does the Sugar Creek Storm Water Connection District comply with
the requirements of the authorizing Code Section?

ATTORNEY GENERAL'S QPINION. The City's Attorney has stated that the authorizing Code Section
for the Sugar Creek Fee District Ordinance is 384.38(3)(a). The City requested an lowa Attorney
General's opinion about that Code Section, and that opinion states that the City may establish "storm
water connection” districts, but that the districts must comply with the Cade.

Simply stated, the Code requires that the District provide facilities “for the connaction of
property to the city sewer or water utility”. The question is, do stand-alone, independent
drainage road-culverts pravide a connection to “properties”, to a “city sewer utility”, or to
anything? Or, do they serve some other purpose? And further, are creek-networks a “city
sewer utility"?

PURPOSE OF THE SUGAR CREEK STORM WATER CONNECTION DISTRICT. Even though it is
called a "storm water connectian district”, no one can give a clear explanation of what that means. It is
obvious from examining the District's map, and the City's staff has confirmed, that the purpose of
constructing the District's road-culverts is o provide the necessary drainage structures which are
required to extend roads across the District's existing creeks.

STORM WATER RUNOFF. Storm water runoff from properties within the Sugar Creek water-shed is
collected and removed from the water-shed's properties by the naturally occurring creek-network.
Runoff flows downhill from the properties through the creeks to eventually discharge into the Raccoon
River. Except for those few locations where the creeks pass through the City’s existing road-
culverts, the creek-network is located entirely on private property. It does not belong to the
City. The creek-network is a naturally occurring geoform which is integral to each property it touches.
Consequently, since these creeks are a natural feature and are not owned by the City, they cannot
realistically be described as a “city sewer utility”.

ROAD-CULVERTS. Road-culverts are simply short drainage tubes located in the creeks and
positioned under existing or future roads. They are stand-alone, independent structures. not
connected to any piping system or to g “city sewer utility"; they do not change the operation of the
water-shed’s existing creek-network: they do not improve the efficiency of storm water runoff within the
creek-network; and they do not increase the capacity of the existing creek-network. In other words,
construction of the District's road-culverts does not improve the existing creek-network in any way.

TRANSPORTATION ACCESS. What the road-cuiverts actually do is provide the necessary
infrastructure to extend roads across existing creeks. But for those road-culverts, roads could net
cross over the creek-ravines. The City's staff and officials have confirmed that the District's purpose
is to “open-up” new areas for development... areas which can only be accessed by the construction of
new roads crossing over the new road-culverts.

So, the Sugar Creek Storm Water Connection District actually is a road-culvert district to
permit roads to be constructed over creek-ravines...a road district. These are road
connections, not storm water (disposal} connections as is authorized by Code Section 384.38

(3)(a).

This type of district does not appear ta meet the requirements of the Code.





BENEFITS FROM THE ROAD-CULVERTS. Only infrastructure which improves a property’s access,
increases the usage of the property or its saleability, or is required for development, benefits a
property. Any benefit to a properly must be, at a minimum, identifiable and measurable.

Claiming that a property benefits from the construction of culverts simply because a
property’s runoff eventuaily passes through a downstream road-culvert sounds  plausible,
but it is not completely accurate. Runoff has flowed down the creeks for eons and  will
continue to do so whether a road-culvert is in the creek or not.

Those road-culverts don't affect the discharge of runoff from the water-shed’s properties in
any way, and they don't manage or control storm water within the water-shed in any way:
They don't modify storm water flows; they don't affect or alter storm water runoff from any property;
they don't remove sediment from water flows; they don't detain or retain water; and they don't change
in any way the water-shed's current natural characteristics. The District’s road-culverts do only one
thing... they permit future road construction.

In reality, the water-shed’s properties already own the “benefit” of run-off disposal.
They have always owned it because it is the naturally cccurring creek-network located on
private property. The District's new road-culverts do not provide any new benefit for runoff
disposal from the water-shed’s properties.

Onily property owners who gain access to their properties from the new road-culverts
actually benefit from their construction.

The general public will probably indirectly benefit from facility upgrades to the City's
existing transportation system permitted by the reconstruction or replacement of the
City’s existing road-culverts and bridges, but that is a City-wide benefit and not easily
measured.

INTERCHANGE PARTNER'S PROPERTY. Interchange Partners’ property doesn’t need a single
one of the District’s road- culverts in order to develop its property today. Interchange
Partners’ property already has:

Direct access from 88" Street (frontage).

