City Clerk Ryan Jacobson noted staff is recommending an amendment to agenda item 4(k)

Fire Chief Craig Leu introduced Matthew Lehman, who was recently promoted to Fire
Lieutenant. Lieutenant Lehman was then swom in by Mayor Gaer.

Council member Trevillyan reported the Historic West Des Moines master plan steering
committee met at the Community Center and took a walking tour of the Valley Junction area. He
stated in December the steering committee will take a bus tour of the other areas included in the
Historic West Des Moines master plan, and the consultant will also attend Jingle in the Junction
in December to start community involvement,

Council member Trimble reported the Waterways and Trails regional committee began meeting
and intends to develop recommendations to improve access to waterways for recreation.

Council member Mickelson reported he attended the ribbon cutting ceremony for two new
Kenseth hotels on Mills Civic Parkway, and both are very attractive properties.

Council member Messerschmidt reported the Public Work Subcommittee met and discussed the
placement of temporary traffic signals at the west intersection of 88™ Street and Ashworth Road

On Item 6(a) Mayor Gaer indicated this was the time and place for a public hearing to consider
Delavan Townhomes, 2101 Delavan Drive - Amend Comprehensive Plan Land Use Map to
Change approx. 2.24 acres from Office to Medium Density Residential and Amend BEH II
Planned Unit Development (PUD) to Allow Development of 16 Attached Townhome Units,
initiated by Capital Homes of Iowa (Continued from October 19, 2015 and November 2, 2015).
He asked for the date the notice was published and the City Clerk indicated the notice was
published on October 2, 2015 in the Des Moines Register. Mayor Gaer asked if any written
comments had been received. The City Clerk stated on a vote of 4-0, with three members absent,
the Plan and Zoning Commission recommended City Council approval of the comprehensive
plan amendment and rezoning request, and one correspondence was received which was
included with the Council communication.

Mayor Gaer asked if there were any public comments,

Ed Arp, Civil Engineering Consultants, representing Capital Homes of Iowa, explained the
parcel is currently zoned office on the western portion and light industrial on the eastern portion.
The proposed request is to rezone the western portion to multi-family for townhouses and
maintain the eastern portion’s zoning as light industrial.

Eloise Gardner, 2505 Countryside Place, expressed opposition to the proposed development,
citing concerns about increased traffic on South 26% Street, which is the primary access from EP
True Parkway into her neighborhood. She stated the curve on EP True Parkway and the bike trail
already pose challenges at that intersection, so she is concerned about potential safety hazards
and potential back-ups of traffic waiting to turn on EP True Parkway. She suggested widening
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South 26" Street, just south of EP True Parkway to add a second northbound lane approaching
EP True Parkway.

Janet Seeberger, 2509 Countryside Drive, expressed opposition to the proposed development,
citing concerns about potential safety hazards and access issues for the neighborhood.

Sandy Roan, 221 South 28™ Street, inquired if the traffic study for this area was conducted while
school was in session, because that would have a significant impact on the results. She also
expressed concerns about traffic speeding on EP True Parkway.

John Sheeley, 2504 Countryside Drive, expressed opposition to the proposed development,
reiterating the concerns of the other residents that have spoken.

Mayor Gaer asked if there were any additional public comments; hearing none he declared the
public hearing closed.

Duane Wittstock, City Engineer, explained the traffic study, which was conducted in early
September after school was in session, was conducted assuming the development would be
occupied by 21 residential units and mini-storage units. During the peak morning hour, the
development would generate nine new trips, and during the peak evening hour, it would generate
eleven new trips. The developer was also open to developing the entire parcel as mini-storage
units, which would generate fewer peak hour trips, but the residents in attendance at a public
meeting expressed a preference to include the multi-family residential on the western portion of
the parcel. He stated South 26% Street could be widened to allow for a left turn lane, but staff
doesn’t believe the situation would warrant it at this point in time, based on the number of trips
on it and the fact that there are four alternate accesses onto EP True Parkway. He was asked to
estimate the cost for such a widening project, and he estimated it would cost approximately
$150,000. He also stated the traffic for the mini-storage would only have access via Delavan
Drive, while the townhome development would only have access via South 26™ Street,

Council member Trimble requested staff monitor traffic patterns in this area to determine if
widening South 26% Street might be warranted in the future.

Mr. Wittstock noted it will be at least a year before the issue manifests itself because of the
current time of year and the length of time required to construct the project, so if warranted, the
project could be considered during the following year’s budget cycle.

Council member Trimble inquired about the possibility of installing yield signs or stop signs
along the bike trail where it intersects a street.

Gary Scott, Parks and Recreation Director, responded the pedestrians by law have the right of
way, and bicycles on the trail are considered pedestrians, which is why the City has chosen not to
install such signage in the past. He stated staff can look into the issue.
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Mayor Gaer asked staff to add the issue of signage on bike trails to the agenda for the next
meeting of the Public Safety Subcommittee.

He asked for the date
the notice was published and the City Clerk indicated the notice was published on October 30,
2015 in the Des Moines Register. Mayor Gaer asked if any written comments had been received.
The City Clerk stated on a vote of 7-0, the Plan and Zoning Commission recommended City
Council approval of the specific plan amendment.

Mayor Gaer asked if there were any public comments; hearing none he declared the public
hearing closed.

It was moved by Trimble, second by Trevillyan to consider the first reading of the ordinance.

Mayor Gaer asked if there were any public comments; hearing none he declared the public
hearing closed.

Amendment #1.

Approving Annual Tax Increment Financing (TIF) Indebtedness Certification Report to Dallas and Polk
Counties

FINANCIAL IMPACT:

Up to $11,999,963 in various TIF-related expenditures are projected in FY 2016-17, which rely on the use
of tax revenues generated by the City’s Urban Renewal Areas. This includes $452,069 of “set aside” for
Low and Medium Income Housing (LMI) from the Woodiand Hills URA. The City plans to capture
$444,027,661 of incremental valuation in these areas. This represents 42.2% of the total $1,053,086,848
incremental valuation available in the active Urban Renewal Areas, which is higher than the percentage
captured in the previous year (40.7%), primarily due to the debt requirements of the new Alluvion Urban
Renewal Area.

BACKGROUND:

Each year the City is required to submit its tax increment financing (TIF) needs to the Dallas, Polk, and
Warren County Auditors annually by December 1 for the subsequent fiscal year (none of the City’s active
Urban Renewal Areas currently extend into either Madison County). Staff, with assistance from the City's
financial advisory firm (Public Financial Management), has computed the FY 2016-17 request based on
indebtedness and obligations of the City.

Approval of this item will approve the certifications and also allow for the Finance Director to adjust the
requirement if there are substantial adjustments in tax valuations between now and December 1st.

The request prepared by staff is based on the County Auditor's preliminary taxable valuation figures which,
when finalized, will be certified to the State of lowa. A summary of specific planned tax increment sources
and uses for FY 2016-17 are as follows:

ITEM: Approval of Purchase and Payment DATE: November 30, 2015
Fleet Management Software

FINANCIAL IMPACT: Up to $75,000.00 has been budgeted in FY 15-16 for completion of this
project in account number 4125.75.820.6.7150. The value of initial purchase agreement for the
base software, installation, and training is $53,500. The cost of interfacing the fleet management
software to the financial system will be determined and a change order will be requested at that
time. However, the total project is expected to be less than the $75,000 budget.

BACKGROUND: The existing software package, JetFleet, used by Public Works doesn't
provide the necessary automation, reporting, self service functionality and interfaces to
efficiently or effectively support the City's vehicle maintenance program.

The Fleet Manager, Fleet Secretary, and the Enterprise Applications Manager developed a
Request for Proposal (RFP) to replace the existing Active CLASS software system and
distributed it to potential software vendors on May 15, 2015. Responses were due on June 17,
2015. Ten vendors submitted responses to the RFP.

The review team evaluated each proposal. Collective Data, CFA Software, and Faster Asset
Technologies were selected as finalists. The finalists gave presentations to the review team in
September 2015. Collective Data was selected as the preferred vendor. The Collective Data
legal contract verbiage has been reviewed and negotiated by the City Attorney’s Office, and its
estimated cost is within the allocated budget.

EVALUATION OF PROPOSALS: Proposals and presentations were evaluated on the quality of
the underlying technology, feature set, user interface, self service capabilities, mobile
capabilities, technical support, and price. Staff scored Collective Data the highest of all the
vendors and had 100% consensus for being the finalist for the project.

The distinctive advantage of Collective Data over the other vendors was the modern and
customizable user interface, mobile functionality with Android and iOS devices, web-based
HTML5 programming, and a complete feature set running as a single integrated application.

The project time line is approximately 6 months after the contract is signed. The goal is to bring
the system online in time for the beginning of 2016-2017 fiscal year.

Collective Data is also able to integrate with the new accounting software system in order to
streamline purchase order creation, invoice payment, and asset management. The system will
also be integrated into SharePoint for document management.

Memorandum of Agreement Between
Des Moines Area Religious Council

and
West Des Moines Human Services

This Memorandum of Agreement (“Agreement™) sets forth mutual understandings of the
signatories to the Agreement regarding their respective obligations and responsibilities as
set forth in the Agreement. The signatories to this Agreement are the Des Moines Area
Religious Council (“DMARC”) and West Des Moines Human Services. West Des
Moines Human Services seeks to become a DMARC Food Pantry site. DMARC seeks to
provide food and other support to the West Des Moines Human Services Food Pantry
Site consistent with its operational guidelines and requirements for pantry sites
participating in the DMARC Food Pantry Network.

West Des Moines Human Services agrees with DMARC to provide and maintain the
physical site and to meet DMARC’s terms and obligations set forth in this Agreement
with respect to serving as the site for the West Des Moines Human Services Food Pantry,
receiving and distributing food, data entry, and other operational purposes.

“Your Pantry Site” in this Agreement means the West Des Moines Human Services Food
Pantry.

The term of this Agreement shall be one year effective as of the date of the last signature
to this Agreement. Upon signature, DMARC and West Des Moines Human Services shall
mutually agree to a “start” date for the West Des Moines Human Services Food Pantry.

DMARC agrees to:

* Provide food at no cost to Your Pantry Site and will schedule regular ordering,
delivery, and pick-up times on a pre-determined weekly schedule.

* Support Your Pantry Site in understanding its responsibilities under this
Agreement.

¢ Meet other obligations set forth in this Agreement.

West Des Moines Human Services agrees to assure that the West Des Moines Human
Services Food Pantry site meets the following “Pantry Site Facility Requirements” for a
DMARC Food Pantry:

Pantry Site Facility Requirements





e Your Pantry Site shall be located near public transportation access points unless
these are not available in your community/neighborhood.

® Your Pantry Site shall be located at least two miles from other existing DMARC
Food Pantry sites, unless deemed an asset to the Food Pantry Network as
determined by DMARC.

* Your Pantry Site shall provide sufficient parking for both private and food
delivery vehicles. The exact number of such spaces will depend on the volume of
traffic to Your Pantry Site, but should be sufficient to provide parking for each
two employees/volunteers plus one space for each two clients plus space for
delivery vehicles.

* Your Pantry Site shall be handicapped-accessible, which may take the form of
ramp access, an accessible elevator, or other special accommodations as approved
by DMARC

* Your Pantry Site shall provide a clean, safe, inviting and welcoming appearance.

* Your Pantry Site shall have adequately separated areas for food storage, work
space, client waiting, and private client interviews.

* Your Pantry Site shall keep all food 6”off the floors and away from walls.

* Your Pantry Site shall provide internet access for purposes of communication,
food ordering, and database management.

* Your Pantry Site shall be open a minimum of three days each week for a total of
at least ten hours per week.

¢ Your Pantry Site shall serve at least 20 families/week within one year of opening
in order to remain a DMARC pantry site.

