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Council member Trevillyan stated he supports these proposed policies, but he expressed
concerns about approving them before the funding source has been identified.

Council member Trimble stated on Wednesday, February 8, the Finance and Administration
Subcommittee will review the funding options identified by staff, and he is confident that at least
one of the options will be acceptable to the subcommittee.

Council member Trevillyan also expressed concerns that the proposed Regulatory Compliance
Fund is a grant program, which he does not believe will be sustainable. He suggested it should be
a low-interest or no-interest loan program.

Council member Trimble stated the intent of the Regulatory Compliance Fund program is to
assist prospective business owners in overcoming regulatory obstacles (such as ADA-
compliance, grease interceptors, and fire sprinklers) that would otherwise prohibit them from
starting their business. The program also requires a one-to-one funding match from the applicant.
He also noted this is a pilot project for now, and after the initial two years it will be reviewed to
determine how well it’s working.

SECTION 1. AGREEMENT

This AGREEMENT is established between the Iowa Telecommunications and Technology Commission,
Operating the Iowa Communications Network (“ICN™) and the City of West Des Moines (“City™) for
the mutual benefit of the parties relating to services which each party may provide to the other or which
may be provided jointly for the benefit of either or both parties, all as to be set forth in the Scope of
Work provided in Section 4. 1.

SECTION 2, LEGAL STATUS

This AGREEMENT is a voluntary joint undertaking of the ICN and the City, both public agencies of the
State, as authorized by lowa Code chapter 28E. No separate legal entity is created by this
AGREEMENT.

SECTION 3. DURATION AND COMMENCEMENT

3.1 Duration. The duration of this AGREEMENT is one (1) year from the effective date of
and remains in force and effect unless terminated as provided under Section 8. This
AGREEMENT shall renew automatically for additional one (1) year terms unless the AGREEMENT is
terminated as provided in Section 8,

3.2 Commencement. This AGREEMENT shall commence upon the execution of the
AGREEMENT by both parties, and the filing of the AGREEMENT with the Secretary of State as
required by Iowa Code section 28E.8.

SECTION 4. POWERS AND DUTIES

4.1 Scope of Work. The Scope of Work contemplated by this AGREEMENT shall be
encompassed in one or more amendments to the AGREEMENT which shall include specifics of the
setvices to be performed by and/or shared by the parties. If services involve access to fiber conduit
within the city, the manner in which physical access to the fiber conduit will be undertaken shall also be
included. No amendment shall be effective until approved by the parties as provided in Section 10.

4.2 Powers. The ICN and the City may do all things necessary to carry out the provisions
of this AGREEMENT that are consistent with the authority granted to each party under applicable Jaw.

4.3 Duties. The ICN and the City may adopt written procedures and other terms for the
purpose of implementing this AGREEMENT. Such procedures and terms shall be approved by the
applicable party and retained as a record as provided in Section 6.

SECTION 5. FINANCES
The ICN and the City may accept, individually or jointly, and expend funds from appropriate state or





local government sources, as well as from private or other public sources. Available funds are subject to
approval processes otherwise required, and subject to the budget procedures of the State, ICN, and the

City.

SECTION 6. AGREEMENT ADMINISTRATION

6.1 Amendments. This AGREEMENT may be amended in writing from time to time by
mutual consent of the parties. All amendments to this AGREEMENT must be in writing and approved
and fully executed by the parties as provided in Section 10, and recorded in the same manner as this
AGREEMENT.

6.2.  Records. The parties shall establish such rules, procedures and terms as may be
necessary, and keep such records as are necessary, to provide the parties with appropriate information to
carry out this AGREEMENT and to inform the public of the actions taken under the AGREEMENT.

6.3 Third Party Beneficiaries. There are no third party beneficiaries to this
AGREEMENT.

6.4 Assignment and Delegation, This AGREEMENT may not be assigned, transferred or
conveyed in whole or in part without the prior written consent of the other party.

6.5 Integration. This AGREEMENT represents the cntire AGREEMENT between the
parties. The parties shall not rely on any representation that may have been made which is not included
in this AGREEMENT,

6.6 Headings or Captions. The paragraph headings or captions used in this AGREEMENT
are for identification purposes only and do not limit or construe the contents of the paragraphs.

6.7 Supersedes Former Agreements. This AGREEMENT supersedes all prior
Agreements between the ICN and the City for the services provided in connection with this
AGREEMENT, if any such AGREEMENT exists.

6.8 Waiver. Except as specifically provided for in a waiver signed by duly authorized
representatives of the ICN and the City, failure by either party at any time to require performance by the
other party or to claim a breach of any provision of the AGREEMENT shall not be construed as
affecting any subsequent right to require performance or to claim a breach,

SECTION 7. COMPLIANCE WITH APPLICABLE LAWS

The ICN and the City shall collaborate and act in concert to remain in compliance with all applicable
State and Federal laws and regulations concerning the duties and responsibilities under this
AGREEMENT.

SECTION 8. TERMINATION

This AGREEMENT may be terminated immediately upon the mutual written agreement of both parties.
Either party may individually terminate the AGREEMENT upon written notice to the other party, which
termination shall be effective no less than sixty (60) days from the date of delivery of the written notice
to the other party. Notice shall be made as follows:

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF WEST DES MOINES, IOWA:

SECTION 1. AMENDMENT: Amend the Zoning Map of the City of West Des Moines, Iowa, to change the

(PUD).

The
Sketch Plan is a graphic representation of the property included in the PUD delineating the approximate location and
configuration of the PUD Parcels for the purpose of easier reference for the applicable regulations of this Ordinance.
Wherever conflict occurs between the written text in this document and the notations on the Sketch Plan, the written
text shall prevail.

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SECTION 3. REQUIRED PLANS: Prior to or in conjunction with development or transfer of ownership of any
portion of the property covered by this PUD, the following plans shall be required:

A. Preliminary Plat and Final Plat: The PUD area shall be platted in accordance with the City’s Subdivision
Ordinance. Parcels created via the Plat-of-Survey process and platted Outlots identified on a plat shall be
unbuildable until such time that the plat-of-survey parcel and/or Qutlot is re-platted into a developable lot through
the preliminary plat and final plat process,

SECTION 4. CONDITIONS: Whereas, Title 9, Chapter 9, PUD Planned Unit Development District of the City

Code, establishes certain regulations and guidelines pertaining to accompanying information required on plat and

site plan documents. Now, therefore, the following conditions, restrictions, and regulations are adopted as part of
this approval:

General Conditions: In addition to the PUD Sketch Plan Map, the following general development criteria shall be
integrated into and made a part of this planned unit development.

1. General Conformance To Subdivision Ordinance: All subdivisions, public and private streets, public or
private street rights-of-way and general development shall adhere to the standards and design criteria set
forth in the West Des Moines Subdivision Ordinance and/or established City policies pertaining thereto,
unless otherwise stated within this Ordinance.

2. General Conformance to Zoning Ordinance: Unless otherwise specified herein, the development of the
PUD shall comply with the provisions of the West Des Moines Zoning Ordinance.

3. Flood Hazard: In all areas within a 100-year frequency flood hazard zone, or adjoining drainage ways, and
detention ponding areas involving potential flood hazards, no building shall be erected which has a lowest
level floor, including basements, less than one foot (1') above the determined level of the 100-year
frequency flood event. Buildings shall not be permitted within twenty five feet (25') of any easement or
property boundary of a major drainage way, storm water detention basin or pond unless said location is
approved as part of the development entitlement by the city council and said building is structurally

designed accordingly.

4. Developer Responsibilities: The Developer, their successors and/or assigns, if any, shall pay all planning,
engineering, and construction costs for the development of the planned unit development, as required by
this Ordinance and approved site plans. Developer shall be responsible for cost of all streets, storm sewers,
sanitary sewers, drainage way improvements, detention basins, water mains, buffers and other
improvements as required of the development. Developer shall dedicate appropriate rights-of-way and/or
public easements required within the PUD, unless otherwise approved by the City Council.

5. Sanitary Sewer: Any proposed change in approved land use densities for the PUD will require an analysis
of the downstream sanitary sewer capacity to assure that adequate capacity is available for the proposed
change in approved land use densities.

6. Street Lighting: The Developer shall be responsible for all costs associated with the installation of public
street lights within or adjacent to any area proposed to be platted or included within a development,

7. Mailboxes: The Developer shall be responsible for installation of any required Cluster Box Units (CBUs /
mailboxes) required by the local U.S. Postal Service Post Office.

SECTION 5. LAND USE DESIGN CRITERIA: In addition to the general criteria as stated above, the following
land use regulations, development standards, and design criteria shall apply to the development of all areas
designated on the Sketch Plan:

All general use regulations and provisions set forth in Title 9, Zoning of the West Des Moines City Code for
Residential Estate (RE-1A) shall apply to any development proposal for the property, unless noted otherwise in this
ordinance.

1. The minimum lot size permitted in this development shall be 40,000 square feet.
2. Minimum lot width shall be no less than 100’ as measured at the front building setback line.

5:\__ Development Projects\Quail Park Woods\Quail Park Woods PUD\ZC-003325-2016_SR. Quail Park Woods PUD_CC 2nd
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3. Building height shall be in accordance with the requirements for the Residential Estate zoning district as set
forth in Title 9, Chapter 7.

4. Building Setbacks: Setbacks for all residential development shall be as follows:

a. Front Yard: a minimum of 50’ setback along the internal street within the development. Building shall
be set as close to the front yard setback line as possible so as to preserve as many trees in the rear and
side yards as possible and minimize grading of the site. Front building setbacks will not be consistent
throughout the development due to the shape of the lot and the point at which the lot width reaches
100°. Development of intervening lots shall abide by setbacks stated in this ordinance and shall not be
determined by the front yard setback of properties within 200’ on the same side of the street as
otherwise required by city code.

b. Rear Yard: 80’ on the west and east perimeter; 50 on the north and south perimeter of the PUD,

c. Side Yard: 15’ as measured to the foundation with no other element of the building encroaching into
the setback by more than two feet.

d. Detached accessory structures shall not be located in the front yard and shall maintain a minimum 20’
setback from side property lines and a minimum of 80 feet from rear property lines on the west, south,
and east perimeter and 50 feet from the north perimeter of the PUD.

5. Homes within the PUD that are 8,000 square feet or larger must have a fire sprinkler system according to
the West Des Moines Fire Code. On a cul-de-sac, any home beyond the length of 750 feet from the center
line of the cross street as measured along the centerline of the cul-de-sac must have a fire sprinkler systems.
Cul-de-sacs shall not be longer than 1,000 fi. in length.

SECTION 6. PARKLAND DEDICATION: An area of land calculated by a set formula based upon the density
(total number of dwelling units) of the proposed development is required to be dedicated for purposes of a public
park and greenway as per city code. A Parkland Dedication Agreement, acceptable to the Park and Recreation
Department, detailing the specifics related to the Parkland Dedication requirements for the development of any area
contained within the PUD is required to be submitted with subdivision of the land within the PUD.

SECTION 7. MASTER PROPERTY OWNERS ASSOCIATION: If deemed applicable, proper action shall be
taken to establish a master property owners association. The property owners association shall be responsible for the
ongoing upkeep and maintenance of any privately owned common grounds such as buffer parks, storm water
detention facilities, greenbelts, plazas and other common space, as outlined in the association documents and any
other specific development improvements noted as their responsibility in this ordinance.

SECTION 8. TREE PRESERVATION: The intent of this section is to recognize existing canopied areas
containing trees of significant size, value, and quantity such that the environmental aesthetic is enhanced by these
areas. At the time of platting, existing tree cover on the site shall be protected and any loss mitigated. Removal of
trees will be permitted for diseased, dead, damaged, or of a species not commonly recognized as being desirable. For
every 2,000 square feet of tree canopy removed as measured on an aerial photograph after July 1, 2015, at least one
evergreen a minimum of six feet (6) tall or over-story species tree at least two inches (2”) in caliper, is to be planted
on the lot to mitigate the permanent loss of canopy. At the time of Building Permit Application for each home, trees
to be removed shall be indicated and documentation from a certified arborist or ASLA licensed landscape
professional indicating the reason for tree removal and whether replacement shall be provided to the Development
Services department of the City. Tree replacement shall occur prior to issuance of a final occupancy permit for the
home.

1. Trees shall not be planted closer than five feet (5") to a sidewalk as measured from the center of the tree.

2. No vegetation which obstructs visibility shall be located within the site triangle of intersecting streets and
private drives, including residential driveways.

SECTION 9: ARCHITECTURE: The intent of these regulations is to create building fagades throughout this
development that are varied and articulated to provide visual interest. Architectural design for single family
dwellings shall accomplish this by careful attention to exterior building materials and details, use of windows and
doors, and change in building mass within the plan and roof design. Materials, fenestration, and trim used on the
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front fagade shall be continued around all sides of the building. However, the level of detail can be reduced on the
facades not facing a street. Care should be taken in the design of the building to keep grading and tree removal to a

Exteriors of the dwellings and accessory structures shall incorporate materials such as brick, stone, lap or vertical
siding, shakes, decorative trim or similar combination of material which incorporates elements typical of the chosen
architectural style. Use of natural materials is encouraged, composite materials such as fiber cement and wood
composites are appropriate substitutions. Vinyl siding may be used only with appropriately scaled and detailed trim
and not as the primary cladding material. Changes in materials should be aligned with changes in plan or roof form
to emphasize these changes in building mass and shall have the appearance of 3-dimensional elements. Trim and
structural elements such as posts or columns shall be sized to the scale of the building and detailed appropriately to
the style. Masonry shall be incorporated into the building architecture on the front and side facades, and in a
proportion that provides a strong visual presence. Fenestration (door and window openings) shall be sized to the
scale of the building and be compatible with the chosen architectural style.

Detached garages or accessory structures should incorporate architectural details of the primary building with the
use of roof forms, materials, fenestration and other facade detailing.

Garage Orientation: Garages shall be sited to minimize the visual presence to the street. To facilitate this
requirement, acceptable garage orientations include:

A. Street Oriented Garage: garages that open to the street are strongly encouraged and desired to be recessed
behind the front plane of the house a minimum of five feet (5'). In no case shall the garage project more than
five feet (5°) in front of the plane of the house.

1. Insituations where the garage is located less than five feet (5') behind the front plane of the house, the third
car garage, if applicable, must be stepped back a minimum of four feet (4') from the front of the two (2) car
garage with all garage doors to be individual one car doors.

2. Insituations where the garage projects up to five (5} in front of the plane of the house, a covered porch
shall be constructed that is at least the width equal to twenty five percent (25%) of the total width of the
house and at least five unobstructed feet (5°) in depth.

B. Side Loaded Garage: garages that open to a side yard. This garage orientation can be located in front of the
house equal to the building setback for the house. Side loaded garages should incorporate architectural details
such as windows, doors, and other detailing on the street facade in order to present a house appearance thus
disguising the garage function.

SECTION 10. SIGNAGE REGULATION: Signage shall comply with all provisions and standards of Title 9,
Chapter 18 for the Residential Estate (RE) Zoning District.