Sanitary sewer capacity (Fox Creek Sanitary Sewer Fee District).
Water service capacity (Water Fee District).

Storm water runoff capacity (existing creek network).

CONCLUSION. Although the District is named a “storm water connection district”, it is actually
a road-culvert district intended to promote new road construction, and to upgrade the City’s
existing road systam,

* Construction of downstream road.culverts does not increase or improve the run-off
capacity of IP's property; it does not improve the capacity of the creek-network; it does not
improve the condition of IP's property; it does not improve the value of IP’'s property; it
does not improve the usage of IP's property; and it does not increase its developability.
Consequently, the Sugar Creek Storm Water Connection District provides absolutely no
identifiable or measurable benefit to |P's property.

* Lastly, from the above, it appears that the District does not actually comply with the
requirements of the Code as described by the Attorney General’s opinion.
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“STORM WATER CONNECTIONS?”
FUNCTIONAL COMPARISON
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THE DISTRICT’S ROAD-CULVERTS

The road-culverts are stand-alone, independent structures which convey currently
existing creek flows.

Only purpose is to move creek flows under roads.

The outlet flow from the road-culvert is exactly the same as the inlet flow.
The road-culverts do not retain, detain, or store storm water.

The road-culverts do not collect storm water flows, or redirect flows.

The road-culverts do not connect to any properties.

The road-culverts do not connect to any sewer system or city utility.

STORM WATER MANAGEMENT OR CONTROL
Composed of a system of inlets, piping, and outlet structures.
Collection system functions only during a snow-melt or rain event.

Piping system collects and consolidates run-off flows from a large area from multiple
points of inlet.

Treats run-off flows: removes sediment, debris, and/or chemical spills.
Reduces rate of discharge (Q).
Retains, detains, ponds, or stores run-off flows.

Conveys, carries, transports, redirects, and discharges run-off flows at a system
outlet.

Monday, February 24, 2014

Mayor Steven K. Gaer opened the regularly scheduled meeting of the City Council of West Des
Moines, lowa, in the Council Chambers of the West Des Moines City Hall on Monday, February
24,2014 at 5:32 PM. Council members present were: R. Messerschmidt, J. Mickelson, J.
Sandager, K. Trevillyan, and R. Trimble

Jody Smith, Deputy City Manager/City Clerk, noted there is a memorandum on the dais
regarding a minor change recommended by statf to Item 4(c)9 Approval of Liquor License -
Boggs Properties, LLC d/b/a Sully’s Irish Pub.

Onltem 1. Agenda. It was moved by Trimble, second by Sandager to approve the agenda as
amended.

Vote 14-043: Messerschmidt, Mickelson, Sandager, Trevillyan, Trimble...5 yes
Motion carried.

On Item 2. Public Forum:

Shawn Mori, 6 Sugar Creek Lane, Waukee, stated: “Since the McCormick opinion was already
written about in the paper and given to the public, I just wanted a chance to tell you that we are
preparing a response for the Council and will have that to each of you before the end of the
week. I feel that Mr. Graham is better able to address some of the legal issues and hopefully
yow’ll wait a few more days with any responses or directions until you’ve had a chance to read
what we’re preparing. And then [ have a few comments on it myself as well. [ guess it goes
without saying for those of us who worked on this for these past five years that it was
disheartening at best when Mr. McCormick simply wrote an opinion in defense of all that was
done wrong. The night that you said we’d have an independent review had given us great hope
that he might actually try to sit down with each governmental body that was involved in this and
try to sort through what could be done to fix some of the past mistakes; instead what [ read,
about 90 to 95 percent of it, simply said it didn’t matter if due process was followed, it didn’t
matter if laws were followed, it didn’t matter if the City didn’t supply the same maps to Linda’s
representatives as they supplied to the DOT - all leaving her without the knowledge she needed
to bring an action. What he said is that none of it mattered so long as the City was able to get a
quick settlement agreement signed before any of those things were discovered, and that was very
disappointing to see. In this country we are a nation of laws, and the real issue of whether it was
a violation of Linda’s property rights and the laws that were supposed to protect those property
rights, Mr. McCormick says is moot. If the judge who received the application for the
condemnation would have known that the Robel property was outside of the West Des Moines
Jurisdiction, if he would have known that her land was not part of the DOT project number that
was stated on the application, if he would have known that the property that was referenced was
not for redevelopment purposes, would he even have ever allowed the condemnation to move
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It was moved by Trevillyan, second by Sandager to waive the third reading and adopt the
ordinance in final form.