* Your Pantry Site shall provide a freezer and a refrigerator solely for pantry use.

DMARC agrees to certify by letter or other writing an initial determination that the
Food Pantry meets these requirements as soon as possible after signing this Agreement
and prior to operation of the West Des Moines Human Services Food Pantry.

Your Pantry Site agrees to a three-month probationary period at the beginning of its
relationship with the DMARC Food Pantry Network. If, at the end of this probationary
period, Your Pantry Site has continued to meet all the requirements outlined in this
MOU, DMARC agrees to certify by letter or other writing that the Food Pantry meets all
requirements for ongoing certification as a part of the Pantry Network. This certification
does not limit DMARC?’s termination rights as otherwise set forth in this document.

West Des Moines Human Services agrees to assure that the West Des Moines Human

Services Food Pantry site meets the following “Pantry Site Food Distribution
Requirements” for a DMARC Food Pantry:

Pantry Site Food Distribution Requirements





All food products received from DMARC will be duly inspected by Your Pantry
Site upon delivery and will be determined to be fit for human consumption,
Your Pantry Site shall be responsible for picking up its orders from the DMARC
warehouse or making predetermined arrangements for another party to do so.
DMARC will deliver on an EMERGENCY basis only for a predetermined fee,
which the pantry will agree to pay on a timely basis. DMARC will be responsible
for delivery of fresh produce.

All products received from DMARC will be distributed to consumers by Your
Pantry Site prior to expiration dates and shall be stored in such a way as to
safeguard quality. Recently expired shelf-stable food may be distributed to
consumers as long as consumers are alerted to this in some way (e.g., being
distributed under a sign that says “as is or Out of Date.”)

All pantry staff and volunteers that interact with pantry clients must complete
Civil Rights training and be registered on the pantries training log with the Food
Bank of Towa.

All products received from DMARC will be distributed to consumers by Your
Pantry Site in such a way that all clients are treated in a manner in compliance
with the Civil Rights training.

All products received from DMARC will be distributed by Your Pantry Site
solely to those in need and without regard to race, gender, gender identity, gender
expression, sexual orientation, color, national origin, creed, age, religion, marital
status, physical or mental handicap, political affiliation, or any other basis
prohibited by local, state, or federal law.

NO products received from DMARC are to be distributed to pantry employees or
pantry volunteers unless they have completed intake as pantry clients and receive
no preferential treatment including reserving food or disrupting the process of
first come first served, based on their employee or volunteer status. This also
applies to affiliated programs who distribute products through food pantry sites.
Volunteers or staff needing food assistance must complete the intake process
while not on duty.

Distribution of products received from DMARC shall be open to all families
residing within the Polk County Greater Des Moines Area.

Your Pantry Site agrees to discontinue food pantry services for a period of three
months for clients who knowingly violate DMARC policy concerning multiple
visits to a DMARC pantry during a calendar month.

Your Pantry Site has the right to ban individuals who are violent or a threat to
staff, volunteers, or other clients. The individual must be notified in writing as
well as DMARC. Clients have the right to appeal this decision. DMARC has the
right to ban an individual network wide. Your Pantry Site agrees to honor
whenever possible network-wide bans on service to particular clients because of
egregious behavior. Pantries who do not wish to honor such bans must inform
DMARC in writing that they will not honor the ban in each individual case.
Clients under a network-wide ban may make other arrangements to receive
DMARC assistance with a third party.

Written copies of DMARC rules and policies may be distributed upon request,
such documents to be provided to Your Pantry Site by DMARC.





Valid identification shall be required for each household member each time they
receive service. Proof of residence may be required by Your Pantry Site for non
DMARC services. Valid ID can include picture ID, school ID, Title 19 card,
medical card, health insurance card, birth certificate, court document, or
document from the state of Iowa or Polk County Human Services. It may also
include passport or other valid identification from other countries.

All designated DMARC monthly food package items received from DMARC
shall be distributed to any family or individual only once in any calendar month
unless pantry staff determine that extenuating circumstances warrant a waiver of
this rule. DMARC staff must be consulted in each instance.

All designated DMARC monthly food package items received from DMARC
shall be distributed in accordance with DMARC-designated nutritional categories
and amounts.

All products received from DMARC shall be distributed to clients free of charge
and without fees. No products received from DMARC shall be transferred to
other parties in exchange for money, property, or services.

West Des Moines Human Services and DMARC agree to meet their respective
obligations for “Pantry Site Organizational Requirements” as set forth below:

Pantry Site Organizational Requirements:

Your Pantry Site shall provide its own liability insurance, including
Comprehensive General Liability Insurance that includes Products and Competed
Operations Coverage to a limit of at least $1,000,000, Automobile Liability
including Owned, Hired, and Non-Owned Autos to a limit of at least $1,000,000,
and Statutory Workers Compensation Coverage. A Certificate of Insurance
indicating such coverage is required.

Your Pantry Site shall collect client and service information and shall participate
in and record such information in the DMARC/I-Count database in real time
unless back-dating has been previously approved by DMARC or in cases of
extreme emergency such as loss of connection to the Internet. DMARC staff must
be notified of the circumstances if Your Pantry Site is unable to complete real
time data entry.

. DMARC shall assure that its DMARC/I-Count database is in compliance with
U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development, Emergency Shelter Grant
Program, Homeless Assistance Program, and/or DMARC data collection
guidelines. Your Pantry Site shall ensure that its director or one or more other
individuals approved in advance by DMARC attends all bi-monthly meetings of
the DMARC Food Pantry Network directors. DMARC strongly encourages each
site to have at least one paid employee who will be responsible for managing all
aspects of food pantry operations and for maintenance of the Food Pantry
Network relationship.

Your Pantry Site shall provide by the 3™ of each month any monthly reports
required by DMARC, including but not limited to the total amount of food





distributed by Your Pantry Site, whether received from DMARC or any other
sources.

¢  Your Pantry Site shall regularly communicate to DMARC any changes in
location, phone number, email address, and other operational information in order
to ensure that such information is accurate and available to DMARC for
promotional, marketing, and other purposes.

* Your Pantry Site shall immediately communicate to DMARC any temporary
planned or emergency closings of the site so that clients may be routed to other
sites.

*  Your Pantry Site agrees to the monitoring and review of its food distribution by
DMARC representatives.

* Your Pantry Site shall agree to prominently post its DMARC affiliation at the
physical location of the pantry site, on Your Pantry Site’s website, and in any
promotional literature. DMARC and MovetheFood logos may be used upon
request, and you may link to both the DMARC and MovetheFood websites.

¢  Your Pantry Site shall agree to reasonably assist DMARC in securing the food
resources necessary to maintenance of the Food Pantry Network, Such assistance
may take the form of, but is not limited to, food drives, direct mail campaigns, or
special events. Any literature or other promotional vehicles for food drives
conducted in support of Your Pantry Site or the DMARC Food Pantry Network
shall indicate a preference for healthy versions of any food collected.

* Any food obtained from DMARC shall be distributed to client families through
food boxes and not used by Your Pantry Site or any other agency to cook and
distribute meals unless permission has been received in writing from DMARC
staff. This prohibition does not apply to cooking demonstrations intended for
educational purposes.

* Your Pantry Site shall strictly comply with all applicable federal, state and local
laws, rules and regulations, including, without limitation, any laws, rules and
regulations related to the care and provision of food for human consumption,

Your Pantry Site agrees to indemnify, defend and hold DMARC, and its directors,
members, employees, agents, volunteers, and independent contractors harmless from and
against any suit, action, proceeding, claim, counterclaim, loss, liability, damage, cost or
expense (including court costs and attorneys’ fees) in any way arising in connection with
or resulting from (i) any breach or nonfulfillment of or default under any term or
condition of this Agreement by Your Pantry Site, or from (ii} the negligence or
misconduct of Your Pantry Site, or its owners, employees, agents, independent
contractors or volunteers, in executing their respective obligations under this Agreement.
The provisions of this paragraph shall survive the termination of this Agreement.

DMARC agrees to indemnify, defend and hold West Des Moines Human Services its
respective directors, members, employees, agents, volunteers, and independent
contractors harmless from and against any suit, action, proceeding, claim, counterclaim,
loss, liability, damage, cost or expense (including court costs and attorneys’ fees) in any





way arising in connection with or resulting from (i) any breach or nonfulfillment of or
default under any term or condition of this Agreement by DMARC, or from (ii) the
negligence or misconduct of DMARC, or its owners, employees, agents, independent
contractors or volunteers, in executing its obligations under this Agreement. The
provisions of this paragraph shall survive the termination of this Agreement.

West Des Moines Human Services acknowledges and agrees that the food and other
products provided hereunder are provided “as is”. DMARC hereby disclaims any
and all express or implied representations and warranties with respect to the food
and other products provided hereunder, including, without limitation, any express
or implied warranty of merchantability, fitness for a particular purpose, or non-
infringement. The provisions of this paragraph shall survive the termination of this
Agreement.

Except with respect to a party’s indemnification obligations hereunder, in no event
shall any of the parties hereto be liable to the other parties hereto for consequential,
special, indirect, incidental, punitive or exemplary losses, damages or expenses
(including, without limitation, lost profits). The provisions of this paragraph shall
survive the termination of this Agreement.

Nothing contained in this Agreement and no action taken or omitted to be taken by the
parties hereto pursuant to this Agreement shall be deemed to constitute the parties a
partnership, an association, a joint venture or other entity whatsoever. No one party has
any authority whatsoever to enter into any agreements or commitments on behalf of the
other parties or to otherwise obligate the other parties in any way on any matter
whatsoever.

Each party hereby unconditionally waives any right to a jury trial with respect to
and in any action, proceeding, suit, claim, counterclaim, demand or other matter
whatsoever arising out of this Agreement. The provisions of this paragraph shall
survive the termination of this Agreement.

This Agreement may be terminated by any of the parties upon 30 days written notice. In
the event that West Des Moines Human Services seeks to terminate its role under this
Agreement, West Des Moines Human Services shall provide written notice of
termination to DMARC. Notice of termination provided to DMARC by West Des
Moines Human Services is sufficient to constitute termination of this Agreement.





Changes to this Agreement may be made if agreed to in writing, signed, and dated by
each of the parties.

Any violation of this Agreement may result in the termination of the relationship between
Your Pantry Site and the DMARC Food Pantry Network:

Thie project is associated with Alluvion and involves the paving of Pine Avenue from the end of the
existing paving to South 8% Street and South 8t Street from Pine Avenue to White Crane Road. The
contract was awarded to Elder Corporation on August 10, 2015 and was to be completed by November
20, 2015. The contractor has indicated they will not be able to complete the paving of the South 8%
Street segment, including the intersection with Pine Avenue, due to the weather. The paving of Pine
Avenue was completed. Elder Corporation has proposed that in consideration of extending the
completion date to May 31, 2016, they will place and maintain granular surfacing on the un-paved
sections and provide snow removal on South 8 Street and White Crane Road through the winter to
accommodate Microsoft and MidAmerican construction traffic. Pine Avenue will be opened to public
traffic on or around December 18, 2015. Elder will also maintain the gravel section of Pine Avenue
through the winter, but the City will provide snow removal services for this section of roadway. South
8% Street south of Pine Avenue to White Crane Road will be open to “Local Traffic Only” during the
winter. South 8% Street south of Relocated Highway 5 is a separate construction contract and will
remain closed throughout the winter. The City will receive a slight saving in granular surfacing by not
opening the southern sections of South 8% Street through the winter.

Dear Mr. Wittstock:

Pursuant to project specifications, Elder Corporation respectfully requests an extension to the contract
completion date. The contract was let this August 2015.

Mobilization to the site and site grading commenced the following day after notice to proceed was given
at the 8/13/15 Preconstruction meeting.