SECTION 11. STORM WATER MANAGEMENT: A Storm Water Management Plan will be required with the
platting of this property. The Developer will have said Storm Water Management Plan prepared by a Professional
Engineer licensed in the State of Iowa, in conjunction with the submittal of a preliminary plat for the development of
the property. The Storm Water Management Plan shall comply with the City's current design standards for storm
water management. The method of storm water management and the storm water conveyance system shall be
determined prior to City approval of a preliminary plat.

At time of platting, ownership and responsibility for all storm water detention areas and private storm water
detention outlet structures will need to be established through the execution of a Storm Water Facility Maintenance
Agreement prepared by the City with information provided by the developer. This agreement essentially provides
that the property owner will maintain and repair their storm water facilities. If they fail to do so, the city will make
repairs or perform maintenance and assess all costs back to the property owner. As part of the maintenance
agreement, the property owner will be responsible to provide a letter certifying the detention facility in in
conformance with the approved Storm Water Management Plan. The property owner also will need to provide as-
built drawings of the detention facilities. Both the letter and as-builts will need to be signed and sealed in
accordance with Chapter 6, 193¢-6.1(542B0 of the Iowa Code.

SECTION 12. PUBLIC IMPROVEMENTS: The developer shall be responsible for constructing and/or installing
the public infrastructure necessary to support development within the subdivision in a manner that will assure that
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the public infrastructure functions at an acceptable level of service (per the City's Comprehensive Plan) and that it
complies with all City Ordinances. Public improvements must be accepted by the city prior to issuance of any
occupancy permit, including temporary occupancy permits.

SECTION 13. SAVINGS CLAUSE: If any section, provision, sentence, clause, phrase or part of the Ordinance
shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the Ordinance as a
whole or any provision, section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase or part hereof not adjudged invalid or
unconstitutional.

SECTION 14. EFFECTIVE DATE: This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect after its passage, approval
and publication as provided by law.

This proposed Ordinance amendment should have little or no financial impact to the City.
BACKGROUND:

This proposed Ordinance would reduce the minimum quarantine period to confine animals suspected of a bite or
attack incident or possibly infected with rabies from fourteen (14) days to ten (10) days. Iowa Code section 351.39
provides for a ten (10) day quarantine period. The Cities of West Des Moines, Clive, and Urbandale have proposed
to enter into an lowa Code Chapter 28E Agreement with Furry Friends Refuge to provide animal control sheltering
services on behalf of the three (3) cities. The proposed agreement references a 10-day confinement period in
conformance with state code. All three (3) cities intend to amend their respective ordinances to switch from
fourteen (14) days to ten (10) days. All costs incurred during the quarantine period will be the sole responsibility of
the animal owner, but the cities could incur costs for unclaimed animals.

The council members on the Public Safety City Council subcommittee were unable to attend the February 3, 2017,
meeting, so there was no recommendation. This proposed ordinance was distributed to the subcommittee members
by e-mail on January 30, 2017. The City Council unanimously approved of the first reading of this proposed
Ordinance at its meeting held on February 6, 2017,

A. It shall be the duty of the chief of police or designee his-lawful-agent, to order the owner of
any animal which has bitten or scratched a person or another animal, or any animal suspected of
being infected with rabies, to confine such animal for a period of ten (10) fourteen-d43 days at
the municipal animal pound, a veterinary clinic or a registered kennel. The chief of police or
designee hislawful-agent- may allow a dog or cat which has bitten or scratched a person or
another animal while on the owner's property and which is either probably under six (6) months
of age or is properly licensed and has a current certificate of inoculation for rabies, to remain in
quarantine for that period on the property of the owner so long as the dog or cat is there confined
and out of contact with members of the public or other animals during the quarantine period.
Such home quarantine shall not be allowed where there is a reasonable belief that the animal's
condition requires observation at a veterinary clinic or where the animal does not remain in
quarantine in the manner prescribed by the chief of police or designee hislawful-agent.

B. The owner of animals confined or quarantined as stated herein shall pay all impoundment and
confinement costs, together with veterinary charges and tests involved.

SECTION 2. REPEALER. All Ordinances or parts of Ordinances in conflict with the
provision of this Ordinance are hereby repealed.

History: In October, a parcel delivery service submitted a pre-application request to install an automated pick up
station outside of a local business. The request involved a series of lockers with a computer interface. A package would
be placed in one of the lockers, the customer would stop by at their convenience, enter a form of ID into the interface
and retrieve their package out of the locker. This type of use is not identified in our code. While researching
information for the request, staff discovered that this type of machine is a part of a larger shift in the vending machine
industry. Vending machines have become more than a mechanized device that dispenses small items such as snack
foods and beverages. They can now sell virtually anything, anywhere with just electricity and an internet connection.
With the improvements in vending commerce technology and increased demand for internet commerce options with
after hour pick up of purchases, vending machines are evolving to become a primary use.

City Council Subcommittee: Staff presented information about the new generation of vending machines to the
Development and Planning City Council Subcommittee for guidance on October 31, 2016. Staff raised concerns on the
aesthetics and compatibility of colors and materials with the existing building, signage aspects, potential for multiple
lockers/vending machines to be located on a single site as they are income generators for the property owner, and safety
concerns for patrons. The Subcommittee Members supported drafting an ordinance that addressed implementation of
these.

Staff Review and Comment: There are no outstanding issues. Staff drafted the ordinance based on the approach that
these new uses need to be identified to accommodate evolving business trends, yet address the following concems:

Aesthetic Concern: Current trends show that companies are looking to rent outdoor spaces in front of
existing business to place new generation vending machines. This practice can lead to buildings with
multiple outdoor machines or banks of outdoor machines that dominate the building fagade or creates visual
clutter detrimental to the character of the community.

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Safety Concern: With improvements in vending hardware, software and the increase in internet commerce,
the value of the merchandise within these vending machines is higher. With these machines being outdoors
and available 24/7 without reliable visibility and surveillance, it can create safety concerns for the users.

Proposed Ordinance: The proposed ordinance directs vending machines to be placed inside a principal
building or in an attached vestibule that is constructed from similar material and have an appearance
complementary to the principal building. This is a proven method that addresses the aesthetic and safety
concerns. A current example would be the attached vestibules for can and bottle redemption areas found in
local grocery stores. This method maintains the appearance of the building while providing a well-lit secure
area for their patrons.

Comprehensive Plan Consistency: The ordinance amendment has been reviewed for consistency with the
Comprehensive Plan. Based upon that review, a finding has been made that the proposed ordinance amendment is
consistent with the Comprehensive Plan in that the amendment is consistent with all of the goals and policies of the
Comprehensive Plan.

Noticing Information: On January 6, 2017 notice of the January 16, 2017, Plan and Zoning Commission public
hearing for this project was published in the Des Moines Register.

Staff Recommendation and Conditions of Approval: Staff recommends the Plan & Zoning Commission approve a
resolution recommending to the City Council approval of the ordinance amendment.

BACKGROUND: The City of West Des Moines is seeking approval to change the Comprehensive Plan Land Use
designation from Single Family Residential (SF) to Medium Density Residential (MD) for that property that lies on the
east side of 7™ Street generally between Walnut and Locust streets and the center four lots on the west side of 6% Street
between Walnut and Locust streets (see Attachments C and D: Comprehensive Plan Land Use). In addition, staff is
requesting the rezoning of the entire one block area at the northeast comner of 7" Street between Walnut Street and Locust
Street to change the zoning designation of the property from Valley Junction - Single Family Residential (SF-VJ) to
Phenix Planned Unit Development (PUD) (see Attachment E, Exhibit A: PUD Sketch Plan).

Commissioners Hatfield and Southworth indicated they voted against the rezoning request as they believe a
school, in accordance with many residents’ wishes, would be the most appropriate use.

Plan and Zoning Commission Discussion:

Community and Economic Development Director presented the request and gave a history of the events leading up to this
point. There was discussion about the use of the property and building. It was noted by Commissioner Erickson, the
recent Historic West Des Moines Plan supports the development of Phenix into apartments.

Nine residents spoke at the public hearing; some opposed to the rezoning and some in support, Sam Erickson, with CHI,
as well as City staff answered questions from the residents and the commissioners. The questions answered were in regard
to fair housing, rents of the proposed units, screening of tenants, property values, storm water, the City’s process of how
the development came to be, traffic, and funding of the development.

HISTORY:: The property was formerly used by the West Des Moines Community School District as Phenix Elementary.
The West Des Moines Community School District (CSD) made the decision to close Phenix Elementary Early Education
Center at the end of the 2013-14 school year. City staff, not wanting the building to fall into disrepair, and seeing it as a
potential asset to the neighborhood, discussed with Council the idea of purchasing the building from the school district
and converting it into housing. Staff knew of several other buildings in Towa being converted into housing and began to
explore the concept in depth. Community Housing Initiatives {(CHI) was brought into the discussion based on its history
with school building conversions and its previous investment in the Valley Junction neighborhood. In addition, in June,
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2014, the City became aware of available Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) funding from the Iowa
Economic Development Authority (IEDA) with a grant application deadline of September 2, 2014,

The concept of purchasing and converting the building was first discussed with the City Council Finance & Administration
Subcommittee, with the City Council ultimately approving submittal of an IEDA grant application on August 25, 2014.
On September 8, 2014 the City Council approved an option agreement with the school district to purchase the property,
contingent upon receiving grant funds from IEDA.

On January 8, 2015 the City received the IEDA grant award and on February 27, 2015 the City purchased the Phenix
building and surrounding property from the West Des Moines CSD. In March, 2015 the City was notified by TEDA that
the building was purchased prematurely, requiring the receipt of a waiver from the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban
Development that was not obtained until August 10, 2016.

Between June 2014 and August 2016 the City Council held seven public meetings in which either the purchase, future
use or funding of Phenix School was discussed, including the conversion of the school to 17 mixed-income apartments.
Throughout the process Council maintained its support for the proposed purchase and conversion of the school to
apartments. As authorized and directed by Council and signed by Mayor Gaer, the City submitted two grant applications
(IEDA Community Development Block Grant Program and Iowa Finance Authority [IFA] Workforce Housing Loan
Program) and the federally-required Environmental Review.

Separate from the Phenix project, the City hired Teska Associates, Inc. to create a Master Plan for Historic West Des
Moines. A major goal for the plan was to “...communicate a vision for the redevelopment of the area to ensure it remains
a vital part of the City of West Des Moines.” The Phenix site, as 17 mixed-income apartments, was extensively discussed
as part of the Master Plan process. The study took eleven months and included many outreach efforts: development of a
dedicated website and mobile app, interviews with stakeholders, steering committee meetings and workshops, focus
groups, survey and polls and public open houses. The Phenix site redevelopment was listed as a priority item in the
Master Plan and five tasks were recommended related to the site including, “Adopt site master plan...approve new plat
(and zoning if needed).”

When the Historic West Des Moines Master Plan was presented to City Council at a workshop on September 19, 2016,
several citizens attended and voiced their concerns regarding Valley Junction, closing of the school by the West Des
Moines CSD, and the proposed plan for Phenix. The Historic West Des Moines Master Plan, which included plans for
conversion of the school to apartments, was received by the City Council at the workshop, with the understanding that
the proposed plan for Phenix would be subsequently discussed in greater detail. Further discussion regarding the
redevelopment of Phenix was held at a workshop on November 28, 2016, at which time the City Council directed staff to
explore all options for the redevelopment of Phenix school and the surrounding site. At the January 9, 2017 City Council
meeting, the council considered all of the options for the building and narrowed the list to two viable use options: (1)
Community Housing Initiatives (CHI) develop Phenix into 17 mixed income apartments within the building and (2) sell
the building to a public or private school,

On January 23, 2017, the City Council held a public hearing to consider the two use options for the Phenix site
redevelopment. The discussion included presentations from Community Housing Initiatives, New Horizons Academy,
and Iowa Christian Academy. There was also numerous public comments made. A motion was made by Councilman
Trevillyan, seconded by Councilman Sandager to approve the use of the property as a school. Council member Sandager
stated he believes both options are good options, as he believes Community Housing Initiatives is a quality organization
and thete is a demand for affordable housing in West Des Moines, but he doesn’t believe this property is the appropriate
location for it, so he will vote to support the school use. Council member Trevillyan stated he supports the school use,
because the residents have spoken loud and clear in opposition to the proposed Community Housing Initiatives project
because they do not want any apartments in that area. Council member Messerschmidt stated he supports the proposed
Community Housing Initiatives project because he believes there is a demand for affordable housing in West Des Moines,
CHI has a proven track record of success with these types of projects, and there would be a financial risk in choosing the
school use over the CHI project. Council member Mickelson stated he supports the proposed Community Housing
Initiatives project because he also believes there would be a financial risk in choosing the school use over the CHI
project. Council member Trimble stated he would have supported the school use if either of them (the schools) could
guarantee they had the funds to make it work; however since neither of them were able to provide that guarantee tonight,
he also believes there would be a financial risk in choosing the school use, so he will vote in support of the proposed
Community Housing Initiatives project. The motion for a school use failed on a 2-3 vote. A motion was then made by
Councilman Messerschmidt, second by Councilman Michelson to approve the use of the property as apartments for the
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proposed Community Housing Initiatives project. Council member Sandager stated since the school use is no longer an
option, he would now vote in support of the apartment use. The motion carried with a 4-1 vote,

CITY COUNCIL SUBCOMMITTEE: Staff provided a summary of the proposed Phenix project and anticipated costs
at the October 31, 2016 Development and Planning City Council Subcommittee meeting. No opposition to the proposal
was expressed.

OUTSTANDING ISSUES: There are no outstanding issues. Staff notes the following items of interest;

Comprehensive Plan Amendment & Rezoning: In order to convert and reuse the existing building as apartments,
it is necessary to amend the Comprehensive Plan from Single Family Residential (SF) to Medium Density
Residential (MD) and rezone the property. In examining the land use map of the property surrounding the subject
site, the property to the east, north, and west are designated as Single Family Residential (SF). The property to
the south is designated as Medium Density Residential (MD). It would be staff’s intent to extend the Medium
Density Residential to the north onto the subject site as illustrated in Attachment D. Staff proposes a Planned
Unit Development (PUD) to direct and govern development of the entire block (see Attachment E, Exhibit A:
PUD Sketch Plan). The main components of the PUD are as follows:

o Parcel A as indicated on the sketch plan would be owned by Community Housing Initiatives (CHI) for
the development of the apartments. Based upon CHI's 2.49 acres and proposed 17 total dwelling units,
the density is 6.8 dwelling units per acre, well within the range of 6.1-12.0 dwelling units per acre for
Medium Density Residential zoning. CHI will use the former school’s existing parking lot for their
residents. For the proposed 17 dwelling units, a minimum of 35 parking spaces is required. The existing
lot provides 42 stalls. The PUD requires that the parking lot edges adjacent to the single-family lots be
visually screened. The use of the gymnasium is unknown at this time. Depending on the ultimate use,
if additional parking beyond the current parking lot is required for the use, it is anticipated that a small
parking lot could be constructed immediately south of the building.