On Item 5(d) Grand Avenue Trail, Raccoon River Park to Fuller Road, initiated by the City of
West Des Moines

It was moved by Sandager, second by Trevillyan to adopt Resolution - Preliminary Order for
Construction, Resolution - Fixing Values of Lots, Resolution - Approval of Preliminary Plat and
Schedule, and Resolution - Approval of Proposed Resolution of Necessity.

Mayor Gaer stated the City is proposing to build a trail that is ten feet wide and six inches thick
and the adjacent property owners will be asked to pay their pro rata share of a sidewalk that is
four feet wide and four inches thick.

Council member Trimble inquired if the residents have an option to pay their share through a
payment plan.

Jody Smith, Deputy City Manager/City Clerk, responded if the final amount due is more than
$500, the resident will have an option of a ten-year payment plan.

Council member Trimble inquired if the ten-year payment plan would be available to a property
owner with two properties that are each due less than $500 but the total amount due exceeds
$500.

Mr. Smith responded they could if the properties are legally connected. He noted staff is still
seeking a definitive answer from Polk County as to how the City would assess properties within
a townhome development.

Mayor Gaer expressed his preference to have a definitive answer on that question prior to the
public hearing scheduled for March 24.

Vote 14-054: Messerschmidt, Mickelson, Sandager, Trevillyan, Trimble. ..5 yes
Motion carried.

On Item 6(a) Mayor Gaer indicated this was the time and place for a public hearing to consider
Sugar Creek Stormwater Connection Fee District, generally bounded on the east by South 88th
Street, on the south by the Raccoon River, on the north by Interstate 80 and on the east by the
approximate west ridgeline of the Sugar Creek Basin - Establishment of District and Fees,
initiated by the City of West Des Moines (continued from January 27, 2014 meeting). He asked
for the date the notice was published and the City Clerk indicated the notice was originally
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published on January 6, January 10, and January 17, 2014 in the Des Moines Register and re-
published on February 14, 2014, Mayor Gaer asked if any written comments had been received.
The City Clerk stated three written communications were included in the packet and an
additional one was received this afternoon from the Developers Council of Greater Des Moines,
a copy of which is on the dais.

Mayor Gaer stated the homebuilders initially asked the City to find a solution to open up the land Qﬁ
on the west side of the city for development, so he finds it ironic that their association is sending

letters expressing opposition to this proposed stormwater connection fee district. He noted

Interstate Partners, LLC had inquired if they were a part of the district and asked if staff had

confirmed that.

Duane Wittstock, City Engineer, stated the property owned by Interstate Partners, LLC is not @
included in the district.

Mayor Gaer noted that Sunset Company, Ltd. asked that only 6.24 acres of their property be
included in the district, and he inquired if that is an issue.

Mr. Wittstock responded the proposed Ordinance has provisions so that when a property owner
can prove an area does not drain into the district, the numbers will be adjusted accordingly.

Mayor Gaer asked if there were any public comments.

William Lillis, 317 6th Avenue, Suite 300, Des Moines, representing Community Business
Lenders, stated his client concurs with the recommendation made by the Public Works
Subcommittee.

Mayor Gaer asked if there were any public comments; hearing none he declared the public
hearing closed.

It was moved by Trevillyan, second by Messerschmidt to consider the first reading of the
ordinance,

Mayor Gaer inquired since Community Business Lenders constructed their own stormwater
facilities and their potential fee of $207.296 is being waived, how that amount will be covered.

M. Wittstock responded the Council has two choices: the City can cover the cost or it can be
allocated to the remaining area of the district at 4 rate increase of $142 per acre.

Council member Trevillyan expressed his preference to increase the rate per acre by $142
because he feels that cost should not be covered by the City.

FINANCIAL IMPACT:

The total cost of the project is estimated to be $629,447.51 with up to $575,162.50 being
assessed to the property owners in accordance with City policy. City costs will be paid from
budgeted account no. 4292.75.820.6.7920 to be reimbursed by special assessment.

BACKGROUND:

The Preliminary Plat and Schedule of Assessments was presented to the City Council at their

July 27, 2015 meeting. The Public Hearing is being held to consider the proposed Resolution
of Necessity, Estimate of Costs, and Plat and Schedule of Assessments for the project. After

any additional comments have been received, the Public Hearing should be closed.