Site utilities commenced soon after and crews were on site simultaneous to the grading operation in
order to help compress the schedule, All crews worked long 60-70 hour weeks and regular Saturdays all
season long to try and accelerate the schedule.

Unfortunately, May and June were extremely wet with central lowa experiencing widespread flooding
conditions in late June. We experienced a significant number of lost construction days during this crucial
time.

Although we lost substantial time, we were able to complete alt utilities and subgrade preparation on all
streets and the paving of the lengthy section of Pine Ave. The paver worked both Saturday and Sunday
on basically the last dry weekend we have had.

While Pine Ave was being paved, the crew started set up on the South 8" Street portion {to White
Crane). Because it looked like the weather was turning, the paver spent the day placing poly/plastic
down on the entire South 8" Street subgrade at his expense in the hopes of one last paving window.
The day after paving ended on Pine Ave, we experienced three straight days of heavy rain effectively
shutting down all operations for the week. Then, at the end of the week, we experienced a heavy wet
seven inch snow fall and freezing temperatures.





We are effectively out of time to deliver a quality product, on a stable dirt subgrade that will meet the
life cycle that is expected.

Therefore Elder Corporation and the paver are proposing the following;

» We will place a rock road, at our expense, connecting hard surface Pine Ave to White Crane for
access by the local users: Microsoft and Mid-American. This will be under a “soft closure”.
The road will be maintained throughout the winter including snow removal. Pine Street will be
fully open this year to traffic east and west bound.

As soon as conditions allow in spring 2016, the subgrade will be re-worked and retested and the paving
of South Bth Street will be completed and the project will be usable no later than May 31, 2016 or

sooner.

Summary/Review





History

Westcom and its partners have been utilizing SunGard CAD400 and CRIMES software for nearly two
decades. The application architecture, while state of the art at the time of purchase, has become dated
and does not provide for state of the art, geo-centric, graphical applications. To try and keep up with
current technologies, and add features and functionality, Westcom has been required to Instalf multiple
interfaces with other external systems to achleve its goals.

The Management Committee desired to find a product that could provide a turn-key, fuily-functional,
geospatial based, scalable, seamlessly integrated Public Safety System.

In April of 2014, a Request for Proposals was released to engage a firm that would examine current
systems and processes of Westcom and its partners and develop a Reguest for Proposal for a new
Computer Alded Dispatch and Police Records Management Systems replacement.

Five proposals were recelved and evaluated and on August 14, 2014 a contract was signed with
Winbourne Consulting - Arlington, VA. Mr. Steve Barger was assigned as the Project Manager and lead
person for the project. Over the next severai months, Mr. Barger and his team made multiple visits and
contacts with Westcom and its partners. Interviews were conducted with everyone from system users
to command level staff and processes were observed and documented. The final product was dellvered
by Winbourne in early 2015,

In February of 2015, the Computer Aided Dispatch and Police Records Management Systems Replace
Request for Proposal was published and refeased. On March 25, 2015 proposals were received from the
following vendors:

IT Recommendation

The ITS department recommends Tri-Tech as its preferred CAD vendor. Tri-Tech has full virtual
infrastructure support and seem very experienced and comfortabile in the virtual environment. They also
are experienced in setting up disaster recovery scenario using EMC RecoverPolnt and VMWare Site
Recovery Manager. We also liked how Microsoft patches and 3™ party applications are tested by the
vendor and then delivered on media, something that the other vendors did not do. Clients are self-
updating from the server. The user interface was modern and intuitive. They have a large support team
located in lowa.

New World also seemed to have a good handle on the virtual environment but not to the extent
demonstrated by Tri-Tech. They didn’t really discus or demonstrate their ability to deliver a disaster
recovery setup during the presentation. They also don’t pre-test Microsoft patches or 3™ party
applications for compatibility. The user interface is modern and intuitive similar to Tri-Tech.

Motoroala is very new to the virtual environment, and we have concerns that they haven’t worked
through the Issues to the extent demonstrated by Tri-Tech and New World. There was a feeling that the
user interface was not very modern and didn’t seem to be an improvement over the old system.

Evaluations

Throughout the month of july, each vendor was given'three days to present their products and
demonstrate their ability to meet 112 different demonstrable functionalities. Each presentation was
scored by the evaluation committee individually.





The scores from the RFP evaluation and demonstrations were completed by the evaluation team
individually, combined and averaged.

Contract and Procurement:

On August 11, 2015 the Westcom Management Committee directed that we proceed with contract
negotiations with Tri-Tech Software Systems. A subgroup of the selection committee made two site
Visits of current Tri-Tech users, one in Minnesota and one in Iinols. A subsequent phone conference
was also held with a third user of the Law RMS system. The reports were favorabile and several
suggestions for implementation were recelved.

A subset of users met and further defined the actual needs (licensing numbers, modules, etc.) of
participating agencies. Through that process, the revised software/training and installation price is
$2,028,453.71. After re-negotiating maintenance and continuous upgrade fees, those fees have
dropped to $213,717.58 annually. The updated projected 10 year cost of the system is $3,951,912.00.





West Des Moines Legal Department has reviewed and approved contract documents.

The West Des Moines IT Department has examined our current infrastructure and hardware and
estimate that there will be an approximate $500,000.00 in hardware costs associated with the project.

FINANCIAL IMPACT: Approximate expense of $74,600 annually based on services identified
in the Request for Proposal dated October 2013. The amount includes a contractor-supplied
vehicle. This is a contract renewal, and rates are being increased by 2% or an additional $1,500
annually at the request of the contractor. Staff fesls that this increase is acceptable. This amount
is budgeted in the Parks cost center of the operating budget for this purpose.

BACKGROUND: The Council is asked to approve the renewal of an agreement with
American Security for Park Security Services. American Security has done an excellent job of
providing security services over the last two years. They were originally selected in 2013 using a
detailed Request for Proposal (RFP) process. The RFP was sent to all area security providers. A
notice of the RFP was published. Through an evaluation of written proposals and interviews,
American Security was chosen. The current agreement with them expires on December 31, 2015,
but the terms of the agreement allow for renewal on an annual basis for an additional three years.

This agreement covers on-site security from April 1 through October 31 and mobile patrol from
November 1 through March 31. The amount of coverage varies depending on the time of the year.
Security officers are responsible for patroiling, locking and unlocking parks and facilities, checking
permits at the dog park and archery facility, responding to alarms at the nature lodge and softball
complex, and enforcing park rules.

Facilities will be opened each morning by City staff. Keys will be
provided by the City. The contractor will be required to develop and
implement a method to verify that facilities are being locked.

Alarm Response _
The contractor shall provide first response to alarm calls at the Raccoon

River Park Nature Lodge and Sofiball Complex. Response to alarms
during On-Site Security hours shall be made by the on-site security
personnel and there shall be no additional charge for this service.
Responses to alarms during times outside the On-Site Security hours shall
be billed separately at a per response rate.

Focus Areas
Although all areas of Raccoon River Park are to be patrolled, there are
certain areas that will require specific attention:

o Softball Complex
Concession stand workers and other staff are to be escorted to their
vehicles at their request. Security personnel shall have a visible
presence within the complex during softball games. Security
personnel shall enforce the park rule prohibiting the consumption of
alcohol in parking areas.

CPR. Documentation of certification shall be made available to the City upon request. It
is highly recommended to also provide security personne] with training on dog behavior
as it relates to the dog park.

The contractor shall provide all on-site security personnel with a cell phone for
communication purposes. In all cases the security personnel shall be accessible to City
staff directly or through a dispatch system.

Chapter 11
PARK REGULATIONS

7-11-1: PURPOSE:

7-11-2: RULES AND REGULATIONS:

The following rules and regulations are established concerning the conduct and use of city
parks, also regulating traffic and parking automobiles and vehicles. Persons and vehicles
authorized for activities related to public safety or maintenance are exempt from the
regulations:

B. Speed: No person shall ride or drive any automobile or other vehicle in a public park at a
Speed in excess of fifteen (15) miles per hour!,

C. Parking: Automobiles and vehicles shall park in designated parking lot areas only. No
vehicle shall be parked upon the grass or along roadways where posted. The department
may allow for overflow parking on grass where posted. No vehicle shall be parked or
allowed to remain within OfF upon any park area or facility for a pPeriod in excess of twenty

four (24) hours. No person(s) shall obstruct or impede the normal flow of traffic within
park.
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E. Destruction Of Natural Environment: No person shall in any manner deface, injure or
remove any tree, shrub, or plant standing or growing in a public park or pick or destroy
flowers or seeds growing therein, or remove nests or wildlife/wildfowl.

F. Fires: No fires shall be lighted or made in any public park except with the permission of
the director of parks and recreation, provided that this subsection does not apply to fires
in stoves, ovens, grills, fire rings or fireplaces provided in any facility in the city parks for
use in picnic cooking. Fires may be prohibited entirely during posted periods.

G. Firearms, Weapons, Or Explosives: No person shall use firearms, explosives, weapons,
firecrackers or fireworks in any public park except as otherwise provided by any other
section of this code. Fireworks displays may be allowed by permission of the director of
parks and recreation and the fire chief.

H. Litter: No person shall deposit upon or litter the ground with any form of waste material.
All waste shall be deposited in receptacles provided for such purposes. (Ord. 1355, 3-22-
1999)

I. Language: (Rep. by Ord. 1197, 9-9-1996)

J. Defacing Of Public Property: No person shall write, mark or draw characters on or deface,
injure or destroy any building, or part thereof, or improvement, apparatus or fixture, wall
or fence, drain or sewer located on or in any public park. (Ord. 1355, 3-22-1999)

K. Posted Notices: (Rep. by Ord. 1197, 9-9-1 996)

L. Control Of Animals: All animals must be under the control of a person competent to
restrain and control the animal, either by leash, cord, chain, or other similar restraint not
more than ten feet (10") in length, or properly restrained within a motor vehicle. The
owner or person in charge of an animal shall clean up and/or remove as soon as
possible any excrement or droppings deposited by the animal on park property. (Ord.
1355, 3-22-1999)

The requirement of a restraint on an animal shall not apply to animals registered to use a

designated off leash area of a park while in said off leashed area and while abiding by all
the rules and regulations of such designated off leash area. (Ord. 1566, 1-5-2004)
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M. Hours: No person shail be in any public park between the hours of ten thirty o'clock
(10:30) P.M. fo six o'clock (6:00) A M. or at any time duly posted and designated by the

director of parks and recreation. (Ord. 1355, 3-22-1999)

N. Safety: (Rep. by Ord. 1197, 9-9-1996)

O. Compliance With Rules: All persons shall abide by rules established by city ordinance or
by the parks and recreation department and posted in park areas and facilities.

P. Posting: No pefson shail post, fasten, paint or affix any placard, bill, notice or sign upon
any structure, tree, stone, directional sign, fence or enclosure along or within any park
except by permission of the director of parks and recreation. (Ord. 1355, 3-22-1999)

Q. Moving Fixtures: (Rep. by Ord. 11 97, 9-9-1996)

T. Responsibility Of Adults: (Rep. by Ord. 1197, 9-9-1996)
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U. Park Roads: No park road shall be used as a through street by any vehicle where posted.

V. Golfing: No person shall play or practice golf in any city park, except during supervised
activitics approved by the director of parks and recreation.

W. Prohibited Activities: The following activities are specifically prohibited in any public park
or greenbeit:

1. Disposing Of Material: No person shall place, store or dump any organic or inorganic
materials including raked leaves, grass clippings, compost, construction material,
firewood, paint, trash, debris, junk or any similar materials in park dumpsters or on park

property.

2. Private Improvements: No person shall garden, mow or plant trees without written
permission from the department of parks and recreation. No person shall install other
private improvements such as fences, play equipment, irrigation systems, or similar
encroachments on park land.