© Parcels A-1 and A-2 initially will be owned by CHI. Upon completion of their project and confirmation
that CHI does not need the ground to serve their development or a use within the gymnasium, these
areas may be reacquired by the City and turned into up to four single family home lots.

© Parcels B and C are intended for six traditional VJ 50° wide single family lots. It is anticipated that
upon completion of CHI’s conversion of the school to apartments that the City will then sell the lots for
construction of homes. It is unknown at this time if all of the lots will be sold to a single developer or
sold individually. To reinforce and respect the existing context of the area and create a neighborhood
identity that recognizes the area’s original development history, a deed restriction will be placed on the
single family lots within these parcels to prevent assembling adjacent lots to increase buildable area for
adwelling. Additionally, in order to maintain home designs characteristic of the Valley Junction area,
architectural precedent images are included in the PUD illustrating typical 1900°s to 1930’s home
designs. It is not the intent of the precedent images to dictate the actual design, but rather to
communicate that modern home designs are not desired.

Existing Playgrounds: The existing playgrounds do not meet City standards for safety. The playground at the
northern end of the block is located partially within the intended single family lots owned by the City. To make
room for the future homes, and since this playground does not meet the City’s minimum safety standards, it will
be removed. The playground at the south end will, at least initially, be located on ground owned by CHI. It will
be up to CHI to determine whether to keep or remove the playground. If at some time in the future, this ground
is transferred back to the City, the playground would be removed.

Existing Platted Alley & Sewers: With the original subdivision of the block, an alley running north-south through
the middle of the block was platted. The alley itself does not exist. There is no City reason to keep this alley,
therefore, staff recommends vacating the alley lot and including the ground in Parcel A. A public sanitary sewer
line does run down the alley. Prior to disposing of the property or prior to issuance of the first occupancy permits,
including temporary occupancy, the appropriate Public Sanitary Sewer Easement will need to be dedicated by
the owner of Parcel A.  Additionally, a storm sewer line crosses through Parcel C. Although formal studies
have not been done, it appears that the sewer can be routed to the street and the pipe within the lots themselves
removed. This sewer line will need to be relocated prior to construction of any dwellings in this area. It is
unknown at this time whether the City or future developer of the lots will be required to modify the sewer.
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COMPREHENSIVE PLAN CONSISTEN CY: The project has been reviewed for consistency with the Comprehensive
Plan. Based upon that review, a finding has been made that the proposed project is consistent with the Comprehensive
Plan in that the project is consistent with all of the goals and policies of the Comprehensive Plan and the land use map of
the Comprehensive Plan,

Medium Density Residential; and Rezone the entire property 3.51 acres from Single Family — Valley Junction Residential
(SF-VJ) to Phenix Planned Unit Development, subject to the applicant meeting all City Code requirements.

A motion was then made by Councilman Messerschmidt, second by Councilman Michelson to approve
the use of the property as apartments for the proposed Community Housing Initiatives project. Council member
Sandager stated since the school use is no longer an option, he would now vote in support of the apartment use. The
motion carried with a 4-1 vote.

City Council Subcommittee: Staff provided a summary of the proposed Phenix project and anticipated costs at the
October 31, 2016 Development and Planning City Council Subcommittee meeting. No opposition to the proposal
was expressed.

Staff Review and Comment: This request has been discussed with various City departments. There are no
outstanding issues. Staff notes the following items of interest;

»  Comprehensive Plan Amendment & Rezoning: In order to convert and reuse the existing building as
apartments, it is necessary to amend the Comprehensive Plan from Single Family Residential (SF) to Medium
Density Residential (MD) and rezone the property. In examining the land use map of the property
surrounding the subject site, the property to the east, north, and west are designated as Single Family
Residential (SF). The property to the south is designated as Medium Density Residential (MD). It would be
staff’s intent to extend the Medium Density Residential to the north onto the subject site as illustrated in
Attachment D. Staff proposes a Planned Unit Development (PUD) to direct and govem development of the
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entire block (see Attachment E, Exhibit A: PUD Sketch Plan). The main components of the PUD are as
follows:

©  Parcel A as indicated on the sketch plan would be owned by Community Housing Initiatives (CHI)
for the development of the apartments. Based upon CHI’s 2.49 acres and proposed 17 total dwelling
units, the density is 6.8 dwelling units per acre. Well within the range of 6.1-12.0 dwelling units
per acre for Medium Density Residential zoning. CHI will use the former school’s existing parking
lot for their residents. For the proposed 17 dwelling units, a minimum of 35 parking spaces is
required. The existing lot provides 42 stalls. The PUD requires that the parking lot edges adjacent
to the single-family lots be visually screened. The use of the gymnasium is unknown at this time.
Depending on the ultimate use, if additional parking beyond the current parking lot is required for
the use, it is anticipated that a small parking lot could be constructed immediately south of the
building.

o Parcels A-1 and A-2 initially will be owned by CHI. Upon completion of their project and
confirmation that CHI does not need the ground to serve their development or a use within the
gymnasium, these areas may be reacquired by the City and turned into up to four single family home
lots.

©  Parcels B and C are intended for six traditional VJ 50’ wide single family lots. It is anticipated that
upon completion of CHI’s conversion of the school to apartments that the City will then sell the lots
for construction of homes. It is unknown at this time if all of the lots will be sold to a single
developer or sold individually. To reinforce and respect the existing context of the area and create
a neighborhood identity that recognizes the area’s original development history, a deed restriction
will be placed on the single family lots within these parcels to prevent assembling adjacent lots to
increase buildable area for a dwelling. Additionally, in order to maintain home designs
characteristic of the Valley Junction area, architectural precedent images are included in the PUD
illustrating typical 1900°s to 1930°s home designs. It is not the intent of the precedent images to
dictate the actual design, but rather to communicate that modern home designs are not desired.

»  Existing Playgrounds: The existing playgrounds do not meet City standards for safety. The playground at
the northern end of the block is located partially within the intended single family lots owned by the City. To
make room for the future homes, and since this playground does not meet the City’s minimum safety
standards, it will be removed. The playground at the south end will, at least initially, be located on ground
owned by CHI. It will be up to CHI to determine whether to keep or remove the playground. If at some time
in the future, this ground is transferred back to the City, the playground would be removed.

®  Existing Platted Alley & Sewers: With the original subdivision of the block, an ailey running north-south
through the middle of the biock was platted. The alley itself does not exist. There is no City reason to keep
this alley, therefore, staff recommends vacating the alley lot and including the ground in Parcel A. A public
sanitary sewer line does run down the alley. Prior to disposing of the property or prior to issuance of the first
occupancy permits, including temporary occupancy, the appropriate Public Sanitary Sewer Easement will
need to be dedicated by the owner of Parcel A.  Additionally, a storm sewer line crosses through Parcel C.
Although formal studies have not been done, it appears that the sewer can be routed to the street and the pipe
within the lots themselves removed. This sewer line will need to be relocated prior to construction of any
dwellings in this area. It is unknown at this time whether the City or future developer of the lots will be
required to modify the sewer.

Comprehensive Plan Consistency: The project has been reviewed for consistency with the Comprehensive Plan,
Based upon that review, a finding has been made that the proposed project is consistent with the Comprehensive Plan
in that the project is consistent with all of the goals and policies of the Comprehensive Plan and the land use map of
the Comprehensive Plan.

Noticing Information: On February 3, 2017, notice for the February 13, 2017, Plan and Zoning Commission and the
February 21, 2017, City Council public hearings on this project was published in the Des Moines Register Community
Section. Notice of these public hearings was also mailed to all surrounding property owners within 370 feet of the
subject property on February 1, 2017. Notice was also sent to every person who signed petitions that were presented
to City Council during the use of the property discussions that were held by the City Council.
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Staff Recommendation - Comprehensive Plan Amendment: Based upon the preceding review and a finding of
ve Plan, staff recommends the Plan and Zoning

consistency with the goals and policies of the Comprehensi

Commission adopt a resolution recommending to the City Council approval of a Comprehensive Plan Land Use Map
change for the subject property as illustrated in staff report Attachment D, from Single Family Residential (SF) to
Medium Density Residential (MD).

Staff Recommendation and Conditions of Approval — Rezonin Request: Based upon the preceding review and a
finding of consistency with the goals and policies of the Comprehensive Plan, staff recommends the Plan and Zoning
Commission adopt a resolution recommending to the City Council approval of a zone change for property located
between 6™ and 7" Streets and Walnut and Locust Streets from Single Family — Valley Junction Residential (SF-VT)
to Phenix Planned Unit Development (PUD).

ORDINANCE NO,

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE OFFICIAL ZONING MAP AND THE CITY CODE OF THE CITY OF
WEST DES MOINES, IOWA 2014, BY AMENDING TITLE 9, ZONING, CHAPTER 9, PLANNED UNIT
DEVELOPMENT DISTRICT, PERTAINING TO P.U.D. (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) DISTRICT
REGULATIONS AND GUIDELINES,

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF WEST DES MOINES, IOWA:

SECTION1. AMENDMENT. The Zoning Map of the City of West Des Moines, Iowa, is hereby amended by
rezoning property from Single Family - Valley Junction (SF-VJ) to Phenix Planned Unit Development (PUD) for
property legally described below:

Legal Description
Lots 1 through 20, Block 23, 1t Addition to Valley Junction, an official plat now
in and forming a part of the City of West Des Moines, Polk County, Iowa

SECTION 2. SKETCH PLAN. Attached hereto and made a part of this rezoning approval, for concept
description and delineation is the Sketch Plan Document for the Phenix PUD marked Exhibit "A", The Sketch Plan
is a graphic representation of the property included in the PUD delineating the approximate location and
configuration of the Parcels for the purpose of easier reference for the applicable regulations of this Ordinance.
Wherever conflict occurs between the written text in this document and notations on the Sketch Plan, the written text
shall prevail.

SECTION3.  INTENT. The Phenix PUD intends to provide a framework for development standards reflective
of the realities and constraints of redevelopment of an existing structure that has been an integral part of the
community of West Des Moines, and to establish design standards to reinforce and respect the context of the area
and create a neighborhood identity that recognizes the area’s original development history. Because of existing
nature of the building and site, certain zoning code provisions will need to be modified to accommodate reuse of the
building. All applicable Building and Fire Codes related to the reuse of the existing former school building shall

apply.

SECTION4. REQUIRED PLANS, Development within the Phenix PUD must meet the intent of the approved
PUD. The following plans shall be required as a part of the development or redevelopment of property contained
within the Phenix PUD:

A. Development Applications (Site Plans or Modifications to a Site Plan): Site Plans or Modifications to a Site
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Plan shall be submitted to the City of West Des Moines for review and approval prior to the development of
any portion of Parcel A. Site plans for permitted uses which comply (as determined by the Director of
Development Services or designee) with the design intent as set forth in this PUD will be subject to review via
the City’s review process and if required, receive final approval from the City Council following a
recommendation from the Plan and Zoning Commission. Site plans for uses identified as Permitted
Conditional (PC) shall require approval from the Board of Adjustment. At the discretion of the Director of
Development Services, an amendment to the Phenix PUD may be required to bring consistency between the
ordinance and site plan development proposed.

SECTION 5. GENERAL CONDITIONS. Whereas, Title 9 of the West Des Moines City Code includes
Chapter 9, Planned Unit Development District (P.U.D.) establishes certain regulations and guidelines pertaining to
accompanying information required on development applications and documents for the PUD subject property.

A. Now, therefore, the following conditions, restrictions, and regulations are adopted as part of this approval and

the following general site plan criteria shall be integrated into and made a part of the development criteria for
the Phenix PUD, to wit:

L.

Compliance with Codes: Unless otherwise specified herein, the development of ground within the Phenix
PUD shall comply with the provisions of City Code.

In all areas within a 100 year frequency flood hazard zone, or adjoining drainageways or detention areas
mvolving potential flood hazards, no building shall be erected which has a lowest floor, including
basements, less than two (2) foot above the determined level of the one hundred (100) year frequency flood
event or flood proofed to the same elevation in accordance with the West Des Moines Floodplain
Ordinance, and no building shall be erected within twenty-five (25) feet of any major drainage, storm water
detention basin or pond.

Unless otherwise agreed to via proper legal documentation, the Developer, their successors and assigns, if
any, shall pay all construction and engineering costs for the development of the Planned Unit Development,
in accordance with the current City policies at the time of development, as required by this Ordinance, the
Subdivision Ordinance of the City of West Des Moines, and the Des Moines Metropolitan Design
Standards as adopted by the City of West Des Moines, for all streets, storm sewers, sanitary sewers,
drainage improvements, detention basins, water mains, buffers and other improvements within the PUD as
may be required.

SECTION 6. LAND USE AND DESIGN CRITERIA. In addition to the general conditions requirements
stated within this document, the following land use design criteria shall apply to development areas, Parcels A, A-1,
A-2, B, and C as indicated on the sketch plan.

A. Land Use:

L.

Parcel A, A-1, and A-2: All general use regulations and provisions set forth in Title 9, Zoning, of the West
Des Moines City Code for the Residential Medium Density (RM-12) district, shall apply to any
development proposal for this parcel as shown on the sketch plan for the PUD Ordinance, uniess noted
elsewhere within this Ordinance. A maximum of seventeen (17) dwelling units shail be allowed within the
former Phenix School building.

a. Uses:

1) Single-family homes consistent with Single-Family Valley Junction Residential zoning and bulk
regulations, unless otherwise modified within this PUD.

2} Ancillary space within the building (gymnasium) shall abide by the following:

a) Unless otherwise modified here within, any Permitted (P) or Permitted Conditional (Pc) use
otherwise allowed per City Code within the Residential Medium Density (RM) zoning district
shall be allowed with approval by the appropriate review body if it is demonstrated that the
proposed use will not have a negative effect on the surrounding single family residential
neighborhood. Negative effects will include, but is not limited to inadequacies in parking

resulting in excessive on-street parking, noise audible to the surrounding neighborhood, late
evening or early morning activities that are atypical and potentially disruptive to traditional
residential neighborhoods, etc.

Public uses under the direction of any department of the City shall be allowed, with the
exceptiont of law enforcement holding facilities, if adequate on-site parking facilities are
provided and exterior impacts of the use are negligible.

No dwelling uses may be located within the gymnasium.

2. Parcels B and C: All general use regulations and provisions set forth in Title 9, Zoning, of the West Des
Moines City Code for the Single-Family Valley Junction Residential (SF-VI) district, shall apply to any
development proposal for parcels B and C as shown on the sketch plan for the PUD Ordinance, unless
noted elsewhere within this Ordinance. To reinforce and respect the existing context of the area and create
a neighborhood identity that recognizes the area’s original development history, no lot shall be combined
or lot-tied with any adjacent lot or lots to increase buildable area for a dwelling.

3. Inthe event Parcels A-1 and A-2 are used for single family detached homes, development of the properties
shall abide by all regulations as provided in this ordinance for Parcels B and C.

B. Minimum I ot Size and Frontage:
1. Phenix school and related parking shall be provided within a lot which is a minimum of 80,000sf in size

and provides a minimum of 150 feet of street frontage.