This project was petitioned by the owners of the Whisper Ridge Development. Whisper
Ridge is represented by Bill Lowry and Marc Abels. This project would pave Coachlight
Drive (Rockwood Lane) from South 88 Street to just west of South 91% Street. Water main,
sidewalks, and trails will not be constructed as part of this project. Coachlight Drive is
functionally classified as a minor collector roadway. Mr. Lowry has indicated the existing
Rockwood Lane ROW required for this project will be acquired, annexed into the City, and
dedicated at no cost.

The project description, the benefited parties, and the calculated proposed special
assessments are listed in the attached Preliminary Plat and Schedule of Assessments. The
computations were performed utilizing the Modified Flint Formula method. Property values
were established by staff vs. a MAI certified appraiser as indicated in the policy. The project
was discussed several times at the Finance and Administration Council Committee.

At this time, the only reduction that is reflected in the Preliminary Assessment Schedule is
the 5% reduction for the street classification. This reduction only affects parcels within 150
feet of the improvements. Council will need to determine if this reduction, as well as any
other reductions, are appropriate.

After closing the Public Hearing, the Council will be asked to adopt the Proposed Resolution
of Necessity. The adoption of the Resolution of Necessity is a legislative duty of the Council
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imposed by the State which requires the Council to make a determination that the
improvements are expedient and proper, and that property assessed will be specially
benefited by the improvement. This determination of the Council is conclusive by statute.
Due to the nature of the Council’s duty, careful consideration needs to be given to the
proposed Special Assessments to ensure each property is not assessed in an amount more
than the benefit the property receives with the improvements in place. In this context, the
definition of the term benefit can include intangible items and is not limited by time
constraints or monetary gains.

OUTSTANDING ISSUES:

Mr. Lowry has requested the cost of water improvements required by the West Des Moines
Waterworks (WDMWW) as part of the subdivision process be included in the preliminary
assessment plat and schedule. WDMWW has no objections as long as none of the costs are
attributed to the WDMWW., An alternate Preliminary Plat and Schedule of Assessments
including the costs of the water main labeled with “REV A” is included in the packet should
the Council wish to include the water main in the special assessment project. The total cost
of the project including water main is estimated to be $810,397.51with up to $756,112.50
being assessed to the property owners in accordance with City policy. The “Financial
Impact” pages for the two alternatives outline the projected additional costs to the City. The
Council action will need to identify which project the Council wishes to approve.

The project is located in Dallas County. The Council was petitioned to initiate a
special assessment process by the owners of the Whisper Ridge subdivision. They
own the entire frontage on the north side of future Coachlight Drive. The owners -
have indicated they will pay their assessment in ﬁJll when the final assessments are
approved by the Councﬂ ~

The street construction will consist of the installation of a six (67) inch thick
reinforced Portland Cement Concrete (PCC) pavement section nominally 26° to 37° .
in width with integral curb on Coachlight Drive. The 37° wide section is required to
construct an eastbound to northbound left turn lane on Coachlight Drive at 88%
Street. The pavement that is constructed as part of the project on South 88% Street
will be nine inch (9”) thick. The project also will include water main, storm sewer,
grading, and other related miscellaneous work required to construct an urban street.
Coachlight Drive is classified as a Minor Collector in accordance with the
Comprehensive Plan It is anticipated the right-of-way necessary for the pl‘Q]ect will
be donated.

The estlmated cost of the project is as shown on the "Pro_l ect Costs" page. The total :
project cost is estimated to be $810,397.51 with $756,112.50 potentially being

‘assessabie to the property owners prior to Council authorized reductions. The details

of the financial impacts are shown on the attached "Financial Impact“ page

The City is assuming responsibilities for the cost of the east half of the South 88t

" Street and Coachlight Drive intersection, as well as the cost of the pavement

thickness in excess of six (6) inches. The Special Assessment Policy allows the City
to assess widths greater than 26” in circumstances like these if the Council chooses.
This approach is consistent w1th recent Council actions regardmg deve]opment
exactions in the area,

The attached Assessment Schedule reflects the calculated benefit the property owners
receive for the reinforced PCC pavement, grading, storm sewer, and other
miscellaneous related items normally associated with a Minor Collector Street
constructed to City Standards. The legislative duties of the City Council include ~
determining the value of each individual property with the proposed improvements in
place and determining the special benefit that said 1mprovements confer to each
property.