3. Miscellaneous: No person shall remove or deposit snow on park land. No person shall
bury animais on park fand.

The parks and recreation department is authorized to monitor and enforce such rules
and regulations. Enforcement procedures shall follow city code procedures for either
administrative abatement or municipal infraction as determined in the best interest of

the city.

X. Swimming/Beach Use: Swimming shall be allowed in posted areas only, except for
organized activities approved by the director of parks and recreation. No swimming shall
be allowed from boats. Inner tubes, air mattresses, or other beach toy type items shall be

allowed in posted areas only.

Y. Ice Skating: Ice skating shall be allowed in posted areas only. Ice skating shall only be
allowed when posted as safe. (Ord. 1355, 3-22-1999)

Z. Boating: A boat equipped with any size motor may be operated at a no wake speed on
Raccoon River Park Lake, except for in areas designated as "Non-Motorized And Electric
Motors Only" zones. All other regulations under the code of lowa, chapter 462A, shall
apply. All sailboats with a mast height measuring thirty six feet (36') or greater above
from the water surface are prohibited on the Raccoon River Park Lake. Additionaliy, all
sailboats are prohibited on Raccoon River Park Lake when the iake water level reaches
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an elevation of one foot (1) above the concrete dock at the boat ramp. (Ord. 1360, 5-3-

1999)

AA, Fishing: FisHing activities in parks shajl comply with the code of lowa, chapter 481A.

BB. Sales In Parks: No sales activities or admissions shall be allowed in any park except
with approval of the director of parks and recreation,

Exceptions: The city or its authorized agents are exempt from the above and may
control or manage animals, birds, or insects pursuant to established policies that have

been approved by the city council. -

EE. Camping: All ovemnight camping is prohibited unless written authorization js received
from the director of parks and recreation. (Ord. 1355, 3-22.1 999)

7-11-3: PENALTY:

"Consumption In Public Parks", and X, "Swimming/Beach Use", of this chapter, police
officers or designees shall be authorized to issue citation complaints. A one hundred dollar
($100.00) civil penalty shall be imposed for each violation where a citation complaint has

been issued. (Ord. 1855, 7-9-2012)

ITEM: Approval of IDNR State Clean Diesel Grant DATE: November 30, 2015

FINANCIAL IMPACT:

The State Clean Diesel Grant Program provides the City of West Des Moines $125,500 for the
repiacement and disablement of a 1995 fire engine. The new fire engine is estimated to have a
cost of $640,000, thus the City portion will be approximately $514,500. The expenses for this
replacement will be included in the FY 2016-17 budget and the City match will be covered using
vehicle replacement funds.

BACKGROUND:

The Diesel Emissions Reduction Act (DERA) authorized the U.S. Environmental Protection
Agency (EPA) to provide pass-through funding to the State of lowa to promote diesel emissions
reduction projects. The lowa Department of Natural Resources (DNR) has created a
competitive grant program to help fund voluntary diesel exhaust reduction projects. The City of
West Des Moines applied for funding from this program to replace a qualifying 1995 E-One fire
engine, the City's request was for $160,000 and was awarded $125,500. This fire engine was
scheduled to be replaced in FY 2017-18, but has been moved up to FY 16-17 for this grant
program. The City of West Des Moines was one of two entities to be award funding for the
2015 program. The timeline for the grant requires the City of West Des Moines to purchase the
new fire engine no later than July 1, 2016 and take possession on later than August 1, 2016.
The 1995 E-One fire engine that must be disabled by cutting a 3 inch diameter hole in the
engine block and manifold no later than 8/30/16. There will be an opportunity to sell the body of
the fire engine for scrap, but will not be able to sell or trade in the fire engine for re-use to
another entity. The grant award was presented and discussed with the Finance and
Administration Sub-Committee on November 18, 2015, the Sub-Committee recommended
approval.

RECOMMENDATION:
Staff is recommending that City Council accept the contract for the State Clean Diesel Grant

Program from the Environmental Protection Agency Region VIl which provides the opportunity
to reduce diesel emission through a sub-grant program allowing for vehicle replacement.

2.2 |mmediate Termination by DNR. DNR may terminate this Contract for any of the following reasons effective

immediately without advance notice and without penalty:

221 In the event the Contractor is required to be certified or licensed as a condition precedent to providing
services, the revocation or loss of such license or certification will result in immediate termination of the
Contract effective as of the date on which the license or certification is no longer in effect;

2.3 Termination for Cause. The occurrence of any one or more of the following events shall constitute cause for DNR to
declare the Contractor in defauit of its obligations under this Contract.

231 The Contractor fails to perform, to DNR's satisfaction, any material requirement of this Contract or is in
violation of a material provision of this Contract, Including, but without limitation, the express warranties made
by the Contractor;

2.3.2 DNR determines that satisfactory performance of this Contract is substantially endangered or that a default is
likely to occur;

2.3.3 The Contractor fails to make substantial and timely progress toward performance of the Contract;

2.3.4 The Contractor becomes subject to any bankruptcy or insolvency proceeding under federal or State law to
the extent allowed by applicable federal or State law including bankruptcy laws; the Contractor terminates or
suspends its business; or DNR reasonably believes that the Contractor has become insolvent or unable to
pay its obligations as they accrue consistent with applicable federal or State law:

23.5 The Contractor has failed to comply with applicable federal, State and local laws, rules, ordinances,
regulations and orders when performing within the scope of this Contract;

2.3.6  The Contractor has engaged in conduct that has or may expose the State or DNR to liability, as determined
in DNR's sole discretion;

2.3.7 The Contractor has infringed any patent, trademark, copyright, trade dress or any other intellectual property

23.8 Contractor fails to comply with any of the Task Milestone Dates contained in this Contract.
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2.4 Notice of Default. If there is a default event caused by the Contractor, DNR shall provide written notice to the
Contractor requesting that the breach or noncompliance be remedied within the period of time specified in DNR's
written notice to the Contractor. If the breach or noncompliance is not remedied by the date of the written notice, DNR
may either:

241 Immediately terminate the Contract without additional written notice; or
242 Enforce the terms and conditions of the Contract and seek any legal or equitable remedies.

2.5 Termination upon Notice. Following 30 days written notice, DNR may terminate this Contract in whole or in part
without the payment of any penalty or incurring any further obligation to the Contractor. Following termination upon
notice, the Contractor shall be entitled to compensation, upon submission of invoices and proper proof of claim, for
services provided under this Contract to DNR up to and including the date of termination.

2.6 Remedies of the Contractor in Event of Termination by DNR. in the event of termination of this Contract for any
reason by DNR, DNR shall pay only those amounts, if any, due and owing to the Contractor for services actually
rendered up to and including the date of termination of the Contract and for which DNR is obligated to pay pursuant to
this Contract. Payment will be made only upon submission of invoices and proper proof of the Contractor’s claim. This
provision in no way limits the remedies available to DNR under this Contract in the event of termination. However,
DNR shall not be liable for any of the following costs:

2.6.2 The payment of workers' compensation claims, which occur during the Contract or extend beyond the date
on which the Contract terminates;

2.7 The Contractor's Termination Duties. The Contractor upon receipt of notice of termination or upon request of

DNR, shall:

2.7.1 Cease work under this Contract and take all necessary or appropriate steps to limit disbursements and
minimize costs, and fumish a report within 30 days of the date of notice of termination, describing the status
of all work under the Contract, including, without limitation, resuits accomplished and conclusions obtained.

2.7.2 Immediately cease using and return fo DNR any personal property or materials, whether tangible or
intangible, provided by DNR to the Contractor.

2.7.3 Comply with DNR's instructions for the timely transfer of any active files and work product produced by the
Contractor under this Contract.

2.7.4 Cooperate in good faith with DNR, its employees, agents and contractors during the transition period
between the notification of termination and the substitution of any replacement contractor.

2,75 immediately return to DNR any payments made by DNR for services that were not rendered by the
Contractor.

2.8 Rights in incomplete products. In the event the Contract is terminated, all finished or unfinished documents, data,
reports, or other materials prepared by the Contractor under this Contract shall, at the option of DNR, become DNR's
property and the Contractor shall be entitled to receive just and equitable compensation for any satisfactory work
completed on such documents and other material.

Section 3 CONFLICT BETWEEN SPECIAL AND GENERAL CONDITIONS

If a General Condition conflicts with a Special Condition, they shall be construed, if possible, so that effect is given to both
provisions. If the conflict between the provisions is irreconcilable, then the Special Condition shall prevail as an exception to
the General Condition.

Section 4 INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR

The status of the Contractor shall be that of an independent contractor. The Contractor, and its employees and agents
performing under this Contract are not employees or agents of the State or any agency, division or department of the State.
Neither the Contractor nor its employees shall be considered employees of DNR or the State for federal or State tax
purposes. DNR will not withhold taxes on behalf of the Contractor. Contractor shall be responsible for payment of all taxes in
connection with any income eamed from performing this Contract.

Section 5 CONFLICT OF INTEREST

5.1 The Contractor covenantis that the Contractor presently has no interest and shall not acquire any interest, direct and
indirect, which would conflict in any manner or degree with the performance of services required under this Contract.
The Contractor further covenants that in the performance of this Contract no person having any such interest shall be
empioyed.
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5.2 During the term of this Contract, Contractor shall not provide services that would create a conflict of interest with the
Contractor's duties set out in this Contract. In determining whether a particular activity creates an unacceptable
conflict of interest, situations in which an unacceptable conflict shall be deemed to exist shall include, but not to be
limited to, any of the following:

5.2.1 The activity involves the use of the State’s or DNR's time, facilities, equipment, and supplies or other
evidences of employment for purposes other than the performance of Contractor’s obligations under this
Contract.

5.2.2 The activity invoives the receipt of, promise of, or acceptance of money or other consideration by Contractor
from anyone other than the State or DNR for the performance of any acts that Conftractor is required or
expected to perform as a part of Contractor's performance under this Contract.

523 The outside employment or activity is subject to the official control, inspection, review, audit, or enforcement
authority of DNR.

5.3 If the activity creating a conflict of interest is in progress when the term of this Contract begins or is described in
paragraph 5.2.1 or 5.2.2 above, then Contractor shall immediately cease the activity. During the term of this Contract,
Contractor shali not enter into any activity described in paragraph 5.2.3 or which constitutes any other unacceptable
conflict of interest. Contractor shall immediately disclose to DNR the existence of any confiict of interest, including
confiicts of interest which are described in paragraph 5.2.3 and are in progress when the term of this Contract begins.

Section 6 AMENDMENTS
This Contract may be amended only by written mutual consent of the parties.

Section 7 CHOICE OF LAW AND FORUM -

The laws of the State of lowa shall govern and determine all matters arising out of or in connection with this Contract without
regard to the choice of law provisions of lowa law. In the event any proceeding of a quasijudicial or judicial nature is
commenced in connection with this Contract, the exclusive jurisdiction for the proceeding shall be brought in Polk County
District Court for the State of lowa, Des Moines, lowa, or in the United States Disfrict Court for the Southern District of lowa,
Central Division, Des Moines, lowa wherever jurisdiction is appropriate. This provigion shall not be construed as waiving any
immunity to suit or liability including without limitation sovereign immunity in State or federal court, which may be available to
DNR or the State.

Section 8 SEVERABILITY
if any provision of this Contract is determined by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid or unenforceable, such

determination shall not affect the validity or enforceability of any other part or provision of this Contract.

Section 9 ENTIRE AGREEMENT

This Contract constitutes the entire agreement between DNR and the Contractor with respect to the subject matter hereof,
and the Contractor acknowledges that it is entering into the Contract solely on the basis of the terms and conditions herein
contained and not in reliance upon any representation, statement, inducement or promise, whether oral or written, not
contained herein. This Contract supersedes all prior contracts and agreements between DNR and the Contractor for the
services provided in connection with this Confract.