2. Single family uses shall be provided on residential lots which meet the minimum lot size and frontage
required by City Code for the Single-Family Valley Junction (SF-VJ) zoning district.

C. Building Setbacks:
1. Phenix Building:
a. Existing Building: Minimum 10’ setback from any property line.
b. New Structures or Additions to Existing Building: Minimum 30’ Front and Side Yard setback,
Minimum 35° Rear Yard setback.
2. Single Family Dwellings:
a. Front: Minimum 20’ setback.

In any existing platted property where the average front yard setback is different than the minimum 20’
setback, the front yard setback for the subject lot shall be equal to the average of the front yard depths
of any existing dwellings within 200 feet on the same side of the street. Front yard setback measured
between the lot line and the face of any garage accessed from the street shall be a minimum of 25 feet
regardless of the averaged front yard depth of adjacent existing dwellings.

b. Rear: Minimum 35° setback.

o

Side: Minimum 5’ setback.

d. No part of any structure, including eaves and overhangs, may be closer than 5 feet to a property line.
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D. Building Height: All exterior modifications or building additions to the Phenix building shall not exceed the
current height of the building, excluding roof-top mechanical unit (RTU) enclosures, communication
equipment, and penthouse elements. Single family dwellings shall not exceed 35 feet in height. Accessory
structures shall comply with the height requirements as noted in Title 9 of City Code.

E. Parking:
1. Required:

a. Phenix Dwelling Parking:
1) 1.5 spaces per efficiency unit
2) 2.0 spaces per 1-2 bedroom unit
3) 2.5 spaces per 3+ bedroom unit
4) 1 space per 100sf GFA of multi-purpose recreational use areas
5) Unless otherwise waived by the City Council, any dwelling which is owner-occupied, shall

provide a minimum of one 9°x19” enclosed parking space.

b. Phenix Gymnasium Parking: Per city code for the primary, or highest generating use if multiple
activities/vses are implemented.

¢. Single Family residentially developed properties shall comply with Title 9 of City Code.

2. Setbacks: Off-street parking lots shall be setback so as to provide a minimum of fifteen feet (15%) from the
ultimate strest right-of-way of the surrounding streets and fifieen feet (15") from any common property line
with single family developed property.

3. Alandscaped edge or 'streetscape’ shall be provided to screen parking lots adjacent to a street or developed
single family lot. These streetscapes are intended to provide desired green to the City and provide visual
screening of parking and other negative site elements. Landscape vegetation shall be implemented within
the area to provide screening of off-street parking areas to a minimum height of three (3) feet. To aid in
achieving this, a minimum of two (2) trees and ten (10) shrubs shall be required for every fifty linear feet
(50 1f) of streetscape distance. A minimum of 50% of the shrubs shall be evergreen in nature. Of the
required number of trees, at least one-half (1/2) must be overstory in nature unless prevented by overhead
utilities or underground utility easements. No substitution of shrubs for required trees shall be allowed.
Landscaping plan must accommodate required vision clearances at street and drive intersections,

4. Dimension, design, landscaping, and surfacing of new parking lots shall be in accordance with city code.

F. Buffers: No buffers to separate different land uses shall be required between the former Phenix School building
and adjacent single family designated properties.

G. Lighting: As a part of the review of any Site Plan, if new exterior lighting is proposed, a photometric plan must
be submitted. During the review, the applicant must demonstrate how lighting will not adversely affect
adjoining properties or patrons utilizing the public street system.

1. Site Lighting: Fixtures shall be of a design to direct light downward {fuil cut-off) and shall not have bulbs
which are exposed and extend below the frame of the light fixture. Said fixtures shall not exceed twenty
five feet (25°) in height as measured from the ground to the top of the light structure.

2. Building Lighting: No wall packs, or floodlighting without shields to direct the light to its intended target
are allowed. In addition to cut-off fixtures, particular attention shall be given to eliminate hot spots and
light glare. Decorative building lighting is allowed and will be reviewed as part of a Site Plan.

H. Screening of Negative Site Elements: Electrical transformers, trash dumpsters, service areas and loading docks,
heating, ventilation, air conditioning, generators, utility meters, and other mechanical equipment which is
located on, besides or adjacent to any building shall be visually screened from views from adjacent roadways
and properties.

L. Open Space: Due to the nature of the intended redevelopment in respect to existing development patterns and
improvements, the amount and locations of open space and green space/vegetation within the redevelopment
area will vary. As a general rule, the maximum amount of 'green’ (open lawn areas and vegetation) should be
provided within a site. To allow the most flexibility in planning, Parcel A shall attempt to provide a minimum
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of twenty-five percent (25%) open space; however, o less than twenty percent (20%) open space or more than
eighty-five percent (80%) impervious surface will be allowed. Vegetation required as part of the open space is
in addition to, streetscape and parking areas or required landscape for screening. Required open space
landscape can utilize existing plant material, with the remainder needed to be in conformance with city code to
be installed within PUD Parcel A prior to issuance of a Temporary Occupancy Permit for any dwelling unit
within the former Phenix School building.

SECTION 7. ALLEY VACATION. Although not constructed, a parcel for an alley was included in the
original platting of the single family lots (Lots 1-20, Block 23, 1* Addition to Valley Junction). This platted
alley shall be vacated and the property legally tied to PUD parcel A. If single family lots are created in PUD
parcels A-1 and/or A-2, the vacated alley ground may be incorporated into the adjacent single family lots with
the execution of the appropriate legal documents transferring ownership.

SECTIONS8. ARCHITECTURE. The architecture of any new construction within the Phenix PUD shall build
on and reinforce the context of the existing building or of the surrounding residential area to create a
development identity that recognizes the history and incorporates the forms and elements typical of the original
development period of the area (1900°s to the 1930’5 ). In addition to the architectural language below,
illustrative examples of the architectural precedent images shall serve to guide the design of all buildings within
the Phenix PUD. Specific architecture for all multi & single family buildings shall be evaluated as part of the
Site Plan for Parcel A or Building Permit review and approval process for Parcels B, C and A-1 and A-2 if
developed with single family homes.

A. Phenix Building (Parcel A): All exterior modifications, building additions or accessory structures to the
former Phenix School building shall be compatible with the historic character of the existing building.
Building design for new construction should incorporate the form, scale, elements and detailing typical to a
1930’s art deco concrete structure. Materials should be high quality, durable, and maintain their appearance
over a prolonged time. Repair and/or replacement shall be of like kind or revert back to the original historic
appearance if not replacing original material. It is strongly recommended that any alterations or additions
follow The Secretary of the Interior's Standards for Rehabilitation by the National Park Service.

B. Single Family Residential Buildings (Parcels A-1, A-2, B, and C): Attached to this ordinance as Exhibit B (or
on file with the City) are illustrative examples of acceptable single family detached home designs. Alterative
home designs to these examples may be deemed appropriate by the City if designs incorporate the form, scale,
elements and detailing typical to a 1900°s to 1930”s wood framed home. Appropriate massing includes one
story, story and a half, and two story dwellings. Roofs shall be pitched with overhangs as typical for the
period. Building design should give the appearance of brick, stucco or concrete masonry units for the exposed
foundation, lap siding, stucco or shakes for the remainder of the exterior walls. Decorative trim which
represents a variation of architectural styles or elements shall be incorporated on all sides. Use of natural
materials is encouraged, composite materials such as fiber cement and wood composites are appropriate
substitutions. Vinyl siding may be used only with appropriately scaled trim. Changes in materials should be
aligned with changes in plan or roof form to emphasize these changes in building mass. Trim and structural
elements such as posts or columns shall be sized to the scale of the building and detailed appropriately to the
style. When used, masonry materials shall be limited to the foundation or main level of the home. Masonry
materials shall start and stop at changes in wall plane or wrap structural elements to give authenticity to the
material. Fenestration (door and window openings) shall be sized to the scale of the building and be
compatible to the chosen architectural style. Detached garage buildings are preferred, with exterior design and
detailing similar to the associated dwelling unit.

SECTIONY. TRAFFIC STUDY REQUIRED. A Traffic Impact Study (Traffic Report) dated November 17,
2016, has been prepared by the City of West Des Moines for the Phenix site development. The Traffic Report
establishes the traffic generated from all property within this PUD, including 17 apartments, a maximum of ten
single family lots and use of the gymnasium as a satellite library at 609 average daily trips (ADT), with 24 AM
peak hour trips and 73 PM peak hour trips. If the use of the gymnasium differs from that studied, a revised
traffic study may be required to insure that the new use does not impact the surrounding public street road
network. No modifications to surrounding street infrastructure is necessary to accommodate the proposed
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development as studied in the 2016 report.

SECTION 10. SANITARY SEWER EASEMENT, City Code requires utility easements for sewers to be a
minimum of 30 feet wide or twice the depth, whichever is greater. Prior to issuance of an occupancy permit,
including temporary occupancy of any dwelling within the former Phenix School building or a new singie
family home within the PUD, a 30 foot wide sanitary sewer easement, centered on the sewer pipe shall be
established for the existing north-south line located immediately east of the Phenix building. Due to the
proximity of the Phenix building to the existing line, a full 30 foot wide easement may not be possible adjacent
to the building, thus adjacent to the building only, a narrower easement may be accepted. In the event that the
Phenix building is ever demolished, the additional width necessary to achieve a minimum 30 foot wide
easement, or greater if determined necessary at that time, shall be granted at no cost to the City.

SECTION 11. STORM WATER MANAGEMENT PLAN. Storm Water Management Plans (SWMP) will be
required with the submittal of site development plans for PUD parcel A where the increase in impervious area
exceeds 2000 square feet. The Specific Storm Water Plans shall be prepared at the developer’s expense, by a
Professional Engineer licensed in the State of lowa. All Storm Water Management Plans must follow the
recommendations in the SE Basin Stormwater Study by LE Leon, prepared for the City and shall comply with
the City’s applicable design standards for storm water management existing at the time each development (site
plan) is approved.

SECTION 12. SAVINGS CLAUSE. If any section, provision, sentence, ¢lause, phrase or part of the Ordinance
shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the Ordinance as
a whole or any provision, section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase or part hereof not adjudged invalid or
uncenstitutional,

SECTION 13. VIOLATIONS AND PENALTIES. Any person who violates the provisions of this Ordinance
upon conviction shall be punished as set forth in Section 1-4-1 of the City Code of the City of West Des
Moines, lowa.

SECTION 14. OTHER REMEDIES. In addition to the provisions set out in the Violations and Penalties
Section herein, the City may proceed in law or equity against any person, firm or corporation for violation of
any section or subsection of this Ordinance.

SECTION 15. SAVINGS CLAUSE. If any section, provision, sentence, clause, phrase or part of the Ordinance
shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the Ordinance as a
whole or any provision, section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase or part hereof not adjudged invalid or
unconstitutional.

SECTION 16, EFFECTIVE DATE. This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect after its passage, approval
and publication as provided by law.

FINANCIAL IMPACT: The City anticipates spending no more than $5,000,000 as economic development
incentives in the form of a five (5) year, sliding scale property tax rebate. That figure includes the development
agreement with IMT Insurance and Hurd Properties for the construction of the IMT corporate offices. IMT will
receive approximately $900,000 as a property tax rebate. This will serve as the local match for the High Quality Jobs
Program award that IMT received from the Iowa Economic Development Authority. IMT plans to construct an office
building, approximately 83,000 square feet. IMT Insurance will own the building and create 33 new jobs.

BACKGROUND: Staff has initiated the process to create the Coachlight Drive Urban Renewal Plan. The area of
this plan was originally part of the Jordan Creek Urban Renewal Area. The Jordan Creek Urban Renewal Plan (URP)
will be expiring in a few years and because of the IMT project, there was the need to create a new plan. The Jordan
Creek URP is now being amended by the Coachlight Drive URP to identify new urban renewal and economic
development projects. The Area does not have a frozen base value as debt was never certified for this Urban Renewa]
Area.

As required by law, on J anuary 30, 2017, the Plan and Zoning Commission made a finding that the Coachlight Drive
URP was consistent with the Comprehensive Plan,

As required by law, on February 1, 2017, staff held a consultation meeting for all of the taxing entities. The only
attendees were City of West Des Moines staff

OUTSTANDING ISSUES: There are no outstanding issues regarding this proposed amendment.

RECOMMENDATION: Staff recommends the approval of the Resolution approving the urban renewal plan, and
approval of the first reading of the TIF Ordinance.

WHEREAS, by resolution adopted on J anuary 23, 2017, this Council directed that a
consultation be held with the designated representatives of all affected taxing entities to discuss
the proposed Coachlight Drive Urban Renewal Plan and the division of revenue described
therein, and that notice of the consultation and a copy of the proposed Coachlight Drive Urban
Renewal Plan be sent to all affected taxing entities; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to such notice, the consultation was duly held as ordered by the
City Council and all required responses to the recommendations made by the affected taxing
entities, if any, have been timely made as set forth in the report of the Director of Community
and Economic Development, or his delegate, filed herewith and incorporated herein by this
reference, which report is in ail respects approved; and

WHEREAS, by resolution this Council also set a public hearing on the adoption of the
proposed Coachlight Drive Urban Renewal Plan for this meeting of the Council, and due and
proper notice of the public hearing was given, as provided by law, by timely publication in the
Des Moines Register, which notice set forth the time and place for this hearing and the nature
and purpose thereof} and





WHEREAS, in accordance with the notice, all persons or organizations desiring to be
heard on the proposed Coachlight Drive Urban Renewal Plan, both for and against, have been
given an opportunity to be heard with respect thereto and due consideration has been given to all
comments and views expressed to this Council in connection therewith and the public hearing
has been closed.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY
OF WEST DES MOINES, STATE OF IOWA:

Section 1. That the findings and conclusions set forth or contained in the proposed
"Coachlight Drive Urban Renewal Plan" for the area of the City of West Des Moines, State of
Iowa, legally described and depicted in the Plan and incorporated herein by reference (which
area shall hereinafter be known as the "Coachlight Drive Urban Renewal Area"), be and the
same are hereby adopted and approved as the findings of this Council for this area.

Section 2. This Council further finds:

a) Although relocation is not expected, a feasible method exists for the relocation
of any families who will be displaced from the Coachlight Drive Urban Renewal Area
into decent, safe and sanitary dwelling accommodations within their means and without
undue hardship to such families;

b) The Urban Renewal Plan conforms to the general plan for the development of
the City as a whole; and

c) Acquisition by the City is not immediately expected, however, as to any areas
of open land to be acquired by the City included within the Coachlight Drive Urban
Renewal Area:

i. Residential use is not expected, however, with reference to any portions
thereof which are to be developed for residential uses, this City Council hereby
determines that a shortage of housing of sound standards and design with
decency, safety and sanitation exists within the City; that the acquisition of the
area for residential uses is an integral part of and essential to the program of the
municipality; and that one or more of the following conditions exist:

a. That the need for housing accommodations has been or will be
increased as a result of the clearance of slums in other areas, including
other portions of the urban renewal area.

b. That conditions of blight in the municipality and the shortage of
decent, safe and sanitary housing cause or contribute to an increase in and
spread of disease and crime, so as to constitute a menace to the public
health, safety, morals, or welfare.

c. That the provision of public improvements related to housing
and residential development will encourage housing and residential
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development which is necessary to encourage the retention or relocation of
industrial and commercial enterprises in this state and its municipalities.

d. The acquisition of the area is necessary to provide for the
construction of housing for low and moderate income families.

ii. Non-residential use is expected and with reference to those portions
thereof which are to be developed for non-residential uses, such non-residential
uses are necessary and appropriate to facilitate the proper growth and
development of the City in accordance with sound planning standards and local
community objectives.