It is riot ‘
uncormon in Iowa for the average life of a paved municipal street to approach 75
years. There may be an immediate increase in appraised value for parcels upon the .

The benefit to the property owneré for the street is calcﬁlated in accordance with City
Policy utilizing the proximity assessment methodology adopted by the Council on
October 4, 1999.

A minor collector street classification reduction in the amount of 5% for the area
within 150 feet of the improvements has been included in the calculations in -
accordance with the policy. No other reductions are shown at this time. The costs of
the benefits for the street construction have been proportionally distributed to

properties on both sides of the street utilizing the Modified Flint Formula method as

The legal descriptions for the assessment benefit areas are shown on the attached
pages.

Please note that the assessment schedule shows a valuation of lots and parcels as
established by the Council. The property valuations shown were based upon analysis
by staff of the market values for the lots in Whisper Ridge and surrounding areas. A
MALI appraiser was not retained to detenmne values for this project.

The calculated assessments for each lot or parcel were computed utilizing the
preliminary cost estimate and are shown on the schedule along with any conditional
deficiencies. Any costs in excess of those shown on the schedule will be paid from
other City funds as appropriate.

The speclal assessments won’t become effective until the construction project is
finalized; the final plat and schedule of assessments is prepared and approved by the
Council and recorded, and the assessor levies the special assessment.

Conditional deficiency assessments are levied when the special assessment exceeds
25% of the value of the parcel being specially assessed. The conditional deficiency
assessments are recorded but not collectable unless the value of the property
increases. Should the parcels with conditional deficiency assessments be subdmded
and the value of the land increased a sufficient amount to cover the deficiency, the
‘special assessments and remaining deficiency assessment will be due and payable at
the time of subdivision. Conditional deficiency assessments also will decrease in
value 10% annually after the ﬁnal plat and schedule is approved

At th1s t1me no agncultural deferrals are antlclpated nor accounted for since the
Sandahl Financial Interests, LP Sandahl Trust parcels are taxed as residential
properties. The Sandahl Interests own all the property on the southerly frontage of
Coachllght Drive.

RECOMMENDATION TO AWARD

The City of West Des Moines received bids until 2:00 P.M. on September 16, 2015 for the
Dixie Acres Sanitary Sewer System project. The City of West Des Moines received two
bids as follows:

Synergy Contracting, LLC $236,425.80
Raccoon Valley Contractors, LLC $283,324.00

The low bid was submitted by Synergy Contracting, LLC in the amount of $236,425.80.

The engineer’s estimate of cost for construction of the project was $179,807. The low bid
by Synergy Contracting, LLC was $56,618.80 over the engineer’s estimate of cost

The project was bid with a November 30, 2015 completion date. The schedule was
developed to complete the project before the onset of winter conditions. Based on the
nature of the construction the options were to complete the project before the onset of
winter conditions, or to defer the construction until the spring of 2016.

One of the property owner’s along 54" Street has a failed onsite treatment system. The
property owner is desiring to sell the property, but cannot due so due to the condition of
the onsite treatment system. The property owner is not allowed to update or replace the
onsite treatment system due to its location in relationship to the existing sanitary sewer
system. The project was bid for a fall 2015 completion date to facilitate the property
owner’s ability to sell the property in the near future.

In bidding the project for fall completion it was recognized the bidding climate at the
present time is less than desirable. Due to the rainy conditions that have been
experienced during the summer months many contractors working on sanitary sewer
projects have fallen behind and will not be able to complete their existing obligations in
the fall of 2015. The combination of the aggressive completion schedule and the fimited
number of contractors that could complete the project there was a relatively high risk the
project would exceed the project budget that was established in the spring of 2015 at the
time the connection fee district was developed.

The connection fee for the Dixie Acres Sanitary Sewer System project is $28,063 per lot.
The eight properties will generate revenue of $224,504.

Based on the low bid received the estimated cost for the project is as follows:

Description Extended Price

Estimated construction cost $236,425.80
Basic services - connection fee establishment 3,700.00
Basic service - design services 8,400.00
Resident consultant services 7,000.00
Title certificates 1,800.00
Temporary easements 1,420.00
Permanent easements 10,660.00
Right-of-way agent (estimated) 700.00
$270,105.80

Based on the bid received from Synergy Contracting, LLC the total cost of the project
would exceed the potential connection fee district revenue by $45,605.80.