Section 10 ASSIGNMENT AND DELEGATION
This Contract may not be assigned, transferred or conveyed, in whole or in part, without the prior written consent of the
other party. For the purpose of construing this provision, a transfer of a controlling interest in the Contractor shall be

considered an assignment.

Section 11 REPRESENTATIONS AND WARRANTIES

11.1 Construction of Warranties Expressed in this Contract with Warranties Implied by Law. All warranties made by
the Contractor in all provisions of this Contract and the Proposal by the Contractor, whether or not this Contract
specifically denominates the Contractor's promise as a warranty or whether the warranty is created only by the
Contractor's affirmation or promise, or is created by a description of the materials and services to be provided, or by
provision of samples to DNR, shall not be construed as limiting or negating any warranty provided by iaw, including
without limitation, warranties which arise through course of dealing or usage of frade. The warranties expressed in
this Contract are intended to modify the warranties implied by law only to the extent that they expand the warranties
applicable to the goods and services provided by the Contractor. The provisions of this Section apply during the term
of this Contract and any extensions or renewals thereof.

11.2 Concepts, Materials, and Works Produced. Contractor represents and warrants that all the concepts, materials
and deliverables produced, or provided to DNR pursuant to the terms of this Contract shall be wholly original with the
Contractor or that the Contractor has secured all applicable interests, rights, licenses, permits or other intellectual
property rights in such concepts, materials and work product produced under this Contract. The Contractor represents

The Contractor represents and warmants that all of the services to be performed hereunder
will be rendered using sound, professional practices and in a competent and professional manner by knowledgeable,
trained and qualified personnel.

Conformity with Contractual Requirements. The Contractor represents and warrants that the work product
produced under this Contract will appear and operate in conformance with the terms and conditions of this Contract.

Authority to Enter into Contract. The Contractor represents and warrants that it has full authority to enter into this
Contract and that it has not granted and will not grant any right or interest to any person or entity that might derogate,
encumber or interfere with the rights granted to DNR.

Obligations Owed to Third Parties. The Contractor represents and warrants that all obligations owed to third
parties with respect to the activities contemplated to be undertaken by the Contractor pursuant to this Contract are or
will be fully satisfied by the Contractor so that DNR will not have any obligations with respect thereto.

Title to Property. The Contractor represents and warrants that title to any property assigned, conveyed or licensed
to DNR is good and that transfer of title or license to DNR is rightful and that all property shall be delivered free of any
security interest or other lien or encumbrance.

Industry Standards. The Contractor represents and expressly warrants that all aspects of the goods and services
provided or used by it shall conform to the applicable industry standards in the performance of this Contract.

Technology Updates. The Contractor represents warrants that it shall continually use and integrate the most current
and up-to-date technology commercially available.

Section 12 CONFIDENTIALITY

Access to Confidential Data. The Contractor's employees and agents may have access to confidential data
maintained by DNR to the extent necessary to carry out its responsibilities under the Contract.

No Dissemination of Confidential Data. No confidential data collected, maintained, or used in the course of
performance of the Contract shall be disseminated except as authorized by law and with the written consent of DNR,
sither during the period of the Contract or thereafter. Any data supplied to or created by the Contractor shall be
considered the property of DNR. The Contractor must return any and all data collected, maintained, created or used
in the course of the performance of the Contract in whatever form it is maintained promptly at the request of DNR.

Subpoena. In the event that a subpoena or other legal process is served upon the Contractor for records containing
confidential information, the Contractor shall promptly notify DNR and cooperate with DNR in any lawful effort to
protect the confidential information.

Reporting of Unauthorized Disclosure. The Contractor shall immediately report to DNR any unauthorized
disclosure of confidential information.

Survives Termination. The Contractor's obligation under this Contract regarding confidential materials and
information shall survive termination of this Contract.

Contractor shall
exercise its best efforts to prevent damage to all such property and shall, at DNR’s request, restore damaged property to
its condition prior to the damage at the sole expense of Confractor. Such restoration shall be complete when judged
satisfactory by DNR. in the event such property cannot be restored to DNR’s satisfaction, Contractor shall reimburse
DNR for any loss or damage to such property caused by Contractor, or any agent, contractor or subconfractor
employed or ufilized by Contractor.

In the event that any hardware and other equipment owned by Contractor and used in
connection with this Contract is subject to the security interest or a legal or equitable interest by a third party who is
not a party to this Contract, Contractor shall insure in any such transactions that DNR shall be notified of a default
occurring under the instrument and if Contractor does not cure the default within the time allowed, DNR may, in its
sole discretion, cure the default by Contractor and assess or set off all costs associated with affecting cure, including
the amount in default and reasonable attorneys fees against Contractor.

Ownership of Deliverables and Inteflectual Property. Contractor agrees that the Deliverables and ali intellectual
property rights and proprietary rights arising out of, embodied in, or related to, such Deliverables, shall become and
remain the sole and exclusive property of the DNR and the State. Contractor hereby irevocably transfers, assigns and
conveys to the DNR and the State all right, title and interest in and to such Deliverables and intellectual property rights
and proprietary rights. Contractor shall take all actions as may be necessary or requested by the DNR to carmy out and
effect such transfer, assignment and conveyance. Contractor represents and warrants that the DNR and the State shall
acquire good and clear title to such Deliverables, free from any claims, liens, security interests, encumbrances or other
rights or interests of Contractor or of any third party. The DNR and the State shall have the right to obtain and hold
copyrights, patents or such other registrations or intellectua property protections as may be desirable or appropriate to
the subject matter, and any extensions or renewals thereof. Contractor shall assist the DNR and the State to obtain and
secure copyrights, patents or other intellectual property rights, registrations or protections with respect to alf such
Deliverables in the United States and any other countries. Contractor agrees to execute all papers and to give all facts
known to it necessary to secure United States or foreign country copyrights and patents, and to transfer or cause to
transfer to the DNR and the State all the right, title and interest in and to such Deliverables. Contractor also agrees to
waive and not assert any moral rights it may have with regard to such Deliverables. The Contractor shall not retain any
property interests or other rights in and to such Deliverables and shall not use such Deliverables, in whole or in part, for
any purpose, without the prior written consent of the DNR and the payment of such royalties or other compensation as
the DNR deems appropriate. As the owner of such Deliverables, the DNR and the State may, without limitation; (j)
adapt, change, modify, edit or use the Deliverables as the DNR or the State sees fit, including in combination with the
works of others, prepare derivative works based on the Deliverables, and publish, display and distribute throughout the
world any Deliverable(s) in any mediurmn, whether now known or later devised, including, without limitation, any digital or
optical medium, and (ii) make, use, sell, license, sublicense, or lease the Deliverables and any intellectual property rights
therein or related thereto without payment of additional compensation to Contractor.

Further Assurances. At the DNR's request, Contractor shall execute and deliver such instruments and take such
other action as may be requested by the DNR to establish, perfect or protect the State’s and the DNR’s rights in and
to the Deliverables and to carry out the assignments, transfers and conveyances required by this Contract.
Contractor shall execute any instruments, provide ail facts known to it, and do all other things requested by the DNR
(both during and after the term of this Contract) in order to vest more fully in the State and the DNR any and all
ownership rights and intellectual property rights in and to the Deliverables. In the event the DNR is unable, after
reasonable effort, to secure Contractor's signature on any letters, patent, copyright, or other analogous protection
relating to the Deliverables, for any reason whatsoever, Contractor hereby irrevocably designates and appoints the
DNR, and its duly authorized officers, employees and agents, as Contractor's agent and attorney-in-fact, to act for
and in its behalf to execute and file any such application or applications and to do all other lawfully permitted acts to
further the prosecution and issuance of letters patent, copyright registrations, and other analogous protection,
including extensions and renewals thereon, with the same legal force and effect as if executed by Contractor.
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13.6 Disputes. In any dispute over ownership or licensing rights, Contractor shall have the burden of proving prior or
independently developed rights by clear and convincing proof.

Section 14__ JOINT AND SEVERAL LIABILITY

If the Contractor is a joint entity, consisting of more than one individual, partnership, comporation or other business
organization, then all such entities shall be Jointly and severally liable for carrying out the activities and obligations of this
Contract, and for any default activities and obligations.

Section 15 WAIVER

Except as specifically provided for in a waiver signed by duly authorized representatives of DNR and the Contractor, failure
by either party at any time to require performance by the other party or to claim a breach of any provision of the Contract
shall not be construed as affecting any subsequent right to require performance or to claim a breach.

Section 16 NOTICE

16.1 Any and all notices, designations, consents, offers, acceptances or any other communication provided for herein shall
be given in writing by registered or certified mail, return receipt requested, by receipted hand delivery, by Federal
Express, courier or other similar and reliable carrier which shall be addressed to each party as set forth as follows in
Section 1, Special Conditions, of this Contract.

16.2 Each such notice shall be deemed to have been provided:

Section 17 CUMULATIVE RIGHTS

The various rights, powers, options, elections and remedies of any party provided in this Contract, shall be construed as
cumulative and not one of them is exciusive of the others or exclusive of any rights, remedies or priorities allowed either
party by law, and shall in no way affect or impair the right of any party to pursue any other equitable or legal remedy to
which any party may be entitied as long as any default remains in any way unremedied, unsatisfied or undischarged.

Section 18 TIME IS OF THE ESSENCE
Time is of the essence with respect to the performance of the terms of this Contract.

Section 19 RECORD RETENTION AND ACCESS

The Contractor shall maintain books, records and documents which sufficiently and properly document and calculate all
charges billed to DNR throughout the term of this Contract for a period of at least 5 years following the date of final payment
or completion of any required audit, whichever is later. Records to be maintained include both financial records and service
records. The Contractor shall permit the Auditor of the State of lowa or any authorized representative of the State and where
federal funds are involved, the Comptroller General of the United States or any other authorized representative of the United
States government, to access and examine, audit, excerpt and transcribe any directly pertinent books, documents, papers,
electronic or optically stored and created records or other records of the Contractor relating to orders, invoices or payments
or any other documentation or materials pertaining to this Contract, wherever such records may be located. The Contractor
shall not impose a charge for audit or examination of the Contractor’s books and records.

Section 20 SOLICITATION

The Contractor warrants that no person or selling agency has been employed or retained to solicit and secure this Contract
upon an agreement or understanding for commission, percentage, brokerage or contingency excepting bona fide employees
or selling agents maintained for the purpose of securing business.

Section 21 OBLIGATIONS BEYOND CONTRACT TERM

This Contract shall remain in full force and effect to the end of the specified term or until terminated or canceled pursuant to
this Confract. All obligations of DNR and the Contractor incurred or existing under this Contract as of the date of expiration,
termination or canceliation will survive the termination, expiration or conclusion of this Contract.

Section 22 DELAY OR IMPOSSIBLITY OF PERFORMANCE

The Contractor shall not be in default under this Contract if performance is delayed or if Contractor may not reasonably
perform the Contract due to an act of God, flood, fire or similar events. In each such case, the delay or impracticability must
be beyond the reasonable control and anticipation of the Contractor, and without the fault or negligence of the Contractor. If
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delay results from a subcontractor's conduct, from the Contractor's negligence or faulf, or from circumstances which by the
exercise of reasonable diligence the Contractor should have been able to anticipate or prevent, then the Contractor shall be
in default and this paragraph shall not be applicable. I shall be the responsibility of the Contractor to prove that
performance was delayed or impracticable within the meaning of this paragraph.

Section 23  SUPERCEDES FORMER CONTRACTS OR AGREEMENTS

Unless this Contract is an amendment to a contract entered into between DNR and Contractor and is designated as such,
then this Contract supersedes all prior contracts or agreements between DNR and the Contractor for the services provided
in connection with this Contract.