Section 3. That the Coachlight Drive Urban Renewal Area is an economic development
area within the meaning of Towa Code Chapter 403; that such area is eligible for designation as
an urban renewal area and otherwise meets all requisites under the provisions of Chapter 403 of
the Code of Iowa; and that the rehabilitation, conservation, redevelopment, development, or a
combination thereof, of such area is necessary in the interest of the public health, safety or
welfare of the residents of this City.

Section 4. That the Coachlight Drive Urban Renewal Plan, attached hereto as Exhibit 1
and incorporated herein by reference, be and the same is hereby approved and adopted as the
"Coachlight Drive Urban Renewal Plan for the Coachlight Drive Urban Renewal Area"; the
Coachlight Drive Urban Renewal Plan for such area is hereby in all respects approved; and the
City Clerk is hereby directed to file a certified copy of the Coachlight Drive Urban Renewal Plan
with the proceedings of this meeting.

Section 5. That, notwithstanding any resolution, ordinance, plan, amendment or any other
document, the original Coachlight Drive Urban Renewal Plan shall be in full force and effect
from the date of this Resolution until the Council amends or repeals the Plan. Said Coachlight
Drive Urban Renewal Plan shall be forthwith certified by the City Clerk, along with a copy of
this Resolution, to the Recorder for Dallas County, Iowa, to be filed and recorded in the manner
provided by law.

A, INTRODUCTION

This Coachlight Drive Urban Renewal Plan (“Plan” or “Urban Renewal Plan”™) for the
Coachlight Drive Urban Renewal Area (“Area” or “Urban Renewal Area”) has been
developed to help local officials promote economic development in the City of West Des
Moines. The primary goal of the Plan is to stimulate, through public involvement and
commitment, private investment in new commercial and industrial development.

In order to achieve this objective, West Des Moines (the “City”) intends to undertake

Urban Renewal activities pursuant to the powers granted to it under Chapter 403 and
Chapter 15A of the Code of Iowa, as amended.

B. DESCRIPTION OF THE URBAN RENEWAL AREA
= oL R AN UTF THE URDAN RENFEWAL AREA

The Coachlight Drive Urban Renewal Area is described in Exhibit A and illustrated in
Exhibit B.

The City reserves the right to modify the boundaries of the Area at some future date.

C. AREA DESIGNATION

With the adoption of this Plan, the City of West Des Moines designates this Urban
Renewal Area as an area that is appropriate for the promotion of economic development
(commercial and industrial).

D. BASE VALUE

If the Coachlight Drive Urban Renewal Area is legally established, a Tax Increment
Financing (TIF) Ordinance is adopted and debt is certified prior to December 1, 2017, the
taxable valuation within the area included in the TIF Ordinance as of J anuaty 1, 2016 will
be considered the frozen “base valuation.” If debt is not certified until a later date orif a
TIF ordinance is not adopted until later, the “base value” will be the assessed value of the
taxable property within the TIF Ordinance area as of January 1 of the calendar year
preceding the calendar year in which the City first certifies the amount of any debt on the
Area,

E. DEVELOPMENT PLAN/ZONING

West Des Moines has a general plan for the physical development of the City as a whole
outlined in the West Des Moines Comprehensive Plan dated September 20, 2010. The
goals and objectives of this Urban Renewal Plan, including the urban renewal projects,
are in conformity with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan.
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The Urban Renewal Area is zoned office, regional commercial, and medium density
residential. This Urban Renewal Plan does not in any way replace or modify the City’s
current land use planning or zoning regulation process.

The need for improved traffic, public transportation, public utilities, recreational and
community facilities, or other public improvements within the Urban Renewal Area is set
forth in this Plan. As the Area develops, the need for public infrastructure extensions and
upgrades will be evaluated and planned for by the City.

F. PL.AN OBJECTIVES

Renewal activities are designed to provide opportunities, incentives, and sites for new
and existing economic development within the Area. More specific objectives for the
development, redevelopment and rehabilitation within the Coachlight Drive Urban
Renewal Area are as follows:

1. To achieve a diversified, well-balanced economy providing a desirable
standard of living, creating job opportunities, and strengthening the tax
base.

2. To plan for and provide sufficient land for commercial and industrial

development in a manner that is efficient from the standpoint of providing
municipal services.

3. To provide for the installation of public works and facilities including, but
not limited to, water, sanitary sewer and other public improvements,
which contribute to the revitalization of the area and to the sound
development of the entire City.

4. To encourage commercial and industrial growth and expansion through
governmental policies which make it economically feasible to do business,

5. To provide a more marketable and attractive investment climate through
the use of various federal, state and local incentives,

6. To stimulate, through public action and commitment, private investment
in new and existing commercial and/or industrial development.

7. To improve the conditions and opportunities for economic development
(commercial and industrial).

8. To help develop a sound economic base that will serve as the foundation
for future growth and development.
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G. TYPES OF RENEWAL ACTIVITIES
To meet the objectives of this Urban Renewal Plan and to encourage orderly
development of the area, the City intends to utilize the powers conferred under Chapter
403 and Chapter 15A, Code of lowa. Activities may include:

- New rehabilitated, converted, or expanded industrial uses within the Area.
- New, rehabilitated, converted, or expanded commercial uses within the Area.

General development activities in the Coachlight Drive Urban Renewal Area may
include:

1. To undertake and carry out urban renewal projects through the execution
of contracts and other instruments.

2. To arrange for or cause to be provided the construction or repair of public
infrastructure including but not limited to streets, curb and gutter, street
lighting, water, sanitary sewer, public utilities or other facilities in
connection with urban renewal projects.

3. To make loans, forgivable loans, grants, tax rebate payments or other
types of economic development grants or incentives to private persons,
local development organizations, or businesses for economic development
purposes on such terms as may be determined by the City Council.

4. To borrow money and to provide security therefor.

5. To acquire or dispose of property.

6. To provide for the construction of specific site improvements such as
grading and site preparation activities, access roads and parking, fencing,

utility connections, and related activities.

7. To acquire property through a variety of means (purchase, lease, option,
etc.) and to hold, clear, or prepare the property for redevelopment.

8. To make or have made surveys and plans necessary for the
implementation of the Urban Renewal Plan or specific urban renewal
projects.

9. To use any or all other powers granted by the Urban Renewal Act to
develop and provide for improved economic conditions for the City of
West Des Moines.

Nothing herein shall be construed as a limitation on the power of the City to exercise any
lawful power granted to the City under Chapter 15, Chapter 15A, Chapter 403, Chapter
427B, or any other provision of the Code of Iowa in furtherance of the objectives of this
Urban Renewal Plan,

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2. Tax Rebate or other Development Agreements

A. Economic development incentive for a business in West Des Moines:
IMT Insurance Company plans to construct an office building of approximately
82,000 square feet and employ at least 295 employees therein. The construction
of the building is expected to be completed by December 31, 2018, with
construction costs anticipated to be no less than approximately $27,000,000. The
incentive is expected to be in the form of an incremental property tax rebate
provided pursuant to a detailed Development Agreement between the City and
IMT. The costs of such a Development Agreement to be finded by tax increment
will not exceed $900,000. Actual expense could change due to a variety of
factors, including but not limited to changes in tax levies or rates, changes in tax
laws, changes in assessed values, and other factors.

B. Development Agreements: The City expects to consider requests for
Development Agreements for projects that are consistent with this Plan, in the
City’s sole discretion. Such Agreements are unknown at this time, but based on
past history, and dependent on development opportunities and climate, the City
expects to consider a broad range of incentives as authorized by this Plan,
including but not limited to land, loans, grants, tax rebates, infrastructure
assistance and other incentives. The costs of such Development Agreements will

not exceed $5,000,000.,

J. URBAN RENEWAL FINANCING

The City of West Des Moines intends to utilize various financing tools such as those
described below to successfully undertake the proposed urban renewal actions. The City
of West Des Moines has the statutory authority to use a variety of tools to finance
physical improvements within the Areas. These include:

A. Tax Increment Financing

Under Section 403.19 of the Iowa Code, urban renewal areas may utilize
the tax increment financing mechanism to finance the costs of public
improvements or economic development incentives associated with
redevelopment projects. Upon creation of a tax increment district within
the Area, by ordinance, the assessment base is frozen and the amount of
tax revenue available from taxes paid on the difference between the frozen
base and the increased value, if any, is segregated into a separate fund for
the use by the City to pay costs of the eligible urban renewal projects, The
increased taxes generated by any new development, above the base value,
are distributed to the taxing entities, if not requested by the City.

B. General Obligation Bonds

Under Division IIT of Chapter 384 and Chapter 403 of the Iowa Code, the
City has the authority to issue and sell general obligation bonds for
specified essential and general corporate purposes, including the
acquisition and construction of certain public improvements within the
Area or incentives for development consistent with this Plan. Such bonds
are payable from the levy of unlimited ad valorem taxes on all the taxable
property within the City of West Des Moines. It may be the City will elect
to abate some or all of the debt service on these bonds with incremental
taxes from this Area.

The City may also determine to use tax increment financing to provide incentives such as
cash grants, loans, tax rebates or other incentives to developers in connection with urban
renewal projects for commercial or industrial development or other urban renewal
projects. In addition, the City may determine to issue general obligation bonds, tax
increment revenue bonds or such other obligations, or loan agreements for the purpose of
making loans or grants of public funds to private businesses located in the
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Areas. Alternatively, the City may determine to use available funds for making such
loans or grants for urban renewal projects. In any event, the City may determine to use
tax increment financing to reimburse the City for any obligations or advances.

Nothing herein shall be construed as a limitation on the power of the City to exercise any
lawful power granted to the City under Chapter 15, Chapter 15A, Chapter 403, Chapter
427B, or any other provision of the Code of Iowa in furtherance of the objectives of this
Urban Renewal Plan,

K. PROPERTY ACQUISITION/DISPOSITION

If property acquisition/disposition by the City becomes necessary to accomplish the
objectives of the Plan, such acquisition/disposition will be carried out, without limitation,
in accordance with the Towa Code.

L. RELOCATION

The City does not expect there to be any relocation required as part of the eligible urban
renewal projects; however, if any relocation is necessary, the City will follow all
applicable relocation requirements.

M. __ STATE AND LOCAL REQUIREMENTS

All provisions necessary to conform to state and local laws will be complied with by the
City in implementing this Urban Renewal Plan and its supporting documents.

N. URBAN RENEWAL PLAN AMENDMENTS

This Urban Renewal Plan may be amended from time to time for a variety of reasons,
including but not limited to, change in the area, to add or change land use controls and
regulations, to modify goals or types of renewal activities, to add or change urban
renewal projects, or to amend property acquisition and disposition provisions. The City
Council may amend this Plan in accordance with applicable state law.

0. EFFECTIVE PERIOD

This Urban Renewal Plan will become effective upon its adoption by the City Council
and will remain in effect as a Plan until it is repealed by the City Council.

With respect to the property included within the Coachlight Drive Urban Renewal Area,
which is also included in an ordinance which designates that property as a tax increment
area, the use of incremental property tax revenues or the “division of revenue,” as those
words are used in Chapter 403 of the Code of Iowa, shall continue for the maximum
period allowed by law.

It is also anticipated that separate TIF ordinances for separate parcel(s) may be adopted as
development in the Area warrants. In this case, each separate TIF ordinance may have a
separate base and separate sunset.

At all times, the use of tax increment financing revenues (including the amount of loans,
advances, indebtedness or bonds which qualify for payment from the division of revenue
provided in Section 403.19 of the Code of Iowa) by the City for activities carried out
under the Coachlight Drive Urban Renewal Area shall be limited as deemed appropriate
by the City Council and consistent with all applicable provisions of law.

P. SEVERABILITY CLAUSE

If any part of the Plan is determined to be invalid or unconstitutional, such invalidity or
unconstitutionality shall not affect the validity of the previously adopted Plan as a whole,
or any part of the Plan not determined to be invalid or unconstitutional.

NOW IN AND FORMING A PART OF THE CITY OF WEST DES MOINES,
DALLAS COUNTY, IOWA;

THENCE EASTERLY, ALONG THE SOUTHERLY LINE OF SAID VILLAS
AT BRIDGEWOOD PLAT 1, TO THE SOUTHEAST CORNER OF LOT A, OF
SAID VILLAS AT BRIDGEWOOD PLAT 1, SAID POINT BEING THE
POINT OF BEGINNING;

WHEREAS, expenditures and indebtedness are anticipated to be incurred by the City of
West Des Moines, State of Iowa, in the future to finance urban renewal project activities carried
out in furtherance of the objectives of the Urban Renewal Plan; and

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of West Des Moines, State of Iowa, desires to
provide for the division of revenue from taxation in the Urban Renewal Area, as above
described, in accordance with the provisions of Section 403.19 of the Code of Iowa, as amended.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY
OF WEST DES MOINES, STATE OF [OWA:

Section 1. That the taxes levied on the taxable property in the Urban Renewal Area
legally described in the preamble hereof, by and for the benefit of the State of Towa, City of West
Des Moines, County of Dallas, Waukee Community School District, and all other taxing districts
from and after the effective date of this Ordinance shall be divided as hereinafter in this
Ordinance provided.

Section 2. That portion of the taxes which would be produced by the rate at which the tax
is levied each year by or for each of the taxing districts upon the total sum of the assessed value
of the taxable property in the Urban Renewal Area, as shown on the assessment roll on January 1
of the calendar year preceding the first calendar year in which the municipality certified to the
county auditor the amount of loans, advances, indebtedness, or bonds payable from the division
of property tax revenue described in this Ordinance, shall be allocated to and when collected be
paid into the fund for the respective taxing district as taxes by or for the taxing district into which
all other property taxes are paid.

Section 3. That portion of the taxes each year in excess of the base period taxes
determined as provided in Section 2 of this Ordinance shall be allocated to and when collected be
paid into a special tax increment fund of the City of West Des Moines, State of lowa, hereby
established, to pay the principal of and interest on loans, monies advanced to, indebtedness,
whether funded, refunded, assumed or otherwise, including bonds or obligations issued under the
authority of Section 403.9 or 403.12 of the Code of Towa, as amended, incurred by the City of
West Des Moines, State of Iowa, to finance or refinance, in whole or in part, urban renewal
projects undertaken within the Urban Renewal Area pursuant to the Urban Renewal Plan, except
that (i) taxes for the regular and voter-approved physical plant and equipment levy of a school
district imposed pursuant to Iowa Code Section 298.2 and taxes for the instructional support
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program of a school district imposed pursuant to ITowa Code Section 257.19 (but in each case
only to the extent required under ITowa Code Section 403.19(2)); (ii) taxes for the payment of
bonds and interest of each taxing district; (iii) taxes imposed under Jowa Code Section
346.27(22) related to joint county-city buildings; and (iv) any other exceptions under Jowa Code
Section 403.19 shall be collected against all taxable property within the Urban Renewal Area
without any limitation as hereinabove provided.