The actual connection fees that will be paid will eventually exceed $224,500 as most
property owner’s will not pay the fee until a future date when the connection fee will have
been indexed to a higher number due to the annual adjustment of the fee,

The original design for the Dixie Acres Sanitary Sewer System project is based on
extending service lines across 54% Street to the four residences located on the east side of
the street. The original design is based on 6pen cut construction with pavement
replacement on 54" Street.

After the bid opening Synergy Contracting, LLC indicated an interest in directionally boring
the 8-inch sanitary sewer and the four service lines across the street to avoid the pavement
replacement. Synergy Contracting, LLC has indicated the savings from this change would
be in the range of $40,000 to $45,000.

If the grade of the sewer there is some risk to directionally boring as it is more difficult to
hold the grade with the directional boring procedure. However, boring is generally
considered suitable if the slope of the sewer is at least 1.00%. At 1.00% or greater the
slope of the sewer is enough to offset any minor grade deviations. For the Dixie Acres
Sanitary Sewer the slope is greater than 1.00% and boring would be considered a suitable
alternative.

There is a significant cost savings from boring the sewer and sewer services in place, In
addition the tunneling would decrease the inconvenience to the neighborhood as it would
not be necessary to remove and replace the driveways and sidewalks and to have four
separate small street closures on 54" Street to accommodate the service line construction
to the residences on the east side. If the City were to elect this option the cost for the
construction contract would decrease by $40,000 to $45,000. With the boring alternative
the project cost will be very close to the projected connection fee revenue generated in the
District.

The approaches available for the City are to award the contract based on the bids received
on September 16, 2015, or to reject all bids and rebid the project for construction in the
spring or summer of 2016. The option to reject bids and rebid for construction in the fall
or winter of 2015 is not viable. With the type of construction required in the project
winter construction is not realistic. It is not anticipated immediate rebidding of the project
is not likely to attract any additional bidders. If the project were immediately rebid the
likelihood of a lower bid is relatively small and the likelihood of a higher bid is much
greater.

It is quite possible the City could bid the project for 2016 construction and receive more
favorable bids if the number of bidders were to increase. However, deferring the project
to a more competitive market would delay the completion of the project and have a
noticeable impact on the property owner that is currently desiring to sell their property, but
is unable to do so due to the condition of their onsite treatment system.

The two choices for the bids are to award contract recognizing the City may not recover all
af the project cost from the connection fee revenue, or to reject all bids and rebid for 2016
construction. This choice will impact the property owner desiring to sell their property in
the near future. Rebidding in 2016 is likely to reduce the project costs, but there is not a
certainty it would reduce the cost enough to be bring the project completely within the
connection fee revenue. The writer would recommend the City award contract to Synergy
Contracting, LLC based on the bid received on September 16, 2015 with the
understanding the directional boring will be incorporated by change order to be signed by
the contractor concurrently with the contract.

Applicant’s Request: Chuck Bishop, Bishop Engineering, on behalf of the applicant, Chayse Holdings, LL.C, is
requesting approval of a Preliminary Plat for that approximately 36 acre parcel located at 1450 S. Jordan Creek
Patkway. The applicant proposes to replat the existing Lot 2 of Roger’s Farm into 14 single-family detached
residential lots and 1 outlot. The lots will be located on a cul-de-sac and will range in size from 1 acre to almost 7
acres.

City Councjl Subcommittee: This item was presented to the Development and Planning City Council Subcommittee
on May 7, 2015 as an informationa] item.

Staff Review and Comment: This request was distributed to other City departments and ofher agencies for their
review and comment. There are no outstanding issues. Staff would note the following,

®  Building setbacks: The subject property is a very heavily wooded site and in order to preserve as much trees
as possible on the site, the PUD allows a reduction in the front yard setbacks to 35 instead of the 50 front
yard setback required in an RE district.

* Outlot Z: In order to provide a future full access to Jordan Creek Parkway for the property south of the
applicant’s property, the applicant is proposing a street conmection to that property from the street through
the applicant’s property (Eldorado Point). This connection is designated as an outlot on the preliminary plat

*  Buffer along 8. Jordan Creek Parkway: The applicant is proposing a 30 landscape buffer along the west
PUD boundary adjacent to S. Jordan Creek Parkway. This buffer is being proposed by the applicant to limit
the impacts of S. Jordan Creek Parkway on the lots directly adjacent to the street. The buffer will be planted
by the applicant and will be maintained by the Eldorado Estates homeowner's association,

*  Subdivision Sign: A subdivision sign is proposed and shown on the Landscape Plan that will be located on
the southeast comer of the Jordan Creek Parkway and Eldorado Point intersection. This design and location
will not be approved through the preliminary platting process. A separate review and approval of a sign
permit will be required to erect the sign. A condition of approval of the preliminary plat is recommended to
address this.