Section 24 USE OF THIRD PARTIES AND SUBCONTRACTORS

Contractor may not contract with third parties for the performance of any of Contractor's obligations under this Contract,

unless and then only to the extent that the Special Conditions of this Contract specify otherwise. If the Special Conditions

provide for a subcontractor or subcontractors, then the following conditions shall apply:

AGREEMENT FOR PROFESSIONAL CONSULTING SERVICES

This Agreement is made and entered into this __30th  day of November , 2015, by and between
the CITY OF WEST DES MOINES, a municipal corporation, hereinafter referred to as “City", and

Genus Landscape Architects |, (Fed. I.D. # ), a professional corporation
incorporated and licensed under the laws of the State of lowa, party of the second part, hereinafter
referred to as “Consultant” as follows:

THE CITY HEREBY AGREES TO RETAIN THE CONSULTANT FOR THE PROJECT AS DESCRIBED
IN THIS AGREEMENT AND CONSULTANT AGREES TO PERFORM THE PROFESSIONAL SERVICES
AND FURNISH THE NECESSARY DOCUMENTATION FOR THE PROJECT AS GENERALLY
DESCRIBED IN THIS AGREEMENT.

1. SCOPE OF SERVICES

Services provided under this Agreement shall be as further described in Attachment 1, Scope of
Services.

2. SCHEDULE

The schedule of the professional services to be performed shall conform to the Schedule set forth in
Attachment 2. Any deviations from the Schedule shall be approved by the authorized City
representative. The City agrees that the Consultant is not responsible for delays arising from a change
in the scope of services, a change in the scale of the Project or delays resulting from causes not
directly or indirectly related to the actions of the Consultant.

3. COMPENSATION

A. In consideration of the professional services provided herein, the City agrees to pay the
Consultant the following sum, including any authorized reimbursable expenses, pursuant to the
Schedule of Fees set forth in Attachment 3.

i. Basic Services of the Consultant $35,700.00

B. The Consultant shall invoice the City monthly for services, any reimbursable expenses and any
approved amendments to this Agreement, based upon services actually completed at the time of
the invoice. Final payment shall be due and payable within 30 days of the City's acceptance of
Consultant’s submission of final deliverables in accordance with the Scope of Services.

C. In consideration of the compensation paid to the Consultant, the Consultant agrees to perform all
professional services to the satisfaction of the City by performing the professional services in a
manner consistent with that degree of care and skill ordinarily exercised by members of
Consultant's profession currently practicing under similar circumstances. If the performance of
this Agreement involves the services of others or the furnishing of equipment, supplies, or
materials, the Consultant agrees to pay for the same in full.

4, INSURANCE

A. Consultant understands and agrees that Consultant shall have no right of coverage under any and
all existing or future City comprehensive, self or personal injury policies. Consultant shail provide
insurance coverage for and on behalf of Consultant that will sufficiently protect Consultant or
Consultant’ representative(s) in connection with the professional services which are to be
provided by Consultant pursuant to this Agreement, including protection from claims for bodily
injury, death, property damage, and lost income. Consultant shall provide worker’s compensation
insurance coverage for Consultant and all Consultant's personnel. Consultant shall file applicable
insurance certificates with the City, and shall also provide evidence of the following additional
coverage.
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B. The Consultant shall provide evidence of comprehensive general liability coverage and
contractual liability insurance by an insurance company licensed to do business in the State of
lowa in the limits of at least $1,000,000 each personal injury accident and/or death; $1,000,000
general aggregate personal injury and/or death; and $1,000,000 for each property damage
accident. The evidence shall designate the City as an additional insured, and that it cannot be
canceled or materiaily altered without giving the City at least thirty (30) days written notice by
registered mail, return receipt requested.

C. The Consultant shall also provide evidence of automobile liability coverage in the limits of at least
$1,000,000 bodily injury and property damage combined. The evidence shall designate the City
as an additional insured, and that it cannot be cancelled or materially altered without giving the
City at least thirty (30) days written notice by registered mail, return receipt requested.

D. The Consultant shall provide evidence of professional liability insurance, by an insurance
company licensed to do business in the State of lowa, in the limit of $1,000,000 for claims arising
out of the professional liability of the Consuitant. Consultant shall provide City written notice within
five (5) days by registered mail, return receipt requested of the cancellation or material alteration
of the professional liability policy.

E. Failure of Consultant to maintain any of the insurance coverages set forth above shall constitute a
material breach of this Agreement.

In the conduct of the professional services contemplated hereunder, the Consultant shall comply with
applicable state, federal, and local law, rules, and regulations, technical standards, or specifications
issued by the City. Consultant must qualify for and obtain any required licenses prior to
commencement of work, including any professional licenses necessary to perform work within the
State of lowa.

7. STANDARD OF CARE

Services provided by the Consultant under this Agreement shal!l be performed in a manner consistent
with that degree of care and skill ordinarily exercised by members of the same profession currently
practicing under similar circumstances.

8. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR

Consultant understands and agrees that the Consultant and Consultant's employees and
representatives are not City employees. Consultant shall be solely responsible for payment of
salaries, wages, payroll taxes, unemployment benefits, or any other form of compensation or benefit
to Consultant or Consultant’'s employees, representatives or other personnel performing the
professional services specified herein, whether it be of a direct or indirect nature. Further, it is
expressly understood and agreed that for such purposes neither Consultant nor Consultant's
employees, representatives or other personne! shall be entitled to any City payroll, insurance,
unemployment, worker's compensation, retirement, or any other benefits whatsoever.

NON-DISCRIMINATION

Consuttant will not discriminate against any employee of applicant for employment because of race,
color, sex, national origin, religion, age, handicap, or veteran status. Consultant will, where
appropriate or required, take affirmative action to ensure that applicants are employed, and that
employees are treated, during employment, without regard to their race, color, sex, or national origin,
religion, age, handicap, or veteran status. Consultant will cooperate with the City in using Consultant's
best efforts to ensure that Disadvantaged Business Enterprises are afforded the maximum opportunity
to compete for subcontracts of work under this Agreement.

HOLD HARMLESS

Consuitant agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the City, its officers, agents, and employees from
any and all claims, settlements and judgments, to include all reasonable investigative fees, attorney’s

Agreement, or from negligent acts, errors or omissions in the performance of professional services
under this Agreement and those of its sub consultants or anyone for whom Consultant is legally liable.

ASSIGNMENT

APPROPRIATION OF FUNDS

All sketches, tracings, plans, specifications, reports, and other data prepared under this Agreement

("Work Product”) shall become the property of the City; and reproducible set shall be delivered to the
City at no additional cost to the City upon completion of the plans or termination of the services of the

Consultant. All drawings and data shall be transmitted in a durable material, with electronic files
provided when feasible to do so. The Consultant’s liability for use of the sketches, tracings, plans,
specifications, reports, and other data prepared under this Agreement shall be limited to the Project.

INTERPRETATION

No amendment or modification of this Agreement shall be valid unless expressed in writing and
executed by the parties hereto in the same manner as the execution of the Agreement. This is a
completely integrated Agreement and contains the entire agreement of the parties; any prior written or
orat agreements shall be of no force or effect and shall not be binding upon either party. The laws of
the State of lowa shall govern and any judicial action under the terms of this Agreement shall be
exclusively within the jurisdiction of the district court for Polk County, lowa.

COMPLIANCE WITH FEDERAL LAW

To the extent any federal appropriation has or will be provided for the Project, or any federal
requirement is imposed on the Project, Consultant agrees that Consultant will comply with all relevant
laws, rules and regulations imposed on City and/or Consultant necessary for receipt of the federal
appropriation.

Should the City
reinstate the work after notice of suspension, such reinstatement may be accomplished by thirty

B. Upon ten {10) days written notice to the Consultant, the City may terminate the Agreement at any
time if it is found that reasons beyond the control of either the City or Consultant make it
impossible or against the City’s interest to complete the Agreement. In such case, the Consultant
shall have no claims against the City except for the value of the work performed up to the date the
Agreement is terminated.

C. The City may also terminate this Agreement at any time if it is found that the Consultant has
violated any material term or condition of this Agreement or that Consultant has failed to maintain
workers' compensation insurance or other insurance provided for in this Agreement. in the event
of such default by the Consultant, the City may give ten (10) days written notice to the Consultant
of the City’s intent to terminate the Agreement. Consultant shall have ten (10) days from
notification to remedy the conditions constituting the default.

D. In the event that this Agreement is terminated in accordance with paragraph C of this section, the
City may take possession of any work and may complete any work by whatever means the City
may select. The cost of completing said work shall be deducted from the balance which would
have been due to the Consultant had the Agreement not been terminated and work completed in
accordance with contract documents.

E. The Consultant may terminate this Agreement if it is found that the City has viclated any material
term or condition of this Agreement. In the event of such default by the City, the Consultant shall
give ten (10) days written notice to the City of the Consultant's intent to terminate the Agreement.

TAXES

to make application for refunds of said sales and use taxes as applicable. The City is a municipal
corporation and not subject to state and local tax, use tax, or federal excise taxes.

SEVERABILITY

the remaining portions of this Agreement shall continue in full force and effect.

MISCELLANEOUS HEADINGS

Title to articles, paragraphs, and subparagraphs are for information purposes only and shall not be
considered a substantive part of this Agreement.

FURTHER ASSURANCES

Each party hereby agrees to execute and deliver such additional instruments and documents and to
take all such other action as the other party may reasonably request from time to time in order to
effect the provisions and purposes of this Agreement.

COUNTERPARTS

This Agreement may be executed in any number of counterparts, each of which shall constitute an
original document, no other counterpart needing to be preduced, and ali of which when taken together
shall constitute the same instrument.

FINANCIAL IMPACT: The City anticipates providing incentives totaling up to $600,000, in the form of tax rebates,
to the owners of the building, Signature Real Estate and Hurd Real Estate Services. In addition, the City will likely incur
costs of approximately $15,000 for legal, engineering, and planning services related to the formation and ongoing
administration of the Amendment. Each of these costs will be funded by incremental property tax revenues generated by
properties within the 4125 Westown Parkway Urban Renewal Area.

BACKGROUND: Staff has initiated the process to amend the 4125 Westown Parkway Urban Renewal Area. The
Amendment increases the maximum amount for tax rebates from $200,000 to $600,000, based upon the fact that the Polk
County Assessor assessed the property at a higher rate than anticipated. The assessment for 2016 is estimated to be at
$10 million.

Per the Code of lowa, the first step in the process to amend a new Urban Renewal Plan is for the City Council to set a
date for a consultation meeting with all affected taxing entities and to set a date for a City Council public hearing on the
proposed Plan. Staff is proposing the consultation meeting date be set for December 9, 2015 The public hearing is
proposed to be set for the December 28, 2015 City Council meeting,

OUTSTANDING ISSUES: There are no outstanding issues.

RECOMMENDATION: Staff recommends the City Council approve a resolution setting December 9, 2015 as the date
for a consultation meeting for the 4125 Westown Parkway Urban Renewal Plan, and setting December 28, 2015 as the
public hearing date for the 4125 Westown Parkway Urban Renewal Plan.

The East four hundred ninety feet (E 490°) of the West five hundred twenty three feet (W
523%) (except the South forty feet (40”) thereof) of the Northwest one-quarter (NW %4) of
the Northeast fractional one-quarter (NE fil %) of Section Five (5), Township 78 North,
Range 25 West of the Fifth Prime Meridian, in the City of West Des Moines, Polk
County, lowa.