Section 4. Unless or until the total assessed valuation of the taxable property in the Urban
Renewal Area exceeds the total assessed value of the taxable property in the Urban Renewal
Area as shown by the assessment roll referred to in Section 2 of this Ordinance, all of the taxes
levied and collected upon the taxabie property in the Urban Renewal Area shall be paid into the
funds for the respective taxing districts as taxes by or for the taxing districts in the same manner
as all other property taxes.

Section 5. At such time as the loans, advances, indebtedness, bonds and interest thereon
of the City of West Des Moines, State of Towa, referred to in Section 3 hereof have been paid, ail
monies thereafter received from taxes upon the taxable property in the Urban Renewal Area shall
be paid into the funds for the respective taxing districts in the same manner as taxes on all other

property.

Section 6. All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with the provisions of this
Ordinance are hereby repealed. The provisions of this Ordinance are intended and shall be
construed so as to fully implement the provisions of Section 403.19 of the Code of Iowa, as
amended, with respect to the division of taxes from property within the Urban Renewal Area as
described above. In the event that any provision of this Ordinance shall be determined to be
contrary to law, it shall not affect other provisions or application of this Ordinance which shall at
all times be construed to fully invoke the provisions of Section 403.19 of the Code of Iowa with
reference to the Urban Renewal Area and the territory contained therein.

Section 7. This Ordinance shall be in effect after its final passage, approval and
publication as provided by law.

Section 8. This Ordinance shall be codified in Title I, Chapter 10, Article B of the City
Code for West Des Moines, Iowa.

A. INTRODUCTION

This Coachlight Drive Urban Renewal Plan (“Plan” or “Urban Renewal Plan™) for the
Coachlight Drive Urban Renewal Area (“Area” or “Urban Renewal Area™) has been
developed to help local officials promote economic development in the City of West Des
Moines. The primary goal of the Plan is to stimulate, through public involvement and
commitment, private investment in new commercial and industrial development.

In order to achieve this objective, West Des Moines (the “City”) intends to undertake
Urban Renewal activities pursuant to the powers granted to it under Chapter 403 and
Chapter 15A of the Code of Iowa, as amended.

B. DESCRIPTION OF THE URBAN RENEWAL AREA

The Coachlight Drive Urban Renewal Area is described in Exhibit A and illustrated in
Exhibit B.

The City reserves the right to modify the boundaries of the Area at some future date,

C. ARFEA DESIGNATION
With the adoption of this Plan, the City of West Des Moines designates this Urban
Renewal Area as an area that is appropriate for the promotion of economic development
(commercial and industrial).

D._ BASE VALUE

If the Coachlight Drive Urban Renewal Area is legally established, a Tax Increment
Financing (TIF) Ordinance is adopted and debt is certified prior to December 1, 2017, the
taxable valuation within the area included in the TIF Ordinance as of J anuary 1, 2016 will
be considered the frozen “base valuation.” If debt is not certified until a later date or if a
TIF ordinance is not adopted until later, the “base value” will be the assessed value of the
taxable property within the TIF Ordinance area as of J anuary 1 of the calendar year
preceding the calendar year in which the City first certifies the amount of any debt on the
Area.

E. DEVELOPMENT PLAN/ZONING
West Des Moines has a general plan for the physical development of the City as a whole
outlined in the West Des Moines Comprehensive Plan dated September 20, 2010. The
goals and objectives of this Urban Renewal Plan, including the urban renewal projects,
are in conformity with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan.
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The Urban Renewal Area is zoned office, regional commercial, and medium density
residential. This Urban Renewal Plan does not in any way replace or modify the City’s
current land use planning or zoning regulation process.

The need for improved traffic, public transportation, public utilities, recreational and
community facilities, or other public improvements within the Urban Renewal Area is set
forth in this Plan. As the Area develops, the need for public infrastructure extensions and
upgrades will be evaluated and planned for by the City.

F. PLAN OBJECTIVES

Renewal activities are designed to provide opportunities, incentives, and sites for new
and existing economic development within the Area. More specific objectives for the
development, redevelopment and rehabilitation within the Coachlight Drive Urban
Renewal Area are as follows:

1. To achieve a diversified, well-balanced economy providing a desirable
standard of living, creating job opportunities, and strengthening the tax
base.

2, To plan for and provide sufficient land for commercial and industrial

development in a manner that is efficient from the standpoint of providing
municipal services.

3. To provide for the installation of public works and facilities including, but
not limited to, water, sanitary sewer and other public improvements,
which contribute to the revitalization of the area and to the sound
development of the entire City.

4. To encourage commercial and industrial growth and expansion through
governmental policies which make it economically feasible to do business.

5. To provide a more marketable and attractive investment climate through
the use of various federal, state and local incentives.

0. To stimulate, through public action and commitment, private investment
in new and existing commercial and/or industrial development.

7. To improve the conditions and opportunities for economic development
(commercial and industrial).

8. To help develop a sound economic base that will serve as the foundation
for future growth and development.
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G. TYPES OF RENEWAL ACTIVITIES

To meet the objectives of this Urban Renewal Plan and to encourage orderly
development of the area, the City intends to utilize the powers conferred under Chapter
403 and Chapter 15A, Code of Iowa. Activities may include:

- New rehabilitated, converted, or expanded industrial uses within the Area.
- New, rehabilitated, converted, or expanded commercial uses within the Area,

General development activities in the Coachlight Drive Urban Renewal Area may
include:

I To undertake and carry out urban renewal projects through the execution
of contracts and other instruments.

2. To arrange for or cause to be provided the construction or repair of public
infrastructure including but not limited to streets, curb and gutter, street
lighting, water, sanitary sewer, public utilities or other facilities in
connection with urban renewal projects.

3. To make loans, forgivable loans, grants, tax rebate payments or other
types of economic development grants or incentives to private persons,
local development organizations, or businesses for economic development
purposes on such terms as may be determined by the City Council.

4, To borrow money and to provide security therefor.

5. To acquire or dispose of property.

6. To provide for the construction of specific site improvements such as
grading and site preparation activities, access roads and parking, fencing,

utility connections, and related activities.

7. To acquire property through a variety of means (purchase, lease, option,
etc.) and to hold, clear, or prepare the property for redevelopment.

8. To make or have made surveys and plans necessary for the
implementation of the Urban Renewal Plan or specific urban renewal
projects.

9. To use any or all other powers granted by the Urban Renewal Act to
develop and provide for improved economic conditions for the City of
West Des Moines.

Nothing herein shall be construed as a limitation on the power of the City to exercise any
lawful power granted to the City under Chapter 15, Chapter 15A, Chapter 403, Chapter
427B, or any other provision of the Code of Iowa in furtherance of the objectives of this
Urban Renewal Plan.

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Tax Rebate or other Development Agreements

A. Economic development incentive Jor a business in West Des Moines:
IMT Insurance Company plans to construct an office building of approximately
82,000 square feet and employ at least 295 employees therein. The construction
of the building is expected to be completed by December 31, 2018, with
construction costs anticipated to be no less than approximately $27,000,000. The
incentive is expected to be in the form of an incremental property tax rebate
provided pursuant to a detailed Development Agreement between the City and
IMT. The costs of such a Development Agreement to be funded by tax increment
will not exceed $900,000. Actual expense could change due to a variety of
factors, including but not limited to changes in tax levies or rates, changes in tax
laws, changes in assessed values, and other factors.

B. Development Agreements: The City expects to consider requests for
Development Agreements for projects that are consistent with this Plan, in the
City’s sole discretion. Such Agreements are unknown at this time, but based on
past history, and dependent on development opportunities and climate, the City
expects to consider a broad range of incentives as authorized by this Plan,
including but not limited to land, loans, grants, tax rebates, infrastructure
assistance and other incentives. The costs of such Development Agreements will
not exceed $5,000,000.

J. URBAN RENEWAL FINANCING

The City of West Des Moines intends to utilize various financing tools such as those
described below to successfully undertake the proposed urban renewal actions, The City
of West Des Moines has the statutory authority to use a variety of tools to finance
physical improvements within the Areas. These include:

A, Tax Increment Financing

Under Section 403.19 of the Iowa Code, urban renewal areas may utilize
the tax increment financing mechanism to finance the costs of public
improvements or economic development incentives associated with
redevelopment projects. Upon creation of a tax increment district within
the Area, by ordinance, the assessment base is frozen and the amount of
tax revenue available from taxes paid on the difference between the frozen
base and the increased value, if any, is segregated into a separate fund for
the use by the City to pay costs of the eligible urban renewal projects. The
increased taxes generated by any new development, above the base value,
are distributed to the taxing entities, if not requested by the City.

B. General Obligation Bonds

Under Division III of Chapter 384 and Chapter 403 of the Iowa Code, the
City has the authority to issue and sell general obligation bonds for
specified essential and general corporate purposes, including the
acquisition and construction of certain public improvements within the
Area or incentives for development consistent with this Plan. Such bonds
are payable from the levy of unlimited ad valorem taxes on all the taxable
property within the City of West Des Moines, It may be the City will elect
to abate some or all of the debt service on these bonds with incremental
taxes from this Area.

The City may also determine to use tax increment financing to provide incentives such as
cash grants, loans, tax rebates or other incentives to developers in connection with urban
renewal projects for commercial or industrial development or other urban renewal
projects. In addition, the City may determine to issue general obligation bonds, tax
increment revenue bonds or such other obligations, or loan agreements for the purpose of
making loans or grants of public funds to private businesses located in the
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Areas. Altematively, the City may determine to use available funds for making such
loans or grants for urban renewal projects. In any event, the City may determine to use
tax increment financing to reimburse the City for any obligations or advances.

Nothing herein shall be construed as a limitation on the power of the City to exercise any
lawful power granted to the City under Chapter 15, Chapter 15A, Chapter 403, Chapter
427B, or any other provision of the Code of Iowa in furtherance of the objectives of this
Urban Renewal Plan.

K. PROPERTY ACQUISITION/DISPOSITION

If property acquisition/disposition by the City becomes necessary to accomplish the
objectives of the Plan, such acquisition/disposition will be carried out, without limitation,
in accordance with the Iowa Code.

L. RELOCATION

The City does not expect there to be any relocation required as part of the eligible urban
renewal projects; however, if any relocation is necessary, the City will follow all
applicable relocation requirements,

M. STATE AND LOCAL REQUIREMENTS

All provisions necessary to conform to state and local laws will be complied with by the
City in implementing this Urban Renewal Plan and its supporting documents.

N. URBAN RENEWAL PLAN AMENDMENTS

This Urban Renewal Plan may be amended from time to time for a variety of reasons,
including but not limited to, change in the area, to add or change land use controls and
regulations, to modify goals or types of renewal activities, to add or change urban
renewal projects, or to amend property acquisition and disposition provisions. The City
Council may amend this Plan in accordance with applicable state law.

0. EFFECTIVE PERIOD

This Urban Renewal Plan will become effective upon its adoption by the City Council
and will remain in effect as a Plan until it is repealed by the City Council.

With respect to the property included within the Coachlight Drive Urban Renewal Area,
which is also included in an ordinance which designates that property as a tax increment
area, the use of incremental property tax revenues or the “division of revenue,” as those
words are used in Chapter 403 of the Code of Iowa, shall continue for the maximum
period allowed by law.

It is also anticipated that separate TIF ordinances for separate parcel(s) may be adopted as
development in the Area warrants. In this case, each separate TIF ordinance may have a
separate base and separate sunset.
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At all times, the use of tax increment financing revenues (including the amount of loans,
advances, indebtedness or bonds which qualify for payment from the division of revenue
provided in Section 403.19 of the Code of lowa) by the City for activities carried out
under the Coachlight Drive Urban Renewal Area shall be limited as deemed appropriate
by the City Council and consistent with all applicable provisions of law.

P. SEVERABILITY CLAUSE

If any part of the Plan is determined to be invalid or unconstitutional, such invalidity or
unconstitutionality shall not affect the validity of the previously adopted Plan as a whole,
or any part of the Plan not determined to be invalid or unconstitutional.

WHEREAS, it is desirable that the Area be redeveloped as part of the activities described
within the proposed Amendment No. 4 to the Jordan Creek Urban Renewal Plan; and

WHEREAS, by resolution adopted on January 23, 2017, this Council directed that a
consultation be held with the designated representatives of all affected taxing entities to discuss
the proposed Amendment No. 4 to the Jordan Creek Urban Renewal Plan and the division of
revenue described therein, and that notice of the consultation and a copy of the proposed
Amendment No. 4 to the Jordan Creek Urban Renewal Plan be sent to all affected taxing entities;
and

WHEREAS, pursuant to such notice, the consultation was duly held as ordered by the
City Council and all required responses to the recommendations made by the affected taxing
entities, if any, have been timely made as set forth in the report of the Director of Community
and Economic Development, or his delegate, filed herewith and incorporated herein by this
reference, which report is in all respects approved; and

WHEREAS, by resolution this Council also set a public hearing on the adoption of the
proposed Amendment No. 4 to the Jordan Creek Urban Renewal Plan for this meeting of the
Council, and due and proper notice of the public hearing was given, as provided by law, by





timely publication in the Des Moines Register, which notice set forth the time and place for this
hearing and the nature and purpose thereof; and

WHEREAS, in accordance with the notice, all persons or organizations desiring to be
heard on the proposed Amendment No. 4 to the Jordan Creek Urban Renewal Plan, both for and
against, have been given an opportunity to be heard with respect thereto and due consideration
has been given to all comments and views expressed to this Council in connection therewith and
the public hearing has been closed.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY
OF WEST DES MOINES, STATE OF IOWA:

Section 1. That the findings and conclusions set forth or contained in Amendment No. 4
concerning the area of the City of West Des Moines, State of Iowa, described in the preamble
hereof, be and the same are hereby ratified and confirmed in all respects as the findings of this
Council for this area.

Section 2. This Council further finds:

a) Although relocation is not expected, a feasible method exists for the relocation
of any families who will be displaced from the Jordan Creek Urban Renewal Area into
decent, safe and sanitary dwelling accommodations within their means and without undue
hardship to such families;

b) The Plan, as amended, and Amendment No. 4 to the Jordan Creek Urban
Renewal Plan conform to the general plan for the development of the City as a whole;
and

¢) Acquisition by the City is not immediately expected, however, as to any areas
of open land to be acquired by the City included within the Jordan Creek Urban Renewal
Area:

i. Residential use is not expected, however, with reference to any portions
thereof which are to be developed for residential uses, this City Council hereby
determines that a shortage of housing of sound standards and design with
decency, safety and sanitation exists within the City; that the acquisition of the
area for residential uses is an integral part of and essential to the program of the
municipality; and that one or more of the following conditions exist:

a. That the need for housing accommodations has been or will be
increased as a result of the clearance of slums in other areas, including
other portions of the urban renewal area.

b. That conditions of blight in the municipality and the shortage of
decent, safe and sanitary housing cause or contribute to an increase in and
spread of disease and crime, so as to constitute a menace to the public
health, safety, morals, or welfare.
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¢. That the provision of public improvements related to housing
and residential development will encourage housing and residential
development which is necessary to encourage the retention or relocation of
industrial and commercial enterprises in this state and its municipalities,

d. The acquisition of the area is necessary to provide for the
construction of housing for low and moderate income families.

ii. Non-residential use is expected and with reference to those portions
thereof which are to be developed for non-residential uses, such non-residential
uses are necessary and appropriate to facilitate the proper growth and
development of the City in accordance with sound planning standards and local
community objectives.