*  Landscaping on Qutlor 7- Landscaping is indicated on the landscape plan in the area where right-of-way may
be dedicated in the future to provide a connection to the property to the south of the subject property. In the
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event the right-of-way needs to be dedicated in the future, this landscaping will have to be removed or
relocated.

Comprehensive Plan Consistency: The project has been reviewed for consistency with the Comprehensive Plan,
Based upon that review, a finding has been made that the proposed project is consistent with the Comprehensive Plan
in that the project is consistent with all of the goals and policies of the Comprehensive Plan and the land use map of
the Comprehensive Plan.

Findings: This proposed project was distributed to various city departments for review and comment, Based upon
that review, the following findings have been made on the proposed project:

1. The proposed development and use is consistent with the West Des Moines Comprehensive Plan in that the
project has been reviewed for consistency with the Comprehensive Plan. Based upon that review, a finding
has been made that the proposed Project is consistent with the Comprehensive Plan in that the project is
consistent with all of the goals and policies of the Comprehensive Plan.

History:

The Area Development Plan for the Village of Ponderosa was approved by the City Council in October 2005,

e The Specific Plan governing development of the overail project was approved by the City Council in June 2006. An

amendment to the ordinance to modify signage standards was approved in December 2007.

*  The Preliminary Plat and Final Plats for Village of Ponderosa Plat 1 which established Lots 53, 54, & 55 subject to
this replatting were approved by the City Council in July 2006.

*  The Overlay District Site Plan for the intended development of this subject property was approved in August 2007,

City Council Subcommittee: This item was presented to the Development and Planning City Council Subcommittee on
August 13, 2015 as an informational item.

Staff Review and Comment: This request was distributed to other City departments and other agencies for their review
and comment. There are no outstanding issues. Staff would note the following,

®  Qutlots: The applicant is proposing Outlots W, X, & Y that will contain the private alleys that are already
existing on the site. These alleys will be used to access the garages to the proposed single family homes. No
driveway access will be permitted to 8. Prairie View Drive, 8. Granite Way, S. Quartz Way and S. Bluestone
Way. These streets will be designated as the front of these homes with the alleys as the rear of the homes. Outlot

the individual property owner, while the alley’s themselves will be maintained by the homeowner’s association.
The homeowner’s association documents will be submitted at the time of final plat review.

*  Building sethacks: Lots 1-13 front onto 8. Prairie View Drive, According to the Village of Ponderosa Specific
Plan Ordinance, the homes constructed on these lots have a 0’ front yard setback. Building overhangs, steps and
foundation plantings are allowed to encroach up to 5’ into the 9° right-of-way easement along S. Prairic View
Drive. The rear yard setback is 20° measured from the back of curb of the private street to allow a vehicle to park
in the driveway without hanging over into the street. For Lots 22, 23, 34, 35, and 43, a 15’ side yard setback is
required to the south along Wild Rose Drive. For Lots 1,5,6,10, & 11, a 5° side yard setback is allowed on the
comer as long as the house does not cause a line of sight issue at the intersection,

®  Existing Lots 53, 54, & 55: Since Lots 33,54, & 55 are existing lots of record, a building permit could be issued
to construct a house on each of these lots prior to the final plat being recorded for the Village of Ponderosa Plat
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9. Any homes constructed on these lots prior to final plat approval will be required to meet setback requirements
for the lot on which the home is located. A condition of approval is recommended stating such.

Comprehensive Plan Consistency: The project has been reviewed for consistency with the Comprehensive Plan. Based
upon that review, a finding has been made that the proposed project is consistent with the Comprehensive Plan in that the
project is consistent with all of the goals and policies of the Comprehensive Plan and the land use map of the
Comprehensive Plan.

Town Center Overlay District Consistency: The proposed project has been reviewed for consistency with the

proposed Town Center Overlay District Guidelines, Based upon that review, a finding has been made that the proposed
project is consistent with the Town Center Overlay District Guidelines in that the plan is consistent with the overall
objective and intents of the Town Center Overlay District Guidelines.