WHEREAS, City staff has caused there to be prepared a form of Amendment No. 1 to the
Plan ("Amendment No. 1" or "Amendment"), a copy of which has been placed on file for public
inspection in the office of the City Clerk and which is incorporated herein by reference, the
purpose of which is to identify increased potential costs associated with previously identified
urban renewal projects; and

INTRODUCTION

The 4125 Westown Parkway Urban Renewal Plan ("Plan" or “Urban Renewal Plan™) for the
4125 Westown Parkway Urban Renewal Area ("Area" or "Urban Renewal Area"), was
originally adopted in 2013, and is now being amended by this Amendment No. 1 to identify
increased potential costs associated with the previously identified urban renewal projects. No
land is being added to the Area by this Amendment. The Area has a frozen base value that has
already been established and that is not being changed by this Amendment.

Except as modified by this Amendment, the provisions of the original 4125 Westown
Parkway Urban Renewal Plan are hereby ratified, confirmed, and approved and shall remain in
full force and effect as provided herein. In case of any conflict or uncertainty, the terms of this
Amendment shall control. Any subsections in the original Plan not mentioned in this
Amendment shall continue to apply to the Plan, as amended.

AREA DESIGNATION

The City continues to designate the Urban Renewal Area as an economic development area that
is appropriate for the promotion of new commercial and/or industrial development.

PLAN OBJECTIVES

Generally, the objectives of this Plan are to provide opportunities, incentives, and sites for new
and expanded commercial and industrial development. More specific objectives are set forth in
the original Plan, which objectives are not altered by this Amendment.

DESCRIPTION OF THE URBAN RENEWAL ACTIVITIES

The description of renewal activities contained in the original Plan is not altered by this
Amendment.

UPDATED URBAN RENEWAL PROJECTS

The initial Urban Renewal Project ("Project") set forth in the original Plan was to provide
assistance to 4125 Westown, LLC and Hurd Westown, LLC (collectively “Developer™), related
to Developer’s purchase and remodeling of a vacant building in the Area, located at 4125
Westown Parkway, so that the building could be used by an employer to retain employees and
grow in the City.

The City anticipated providing incentives to the Developer in the form of rebates of the Tax
Increment under Iowa Code Section 403.19 produced from the remodeling. The City
anticipated that the amount of rebates of Tax Increment to Developer would not be greater than
$200,000. The City also anticipated using Tax Increment from the Area to pay for legal,
engineering, and planning costs associated with the formation and ongoing administration of
this Plan and the Project in an amount not to exceed $15,000.

Since the adoption of the original Plan, the aggregate amount of potential rebates of Tax
Increment to Developer has increased and is now anticipated not to exceed $600,000. In
addition, the City anticipates using up to an additional $15,000 (over and above the $15,000
identified in the original Plan) in Tax Increment from the Area to pay for legal, engineering,
and planning costs associated with this Amendment and the ongoing administration of the Plan
and the Project.

CITY INDEBTEDNESS

At the present time, it is estimated that the maximum amount of City indebtedness which will
qualify for tax increment reimbursement for the Project, as updated, including those legal,
planning, and engineering costs associated with developing and administering the Urban
Renewal Plan/Area/Project, will not exceed $630,000. This document is for planning purposes
only, The estimated Project costs in this Amendment are estimates only and will be incurred
and spent over a number of years. In no event will the City's constitutional debt limit be
exceeded.

Currently, the City of West Des Moines’ outstanding general obligation indebtedness is
$110,786,350. Article XI, Section of the Constitution of the State of Iowa limits the amount of
City debt outstanding at any time to no more than five (5) percent of the value (as shown by the
last certified state and county tax list) of all taxable property within the City. The City’s
constitutional debt limit is $320,458,082 as of July 1, 2015.

LAND USES AND DEVELOPMENT PLAN

The Plan, as amended, is consistent with the existing West Des Moines Comprehensive Plan
adopted on September 20, 2010. The West Des Moines Comprehensive Plan is the City’s
general plan for the development of the City as a whole. In addition, the proposed urban
renewal projects as described in this Plan, as amended, are consistent with the West Des
Moines Comprehensive Plan. This Urban Renewal Plan, as amended, does not change or in
any way replace the City’s current land use planning or zoning regulation process.

If there is a need for improved traffic, public transportation, public utilities, recreational and
community facilities, or other public improvements within the Urban Renewal Area, it would

be set forth in the Plan, as amended.

URBAN RENEWAL PLLAN AMENDMENTS

The 4125 Westown Parkway Urban Renewal Plan may be amended from time to time for a
varicty of reasons, including but not limited to, adding or deleting land, adding or changing
urban renewal projects, or to modify goals or types of renewal activities.

The City Council may further amend this Plan in accordance with applicable state law.
EFFECTIVE PERIOD

This Amendment No. 1 will become effective upon its adoption by the City Council.
Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in the Urban Renewal Plan, any prior amendment,
resolution, or document the Urban Renewal Plan shall remain in effect until terminated by the
City Council, and the use of incremental property tax revenues, or the "division of revenue,” as
those words are used in Chapter 403 of the Code of Iowa, will be consistent with Chapter 403
of the lTowa Code. The division of revenues shall continue on the Area for the maximum period
allowed by law.

REPEALER

Any parts of the previous Plan in conflict with this Amendment are hereby repealed.
SEVERABILITY CLAUSE

If any part of the Amendment is determined to be invalid or unconstitutional, such invalidity or

unconstitutionality shall not affect the validity of the previously adopted Plan as a whole, or
any part of the Plan or this Amendment not determined to be invalid or unconstitutional.

2. The provisions of this Agreement shall be applicable for the relocation of the
water main that occurred in the area of Manhole 8 of the Fox Creek Trunk Sewer
- Phase 1 project as illustrated on Plan Drawing No. 4, a copy of which is attached
to and made a part of this agreement.





3. The five year period for renegotiation of damages as provided in Iowa Code
Section 6B.52 shall begin on the date this agreement is made and entered as
shown above.

The Development Agreement executed in November, 2011 and the Second

annual certifications to the City. This includes certification that all taxes for
property in the urban renewal district owned by KTJ 201 have been paid,
certification that KTJ 201 is in compliance with the Development Agreement, and
certification of the costs expended by KTJ 201 for the installation of public
improvements in the Woodland Hills Urban Renewal District. The certification of
costs allows KTJ 201 to receive economic development grants, payable through the
tax increment generated in the residential sub-area of the Woodland Hills Urban
Renewal District, for the costs expended for the public improvements. Costs
eligible for reimbursement are those costs defined in the Agreement and in state
code that are related to the installation of public improvements.

KTJ 201 has complied with the additional requirements of the Second Amendment
to the Development Agreement by platting 56 single family residential lots in Sub
Area R-2 and providing $250,000 to the City to use in the development of a
neighborhood park in Woodland Hills. KTJ 201 has also provided certification
from Gary Reed, an Iowa licensed professional engineer, regarding the expenditure
of $525,638.46 made by KTJ 201 for the construction of South 93™ Street and has
requested that the City certify these costs to Dallas County. Acceptance and
submission of the certified costs by the City Council will allow KTJ 201 to receive
an economic development grant based upon its expenditure for the public
improvement. As provided by state law and as set forth in the Development
Agreement, however, a portion of the tax increment generated in the sub-area will
be reserved for low and moderate income housing.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CITY CODE OF THE CITY OF WEST DES MOINES, IOWA, 2015,
AND ORDINANCES #846 AND #1430 PERTAINING TO P.U.D. (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT)
DISTRICT REGULATIONS AND GUIDELINES.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF WEST DES MOINES, IOWA:

SECTION 1. AMENDMENT. Ordinance #846 and #1430 pertaining to the BEH II Planned Unit Development
(PUD), Section 3, Conditions, Subsection A, General Conditions is hereby amended by deleting the highlighted
strike-thru text and inserting the italicized and bolded text:

SECTION 3: CONDITIONS:

A. General Conditions: The sketch plan incorporates multi-family residential use and approximately 4-} 1.86
acres of land reserved for nonresidential development which shall be distributed by area, type, use and
location according to the sketch plan as presented.

1. All subdivisions, public streets, public street rights-of-way and general development shall adhere to the
standards and design criteria set forth in the West Des Moines subdivision ordinance and the Des Moines
metropolitan design standards as adopted by the city of West Des Moines pertaining thereto, unless
otherwise stated within this ordinance.

2. Unless othervwse speclﬁed herem, the dcvelopment of the BEI-I II PUD shall comply w1th ehapt-er—lé—(eﬂ'—

aad—preeedms)—ef t1tle 9, zomng, of the West Des Momes c1ty code

3. In all areas within a 100-year frequency flood hazard zone, or adjoining drainageways, and detention
ponding areas involving potential flood hazards, no building shall be erected which has a lowest floor,
including basements, less than one foot {1') above the determined level of the 100-year frequency flood
event, and no building shall be located within twenty five feet (25" of any easement or property boundary
of a major drainageway, storm water detention basin or pond, unless said Iocation is approved as part of a
development entitlement by the city council and said building is structurally designed accordingly.

4. The developer, their successors and assigns, if any, shall pay all planning, engineering, and construction
costs for the interior development of the planned unit development, for all streets, storm sewers, sanitary
sewers, drainageway improvements, detention basins, water mains, buffers and other improvements within
parcels A, B, and C of the PUD as may be required by this ordinance, the subdivision ordinance, the
zoning ordinance, or the Des Moines metropolitan design standards as adopted by the city of West Des
Moines
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SECTION 2, AMENDMENT. Ordinance #3846 and #1430 pertaining to the BEH II Planned Unit Development
(PUD), Section 3, Conditions, Subsection B, Land Use Criteria, number 2: Parcel B and number 3: Parcel C are
hereby amended by deleting the highlighted strike-thru text and inserting the italicized and bolded text:

2. Parcel B: All general use regulations, performance standards and provisions set forth in title 9, zoning
ordinance, of the West Des Moines city code for the medinm density residential district (RM) shall apply to
any development proposal for the property within parcel B as shown on the sketch plan, except as otherwise
provided herein. This area involves approximately 2.24 acres.

All non-residential uses shall be prohibited within parcel B.

This parcel shall encompass a maximum of sixteen (16) horizontal attached dwelling units (no living above
living) which shall be developed with residential buildings no greater than two (2) stories in height, and of a
design, scale and dwelling unit type as shall be determined as parst of a Site Plan review by the city for the
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entire parcel and shall be approved by the plan and zoning commission and city council.

This parcel shall be developed as a single master planned project with each building compatible in design,
scale and use of cohesive materials. Design and use of materials for the construction of any building within
parcel B shall be acceptable to the city and accomplished in a manner compatible with the adjoining
residentiol uses in the neighborhood. Architectural design, materials, exterior details and textures,
treatment of windows and doors, and use of angles and multiplicity of planes within the wall and roof
design shall be residential in character. All ground mechanical units shall be screened from view from
adjoining residential developments, all streets and private drives.

No building shall be set closer than fifty feet (50') from the right-of-way of E.P. True Parkway; thirty-five

Jeet (35°) from right-of-way of South 26th Street; twenty feet (20') from the railroad right-of-way; twenty
Sive feet (25') from the east and thirty-five feet (35°) from the south parcel line. All detached accessory
structures shall meet minimum setback requirements as set forth in chapter 7, setback and bulk density
regulations, title 9, zoning, of the city code. Off-street parking lots shall be sufficiently set back from E.P.
True Parkway and S. 26™ Street a minimum of thirty feet (30") and buffered as practical from all public
streets and adjoining residential developments with the use of landscaping, earth berming and/or wall
structures as may be required by the city.

Buffering and transition methods shall be required as set forth in Title 9, Chapter 19, Section 8E and Title 9,
Chapter 5, Section 7C of city code unless noted otherwise below:

1 Minimum 30° buffer shall be required along EP True Parkway and S. 26" Street.
Plantings shall be equal to that required per City Code for a standard 30° wide buffer.