Section 3. That the Jordan Creek Urban Renewal Area, as amended, continues to be an
economic development area within the meaning of lowa Code Chapter 403; that such area is
eligible for designation as an urban renewal area and otherwise meets all requisites under the
provisions of Chapter 403 of the Code of Iowa; and that the rehabilitation, conservation,
redevelopment, development, or a combination thereof, of such area is necessary in the interest
of the public health, safety or welfare of the residents of this City.

Section 4. That Amendment No. 4 to the Jordan Creek Urban Renewal Plan of the City of
West Des Moines, State of Iowa, attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by
reference, be and the same is hereby approved and adopted as "Amendment No. 4 to the Jordan
Creek Urban Renewal Plan for the City of West Des Moines, State of lJowa"; Amendment No. 4
to the Jordan Creek Urban Renewal Plan of the City of West Des Moines, State of [owa, is
hereby in all respects approved; and the City Clerk is hereby directed to file a certified copy of
Amendment No. 4 with the proceedings of this meeting.

Section 5. That, notwithstanding any resolution, ordinance, plan, amendment or any other
document, Amendment No. 4 to the Jordan Creek Urban Renewal Plan shall be in full force and
effect from the date of this Resclution until the Council amends or repeals the Plan. The
proposed Amendment No. 4 to the Jordan Creek Urban Renewal Plan shall be forthwith certified
by the City Clerk, along with a copy of this Resolution, to the Recorder for Dallas County, lowa,
to be filed and recorded in the manner provided by law.

Section 6. That all other provisions of the Plan not affected or otherwise revised by the
terms of Amendment No. 4, as well as all resolutions previously adopted by this City Council
related to the Plan be and the same are hereby ratified, confirmed and approved in all respects.

JORDAN CREEK URBAN RENEWAL PLAN
CITY OF WEST DES MOINES, IOWA

The Jordan Creeck Urban Renewal Plan ("Plan" or "Urban Renewal Plan") for the Jordan
Creek Urban Renewal Area (“Urban Renewal Area” or "Area"), adopted in 2000, and amended in
2002, 2003, and 2012, is being further amended by this Amendment No. 4 ("Amendment No. 4"
or "Amendment") to remove certain undeveloped or underutilized real estate from the Area which
real estate will then be included in a new Coachlight Drive Urban Renewal Area.

The Original Area and each amendment area are referred to as subareas in this Amendment.
The subareas make up the Urban Renewal Area. The “base valuation” of the Area will be reduced
by this Amendment because a portion of the Area is being removed. However, nothing in this
Amendment should otherwise affect already established frozen base values for any portion of the
Area not being removed by this Amendment.

Except as modified by this Amendment, the provisions of the original Jordan Creek Urban
Renewal Plan, as previously amended, are hereby ratified, confirmed, and approved and shall
remain in full force and effect as provided herein. In case of any conflict or uncertainty, the terms
of this Amendment shall control. Any subsections in the original Plan, as previously amended, not
mentioned in this Amendment shall continue to apply to the Plan, as amended.

DESCRIPTION OF THE URBAN RENEWAL AREA

The legal description of the property being removed from the Jordan Creek Urban Renewal
Area by this Amendment No. 4 is attached hereto as Exhibit "A." A depiction of the property
being removed by this Amendment No. 4 is attached as Exhibit "B." A map of the entire Jordan
Creek Urban Renewal Area, as amended, is attached hereto as Exhibit "C."

AREA DESIGNATION

The Area continues to be an economic development area that is appropriate for the
promotion of new commercial and industrial development.

2. Current outstanding general obligation debt: $132,715,000
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DEVELOPMENT PLAN

West Des Moines has a general plan for the physical development of the City as a whole
outlined in the West Des Moines Comprehensive Plan, adopted on September 20, 2010. This
Urban Renewal Plan, as amended by Amendment No. 4, is in conformity with the 2010
Comprehensive Plan. This Urban Renewal Plan, as amended, does not change or in any way
replace the City’s current land use planning or zoning regulation process.

The need for improved traffic, public transportation, public utilities, recreational and
community facilities, or other public improvements within the Urban Renewal Area, if any, is set
forth in the Plan, as amended.

EFFECTIVE PERIOD

This Amendment No. 4 to the Jordan Creek Urban Renewal Plan will become effective
upon its adoption by the City Council. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in the Urban
Renewal Plan, any prior amendment, resolution, or document, the Jordan Creek Urban Renewal
Plan, as amended, shall remain in effect until terminated by the City Council.

This Amendment does not change the expiration date for the division of revenue in the
Original Area or any subarea (Amendment Area) of the Jordan Creek Urban Renewal Area. The
division of revenues in the Area, as amended, shall continue for the maximum period allowed by
law.

REPEALER

Any parts of the previous Plan, as previously amended, in conflict with this Amendment
are hereby repealed.

SEVERABILITY CLAUSE

If any part of the Amendment i{s determined to be invalid or unconstitutional, such
invalidity or unconstitutionality shall not affect the validity of the previously adopted Plan as a
whole or the previous amendments to the Plan, or any part of the Plan or Amendment not
determined to be invalid or unconstitutional.

OF PRINCIPAL AND INTEREST ON LOANS, MONIES

WHEREAS, indebtedness has been incurred by the City, and additional indebtedness is
anticipated to be incurred in the future, to finance urban renewal project activities within the
amended Jordan Creek Urban Renewal Area, and the continuing needs of redevelopment within
the amended Jordan Creek Urban Renewal Area are such as to require the continued application
of the incremental tax resources of the amended Jordan Creek Urban Renewal Area; and

WHEREAS, the following enactment is necessary to accomplish the objectives described
in the premises.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY

As to the Original Area (less the property removed by Amendment No. 2 and
Amendment No. 4), that portion of the taxes which would be produced by the rate at which the
tax is levied each year by or for each of the taxing districts taxing property in the Original Area
(less the property removed by Amendment No. 2 and Amendment No. 4 Area) upon the total
sum of the assessed value of the taxable property in the Original Area (less the property removed
by Amendment No. 2 and Amendment No. 4) as shown on the assessment role as of January 1,
1999, being January 1 of the calendar year preceding the first calendar year in which the
municipality certified to the county auditor the amount of loans, advances, indebtedness, or
bonds payable from the division of property tax revenue described in Ordinance No. 1414, shall
be allocated to and when collected be paid into the fund for the respective taxing district as taxes
by or for the taxing district into which all other property taxes are paid. The taxes so determined
shall be referred herein as the "base period taxes" for such area.

As to Amendment No. 2 Area (less any property removed by Amendment No, 4), base
period taxes shall be computed in the same manner using the total assessed value shown on the
assessment roll as of January 1, 2002, being the assessment roll applicable to property in such
area as of January 1 of the calendar year preceding the effective date of Ordinance No. 1559.

Section 4. That portion of the taxes each year in excess of the base period taxes for the
Amended Area, determined for each sub-area thereof as provided in Section 3 of this Ordinance,
shall be allocated to and when collected be paid into the special tax increment find previously
established by the City of West Des Moines, State of Iowa, to pay the principal of and interest on
loans, monies advanced to, or indebtedness, whether funded, refunded, assumed or otherwise,
including bonds issued under authority of Section 403.9 or Section 403.12 of the Code of lowa,
incurred by the City of West Des Moines, State of Iowa, to finance or refinance, in whole or in
part, urban renewal projects undertaken within the Amended Area pursuant to the Urban
Renewal Plan, as amended, except that (i) taxes for the regular and voter-approved physical plant
and equipment levy of a school district imposed pursuant to Iowa Code Section 298.2 and taxes
for the instructional support program of a school district imposed pursuant to lowa Code Section
257.19 (but in each case only to the extent required under Iowa Code Section 403.19(2)); (ii)
taxes for the payment of bonds and interest of each taxing district; (iii) taxes imposed under
Iowa Code Section 346.27(22) related to joint county-city buildings; and (iv) any other
exceptions under Iowa Code Section 403.19 shall be collected against all taxable property within
the Amended Area without any limitation as hereinabove provided.

Section 5. Unless or until the total assessed valuation of the taxable property in the
subareas of the Amended Area exceeds the total assessed value of the taxable property in the
subareas shown by the assessment rolls referred to in Section 3 of this Ordinance, all of the taxes
levied and collected upon the taxable property in the Amended Area shall be paid into the funds
for the respective taxing districts as taxes by or for the taxing districts in the same manner as all
other property taxes.

Section 6. At such time as the loans, monies advanced, bonds and interest thereon and
indebtedness of the City of West Des Moines, State of Towa, referred to in Section 4 hereof have
been paid, all monies thereafter received from taxes upon the taxable property in the Amended
Area shall be paid into the funds for the respective taxing districts in the same manner as taxes
on all other property.
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Section 7. All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with the provisions of this
Ordinance are hereby repealed. The provisions of this Ordinance are intended and shall be
construed so as to continue the division of taxes from property within the Amended Area under
the provisions of Section 403.19 of the Code of Iowa. Notwithstanding any provisions in any
prior Ordinances or other documents, the provisions of this Ordinance and all prior Ordinances
relating to the Urban Renewal Area, as amended, shall be construed to continue the division of
taxes from property within the Amended Area to the maximum period of time allowed by
Section 403.19 of the Code of Iowa. In the event that any provision of this Ordinance shall be
determined to be contrary to law it shall not affect other provisions or application of this
Ordinance which shall at all times be construed to fully invoke the provisions of Section 403.19
of the Code of Jowa with reference to the Amended Area and the territory contained therein.

Section 8. This Ordinance shall be in effect after its final passage, approval and
publication as provided by law.

Section 9. This Ordinance shall be codified in Title I, Chapter 10, Article B of the City
Code for West Des Moines, Iowa.

The Jordan Creek Urban Renewal Plan ("Plan" or "Urban Renewal Plan™) for the Jordan
Creek Urban Renewal Area (“Urban Renewal Area” or "Area™), adopted in 2000, and amended in
2002, 2003, and 2012, is being further amended by this Amendment No. 4 ("Amendment No. 4"
or "Amendment") to remove certain undeveloped or underutilized real estate from the Area which
real estate will then be included in a new Coachlight Drive Urban Renewal Area.

The Original Area and each amendment area are referred to as subareas in this Amendment.
The subareas make up the Urban Renewal Area. The “base valuation” of the Area will be reduced
by this Amendment because a portion of the Area is being removed. However, nothing in this
Amendment should otherwise affect already established frozen base values for any portion of the
Area not being removed by this Amendment.

Except as modified by this Amendment, the provisions of the original Jordan Creek Urban
Renewal Plan, as previously amended, are hereby ratified, confirmed, and approved and shall
remain in full force and effect as provided herein. In case of any conflict or uncertainty, the terms
of this Amendment shall control. Any subsections in the original Plan, as previously amended, not
mentioned in this Amendment shall continue to apply to the Plan, as amended.

DESCRIPTION OF THE URBAN RENEWAL AREA
The legal description of the property being removed from the Jordan Creek Urban Renewal
Area by this Amendment No. 4 is attached hereto as Exhibit "A." A depiction of the property
being removed by this Amendment No. 4 is attached as Exhibit "B." A map of the entire Jordan
Creek Urban Renewal Area, as amended, is attached hereto as Exhibit "C."

West Des Moines has a general plan for the physical development of the City as a whole
outlined in the West Des Moines Comprehensive Plan, adopted on September 20, 2010.

Comprehensive Plan. This Urban Renewal Plan, as amended, does not change or in any way
replace the City’s current land use planning or zoning regulation process.

The need for improved traffic, public transportation, public utilities, recreational and
community facilities, or other public improvements within the Urban Renewal Area, if any, is set
forth in the Plan, as amended.

EFFECTIVE PERIOD

This Amendment No. 4 to the Jordan Creek Urban Renewal Plan will become effective
upon its adoption by the City Council. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in the Urban
Renewal Plan, any prior amendment, resolution, or document, the Jordan Creek Urban Renewal
Plan, as amended, shall remain in effect until terminated by the City Council.

This Amendment does not change the expiration date for the division of revenue in the
Original Area or any subarea (Amendment Area) of the Jordan Creek Urban Renewal Area. The
division of revenues in the Area, as amended, shall continue for the maximum period allowed by
law.

REPEALER

Any parts of the previous Plan, as previously amended, in conflict with this Amendment
are hereby repealed.

SEVERABILITY CLAUSE
If any part of the Amendment is determined to be invalid or unconstitutional, such
invalidity or unconstitutionality shall not affect the validity of the previously adopted Plan as a

whole or the previous amendments to the Plan, or any part of the Plan or Amendment not
determined to be invalid or unconstitutional.

FY 2017-18 Operating and Capital Budgets

FINANCIAL IMPACT: The FY 2017-18 fiscal budgets are comprised of basic operating expenditures
totaling $72,919,408, business/proprietary expenses of $37,698,221, debt service expenditures of
$21,465,835, and capital improvement expenditures of $116,116,081, for a total budget of $248,199,525.

BACKGROUND: FY 2017-18 Operating and Capital Budgets, as proposed, are a product of numerous
meetings between citizens, elected officials, and City Staff, during which revenues, expenditures, and
projects have been reviewed. Included in the list of meetings was a full-Council workshop held on Saturday,
January 28, 2017. The budgets as proposed consist of several initiatives designed to maintain service

levels.

FY 2017-18 Budget Highlights

* The proposed budget maintains a property tax rate of $12.00 per thousand dollars of taxable valuation,
which has been in place since July 1, 2015.

= FEight new positions are being recommended in the proposed budget, as well as upgrades to one
existing positions.

o

The Fire Department will add two firefighters in order to meet ever-increasing staffing needs.
They will also promote one existing firefighter to a lieutenant within the Fire Prevention division
to maintain proper management of crews within the organization.

Public Services will add two operations specialists to its sanitary sewer division to fulfill the
sewer cleaning needs. Their presence will also allow existing staff to focus more closely on
other tasks within the department. These positions are needed to accommodate the significant
growth of the City’s infrastructure over the past several years. If added, salary and benefits
would be funded by the Sanitary Sewer fund.

Engineering Services will add a facilities planner who will be responsible for the planning and
managing projects related to all City facilities. With ongoing building maintenance as well as
many planned construction projects, creating this position aflows for much greater efficiency,
oversight, and consistency. Key focuses of the position include City-wide energy conservation
efforts, grant administration, project management, and managing relationships between staff,
confractors, customers, and other stakeholders. This position would also be responsible for
providing information needed for effective decision-making and long-range planning.