2 Minimum 20’ buffer along the north adjacent to the railroad tracks. Buffer plantings
shall be equal to that required per City Code for a standard 30° wide buffer. In lieu of
buffer plantings, a 6’ solid fence may be constructed at the property line, Prior to
installation of the fence, the developer shall execute an Indemnity/Hold Harmliess
Agreement releasing the City of any responsibility for damages, repair, removal, or
reinstallation should access to utilities within the easement area be necessary.

3 No buffer shall be required along the east although mitigation of the future light industrial
use is encouraged.

4 No buffer shall be required along the south; however, landscape vegetation shall be
located immediately north of the access drive to interrupt views from the existing single
Jamily homes. Vegetation in this area shall be equal to that required per City Code for a
standard 60’ wide buffer.

5  The placement of vegetation within any public easement shall be limited to understory
frees, shrubs, grasses and perennials unless otherwise further restricted per the easement
document. No overstory or evergreen trees are allowed within a public easement.

3. Parcel C: The following general use regulations, performance standards, and provisions shall apply to all
development proposals for that property within parcel C as shown on the sketch plan of the BEH II planned
unit development:

b. Architecture and use of materials for the construction of any building shall be accomplished in a manner
compatible and not conflicting with the residential uses within the neighborhood.

Architectural design shall be acceptable to the city, with all uses which are allowed in parcel C being
required to use materials which are residential in character, materials of wood and/or brick exterior veneer
and a roof principally of a gable, mansard or hip style design. Regardless of use, all heating, ventilation,
and air-conditioning mechanical units shall be screened as practical from adjoining residential
developments.

¢. No building shall be set closer than forty five feet (45") from the ultimate right-of-way of Delavan Drive;
twenty feet (20") from the railroad right-of-way; thirty five feet (35") from the west parcel line, ualess

shall-be-no-setback; and thirty five feet (35") from the east and south parcel boundary lines. The maximum
building height for any building within parcel C shall be twenty four feet (24"). All accessory structures
shall meet minimum setback requirements as set forth in chapter 7, setback and bulk density regulations,
title 9, zoning, of the city code. Off-street parking lots shall be sufficiently set back from Delavan Drive a
minimum of ten feet (10') and buffered with the use of landscaping, earthberming and/or wall structures as
may be required by the city. (Ord. 1430, 1-8-2001)

SECTION 3. AMENDMENT. Ordinance #846 and #1430 pertaining to the BEH II Planned Unit Development
(PUD), Section 4, Review Process is hereby amended by deleting the highlighted strike-thru text and inserting the
italicized and bolded text:

As part of the approval process, any development which shall occur on parcels A, B, and C shall be submitted
through the 51te plan or penmtted condltlonal use pemnt review process and approved by the eitycouncil-afiera
Fecon ; t i oft appropriate anthority in accordance with chapter 1,
entltlement htle 9, zoning, of the West Des Momcs city code.

SECTION 10 TRAFFIC REPORTS

Prior to development of any parcel within the PUD, a Traffic Analysis completed by the City for the purpose of
determining traffic impacts and required improvements that would be necessary for the safe and orderly
movement of vehicles into and around the proposed development. The developer shall be responsible for the
Jull cost associated with any improvements necessary to mitigate additional traffic generated as a result of the
development.

SECTION 5. SAVINGS CLAUSE. If any section, provision, sentence, clause, phrase or part of the Ordinance
shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the Ordinance as a
whole or any provision, section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase or part hereof not adjudged invalid or
unconstitutional.

SECTION 6. VIOLATIONS AND PENALTIES. Any person who violates the provisions of this Ordinance upon
conviction shall be punished as set forth in 1-4-1 of the City Code of the City of West Des Moines, Iowa.

SECTION 7. OTHER REMEDIES. In addition to the provisions set out in the Violations and Penalties Section
herein, the City may proceed in law or equity against any person, firm or corporation for violation of any section or
subsection of this Ordinance.

More specifically, the applicant is seeking to have the option to allow three (3) additional sit down
restaurants (without a drive-through), up to an additional 5,250 square feet within the development. The current
ordinance allows for a total of three (3) sit down restaurants (no drive-through), with a maximum of 13,000 square feet
of gross floor area and three fast-food restaurants or coffee shops with a drive-through, with a maximum of 16,000
square feet. With the proposed amendment, the Paradise Pointe development would be permitted six (6) sit down
restaurants with a maximum of 18,250 square feet of restaurant space, plus up to three fast-food restaurants with drive-
through up to 16,000 square feet. The limitations included in the original ordinance were placed by the developer at the
time,

History: The City Council approved a Rezoning Request to establish the Tallyn’s Reach PUD (aka Michael’s
Landing and/or Woodland Hills development) on June 19, 2006. The Tallyn’s Reach PUD has been amended five
times since its adoption. The most recent amendment removed the 55 year old age requirement from Parcel F (aka,
Outlots G, H, I and K, Corrected Michael’s Landing Plat 1),

City Council Subcommittee: This request to amend the Comprehensive Plar Land Use and amend the Tallyn’s
Reach Planned Unit Development was reviewed by the Development and Planning City Council Subcommittee on
September 24, 2015. The Subcommittee was supportive of the request. At the November 19, 2015 Subcommittee
meeting, the reclassification of a portion of Harper Lane and S. 92™ Street from a Minor Collector classification to a
Local street classification was discussed. The basis for the request is the downzoning of the properties along these
streets to less intense uses, because Harper Lane will terminate and no longer connect to S88th Street, and because
$92nd Street will not extend north of Stagecoach Drive. Tt was explained that a Minor Collector requires 31° of
pavement and 70’ of right-of-way, while a local street is 26° in width within a 60’ right-of-way. The applicant will
be constructing 26 wide streets and dedicating 60’ of right-of-way with 5* utility easements adjacent to the right-of-
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way being located on each side of the street. The subcommittee representatives were in agreement with the
reclassification.

Staff Review and Comment: There are no outstanding issues. Staff would note that subsequent to the Comprehensive
Plan and PUD Amendments, the applicant will be submitting Preliminary and Final Plats to create the residential lots
and Site Plans detailing the development of the Medium Density ground.

Comprehensive Plan Consistency: The project has been reviewed for consistency with the Comprehensive Plan.
Based upon that review, a finding has been made that the proposed project is consistent with the Comprehensive Plan
in that the project is consistent with all of the goals and policies of the Comprehensive Plan and the land use map of
the Comprehensive Plan.

The applicant and staff have had discussions since the Tallyn’s Reach staff report was provided to the
Commission. Those discussion revolve around the side yard setbacks for outdoor living spaces such as decks and
patios. The proposed ordinance language included in the staff report specified that when an outdoor living space is
located within a side yard, a minimum twenty-five feet (25°) of building separation, as measured to the foundation is
required between the structures. The applicant raised concern with this as a handful of the units are less than 25°
apart and they would not be able to provide the 25° without losing units. There is another provision in the ordinance
that states that a minimum five foot side and rear yard setback from the closest building element is required;
however, the language did not clarify whether this was to the outdoor living space or to actual building components
such as overhangs, window bump-outs, etc. This language did not provide certainty that there would be any
separation between outdoor living spaces of adjacent dwellings. The 25’ building separation was initially thought
to provide better separation between outdoor living spaces, but upon further analysis, is was determined that by
measuring between the foundations, the outdoor living spaces could end up being as close as 2 from each other
(paving for at-grade patios can be placed within 1° of property line). It was determined that establishing a 5° setback
from the property line to the closest element, including decks and/or patios of outdoor living spaces would provide a
guaranteed separation between outdoor living spaces of a minimum of 10°. The applicant has indicated agreement
with providing the setback to the closest element, including patios and decks.

Staff and the applicant agreed to the following changes to the proposed PUD for Section 11, Land Use Design
Criteria, Subsection F, Parcel G, number 1b and Section 11, Land Use Design Criteria, Subsection F. Parcel G

number 2 by inserting the italicized and bolded text to clarify what the setback is measured to and deleting the
section on Building Separation:

Section 11: LAND USE DESIGN CRITERIA:

F. Parcel G: Residential Medium-Density: All general use regulations and provisions set forth in title
9, "Zoning", of the city code for residential medium-density (RM-12) shall apply to any
development proposal for property within parcel G as shown on the PUD plan of the Tallyn's
Reach ordinance, unless noted otherwise in this ordinance.

1. Setbacks: Building setbacks and separation shall abide by city code with the exception that should
this property develop with urban rowhouses or townhomes the setback and separation may be
reduced as follows, subject to city council approval at the time of site plan and preliminary plat,
unless otherwise required by building and/or fire codes:

The Engineering Estimate of construction cost for the base bid was estimated to be $692,904.46 for the Public Safety
Station 17 HVAC Improvements project. There were five (5) bids submitted with lowest responsive, responsible base
bid of $787,000.00 being submitted by Two Rivers Group, Inc. Construction costs will be paid from budgeted account
3009.75.810.6.7910. Staff would note that a budget amendment will be required for the project as the current budget
for construction is $608,085.00. A request for amending the project budget will be included in Budget Amendment #2.
There are a total of three bid alternates for the project, Staff is recommending acceptance of the base bid and rejecting
all alternates.

BACKGROUND:

This Public Hearing is on the matter of adoption of Plans, Specifications, Form of Contract, and Estimate of Cost for
the replacement of the existing HVAC sytem for the building located at 1401 Railroad Avenue.

Staff is recommending moving forward with the project even though the lowest bid is above the engineer’s estimate.
Staff does not anticpate an improved bidding climate in the next few months as school projects will be released for bid
in January and Feburary. In addition, pushing the start of construction to a later date will result in temporary cooling
costs as work will occur in the summer months. With the higher costs of the base bid, Staff is recommending rejection
of all alternates. The project will begin in the near future and interior improvements are scheduled to be completed by
April 15, 2016 and exterior improvements are scheduled to be completed by June 1, 2016.

Staff would note one anomaly in the bid proposal provided by Two Rivers Group, Inc. The bid proposal and bid bond
were not provided in separate envelopes as noted in the bidder instructions. Staff believes this issue is not material o
the bid results and recommends that the Council waive the bid anomaly.

BACKGROUND: The City of West Des Moines is requesting to amend the City Code to establish an ordinance to
enable and regulate the installation of solar energy systems.

City Code does not currently address solar energy systems. Following the receipt of two applications for solar energy
systems, City staff started work on an ordinance to define and regulate these systems. The draft version of the ordinance
along with the two proposed solar energy systems were discussed at the November 2, 2015 Development and Planning
Subcommittee meeting. In general, the Subcommittee was supportive of roof mounted solar energy systems, but had
concerns on the appearance of ground mounted systems as they are typically more visible than roof mounted systems.
The property owners and installer of one of the proposed systems (ground mounted in residential zoning) asked to be
placed on the next Subcommittee agenda to discuss their proposed installation and ground mounted systems in general.
After discussion at the November 19™ meeting, the Subcommittee still had concerns on ground mounted systems and
requested staff complete research on how other communities are regulating these systems and then incorporate the
comments from both Subcommittee meetings and the research into a revised ordinance for consideration of the Plan and
Zoning Commission and the City Council.

At this time the Staff is requesting that the City Council initiate the amendment to City Code and refer it to the Plan and
Zoning Commission for their review and recommendation. The initiation of the ordinance amendment by the City
Council does not indicate support or opposition to the request. The initiation of the request responds to the due process
rights of the petitioner. Staff anticipates further review and discussion of the purpose and details of the ordinance with
the Subcommittee and the Council members prior to the ordinance moving forward for approval.

RECOMMENDATION: Staff recommends initiation of the ordinance amendment and forwarding it to the Plan and
Zoning Commission for their review and recommendation.