Human Resources will add a human resources administrator (or a variation recommended as
a result of our Kaizen process with Area Xl) in order to meet growing recruiting needs from
departments and employees as the City grows. The department has also identified other needs,
including improving employee training efforts and playing a more proactive role to ensure that
all employee benefit packages are proper and that benefit administration is in compliance with
its many mandates and requirements.

Information Technology Services will add an administrative secretary. This position had existed
previously but was removed several years ago. As a result, IT staff currently perform many
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clerical and administrative tasks which detract from their overall efficiency. Given the growth of
the department and the City’s increasing reliance on technology, this position is needed to
provided efficiency by assisting staff with general paperwork and accounting, asset
management, help request support management. it is expected that this position would also
be able to troubleshoot and assist end-users with basic technology problems and questions.

o The Legal Department will be add an administrative secretary to assist in providing necessary
legal services for the expanding infrastructure, economic development, and quality of life
projects undertaken by the City. To meet the increasing demand of legal services options
considered were adding an attorney, increasing the use of outside legal counsel, or adding an
administrative assistant. Staff believes that adding the administrative assistant is the most cost-
effective option as they will absorb administrative tasks currently performed by attorneys, and
also provide much-needed backup to the existing administrative position.

Staff and Council continued to focus on long-term financial planning. The recently-completed FY 2017-
18 budget processes also included preliminary projections for FY 2018-19, which includes several CIP
projects spanning multiple years.

Recommended budget for staff positions consists of 255.75 employees covered under bargaining unit
agreements and 173.5 fufl-time equivalent non-union employees. Continuing a policy implemented in
2010, newly-hired full-time employees continue to be enrolled in the two health plans added at that
time. Some bargaining unit employees can enroll in the City's health plan, but those employees
contribute at a higher percentage. Pension benefits remain under purview of the State.

Five of the employee bargaining units are under contract into FY 2017-18. Terms of these contracts
have been factored into the City’s budgeted personne! costs as follows:

Bargaining Unit Wage and Salary Adjustment
ASFCME 2.50% on July 1, 2017
EMS 2.50% on July 1, 2017
Fire 2.50% on July 1, 2017
Police 2.75% onJuly 1, 2017
Westcom 2.50% on July 1, 2017

In addition to these adjustments, a number of bargaining unit employees are eligible to receive
increases (dependent upon performance and employee classification). The effect of these adjustments
is included. Non-union employees who have not reached their maximum pay level may be eligible to
receive an increase based on job performance.

The proposed budget reflects a decrease in the contribution rate for the Municipal Fire and Police
Retirement System of lowa (MFPRSI). The City's contribution rate of covered wages for FY 2017-18
will be 25.68% as compared to 25.92% for FY 2016-17. The decreased rate amounts to a reduction of
$23,406 in annual pension costs. The proposed budget also reflects no change in the confribution rate
for lowa Public Employees Retirement System (IPERS). The City's contribution rate will remain 8.93%
in FY 2017-18. Nearly all pension guidelines are under the purview of the State.

The budget assumes that the City will receive approximately $7.5 million dollars in Road Use Tax Funds
during FY 2017-18. Approximately $6.5 million of the Road Use Tax Funds are being utilized for street
related expenditures (CIP and operating), and the remaining funds are planned to be used to cover
street lighting costs and repayment of debt related to lowa Highway 5 construction.

The FY 2017-18 Capital Improvement Plan includes the following major projects:

o Ashworth Road reconstruction from 812t Street to 88t Street

o Several street and water construction projects related to the Microsoft Osmium data center





o Further phases of renovation to the baseball fields at Holiday Park

o Construction of a shelter and restroom facility at Valley View Park

o Construction of basketball and tennis courts and a loop trail at Woodland Hills Park

o Installment payment of park land acquisition in Madison County

o Design of new Public Services facility and construction of fuel island at the site

o Replacement of generators at Public Safety Station #18 and the Law Enforcement Center
o Replacement of a boiler at the Library

o City Hall exterior renovation

o Preliminary work on the replacement of the heat pumps at City Hall

o Parking lot repairs to various City facilities

o Valley Junction alley improvements

o Stormwater improvements in the NE Basin (the vicinity of 1 Street and Grand Avenue)
o Stormwater improvements in the vicinity of Sugar Creek and Johnson Creek

o Replacement of a bridge on Raccoon River Drive

o Sanitary Sewer system improvements in several strategic areas, each of which is needed to
support pending development projects

» The proposed budget reflects the carryover of cash to ensure that the City maintains prudent general
fund balance reserves. With total revenues of $68,574,750 and total expenditures of $71,588,085, the
City’s General Fund balance on June 30, 2018, will be $23,600,753, or 37.48% of annual operating
expenditures.

Outlook for FY 2018-19 and Beyond

The starting point for all projections was to continue the high-level of service our community expects, to
utilize conservative revenue assumptions, and to maintain the current tax levy rate.

Major areas which staff remains concerned include: a possible reduction or elimination of the commercial
tax rollback backfill from the State of lowa, reduction in tax revenues from mutlti-family properties, a historical
trend recently of relatively slow growth in taxable development, continued low earnings rates on
investments, costs of mandated pension contributions, and escalating health insurance costs and related,
mandated Federal requirements. Important variables going forward are modifications to calculating
commercial and multi-family residential property taxes as well as changes to laws concerning Tax
Increment Financing.





Various documents detailing the FY 2017-18 proposed operating and capital budgets are included with this
item.

Applicant’s Request:  The applicant, Della Vita, LLC, represented by Hubbell Realty Company, is requesting
approval of a Preliminary Plat for approximately 65 acres located at the northwest corner of EP True Parkway and
88" Street. The applicant proposes to subdivide the property into 94 lots for single family development, 141 lots for
medium density development, 7 street lots, and 4 outlots for detention, common areas and private streets,

History: The property was annexed into the City as a part of the 88" Street Annexation in June of 2000, The property
is undeveloped and has not been previously platted. In October of 2016, the City Council approved a Comprehensive
Plan Amendment and Rezoning to change approximately 36 acres from High Density Residential (HD) to Single
Family Residential (SF) and approximately 29 acres from Office (OF) to Medium Density Residential (MD) and
designate the entire 65 acres as Della Vita Planned Unit Development (PUD).

City Council Subcommittee: This item was presented to the Development and Planning City Council Subcommittce
on November 28, 2016 as an informational item; the Subcommittee was supportive of the development.

Staff Review and Comment: This request was distributed to other City departments and other agencies for their
review and comment. There are no outstanding issues. Staff would summarize the following:

®  Phasing: The project is proposed to be completed in two phases. The first phase will consist of the
construction of Cody Drive and 30 single family lots. Also, included in the first phase, is the development of
>4 medium density lots. Subsequent phases will be implanted to construct the remainder of the project.

©  Site Access: To provide secondary access on the west side of the first phase, a temporary gravel drive will be
constructed from the private street on the north side of the medium density portion of the property to existing
Wendover Lane. This drive will be removed when completion of future phases of the project provide
permanent access to the future extension of EP True Parkway on the southern portion of the site. Staff is
comfortable with the proposal, but recommends a condition of approval that the temporary gravel connection
be for onily a 6 month period of time, constructed so that it support 75,000lb GVW and be maintained at all
times, including snow removal. If the temporary connection is needed longer than 6 months, it is
recommended that the drive be paved.

o Street Alignment: EP True Parkway will be extended along the southern portion of the applicant’s property
to provide access to the medium density portion of the site and to also allow continuation of EP True Parkway
to connect to properties to the west. Cody Drive will be extended on the notth side of the applicant’s property
to align with the extension of Cody Drive on the east side of 88t Street. The future extension of Aspen Drive
(which currently terminates at 84t Street to the east) will traverse through the applicant’s property.

°  Buffers: 30’ buffers will be provided along 88" Street and the future extension of EP True Parkway. A 3¢’
buffer will also be located along the north property line adjacent to the existing single family homes on the
northwest comer of the site. In addition, there will be a 30° buffer between the proposed easternmost single
family units and the medium density units on the west side. Because this is a medium density development
with no detached accessory structures, the applicant is proposing to overlap the 30° buffer park and the
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required 35° perimeter setback. Staff is comfortable with this and allowance for it was specifically written
into the PUD Ordinance for the property.

Comprehensive Plan Consistency: The project has been reviewed for consistency with the Comprehensive Plan.
Based upon that review, a finding has been made that the proposed project is consistent with the Comprehensive Plan
in that the project is consistent with all of the goals and policies of the Comprehensive Plan and the land use map of
the Comprehensive Plan.

Findings: This proposed project was distributed to various city departments for review and comment. Based upon
that review, the following findings have been made on the proposed project:

Applicant’s Request: The applicant, Johnson Jordan, LL.C and Hurd Jordan Three, represented by Chuck Bishop
with Bishop Engineering, is requesting approval of a Preliminary Plat for approximately 17.25 acres generally located
on the east side of Jordan Creek Parkway between Mills Civic Parkway and Bridgewood Boulevard. The applicant
proposes to subdivide the property into four (4) lots for commercial development.

This plat is being proposed to create a fourth lot within the site for a future restaurant/coffee shop. A specific user for
this lot has not been identified at this time. Lot 1 will encompass the Dick’s Sporting Goods store and the associated
parking. Lot 2 will include the other retail stores in the multi-tenant building adjacent to the Dick’s and their associated
parking. Lot 3 is designated for a proposed Hobby Lobby store that is currently under review by City staff

History: The property was annexed into the City as a part of the Wittern Annexation in 1997. The property was platted
as Hurd-Jordan Plat 1 in 2006. A Zone Change Specific Plan was approved for the site in 2006 with amendments in
2007 (amend signage and parking) and 2013 (revise development layout and associated standards). In 2007, Overlay
District Site Plans were approved for the east/west and north/south driveways through the site. In 2013 an Overlay
District Site Plan was approved for the Dick’s Sporting Goods building, including the attached retail buildings.

City Coupcil Subcommittee: This item was presented to the Development and Planning City Council Subcommittee
on January 23, 2017 as an informational item.

FINANCIAL IMPACT: Issuance proceeds are calculated to reflect overall debt service (principal and
interest) levy, for FY 2017-18 at the Council-established goal of $1.95/$1,000 taxable valuation level.
The debt will be structured to accommodate annual borrowings to continue at a borrowing level of $8.5
million per year in the future. Total tax revenue to be received in FY 2016-17 through the Debt Service
Levy is approximately $10,100,000, of which this issuance will require approximately $2,449,000.

BACKGROUND: This action will allow the future sale of $7.,665,000 of General Obligation Bonds to
partially defray the costs of constructing a number of CIP projects included in prior, current, and future
fiscal year budgets. A copy of the budgeted proposed projects is included with this item.

With this item, the Council is being asked to adopt a resoiution directing that the FY 2017-18 budgets
include the proper amount of revenue needed to meet the debt service requirements of this issue (plus
that of previous issuances), while still meeting the Council goal of an overall debt service levy rate of
$1.95/$1,000 taxabie valuation. This approval will allow the City to issue these bonds and also collect
revenue through the debt service levy in an amount needed to repay the bonds.

ITEM: FY 2017-18 FY Hotel/Motel Tax Allocations DATE: February 21, 2017

FINANCIAL IMPACT: The projected FY 2017-18 revenues are $4,000,000 and allocated
expenditures are $3,893,571, so the Hotel/Motel Tax Fund Balance is expected to rise from
$434,591 to $541,019 by June 30, 2018. '

BACKGROUND: Although a significant portion of the City's annual Hotel/Motel Tax revenue has
been previously committed through established policy or through previous Council action, the
Council is also able to use discretion when allocating the remainder. For the upcoming fiscal year,
staff received applications from 12 non-profit organizations requesting discretionary funding.

The 12 organizations made presentations and answered questions regarding their funding
requests to members of the Finance and Administration Committee at meetings on January 11,
2017, January 18, 2017, and January 25, 2017. Members of the Committee reviewed the
applications and notes from the presentations at a meeting on February 8, 2017 and are
recommending allocations in accordance with the attached schedule. If approved, highlights of
the allocation include the following:

* The National Speech and Debate Association (NSDA), which recently moved its national
headquarters to Valley Junction, will receive $23,000. Of that award, $8,000 would be
used for a mural for the front of their building, and $15,000 would be used to prepare the
inside of the building with exhibits about the nearly 100 year history of the NSDA.

e Tallgrass Theatre Company, a community theatre with performances held in the Rex
Mathes auditorium, will receive $14,000 for the purchase of energy-saving LED lighting
and controls and a digital sound system.

* The West Des Moines Girls Softball Association will receive $20,000, these funds will most
likely be used for the ‘re-leveling” of the playing fields at Holiday Park and the purchase
of an electronic scoreboard.

* The West Des Moines Soccer Club will receive $20,000 for field and safety improvements,
which represents a decrease of $10,000 from the previous year.

 Junior Achievement will receive $5,000, which represents a decrease of $5,000 from the
previous year.

e The WDM Business Incubator will receive $10,000 which will be used primarily to host
speakers, workshops, and other events to educate clients on business development.

* The WDM Historical Society will receive up to $65,000 for infrastructure improvements
and programing at the Jordan House and Bennett School. Of the overall total, $15,000
was committed by previous Council action in December 2013.





¢ The Historic Valley Junction Foundation will receive $175,000 which represents an
increase of $80,000 from the previous year. The increased funding is to support operating
expenses, the CoSign pilot project, and Economic Vitality Micro Grants.

* The West Des Moines Chamber of Commerce & Development Connection will receive a
total of $67,500, which represents a decrease of $50,000 from the previous year.

» The West Des Moines Public Arts program will receive funding of $120,000, which
represents the “maximum” calculated contribution based on a previous Council directive.

o Central lowa Shelters & Services will receive $12,000 for the fifth annual contribution
toward a five year, $60,000 commitment made by Council in 2013.

» The West Des Moines Sister Cities Commission activities, budgeted at $29,000 for FY 17-
18, will now be funded by the Hotel/Motel Tax fund.

* Two capital improvement program projects, totaling $180,000, will also be funded using
Hotel/Motel tax doilars. The first project is a study on placement and design for future city
entrance signs and the second project is design study for upgrading parks signage. These
studies will be likely combined at some level to provide complementary signage.

» All other discretionary programs will be funded at the same level as FY16-17.

The owner of any dog, cat or other animal shall pay impoundment, pick up, and disposal fees to
the city or designee. The amounts of the fees shall be established by resolution approved by the
city council.

All Ordinances or parts of Ordinances in conflict with the
provision of this Ordinance are hereby repealed.

SECTION 3. SAVINGS CLAUSE. If any section, provision, sentence, clause, phrase, or part
of this Ordinance shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect
the validity of the Ordinance as a whole or any provision, section, subsection, sentence, clause,
phrase, or part hereof not adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.

SECTION 4. EFFECTIVE DATE. This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and
after its passage, adoption, and publication as required by law.
