Mayor Steven K. Gaer opened the regularly scheduled meeting of the City Council of West Des
Moines, Iowa, in the Council Chambers of the West Des Moines City Hall on Monday,
November 27, 2017 at 5:30 PM. Council members present were: J. Mickelson, J. Sandager, K.
Trevillyan, and R. Trimble. Council member R. Messerschmidt participated via telephone
Mayor Gaer introduced Boy Scout Troop 88.

The members of Boy Scout Troop 88 led the reciting of the Pledge of Allegiance.

City Clerk Ryan Jacobson stated staff is recommending a change to the Resolution language for
Item 7(d) Local Option Sales and Services Tax Resolution.

On Item 5(c) Amendment to City Code - Title 6 (Motor Vehicles and Traffic), Chapter 9
(Traffic Schedules), Section 12 (Truck Routes) - South 60th Street, Mills Civic Parkway to
Grand Avenue, initiated by the City of West Des Moines

It was moved by Trevillyan, second by Sandager to consider the second reading of the ordinance.

Vicki Swallow, 1505 South 60™ Street, spoke in opposition to South 60 Street being designated
as a truck route. She stated she doesn’t believe this needs to be a truck route, since there aren’t
many businesses in the area that would need truck access and there are already north-south truck
routes at 50® Street, I-35, and Jordan Creek Parkway. She expressed concerns about public
safety if trucks would speed along this road, as it has an s-curve and a hill. She also expressed
concerns about the road deteriorating more quickly if it were to become a truck route.

Bret Hodne, Public Services Director, reported South 60 Street is classified as a minor arterial
street, and the precedent has been that the City designates all of its arterial and minor arterial
streets as truck routes, because it is the City’s responsibility to provide a transportation network
for trucks to travel throughout the community. He noted South 60% Street was designed and
constructed to handle trucks.
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Council member Sandager stated he believes exempting South 60" Street from being a truck
route would be unfair to the property owners along other streets that have been designated as
truck routes.

Council member Trimble agreed that it would not be appropriate to make an exception for South
60% Street.

The City Clerk read the preamble to the ordinance.
It was moved by Trevillyan, second by Sandager to approve the second reading of the ordinance.

Rizan Shah, 1500 South 60™ Street, spoke in opposition to South 60® Street being designated as
a truck route. She expressed concerns about public safety, as this is a school bus route. She
inquired if there would be any restrictions on trucks using the street during school bus pick-up
and drop-off times. She also stated she moved to this area to get away from pollution and traffic,
which she believes could be increased by South 60™ Street becoming a truck route.

Dennis Swallow, 1505 South 60™ Street, spoke in opposition to South 60 Street being
designated as a truck route. He expressed concerns that the residents have already had to endure
two years of construction for the South 60™ Street Improvements Project, and now having it
designated as a truck route would further punish those residents. He suggested the City wait five
years after completion of the road improvements project before considering designating it as a
truck route. He expressed concerns about the status of the intersection of South 60 Street and
Pheasant Ridge Drive as an emergency exit, and he inquired who will enforce that emergency
exit status. He also expressed concerns about public safety if trucks would speed along this road,
as it has an s-curve and a hill.

Mayor Gaer suggested the Council might prefer to continue the third reading of this ordinance to
the December 11th council meeting, so staff can provide answers to the residents’ questions.

It was moved by Mickelson, second by Trimble to continue the third reading for Item 5(c) to
December 11, 2017.

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On Item 6(a) Mayor Gaer indicated this was the time and place for a public hearing to consider

6 (Commercial, Office and Industrial Zoning Districts), Chapter 10 (Performance Standards),
and Chapter 15 (Off Street Parking and Loading) - Establish Regulations for Distilleries with a
Tasting Room, initiated by the City of West Des Moines (Continued from November 13,2017).
He asked for the date the notice was published and the City Clerk indicated the notice was
published on October 27, 2017 in the Des Moines Register. Mayor Gaer asked if any written
comments had been received. The City Clerk stated on a vote of 6-0, with one member absent,
the Plan and Zoning Commission recommended City Council approval of the ordinance
amendment.

Mayor Gaer asked if there were any public comments.

Jeremy Christiani, 1100 50™ Street, Unit 1102, spoke in opposition to the proposed ordinance,
citing concerns about the potential public safety risks associated with the flammabie liquids of a
distillery. He requested that the Council consider deferring on this ordinance until The Foundry
has been occupied and is known to be safe.

Mayor Gaer asked if there were any additional public comments; hearing none he declared the
public hearing closed.

Lynne Twedt, Development Services Director, reported the proposed ordinance is only intended
to allow tasting rooms as part of distilleries, as distilleries are already a permitted use for certain
zoning districts. She also stated The Foundry distillery is subject to the safety requirements
found in the building code and fire code, and they are currently working through the process of
having their facility and operations reviewed by the City as part of the permit process.

Mike Whitsell, Fire Marshal, explained the permit review process and how the international fire
code is applied. He noted the code would require safety measures for a distillery, such as fire
sprinklers and separation, and he is confident those safety measures are adequate for this type of
building use,

It was moved by Trevillyan, second by Trimble to consider the first reading of the ordinance.

He asked for the date the
notice was published and the City Clerk indicated the notice was published on November 10,
2017 in the Des Moines Register. Mayor Gaer asked if any written comments had been received.
The City Clerk stated none had been received.

Mayor Gaer asked if there were any public comments; hearing none he declared the public
hearing closed.

He asked for the date the notice was published and the City Clerk indicated the
notice was published on November 17, 2017 in the Des Moines Register. Mayor Gaer asked if
any written comments had been received. The City Clerk stated none had been received.

Mayor Gaer asked if there were any public comments; hearing none he declared the public
hearing closed.

It was moved by Trevillyan, second by Sandager to adopt Resolution - Approval of Plans and
Specifications, Motion to Receive and File Report of Bids, and Resolution - Award Contract to
Concrete Technologies, Inc.

Council member Mickelson inquired if any part of the gravel segment of 88 Street, immediately
south of Ashworth Road, will be improved as part of this project.

Brian Hemesath, Interim City Engineer, responded there will be a concrete apron placed at that
intersection, so northbound vehicles on 88% Street can get onto the paved surface before
engaging with Ashworth Road.

On Item 7(d) Proposed Local Option Sales and Services Tax in Polk County - Approval of a
Resolution Providing Notice to the Polk County Commissioner of Elections Regarding
Submission of the Question of Imposition of a Local Option Sales and Services Tax, initiated by
the City of West Des Moines

Mayor Gaer explained that this Resolution would indicate the City Council believes the residents
of West Des Moines should have a right to make this decision. He noted such a Resolution needs
to be adopted by cities representing over 50 percent of the population of Polk County in order to
call the vote, and there are other cities that plan to adopt it, so it is expected that the population
requirement will be met.
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City Manager Tom Hadden stated that Polk County is now one of only two counties with no
local option sales and services tax. He noted this vote would be expected to take place in March
2018.
Council member Sandager expressed support for this Resolution, citing concerns that there is -
now a one percent sales tax in Dallas County, but not in Polk County, so he sees it as a fairness
issue for businesses in our city.

Mayor Gaer noted the intent for the revenue would be fifty percent towards property tax relief
and fifty percent towards public improvements, such as quality of life enhancements,

Council member Trimble expressed a desire for the City to continue seeking public-private
partnerships to help fund those quality of life enhancements.

It was moved by Sandager, second by Mickelson to adopt Resolution - Approval to Provide
Notice to Polk County

THIS Sub-Grant Agreement (“Sub-Grant Agreement”) is made by and between the lowa Finance
Authority, 2015 Grand Avenue, Des Moines, lowa 50312 (“Authority”), and West Des Moines Human

Services, 139 6th Street, West Des Moines, IA 50265 (“Recipient”), to provide assistance through the
Emergency Solutions Grant by this Sub-Grant, as of the 1 day of January 2018 (“Effective Date”), if
executed by the Recipient and received by to the Authority BEFORE JANUARY 9, 2018.

WHEREAS, the Authority, grantee for the State of lowa, is charged with administering the
Emergency Solutions Grant (“ESG”); and

WHEREAS, the Recipient has been selected to receive a Sub-Grant through the ESG program to
provide assistance to homeless and/or near homeless lowans.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises contained herein and intending to be
legally bound, the Authority and the Recipient {collectively, “the Parties”) agree to the following:

ARTICLE 1 - FUNDING
1.1 FUNDING SOURCE

The source of funding for the Sub-Grant shall be ESG funds made available by the U.S.
Department of Housing and Urban Development (“HUD”) to the Authority for the State of lowa.

1.2 MAXIMUM PAYMENTS

It is expressly understood and agreed that the maximum amount to be paid to the Recipient by

the Authority under this Sub-Grant Agreement shall not exceed the Award Amount specified in

the above caption, in the aggregate, unless modified in writing and fully executed by the Parties
hereto.

1.3 FAILURE TO RECEIVE GRANT FUNDS

The Authority shall be obligated to provide said funds to the Recipient only on the condition that
grant funds shall be available from HUD. Failure of the Authority to receive grant funds shall
cause this Sub-Grant Agreement to be terminated.





ARTICLE 2 - TERMS OF SUB-GRANT AGREEMENT

2.1 EXECUTION OF SUB-GRANT AGREEMENT
This Sub-Grant Agreement must be executed by the Recipient and received by the Authority
BEFORE JANUARY 9, 2018. If the executed Sub-Grant Agreement is not timely returned to the
Authority, the Authority may deem the Sub-Grant Agreement null and void.

2.2 DURATION OF SUB-GRANT AGREEMENT

The duration of the Sub-Grant Agreement shall be from January 1, 2018, through December 31,
2018.

2.3 TIME OF PERFORMANCE

The time of performance for services required by the Sub-Grant Agreement shail be from January
1, 2018, through December 31, 2018.

2.4 SUB-GRANT AGREEMENT ADMINISTRATION
The Sub-Grant Agreement shall be administered by the Authority.

ARTICLE 3 - USE OF FUNDS

3.1 GENERAL

The Recipient shall perform in a satisfactory and proper manner, as determined by the Authority,
the work activities and services as written and described in the Recipient’s 2018 lowa ESG and
SAF Combined Application (“Application”), with adjustments as necessary based on the
difference between the amount requested and the Award Amount, and with any amendments
approved for budget and scope of activities. The use of funds shall be in accordance with all
applicable rules and regulations as described in this Sub-Grant Agreement.

3.2 BUDGET

The Recipient shall submit a revised budget to the Authority based on the Award Amount. The
amount in each category of the revised budget should not exceed the amount requested in the
same category in the Application. The revised budget is subject to Authority review and approval.
Once approved, subsequent changes from the approved budget must be requested by the
Recipient and may be authorized by the Authority. The Authority may require such requests to be
made in advance of expenditure.

3.3 APPLICABLE RULES AND REGULATIONS

All grant-funded activities shall be performed in accordance with the federal ESG rules and
regulations at 24 CFR Part 576, as amended by the Homeless Emergency Assistance and Rapid
Transition to Housing {HEARTH) Act, and in accordance with all applicable State of lowa
Administrative Rules, including any rules adopted to implement the federal ESG rules and
regulations, and the HUD-approved Annual Action Plan for lowa, as it may be amended.

PARTICIPATION IN MANDATORY GRANT SESSIONS

The Recipient will ensure that at least one qualified representative from the Recipient will
participate in required lowa Statewide Emergency Solutions Grant program trainings, meetings,
and conference calls, and will be responsible for acquiring and implementing information
presented verbally or in writing during such sessions. Failure to participate in required sessions
may impact the Recipient’s eligibility and scoring in future grant competitions for the lowa
Statewide Emergency Solutions Grant program and/or the lowa Shelter Assistance Fund.

REQUIREMENTS FOR ALL ELIGIBLE ACTIVITIES

For all program activities, the Recipient shall adhere to the following:

3.5.1 Documentation of Homelessness. The Recipient shall maintain in client files adequate
documentation of homelessness or at risk of homelessness status to determine the
eligibility of persons served, according to the most current definition of homelessness
and at risk of homelessness from HUD at 24 CFR Part 91.5 and Part 576.2.

3.5.2 Data and Reporting Requirements. The Recipient shall submit the minimum client
demographic information to lowa’s designated Homeless Management Information
System {“HMIS”) utilizing ServicePoint software or other means subject to agreement
with the Authority, and in compliance with HUD’s HMIS Data and Technical Standards
and as described in program rules. If the Recipient qualifies as a domestic violence
service provider (a provider primarily or exclusively serving clients who are homeless due
to domestic violence), the Recipient shall submit information to lowa’s designated
comparable database, utilizing the ServicePoint software for this purpose (“lowa DVIMS"})
or other means subject to agreement with the Authority, in compliance with HUD's HMIS
Data and Technical Standards and as described in program rules.

The Recipient shall submit required documents to the approved HMIS lead agency or
comparable database lead agency, which may include, but is not limited to, the following:
a User Confidentiality and Responsibility Certification for each system user; a Minimum
Required Data Set agreement for each system user; a Memorandum of Understanding
between the Recipient and the approved HMIS lead agency or comparable database lead
agency; and/or other documents as the Authority determines necessary.

If the Recipient is part of any HMIS data sharing group, the Recipient will coordinate with
the HMIS lead agency to submit any additional documentation required to support this
arrangement.

The Recipient shall submit reports generated from these systems to the Authority with
each reimbursement request submitted, and annually or more frequently as needed by
the Authority to complete HUD reporting requirements for ESG.

The Recipient shall participate In the annual Housing Inventory Count (“HIC”} and Point-
in-Time (“PIT”} Count in lowa, submitting all required information to the HMIS lead
agency, currently the Institute for Community Alliances.

3.5.3 Termination of Assistance. The Recipient shall establish and implement a formal
notification and appeals process for the termination of assistance to individuals or

families who violate program requirements, in accordance with the minimum standards
of 24 CFR Part 576.402, the federal ESG Rules and Regulations.

Coordination with Other Homeless Services. The Recipient shall coordinate and integrate,
to the maximum extent practicable, grant-funded activities with other homeless service
programs in the community.

Access to Mainstream Services and Resources. The Recipient shall ensure that all program
participants are assisted, to the maximum extent practicable, in obtaining mainstream
services and financial assistance, including housing, health, social services, employment,
education, and youth programs for which participants may be eligible.

Accessibility. The Recipient shall ensure that their grant-funded program or activity is
readily accessible to and usable by individuals with disabilities, including providing
reasonable accommodations so that individuals with disabilities have an equal
opportunity to participate.

Requirements for Religious Organizations. The Recipient is prohibited from engaging in
religious proselytizing or counseling, utilizing funds related to this agreement, or
requiring attendance at religious services as a requirement or condition to receive
services, or limiting services or giving preference to persons on the basis of religion.

Coordinated Entry. The Recipient is required to participate in the coordinated entry
system approved by the Continuum of Care that oversees the Recipient’s geographic
area. Such a system must include provisions to meet the separate requirements of
recipients that are victim service providers.

Written Standards for Providing Assistance. The Recipient is required to establish and
consistently apply written standards for providing ESG assistance, as set forth in 24 CFR
Part 576.400(e){(2).

3.6 REQUIREMENTS FOR SPECIFIC ELIGIBLE ACTIVITIES

The Recipient shall adhere to the full federal requirements found at 24 CFR Part 576.100 for each
eligible activity. Funded activities may include Street Outreach, Shelter, Homelessness Prevention,
Rapid Rehousing, HMIS and Administration. A summary of these eligibie activities, and
corresponding requirements, is as follows:

3.6.1

Street Outreach. If awarded funds in this category, ESG funds may be used for costs of
providing essential services necessary to reach out to unsheltered homeless people;
connect them with emergency shelter, housing, or critical services; and provide urgent,
non-facility-based care to unsheltered homeless people who are unwilling or unable to
access emergency shelter, housing, or an appropriate heaith facility. The eligible costs
and requirements for Street Outreach consist of: engagement; case management;
emergency health services (only when other appropriate services are unavailable in the
community); emergency mental health services (only when other appropriate services
are unavailable in the community); transportation {including travel for eligible outreach,
and to transport unsheltered people to shelters or service facilities); and services for
special populations.

Shelter. If awarded funds in this category, ESG funds may be used for costs of providing
essential services to homeless families and individuals in shelters and for the cost of

operating shelters. The eligible costs and requirements for Shelter consist of: essential
services {including case management, child care, education services, employment
assistance and job training, outpatient health services, legal services, life skills training,
mental health services, substance abused treatment, transportation, and services for
special populations); and shelter operations. If providing shelter assistance, the Recipient
agrees to the following:

3.6.2.1 Prohibition Against Involuntary Family Separation. The age or gender of a child
under age 18 must not be used as a basis for denying any family’s admission to a
shelter that uses Emergency Solutions Grant (ESG) funding or services and
provides shelter to families with children under age 18.

3.6.2.2 Lead-Based Paint. The Lead-Based Paint Poisoning Prevention Act (42 U.S.C.
4821-4846), the Residential Lead-Based Paint Hazard Reduction Act of 1992 (42
U.S.C. 4851-4856), and implementing regulations in 24 CFR Part 35, Subparts A,
B, H, J, K, M, and R apply to all shelters assisted under ESG program and all
housing occupied by program participants.

3.6.2.3 Habitability Standards. The Recipient shall ensure shelter and housing facilities
funded through ESG adhere to minimum habitability standards for being safe,
sanitary, and adequately maintained, according to the full regulations at CFR Part
576.403. Standards include considerations for the following: structure and
materials; access; space and security; interior air quality; water supply; sanitary
facilities; thermal environment; illumination and electricity; food preparation;
sanitary conditions; and fire safety.

3.6.2.4 Violence Against Women Act (VAWA) Protections. No individual or family may be
denled admission to or removed from shelter as a result of being a victim of
domestic viclence, dating violence, sexual assault, or stalking, if the individual or
family otherwise qualifies for admission.

Homelessness Prevention. If awarded funds in this category, ESG funds may be used to
provide housing relocation and stabilization services and short- and/or medium-term
rental assistance necessary to prevent an individual or family from moving into an
emergency shelter or another place described in paragraph (1) of the “homeless”
definition in 24 CFR Part 91.5.

Short- and/or medium-term rental assistance include: short-term rental assistance (up to
three months); medium-term rental assistance (between three and 24 months); rental
arrears (one-time payment of up to six months, including late fees); rental assistance that
is tenant-based or project-based; and costs to break a lease if a family qualifies under the
VAWA Emergency Transfer Plan described in section 3.6.3.13 of this Sub-Grant
Agreement.

Housing relocation and stabilization services include: financial assistance costs; and
services costs.

Financial assistance costs include: rental application fees; security deposits; last menth’s
rent; utility deposits; utility payments; and moving costs.

Services costs include: housing search and placement; housing stability case
management; mediation; legal services; and credit repair.





If providing Homelessness Prevention assistance of any kind, the Recipient agrees to the
following:

3.6.3.1 Income Limits. Homelessness Prevention assistance shall only be provided to
individuals and families who have an annual income below 30 percent of median
family income for the area, as determined by HUD.

3.6.3.2 Case Management Assistance. The Recipient shall ensure that each client meets
at least monthly with a case manager (except where prohibited by the Violence
Against Women Act and the Family Violence Prevention and Services Act), and
the Recipient must develop an individualized plan to help the client regain long-
term housing stability.

3.6.3.3 Lead-Based Paint. The Lead-Based Paint Poisoning Prevention Act (42 U.S.C.
4821-4846), the Residential Lead-Based Paint Hazard Reduction Act of 1992 (42
U.S.C. 4851-4856), and implementing regulations in 24 CFR Part 35, Subparts A,
B, H, J, K, M, and R apply to all shelters assisted under ESG program and all
housing occupied by program participants.

3.6.3.4 Habitability Standards. The Recipient shall ensure that permanent housing
assistance funded through ESG adhere to minimum habitability standards for
being safe, sanitary, and adequately maintained, according to the full regulations
at CFR Part 576.403. Standards include considerations for the following: structure
and materials; space and security; interior air quality; water supply; sanitary
facilities; thermal environment; illumination and electricity; food preparation;
sanitary conditions; and fire safety, including a system that meets the needs of
hearing-impaired residents. An exception to this requirement is that lowa Legal
Aid may provide legal services without first conducting a habitability inspection,
according to a partial waiver request granted by HUD.

3.6.3.5 Period of Assistance. Except for housing stability case management, the total
period for which any program participant may receive services under this section
may not exceed 24 months during any three year period.

3.6.3.6 Use with Other Subsidies. Homeless Prevention assistance under this section
cannot be provided to a program participant who is receiving the same type of
assistance through other public sources for the same period of time.

If providing Homelessness Prevention Rental Assistance, the Recipient agrees to the
following additional requirements:

3.6.3.7 Fair Market Rent and Rent Reasonableness. The Recipient shall ensure that rental
assistance is provided for units only in accordance with HUD's restrictions for Fair
Market Rent at 24 CFR Part 982.503 and Rent Reasonableness standards at 24
CFR Part 982.507.

3.6.3.8 Rental Assistance Agreements. The Recipient may only make rental assistance
payments to a landlord with whom the Recipient has entered into a rental
assistance agreement, which sets forth the terms of assistance and requires the
landlord to provide a copy to the Recipient of any eviction notice or complaint
used to begin an eviction action.
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3.6.5

3.6.3.9 Late Payments. if the Recipient is iate on any payments to landlords agreed to in
the rental assistance agreement, the Recipient must pay any late fees out of non-
ESG funds.

3.6.3.10 Lease. Each program participant receiving rental assistance (unless solely for
arrears) must have a legal written lease with the landlord. Each lease must
include a lease provision or incorporate a lease addendum of all requirements
that apply to tenants, the owner or lease under 24 CFR Part 5, subpart L
{Protection for Victims of Domestic Violence, Dating Violence, Sexual Assault, or
Stalking), as supplemented by 24 CFR 576.509; and the prohibited bases for
eviction and restrictions on construing lease terms under 24 CFR 5.2005{h) and

{c).

3.6.3.11 Violence Against Women Act (VAWA) Protections. The Recipient must foilow
HUD’s Final Rule Implementing VAWA Reauthorization Act of 2013, to ensure
survivors are not denied assistance as an applicant, or evicted or have assistance
terminated as a tenant, because the applicant or tenant is or has been a victim of
domestic violence, dating violence, sexual assault or statking.

3.6.3.12 VAWA Notice and Certification. The Recipient must provide the notice and
certification form described under 24 CFR 5.2005(a)(1) to each applicant for ESG
Rental Assistance and each program participant receiving ESG Rental Assistance
at the following times: when an applicant is denied ESG Rental Assistance; when
an applicant begins receiving ESG Rental Assistance; when a program participant
is notified of termination of ESG Rental Assistance; and when a program
participant received notification of eviction.

3.6.3.13 VAWA Emergency Transfer Plan. The Recipient must develop and implement an
emergency transfer plan according to 24 CFR 5.2005€ which allows a survivor to
move to another safe and available unit if such survivor is in fear of imminent
harm from further violence if remaining in current unit. The plan must specify
what will happen in case of a family separation, implementing an emergency
transfer, and must provide for bifurcation of a lease with continued assistance
for the family member(s} who are not evicted or removed.

Rapid Rehousing. If awarded funds in this category, ESG funds may be used to provide
housing relocation and stabilization services and short- and/or medium-term rental
assistance as necessary to help a homeless individual or family move as quickly as
possible into permanent housing and achieve stability in that housing. If providing Rapid
Rehousing assistance, the Recipient agrees to follow the same requirements described
above under subsection 3.6.3, Homelessness Prevention. An exception is made to the
Income Limits for Rapid Rehousing assistance. For Rapid Rehousing, an income
assessment is not required at initial evaluation. However, at annual re-evaluation,
income must be less than or equal to 30 percent of area median income.

HMIS. If ESG funds are awarded in this category, the funds may be used to pay the costs
of contributing data to lowa's ServicePoint HMIS. If the Recipient is a victim services
provider or legal services provider, it may use ESG funds for the costs of contributing data
to lowa’s designated comparable database. No more than five percent of an award may
be used for HMIS-related costs.





3.6.6  Administration. If ESG funds are awarded in this category, the funds may be used to pay

administrative costs related to the planning and execution of ESG activities. This does not
include staff and overhead costs directly related to carrying out activities eligible in other
funding categories, because those costs are eligible as part of those categories. Eligible
administrative costs include the costs of overall program management, coordination,
monitoring and evaluation as more particularly set forth in 24 CFR Part 576.108(1). No
more than two percent of an award may be used for Administration costs.

3.7 MATCH REQUIREMENTS

The Recipient is required to make matching contributions to supplement the Recipient’s ESG
program in an amount that at least equals 75% of the amount of ESG funds received, in
accordance with the regulations at 24 CFR Part 576.201. An exception may be made, in part or in
whole, if a waiver is granted to the Recipient for matching contributions. The Recipient is
encouraged to make matching contributions that exceed the minimum requirement; as such
contributions may be used to provide such a waiver option for recipients that seek it. Matching
contributions may be obtained from any source, including any federal source other than the ESG
program, as well as state, local, and private sources, providing that the laws governing the
matching funds allow it, and that ESG funds are not also used as match for the same federal
program used as ESG match. Contributions used to match a previous ESG grant may not be used
to match this grant. The following are eligible matching funds:

3.7.1 Cash contributions, expended for allowable costs of the Recipient for the ESG program.

3.7.2 Noncash contributions, or the value of any real property, equipment, goods, or services
contributed to the Recipient’s ESG program, provided that if the Recipient had to pay for
them with grant funds, the costs would have been allowable. Noncash contributions
must be calculated using the following:

3.7.2.1 To determine the value of any donated material or building, or of any lease, the
Recipient must use a reasonable method to establish a fair market value.

3.7.2.2 Services provided by individuals should be valued at rates consistent with those
ordinarily paid for similar work in the Recipient’s organization, or ordinarily paid by
other employers for similar work in the same labor market.

ARTICLE 4 — CONDITIONS TO DISBURSEMENT OF FUNDS

Unless and until the following conditions have been satisfied, the Authority shall be under no
obligation to disburse to the Recipient any amounts under the Sub-Grant Agreement:

SUB-GRANT AGREEMENT EXECUTED

The Sub-Grant Agreement shall have been properly executed and, where required,
acknowledged.

DOCUMENTATION REQUIRED FOR REIMBURSEMENT
Funds cannot be paid in advance of expenditure. The Recipient shall expend monies only on

eligible costs and shall submit reimbursement (draw) requests for payment to the Authority,
either through the United States postal mail at the address listed on page 1, first paragraph; by

facsimile at (515) 725-4901; or by e-mail to an appropriate staff person. The following shall
accompany all draw requests:

4.2.1 A Draw Request Reimbursement Form {form prescribed by the Authority).

4.2.2 A Draw Request Itemization Form (form prescribed by the Authority) that lists all
expenditures submitted for reimbursement.

4.2.3 Documentation for all expenditures (copies of cancelled checks, invoices, receipts, signed
timesheets, payrolls, etc.). Documentation must be organized in the same order as the
itemized listing of expenditures.

4.2.4 Documentation that the Recipient has satisfied the match requirement, including the
source of matching contributions and the use of matching contributions. The Authority at
its discretion may not disburse funds until the 75% match requirement for both the source
and use of those funds has been documented.

4,2.4.1 Examples of documentation for source of match contributions include sighed grant
agreements or letters of commitment from other funders, the fair market
calculated value of any donated material, an assessment report for a building’s
value, and documentation of volunteer hours.

4.2.4.2 Examples of documentation for use of match contributions include receipts,
cancelled checks, signed timesheets, and payroll reports.

4.2.5 Data completion reports and performance outcome reports generated from the
ServicePoint HMIS or other approved system with each reimbursement request. Missing
data rates above five percent for any data element on any data completion report may
cause the request for funds to be held. Upon receipt of corrected data completion reports,
held fund requests may be processed with the next available draw.

REIMBURSEMENT DEADLINES

The Recipient may draw funds on a monthly or quarterly basis. The Recipient must draw funds at
a minimum of once per guarter for funds expended during that guarter. Therefore, minimum
draw deadlines are as follows:

4.3.1  First Quarter 2018 (January through March): April 30, 2018
4.3.2 Second Quarter 2018 {(April through June): July 31, 2018
4.3.3 Third Quarter 2018 (July through September): October 31, 2018

4.3.4 Fourth Quarter 2018 (October through December} and Final Draw Deadline: January 31,
2019

Requests must be received by the Authority by close of business {4:30 p.m.} on the above shown
deadlines. If the Recipient fails to make a reguest for an expense made within the above shown
quarter before that quarter’s deadline, the Authority at its discretion may refuse to reimburse
such quarterly expense submitted late.

MINIMUM AMOUNT FOR REIMBURSEMENT REQUESTS

The minimum amount accepted for any individual reimbursement request shall be $500, except
for the last draw submitted to close out such period.

The headings in this Sub-Grant Agreement are intended solely for convenience of reference and
shall be given no effect in the construction and interpretation of this Sub-Grant Agreement.

10.7 INTEGRATION

This Sub-Grant Agreement contains the entire understanding between the Recipient and the
Authority and any representations that may have been made before or after the signing of this
Sub-Grant Agreement, which are not contained herein, are nonbinding, void and of no effect.
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None of the Parties have relied on any such prior representation in entering into this Sub-Grant
Agreement.

10.8 COUNTERPARTS

ITEM: Approve the purchase of a multi-purpose Clasg A fire engine built by Pierce Manufacturing
and sold by Reliant Fire Apparatus.

FINANCIAL IMPACT: Adequate funds have been set aside previously through the vehicle
replacement plan. $670,000 is currently available in budget code 700.150.155.5500.771. With a
prepayment discount, the price of this engine will be reduced from $660,749.00 to $635,823.00.

BACKGROUND: This vehicle will replace a 1995 EONE Class “A” Engine that is currently utilized
as a reserve apparatus. The new vehicle will go into service at Station 19 (8055 Mills Civic Pkwy).
The fire department will then move apparatus around based on road miles and hours of service. This
will result with one of the 2008 American LaFrance engines going into reserve while the other
becomes a front line apparatus at Station 17 (1401 Railroad).

This apparatus was specified by a committee made up of several members of the fire department
representing all ranks. This vehicle will be constructed using the template we have utilized for our

last two fire engine purchases and will assist with our effort to standardize the fleet. The apparatus is
expected to take 285 to 315 days to build.

ITEM: Approval to enter into Microsoft Enterprise Agreement  DATE: December 11, 2017
and to make payment

FINANCIAL IMPACT: The City authorizing the expenditure of $206,443.37 to come out of account
100.650.653.5250.411 for first year base payment of a 3 year agreement to begin January 1, 2018.
Because the FY17-18 budget for this item was based on the expiring agreement, a budget amendment of
$51,443.37 will be required.

In addition, the expiring Microsoft Enterprise Agreement requires that the City of West Des Moines "true-
up” its usage of Microsoft products on an annual basis. For this calendar year, the true-up is $143,898.61
which will be allocated between the City of West Des Moines and Westcom. The City’s portion of this
expenditure will be charged to account 100.650.700.5400.705 in the amount of $102,961.92. Westcom’s
porticn of the expenditure is $40,936.69 and will be charged to 120.120.700.5400.705.

BACKGROUND: The City has been standardized on Microsoft products since 2002. In 2009, the City
entered into its first Microsoft Enterprise Agreement {EA) in order to streamline software acquisition,
ensure license compliance, provide technical support and training, and to maintain current software
versioning. The City renewed its agreement in 2014 and added Office 365 as a major component.

This proposed agreement adds a “step-up” in SQL Server functionality that provides encrypted data at
rest, allows for “always on” capability, and provides improved manageability, reliability, and supportability.
Encrypted data at rest is a key capability required for Criminal Justice Information Services (CJIS)
compliance by Public Safety and to protect personally identifiable information (Pll) in SQL Server
databases. This “step-up will be made over two fiscal years in order to spread the expense and is the
least expensive way to make the change. The step-up expense for FY18-19 is estimated at $86,196.96 of
which $29,565.56 will be charged to Westcom.

The ITS department asks for the approval to enter into the Microsoft Enterprise Agreement, to approve
payment of the first year payment, and to approve payment of the 2017 true-up.

BasicLeigh Communications LLC

FINANCIAL IMPACT:

Final cost will be determined based on the project manager’s hours devoted to the project
— which is somewhat unknown and is dependent on the scope of the project and the
complexities of the system ultimately purchased. It is estimated that the project manager
could spend up to 20-30 hours per week during peak times of the 12-18 month
implementation. The preferred project manager has proposed a rate of $90/hour which
compares favorably to project managers of similar skill and experience.

Staff's best estimate at overall hours and cost are 800 hours and $75,000 cost. The
budget for the overall software conversion project includes $175,000 allocated in the
approved FY 17-18 budget, which was estimated to represent roughly half of the project.
Remaining funds needed to complete the project will be included in staff's recommended
FY 18-19 budget.

BACKGROUND:

Council may recall that ClientFirst Consulting Group was selected to assist the City in the
selection of a new HRIS (Human Resources Information System). At this time we are
evaluating three vendor in order to make our final selection — which will take place
sometime in the next few months. Due to the complexity of the system, the training
needed and the number of employees and departments involved it will be more
advantageous to have a local project manager overseeing the project and working with
the new vendor.

The Deputy City Manager, Finance Director and Human Resources Director interviewed
two potential managers. BasicLeigh Communications was the most experienced and
skilled in project management. In fact, this vendor was approved by Council in May 2015
to offer project management in the implementation of our current financial software (New
World).

Proposal and Work Agreement for Contracted Project
Management and Communication Services for the City of
West Des Moines

THIS PROJECT MANAGEMENT and COMMUNICATION SERVICES
PROPOSAL AND WORK AGREEMENT (hereinafter “Agteement™) is made
and entered into on this day of » 20____, by and between the City of
West Des Moines, an Iowa municipality (hereinafter “Client”), and BasicLeigh
Communications, LLC, organized under the laws of the state of Iowa (heteinafter
“Consultant™).

Description and Scope of Work
‘The Consultant shall perform the following setvices for the Client:

To act and function in the capacity as the City of West Des Moines’ Project Manager
on the People Management System Implementation Project Management Services
(heseinafter “Project”), which is comprised of tasks related to the purchase and
installation of human resources software. With guidance from the Client, the
Consultant shall supervise and manage all aspects of the Project and shall regularly
communicate and coordinate Project activities with the Client and the Client’s other
chosen vendors, contractors and professionals on the Project, including members of
the Client’s internal stakeholder teams and assignees. Project management services
also shall include the following work and tasks pettaining to the Project:

A. With the Client, monitor the Project budget and oversee payments and financial
record keeping and reporting; and

B. Attend and patticipate in Project team and review meetings, including the Client
Steering Committee and/or other committee meetings, as necessaty or as directed by
the Client Project Executive Sponsor(s) and make recommendations as appropriate;
and

C. Ensure all internal and external team members, including, but not limited to othet
vendors, contractors and professionals on the Project, ate on task, meeting required
deadlines and timetables, timely and fully performing and complying with their
contractual obligations and duties, and staying within the Client’s approved budget
parameters; and





D. In collaboration with the Client’s other vendors, contractors and professionals,
prepare and implement all project management plans, policies, procedures, and
protocols requited by the applicable terms and provisions of any local, state or federal
laws, regulations, and/or grants; and

E. Manage and administer all phases of the Project, and be physically present at the
Client’s offices for reasonable periods of time to adequately perform the duties of the
Project Manager as outlined herein; and

F. Prepare and provide to the Client written status repotts on a monthly basis or on a
more or less frequent basis as directed by the Client Project Executive Sponsor(s),
which teports shall include Project status information, default/deviation information,
and any other information requested by the Client Project Executive Sponsor(s). In
collaboration with the Client’s other vendors, contractors and professionals, prepare
and submit a Project final-completion report to the Client and the Steering
Committee; and

G. Unless otherwise directed, ensute the Client Project Executive Sponsoz(s) is/are
copied on all written cotrespondence sent by the Consultant to any petson of party
relating to the Project, including governmental agencies, third parties,
consultants/vendots, internal team members; and

H. In collaboration with the Client’s other vendors, contractors and professionals,
develop and implement communication protocols for the Project. Throughout the
phases of the Project, create and disseminate appropriate communications to and for
internal stakeholders regarding the Project after seeking and obtaining approval from
the Client Project Executive Sponsot(s); and

I In collaboration with the Client’s other vendors, contractors and professionals,
develop and implement a comprehensive records management policy for the Project.
Keep and maintain accurate records and files pertaining to the Project; and

J. Promptly respond to requests for information or guidance made by the Client
Project Executive Sponsot(s) or her/his designee, as well as vendors, contractors and
professionals on the Project, and provide summary progtess updates at regulatly
scheduled meetings as requested by the Client Project Executive Sponsot(s) or
her/his designee; and

K. Make recommendations to the Client Project Executive Sponsoi(s) and/or
het/his designee ot Project assignees, as directed, regarding Project management
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issues, including, but not limited to, budget, contract compliance, and
hardware/software issues; and

L. After obtaining the approval of the Chient Project Executive Sponsot(s), utilize
subcontractors to perform any required Project management tasks ot activities
beyond the scope of the Consultant’s expertise; and

M. Allow the Client representatives and representatives of city, state and federal
agencies, to inspect, copy and audit the Consultant’s records pertaining to the Project;
and

N. As deemed necessary and reasonable by both the Client and the Consultant,
perform other tasks and duties related to the management of the Project, as directed
by the Client Project Executive Sponsox(s).

Milestones

In collaboration with the Client Project Executive Sponsor(s) and the Client’s other
vendors, contractors and professionals, the Consultant shall develop milestones based
on the Statement of Work prepared for the Client by its chosen software vendor. The
milestones shall be communicated in writing by the Consultant to the Client, as well
as any modifications made to the milestones.

Assuming a Project start date of » 20____, it is understood the desired
Project duration established by the Client Project Executive Sponsor(s) shall be
approximately ___ months. Assuming full and timely cooperation and collabotation
by all parties, and barring any other unavoidable or unforeseen events stipulated in
other sections of this Agreement, the Consultant shall make every effott to perform
all duties, tasks and responsibilities detailed in this Agreement within ___ months of
the Project’s official start date.

To achieve Project completion within the desired ___-month time petiod, it is
expected the Consultant shall work an average of 15-30 hours per week, as deemed
appropriate and necessary by the Consultant. It is understood more ot fewer houts
may be wotked at the discretion of the Consultant. When more than 30 hours per
week are necessaty, the Consultant shall wotk those hours upon notification to and
approval from the Client Project Executive Sponsor(s).

Fees, Invoices and Compensation

The Client shall pay the Consultant compensation for services rendered under this
Agreement at the rate of $90 per hour and the agreed upon costs described herein
below.

PAYMENT FOR COSTS. The Client shall reimburse the Consultant for any
approved subcontractors’ fees and costs incurred by the Consultant, with no mark-up
ot add-on compensation due to the Consultant. The Client shall have no obligation
to reimburse the Consultant for any costs or expenses whatsoever incutred by the
Consultant in connection with the performance of her contractual duties hereunder
unless said costs of expenses ate preapproved orally or in writing by the Client
Project Executive Sponsor(s). The Client shall reimburse the Consultant for all out-
of-pocket expenses incurred by the Consultant in petforming services under this
Agreement. Such expenses include, but are not limited to, (a) software or hardware
additions required for the Consultant to adequately interface with the Client’s and
others’ computer systems, including software agreed to upon i wdting by both
patties that will enhance the Client’s achievement of its goals; (b) travel expenses at
the rate of $45 per hour; (c) and other expenses resulting from the wotk performed
under this Agreement. The Consultant shall submit an itemized statement of these
expenses with the corresponding monthly invoice, as ptovided in the Invoices section
herein. The Client shall pay the Consultant within 30 days from the date of each
statement.

INVOICES. The Consultant shall submit electronic (via email) monthly payment
and reimbursement invoices to the Client for work petformed certified as being
propet bills for work performed under this Agreement within five (5) days of the end
of each monthly period beginning » 20___. Propetly submitted invoices
will be paid within 30 days of submission. If the Client objects to all or any portion of
an invoice, the Client shall notify the Consultant and the parties shall immediately
make every effort to settle the disputed portion. The Client agrees to pay the
Consultant all portions of the invoice not in dispute within the prescribed time
frames, and upon resolution, the agreed-upon amounts for any previously disputed
portions of said invoice.

Invoices shall be prepared and sent via email by the Consultant to the Client Project
Executive Sponsor(s) or het/his designee.
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LATE FEES. Late payments by the Client will be subject to late penalty fees of 5
percent per month from the due date until the amount is paid.

Assumptions

* The Client shall provide access to all relevant organizational background
information, files and personnel necessary to complete and manage this Project.

® Any out-of-pocket expenses for travel or production shall be discussed and
approved orally or in writing by the Client, and invoiced as they occut within the
agreed-upon monthly invoice schedule.

* Whete possible, the Consultant shall use collateral materials already developed by
the Client, however, when necessary, the Consultant shall advise and suggest
additional materials to be created and produced by the Consultant, internal
sources or other vendors, as deemed appropriate by the Client.

e Where possible, the Consultant will work with existing vendor partners and
contractors, however, when necessary, the Consultant shall advise and suggest
additional consultants or vendors be used to achieve Project success.

Contract Terms and Additional Services

Approval of these Agreement terms between the Consultant and the Client
constitutes a binding contractual Work Agreement based upon this proposal,
including any amendments to this proposal subsequently negotiated and agreed upon
between the Consultant and the Client.

The Consultant and the Client agree that the Consultant shall provide additional
setvices as the parties may mutually agree by executing an Addendum to the original
Proposal and Work Agreement a subsequent Agreement and/or an additional,
separate Proposal and Work Agreement.

In the event the Consultant and the Client agree that the Consultant shall provide
additional setvices not included in this Proposal and Wotk Agreement, the parties
shall mutually agree upon the fees to be paid by the Client for such additional
services. The Consultant shall invoice the Client for such additional setvices in
accordance with the agreement of the parties. Payment of invoices for additional
services shall be governed by the terms of this Agreement.

INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR. The patties intend that an independent
contractor-Client relationship will be created by this Agreement. No employee, agent;
representative or subcontractor of the Consultant shall be or shall be deemed to be
the employee, agent representative ot subcontractor of the Client. None of the
benefits provided by the Client to its employees, including, but not limited to,
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compensation, health o life insurance, and unemployment insurance are available
from the Client to the Consultant.

AGREEMENT DURATION. The term of this Agtreement shall commence on

»20___, and shall terminate upon final Project close-out, unless this
Agreement is terminated sooner pursuant to any other sections of this Agreement.
The parties understand and agree that final Project close-out shall occur after all
close-out activities on the Project have been fully completed.

TERMINATION. Either party may terminate this Agreement, with or without
cause, upon providing the other party thirty (30) days’ written notice at its address set
forth on the signature block of this Agreement. After termination, the Client may
take possession of all records and data within the Consultant’s possession ini

to this Project, which may be used by the Client without restriction. If the Client’s use
of the Consultant’s records or data is not related to this Project, it shall be without
liability or legal exposure to the Consultant. Upon the termination of this Agreement,
the Consultant shall be entitled to teceive compensation for all services rendered up
to the date of termination and reimbursement for all costs and fees of approved
subcontractors incurred by the Consultant up to the date of termination. The final
payment shall be processed and paid like other monthly payments as provided in the
Fees, Invoices and Compensation section herein. The Consultant shall not be entitled
to reccive compensation ot reimbursement for any services furnished by the
Consultant or her subcontractots after the date of termination.

DISCRIMINATON. In the hiting of petsons for the petformance of work under
this Agreement or any subcontract, the Consultant, its subcontractors, or any person
acting on behalf of the Consultant or subcontractor shall not, by reason of race,
religion, color, sex, age, sexual otientation, national origin, or the presence of any
sensory, mental, or physical disability, discriminate against any person who is qualified
and available to perform the work to which the employment relates.

INDEMNIFICATION, The Client shall defend, indemnify and hold the
Consultant, its employees, agents, representatives or subcontractors harmless from
any and all claims, injuries, damages, losses or suits, including all legal costs and
attorney fees, atising out of ot in connection with the Consultant’s performance of
this Agreement, except for that portion of the injuties and damages caused by the
Consultant’s negligence.

Should a court of competent jurisdiction determine this Agreement is subject to any
governing or applicable Iowa municipal, city, county or state laws, then, in the event
of liability for damages arising out of bodily injuty to petsons or damages to property
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caused by or resulting from the concurrent negligence of the Consultant and the
Client, its officers, officials, employees, agents and volunteers, the Consultant’s
liability hereunder shall be only to the extent of the Consultant’s negligence.
The provisions of this section shall sutvive the expiration or termination of this
Agreement.

NONDISCLOSURE AND NONSOLICITATION. The Consultant shall not
directly or indirectly disclose to any person other than a representative of the Client at
any time either during the term of this Agreement or following the termination or
expiration thereof, any confidential or proptietary information pertaining to the
Client, including but not limited to financial data, business plans, and
software/hardware configurations or networks.

WORK PRODUCT OWNERSHIP. Any wotks copyrighted, ideas, discoveries,
inventions, patents, products, ot other information (collectively, the “work product”)
developed in whole or in part by the Consultant in connection with the setvices shall
be the exclusive property of the Client. Upon tequest, the Consultant shall sign all
documents necessary to confirm or perfect the Client’s exclusive ownetship to the
work product.

INSURANCE. If directed and required by the Client, the Consultant shall procure
and maintain for the duration of the Agreement, Professional Liability (Errors and
Omissions) Insurance on an occuttence ot per claims made basis against any claims
that may arise from or in connection with the petformance of the work hereunder by
the Consultant, its employees, agents ot subcontractors. The cost of such insurance
shall be borne by the Client. The Consultant shall maintain limits on such insurance
in the amount of §1 million per claim or occurrence with an aggregate of $1 million.
The coverage shall contain no special limitations on the scope of protection afforded
to the Client, its officers, officials, employees, agents, representatives ot volunteers.
The Consultant’s insurance coverage shall be primary as respects the Client, its
officets, officials, employees, agents, representatives or volunteers. Any deductibles
or self-insured retentions must be declared to and apptoved by the Client. At the
option of the Client, the insurer shall reduce or eliminate such deductibles and/or
self-insured retentions shall not apply to the Consultant’s liability to the Client and
shall be the sole responsibility of the Consultant. Any insurance maintained by the the
Client shall be in excess of the Consultant’s insurance and shall not contribute with it.
The Consultant agtees to provide the Client with certificates of insurance evidencing
the required coverage before execution of this Agreement. Each insurance policy
required by this clause shall be written on 2 “per claim form™ for professional liability
insurance and endorsed to state that coverage shall not be suspended, voided,
canceled by either party, reduced in coverage or in limits except after sixty (60) days
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prior written notice by certified mail, return receipt requested, has been given to the
Client. The Client reserves the tight to require complete, certified copies of all
required insurance policies, at any time.

EXCHANGE OF INFORMATION. The Client shall perform its best efforts to
provide reasonable accuracy of any information supplied by it to the Consultant for
the purpose of completion of the work under this Agtreement. Fach patty agrees to
promptly respond to written requests for information ot guidance made by the other
patty and mutually cooperate with the other party in petforming his or its duties or
obligations under this Agreement.

CWNERSHIP AND USE OF RECORDS AND DOCUMENTS. Original
documents, drawings, designs, reports, or any other records developed or created
under this Agreement shall belong to and become the property of the Client. All
tecords submitted by the Client to the Consultant shall be safeguarded by the
Consultant. The Consultant shall make such data, documents, and files available to
the Client upon the Client’s request. The Client’s use ot reuse of any of the
documents, data and files created by the Consultant for this Project by anyone other
than the Consultant on any other project shall be without liability or legal exposure to
the Consultant.

CLIENT’S RIGHT OF INSPECTION. Even though the Consultant is an
independent contractor with the authority to control and direct the performance and
details of the work authotized under this Agreement, the work must meet the
approval of the Client and shall be subject to the Client’s general right of inspection
and supetvision to secure satisfactory completion.

MISCELLANEQOUS PROVISIONS.

Resolution of Disputes and Governing Law

This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of
the state of Iowa. If the parties are unable to settle any dispute, difference or claim
arising from the parties’ pesformance of this Agreement, the exclusive means of
resolving that dispute, difference ot claim, shall only be by filing suit exclusively
under the venue, tules and jurisdiction of the Polk County District Court, Des
Moines, Jowa, unless the parties agtee in writing to an alternative dispute resolution
process. The Consultant and the Client hereby submits to the jurisdiction of the Polk
County District Court for all purposes. In any claim or lawsuit, except for any costs
and attomey’s fees incutred by the Consultant regarding the Client’s non-payment of
the Consultant’s fees and costs as provided in the Fees, Invoices, and Compensation
section hetein. The Client agrees to reimburse the Consultant’s costs and reasonable
attormey’s fees incurred in enforcing the Agreement for any non-payment.
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Written Notice

All communications regarding this Agreement shall be sent by registered U.S. mail to
the parties at the addresses listed on the signatute page of the Agreement, unless
notified to the contrary. Any written notice hereunder shall become effective three (3)
business days after the date of mailing by registered mail, and shall be deemed
sufficiently given if sent to the addressee at the address stated in this Agreement or
such other address as may be hereafter specified in writing.

Assignment

Any assignment of this Agreement by either party without the written consent of the
non-assigning party shall be void. If the non-assigning patty gives its consent to any
assignment, the terms of this Agreement shall continue in full force and effect and no
further assignment shall be made without additional written consent.

Modfification

No waiver, alteration, or modification of any of the provisions of this Agreement
shall be binding unless in writing and signed by a duly authorized representative of
the Client and the Consultant.

Entire Agreement

The wtitten provisions and terms of this Agreement, together with any Exhibit
attached hereto, shall supersede all priot verbal statements of any officer or other
representative of the Client, and such statements shall not be effective or be
construed as entering into or forming a patt of ot altering in any manner this
Agreement. All of the above documents are hereby made a patt of this Agreement.
However, should any language in any of the Exhibits to this Agreement conflict with
any language contained in this Agreement, the Consultant agrees that terms of the
attached Exhibit shall prevail.

Construction of Agreement

In the event of a dispute between the parties as to the meaning of terms, phrases or
specific provisions of this Agreement, the authorship of this Agreement shall not be
cause for this Agreement to be construed against any patty not in favor of any party.

LIABILITY. The Consultant shall not be liable for loss, damage or delay of the
Client’s project due to circumstances beyond the Consultant’s control. Such
citcumstances may include (but are not limited to) acts of God, public unrest, power
outages, delay caused by third parties, and inability to contact the Client or the
Client’s contracted vendors or employees within what shall be considered reasonable
time frames. In the event of such loss, damage or delay, the Consultant will make
every effort to notify the Client immediately.






CONFIDENTIALITY., The Consultant shall not at any fime or in any manner,
either ditectly or indirectly, use for the personal benefit of the Consultant, or divulge,
disclose or communicate in any manner any information that is proprietary to the
Client. The Consultant shall protect such information and treat it as strictly
confidential. This provision shall continue to be effective after the termination of this
Agreement.

AGREEMENT FOR PROFESSIONAL CONSULTING SERVICES

This Agreement is made and entered into this 11" day of December, 2017, by and between the CITY OF

D. The Consultant shall provide evidence of professional liability insurance, by an insurance company
licensed to do business in the State of lowa, in the limit of $1,000,000 for claims arising out of the
professional liability of the Consultant. Consultant shall provide City written notice within five (5)
days by registered mail, return receipt requested of the cancellation or material alteration of the
professional liability policy.

OWNERSHIP OF CONSULTING DOCUMENTS

All sketches, tracings, plans, specifications, reports, and other data prepared under this Agreement
shall become the property of the City; a reproducible set shall be delivered to the City at no additional
cost to the City upon completion of the plans or termination of the services of the Consultant. All
drawings and data shall be transmitied in a durable material, with electronic files provided when feasible
to do so. The Consultant’s liability for use of the sketches, tracings, plans, specifications, reports, and
other data prepared under this Agreement shall be limited to the Project.

INTERPRETATION

No amendment or modification of this Agreement shall be valid unless expressed in writing and
executed by the parties hereto in the same manner as the execution of the Agreement.

B. The Consultant shall not engage the services of any person or persons in the employ of the City at
the time of commencing such services without the written consent of the City.

SUSPENSION AND TERMINATION OF AGREEMENT

A. The right is reserved by the City to suspend this Agreement at any time. Such suspension may be
effected by the City giving written notice to the Consuliant, and shall be effective as of the date
established in the suspension notice. Payment for Consultant's services shall be made by the City
for services performed to the date established in the suspension notice. Should the City reinstate
the work after notice of suspension, such reinstatement may be accomplished by thirty (30) days
written notice within a period of six (6) months after such suspension, unless this period is extended
by written consent of the Consultant.

B. Upon ten (10) days written notice to the Consultant, the City may terminate the Agreement at any
time if it is found that reasons beyond the contro! of either the City or Consultant make it impossible
or against the City’s Interest to complete the Agreement. in such case, the Consultant shall have
no claims against the City except for the value of the work performed up to the date the Agreement
is terminated.

C. The City may also terminate this Agreement at any time if it is found that the Consultant has violated
any material term or condition of this Agreement or that Consuttant has failed to maintain workers’
compensation insurance or other insurance provided for in this Agreement. In the event of such
default by the Consuttant, the City may give ten (10) days written notice to the Consultant of the
City's intent to terminate the Agreement. Consultant shall have ten (10) days from notification to
remedy the conditions constituting the default.

Title to articles, paragraphs, and subparagraphs are for information purposes only and shall not be
considered a substantive part of this Agreement.

22. FURTHER ASSURANCES

Each party hereby agrees to execute and deliver such additional instruments and documents and to
take all such other action as the other party may reasonably request from time to time in order to effect
the provisions and purposes of this Agreement.

(“City™). The parties agree as follows:
SECTION 1. IDENTITY OF THE PARTIES,

1.1 Jowa ABD. The ABD is authorized pursuant to lowa Code Chapter 453A and a
Memorandum of Understanding with the Iowa Department of Public Health to provide
enforcement for Iowa’s tobacco, alternative nicotine and vapor product laws. The ABD’s
address is: 1918 SE Hulsizer Road, Ankeny, Iowa 50021.

1.2  City of West Des Moines. The City is a municipal corporation organized and existing
pursuant to the laws of the State of lowa, and operates a duly recognized lowa law
enforcement agency. The City’s address is:

SECTION 2. PURPOSE. The parties have entered into this Agreement for the purpose of
providing and funding tobacco, alternative nicotine and vapor product enforcement activities in
compliance with Iowa Code § 453A.2.

SECTION 3. TERM. The term of the Agreement shall be trom the aforementioned date
through June 30, 2018, unless earlier terminated in accordance with the terms of the Agreement.

SECTION 4. FILING. Pursuant to Iowa Code § 28E.8, the ABD shall electronically file the
Agreement with the Iowa Secretary of State after the parties have executed the Agreement.

SECTION 5. RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE PARTIES.

51 Responsibilities of the City.

5.1.1 Local Tobacco, Alternative Nicotine and Vapor Product Enforcement. The
City shall provide tobacco, alternative nicotine and vapor enforcement of Iowa

Code Chapter 453A.

5.1.2 Compliance Checks. "Compliance checks" mean activity to enforce tobacco,
alternative nicotine and vapor product laws in accordance with Iowa Code §
453A.2 within the jurisdiction of the City. Compliance checks also may include

enforcement of § 453A.2 within additional jurisdictions upon agreement of the
Parties. ABD shall make available to the City the location of each tobacco,
alternative nicotine and vapor product permit holder subject to a compliance
check by the City at https://tobacco.iowaabd.com/.

‘The City shall perform one (1) compliance check of each tobaceo, alternative
nicotine and vapor product permit holder within the jurisdiction of the City
during the term of the Agreement. Please note that alternative nicotine and
vapor products are age-restricted pursuant to Iowa Code § 453A.2, and
therefore included in the I-PLEDGE program. Attempts to purchase
alternative nicotine and vapor products may be conducted at any retailer
that sells these products.

The City shall not conduct any retailer compliance checks
until October 1, 2017.

The compliance check shall be completed and submitted for reimbursement to
ABD by February 15, 2018. The City should try to complete a compliance check
of all seasonal businesses such as golf courses, marinas and bait shops before the
businesses close for the 2017 business year, but not before October 1, 2017, If the
City is unable to complete the compliance checks on seasonal businesses prior to
the businesses close for the 2017 business year, the City shall work with ABD to
establish a plan for completing these compliance checks.

The City shall conduct a second compliance check on any retailer that is found to
be non-compliant during the first inspection. The second compliance check on
the non-compliant retailer shall be completed and entered no later than May 15,
2018,

Clerks that fail compliance checks shall be ticketed criminally.

The City shall, within seven (7) business days, notify the retail owner or manager
of any violation. Within seventy-two (72) hours of the City issuing a citation for
a violation of Towa Code § 453A.2(1) to a permit-holder or employee of a permit-
holder, the City must notify the local permit-issuing authority that issved the
tobacco, alternative nicotine and vapor product permit to the retailer where the
offense was committed.

If the City fails to complete and submit reimbursement for compliance checks to
ABD by February 15, 2018, ABD will consult with the City to establish a plan
for completing the remaining compliance checks. In the event that the City fails
to execute the agreed upon plan, the City agrees that ABD may authorize the Jowa
State Patrol or other law enforcement agency to conduct any remaining
compliance checks.

Youth Volunteers. Utilization of youth volunteers is strongly encouraged where
feasible. The City may compensate the youth involved in the compliance checks
in a manner consistent with Section 6. Keep in mind that the federal government

(SYNAR) will not allow minors under the age of sixteen (16) to be used to

conduct compliance checks. Please ensure that the officers assigned to conduct
the compliance checks do not work with a youth younger than age 16.

Routine Enforcement. In addition to conducting compliance checks, the City
agrees to regularly enforce youth tobacco, alternative nicotine and vapor product
laws by ticketing youth offenders.

Civil Proceedings. The City shall cooperate with city, county and state
prosecutors if civil permit proceedings are initiated against a tobacco, alternative
nicotine and vapor product permit holder. The City shall also cooperate in
proceedings against cited clerks and minors. Cooperation shall include, but not be
limited to, sharing investigative reports and copies of issued citations, as well as
providing witness statements and testimony.

Compliance Reports. The City shall provide monthly reports to the ABD in the
manner prescribed by the ABD.

Miscellaneous. The City shall be responsible for the day-to-day administration of
its tobacco, alternative nicotine and vapor product enforcement activities. The
City shall provide all office space, equipment and personnel necessary to conduct
tobacco, alternative nicotine and vapor product enforcement activities under the
Agreement. The City is solely responsible for the selection, hiring, disciplining,
firing and compensation of its officers.

Responsibilities of the ABD.

Enforcement Guidance. The ABD shall provide guidance on tobacco,
alternative nicotine and vapor product enforcement to the City, if needed, and
cooperate with the City in the performance of the Agreement.

Payment, The ABD shall pay the City in the manner described in Section 6.

Cooperation. If ABD believes that any officer of the City fails to perform duties
in a manner that is consistent with the Agreement, the ABD shall notify the City.
The City shall then take such action as necessary to investigate and, if
appropriate, discipline or reassign the officer away from tobacco, alternative
nicotine and vapor product enforcement activities. The ABD shall have no
authority to discipline or reassign an officer, except that the ABD shall have the
authority to stipulate that a particular officer not be assigned to provide services
under the Agreement.

Insurance, Benefits and Compensation. The ABD shall not provide for, nor
pay, any employment costs of the City’s officers including, but not limited to,
worker’s compensation, unemployment insurance, health insurance, life insurance
and any other benefits or compensation, nor make any payroll payments with






respect to the City’s officers. The ABD shall have no liability whatsoever for all
such employment costs or other expenses relating to, or for the benefit of, the
City’s officers.

SECTION 6. PAYMENT TO CITY.

Method of Payment. In consideration for providing the services required by the
Agreement, the City shall be paid on a flat fee basis of seventy-five dollars ($75) per
reported compliance check. The flat fee payment for each compliance check constitutes
the full and exclusive remuneration for the compliance checks. For example,
compensation of youth participants is the sole responsibility of the City and is to be paid
from the flat fee payment.

Eligible Claims. Compliance checks that are conducted on or after October 1, 2017, are
eligible for payment provided that the results are reported in accordance with Section 5.
Any compliance checks that were funded by a non-city entity are not eligible for

payment,

Allocations. The costs of the services referred to in Section 6.1 shall be allocated as
follows:

6.3.1 Sole Activity. Money paid to the City, pursuant to the Agreement, shall be used
to fund overtime of full- or part-time peace officer positions solely for tobacco,
alternative nicotine and vapor product enforcement activities described in the
Agreement. Money also shall be used for compensation, if any, of youth
participants. In addition, the City may use money paid pursuant to the Agreement
for reasonable City expenditures, including, but not limited to, officer training and
equipment, provided that such expenditures do not impair the City’s ability to
perform tobacco, alternative nicotine and vapor product enforcement activities.

6.3.2 Payment in Arrears. The ABD may pay all approved invoices in arrears and in
conformance with Iowa Code § 8A.514. The ABD, consistent with lowa Code §
8A.514, may pay in less than the specified time period. Payment by the ABD in
fewer than sixty (60) days, however, does not constitute an implied waiver of that
Code section.

SECTION 7. ADMINISTRATION OF AGREEMENT. The ABD and the City shall jointly
administer the Agreement.

SECTION 8. NO SEPARATE ADMINISTRATIVE ENTITY. No new or separate legal or
administrative entity is created by the Agreement.






SECTION 9. NO PROPERTY ACQUIRED. The ABD and the City, in connection with the
performance of the Agreement, shall acquire no real or personal property.

Termination for Convenience. Following twenty (20) days written notice, either party
may terminate the Agreement, in whole or in part, for convenience without the payment
of any penalty or incurring any further obligation to the non-terminating party.
Following termination for convenience, the non-terminating party shall be entitled to
compensation, upon submission of invoices and proper proof of claim, for services
provided under the Agreement to the terminating party up to and including the date of
termination.

Termination Due to Lack of Funds or Change in the Law. Notwithstanding anything
in this Contract to the conirary, and subject to the limitations set forth below, ABD shall
have the right to terminate this Contract without penaity and without any advance notice
as a result of any of the following:

If funds are de-appropriated, reduced, not allocated, or receipt of funds is delayed, or if
any funds or revenues needed by ABD to make any payment hereunder are insufficient or
unavailable for any other reason as determined by ABD in its sole discretion.

Termination for Cause. The occurrence of any one or more of the following events
shall constitute cause for any party to declare another party in default of its obligations
under the Agreement:

10.3.1 Failure to observe and perform any covenant, condition or obligation created by
the Agreement;

10.3.2 Failure to make substantial and timely progress toward performance of the
Agreement,

10.3.3 Failure of the party’s work product and services to conform with any
specifications noted herein;

10.3.4 Infringement of any patent, trademark, copyright, trade dress or any other
intellectual property right.

Notice of Default. If there occurs a default event under Section 10.3, the non-defaulting
party shall provide written notice to the defaulting party requesting that the breach or
noncompliance be immediately remedied. In the event that the breach or noncompliance






continues to be evidenced ten days beyond the date specified in the written notice, the
non-defaulting party may either:

10.4.1 Immediately terminate the Agreement without additional written notice; or,

In either event, the non-defaulting party may seek damages as a result of the breach or
failure to comply with the terms of the Agreement.

11.2 By the City. Consistent with Article VII, Section 1 of the Iowa Constitution and Iowa

Code Chapter 670, the City agrees to defend and indemnify and hold the State of lowa
and ABD harmless from any and all liabilities, damages, settlements, judgments, costs
and expenses, including reasonable governmental attorney’s fees and the costs and
expenses of attorney fees of other counsel required to defend the ABD, related to or
arising from any negligent or wrongful acts or omissions of the City in the performance
of this Agreement.

SECTION 12. CONTACT PERSON.

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28E AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF WEST DES MOINES, IOWA
AND MADISON COUNTY, IOWA

THIS AGREEMENT, made and entered into by and between Madison County, Iowa,
(which hereinafter may be referred to as Madison County or County) and the City of West Des
Moines, Iowa (which hereinafter may be referred to as West Des Moines or City), in accordance
with provisions of Chapter 28E, Code of Jowa, 2017. The purpose of this Agreement shall be to
provide joint exercise of the respective powers of the County and City hereto in connection with
the joint maintenance of certain roads and rights-of-way which are under the jurisdiction of both
the County and the City. This Agreement shall become binding upon each party after approval by
the City Council of West Des Moines and the Board of Supervisors of Madison County. This
document shall supersede any and all other documents pertaining to mutual agreement between
the City and the County for joint maintenance of certain roads and rights-of-way.

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, there are certain existing and corporate line roadways and rights-of-way and
new roadways and rights-of-way within areas surrounded by and included in the corporate
boundaries of the City and are presently being maintained by the County; and

WHEREAS, under Chapter 28E of the Code of Iowa, 2017, the County Board of Supervisors
for Madison County, as a public agency, may enter into an Agreement with the City of West Des
Moines, another public agency, to provide services to the mutual advantage of both agencies; and

WHEREAS, due to the changing character of certain roads by development of adjacent
properties, the County and City desire to execute an Agreement under the provisions of Chapter
28E, Code of Iowa, 2017, to provide for roadway and rights-of-way maintenance and services of
existing and new corporate boundary roadways within and adjoining the City and within Madison
County.

NOW, THEREFORE, THE PARTIES HERETO MUTUALLY AGREE AS
FOLLOWS:

1. Termination of Existing Agreements. The existing agreement between Madison County,
Iowa, and the City of West Des Moines, Iowa, established in accordance with provisions
of Chapter 28E, Code of Towa, and approved by the Madison County Board of Supervisors
on July 6, 2010, and the City Council of West Des Moines on June 14, 2010, and providing
for the joint maintenance by the County and the City of West Des Moines of certain
common roadways all within Madison County, Iowa, is herewith terminated and shall no
longer be in effect upon the approval and acceptance of this Agreement as provided herein.

2. SW Timberbrook Avenue/ Timberbrook Avenue (Between Dallas County Line and 105%

Street). Except as limited by the provisions of Paragraph 10 hereof, the County shall
perform all maintenance of this section of roadway including all minor and major roadway
surface and shoulder repair, shoulder mowing, trimming of trees and brush protruding into
the travel portion of the roadway, control of nuisance weeds, snow and ice removal, and
all traffic control related functions in accordance with the Manual on Uniform Traffic
Control Devices, including signing, traffic markings, necessary street lighting, traffic aids,
and determination of speed limits and their boundaries, for that portion of SW Timberbrook





Avenue/ Timberbrook Avenue between the Dallas County Line and 105th Street.

. 105™ Street (Between Timberbrook Avenue/ SW Timberbrook Avenue and Vintage

Avenue). Except as limited by the provisions of Paragraph 10 hereof, the County shall
perform all maintenance of this section of roadway including all minor and major roadway
surface and shoulder repair, shoulder mowing, trimming of trees and brush protruding into
the travel portion of the roadway, control of nuisance weeds, snow and ice removal, and
all traffic control related functions in accordance with the Manual on Uniform Traffic
Control Devices, including signing, traffic markings, necessary street lighting, traffic aids
and determination of speed limits and their boundaries, for that portion of 105™ Street with
shared jurisdiction between Timberbrook Avenue/ SW Timberbrook Avenue and Vintage
Avenue.

. SW Timber Ridge Lane/ Timber Ridge Lane (From 105% Street to the terminus of existing

roadway). Except as limited by the provisions of Paragraph 10 hereof, the County shall
perform all maintenance of this section of roadway including all minor and major roadway
surface and shoulder repair, shoulder mowing, trimming of trees and brush protruding into
the travel portion of the roadway, control of nuisance weeds, snow and ice removal, and
all traffic control related functions in accordance with the Manual on Uniform Traffic
Control Devices, including signing, traffic markings, necessary street lighting, traffic aids,
and determination of speed limits and their boundaries, for that portion of SW Timber
Ridge Lane between 105% Street north to the terminus of the roadway.

. Madison Avenue (From Union Lane east to the terminus of existing roadway). Except as

limited by the provisions of Paragraph 10 hereof, the County shall perform all maintenance
of this section of roadway including all minor and major roadway surface and shoulder
repair, shoulder mowing, trimming of trees and brush protruding into the travel portion of
the roadway, control of nuisance weeds, snow and ice removal, and all traffic control
related functions in accordance with the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices,
including signing, traffic markings, necessary street lighting, traffic aids, and determination
of speed limits and their boundaries, for that portion of Madison Avenue east of Union
Lane to the terminus of Madison Avenue.

. Valley View Lane (Between 105™ Street and Madison Avenue). Except as limited by the
provisions of Paragraph 10 hereof, the County shall perform all maintenance of this section
of roadway including all minor and major roadway surface and shoulder repair, shoulder
mowing, trimming of trees and brush protruding into the travel portion of the roadway,
control of nuisance weeds, snow and ice removal, and all traffic control related functions
in accordance with the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices, including signing,
traffic markings, necessary street lighting, traffic aids, and determination of speed limits
and their boundaries, for that portion of Valley View Lane north of 105%™ Street to Madison
Avenue.

. Madison Avenue (From Valley View Lane east to the terminus of existing roadway).

Except as limited by the provisions of Paragraph 10 hereof, the County shall perform all
maintenance of this section of roadway, including all minor and major roadway surface
and shoulder repair, shoulder mowing, trimming of trees and brush protruding into the
travel portion of the roadway, control of nuisance weeds, snow and ice removal, and all
traffic control related functions in accordance with the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control
Devices, including signing, traffic markings, necessary street lighting, traffic aids, and

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28E AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF WEST DES MOINES, IOWA,
AND WARREN COUNTY, IOWA

THIS AGREEMENT, made and entered into by and between Warren County, Iowa,
(which hereinafter may be referred to as “Warren County” or “County”) and the City of West
Des Moines, lowa (which hereinafter may be referred to as “West Des Moines”, or “City™), in
accordance with provisions of Chapter 28E, Code of Iowa, 2017. The purpose of this Agreement
shall be to provide joint exercise of the respective powers and duties of the County and City
hereto in connection with the joint maintenance of certain roads and rights-of-way which are
under the jurisdiction by both the County and the City. This Agreement shall become binding
upon each party after approval by the City Council of West Des Moines and the Board of
Supervisors of Warren County. This document shall supersede any and all other documents
pertaining to mutual agreement between the City and Warren County for joint maintenance of
certain roads and rights-of-way.

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, there are certain existing and corporate line roadways and rights-of-way and
new roadways and rights-of-way within areas surrounded by and included in the corporate
boundaries of the City and are presently being maintained by Warren County; and

WHEREAS, under Chapter 28E of the Code of Iowa, 2017, the County Board of
Supervisors for Warren County, as a public agency, may enter into an Agreement with the City
of West Des Moines, another public agency, to provide services to the mutual advantage of both
agencies; and

WHEREAS, there is an existing Agreement between the County and City in accordance
with provisions of Chapter 28E, Code of Iowa, 2017, providing for the joint maintenance and
servicing of corporate line road(s), within Warren County, lowa, and;

WHEREAS, due to the changing character of certain roads by development of adjacent
properties, the County and City desire to execute a revised Agreement under the provisions of
Chapter 28E, Code of Iowa, 2017, to provide for roadway and rights-of-way maintenance and
services of existing and new corporate boundary roadways within and adjoining the City and
within Warren County, as designated in Attachment A

NOW, THEREFORE, THE PARTIES HERETO MUTUALLY AGREE AS

3. S.E. 50 Street/20" Avenue (Between the West Des Moines Corporate Limits and

maintenance of the Road, including all minor and major roadway surface and shoulder
repair, shoulder mowing, snow and ice removal, and all traffic control related functions
in accordance with the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices, including signing,
traffic markings, signalization, necessary street lighting, traffic aids, determination of
speed limits and their boundaries. The City of West Des Moines will be responsible for
dust control activities where there are City of West Des Moines residents in close
proximity within its jurisdiction.

4. S.E. 35th Street/30™ Avenue (Between Adams Street and the West Des Moines
Corporate Limits)
Except as limited by the provisions of Paragraph 5 hereof, the City shall perform all
maintenance of the Road, including all minor and major roadway surface and shoulder
repair, shoulder mowing, snow and ice removal, and all traffic control related functions
in accordance with the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices, including signing,
traffic markings, signalization, necessary street lighting, traffic aids, determination of
speed limits and their boundaries. The City of West Des Moines will be responsible for
dust control activities where there are City of West Des Moines residents in close
proximity within its jurisdiction.

5. Any major construction or reconstruction within the public right-of-way of any road or
structures enumerated in this Agreement, including major construction or
reconstruction of roadway paving, bridges and ditches, shall be accomplished by
separate mutual agreement between the City and County. Major construction or
reconstruction shall include replacement and reconstruction of greater than 50 square
yards of contiguous or proximate paving or aggregate placement of more than 200 ton
per year.

6. This Agreement shall remain into effect for ten (10) years from the date it is filed with
the lowa Secretary of State provided, however, this agreement may be terminated at
any time by a resolution of the Warren County Board of Supervisors or the West Des
Moines City Council by giving ninety (90) days written notice of such intention to
terminate to the other party.

FINANCIAL IMPACT: Potentially up to $525,000 in grant funding.

BACKGROUND: The Des Moines Area Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPQ) is
accepting Surface Transportation Block Grant (STBG) / Transportation Alternative
Program (TAP) funding application from member governments, the lowa Department of
Transportation, and the Des Moines Metropolitan Transit Authority. Applications are due
December 8, 2017. The STBG/TAP program was formerly known as the Surface
Transportation Program or STP. The MPO will evaluate applications during January and
February 2018. The STBG funds will then be awarded to successful projects for Federal
Fiscal Year 2022.

The STBG program requires the recipient of the funds to commit non-federal matching
funds equal to at least 20 percent of the total project cost. The application currently
indicates City would commit 36% of the funds to the project. This would include $300,000
of budgeted CIP funds from the Woodland Hills Greenway.

The proposed project is the first phase of a trail within a major new greenway along Sugar
Creek located on the western side of the city. This phase includes a trail starting on the
north at Stagecoach Drive, running south along the west side of Sugar Creek, crossing
Sugar Creek, and then heading east to connect into Woodiand Hills Park and Greenway
(see attached map). Future phases of the trail will extend to the north connecting into the
Waukee trail system and to the south to a future trail along the Raccoon River. The Sugar
Creek Trail is an important part of the proposed 26.2 mile Marathon Loop.

come from Stormwater Utility Fees. The original cost of the project was $157,096.50. There were three 3
Change Orders on the project that totaled $3,066.64.

BACKGROUND:

Corell Contractor was working under an agreement dated September 19, 2016 for construction services for
the Walnut Woods Drive Culvert Replacement & 27th Street Culvert Repair. Work on this project included
the replacement of the existing timber bridge on SE Walnut Woods Drive just west of the soccer complex
entrance with an arched aluminum culvert.

A. The Consultant and the City acknowledge and agree that no amendment to this Agreement or
other form, order or directive may be issued by the City which requires additional compensable
work to be performed if such work causes the aggregate amount payable under the amendment,
order or directive to exceed the amount appropriated for this Agreement as listed in Section 3,
above, unless the Consultant has been given a written assurance by the City that lawful
appropriation to cover the costs of the additional work has been made.

B. The Consultant and the City further acknowledge and agree that no amendment to this
Agreement or other form, order or directive which requires additional compensable work to be
performed under this Agreement shall be issued by the City unless funds are available to pay
such additional costs, and the Consultant shall not be entitled to any additional compensation for
any additional compensable work performed under this Agreement. The Consultant expressly
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waives any right {o additional compensation, whether in law or equity, unless prior to commencing
the additional work the Consultant was given a written amendment, order or directive describing
the additional compensable work to be performed and setting forth the amount of compensation
to be paid, such amendment, order or directive to be signed by the authorized City representative.
It is the Consultant's sole responsibility to know, determine, and ascertain the authority of the City
representative signing any amendment, directive or order.

14. OWNERSHIP OF CONSULTING DOCUMENTS

All sketches, tracings, plans, specifications, reports, and other data prepared under this Agreement
shall become the property of the City; a reproducible set shall be delivered to the City at no additional
cost to the City upen completion of the plans or termination of the services of the Consultant. Alf
drawings and data shall be transmitted in a durable material, with electronic files provided when
feasible to do so. The Consultant’s liability for use of the sketches, tracings, plans, specifications,
reports, and other data prepared under this Agreement shall be limited to the Project.

15. INTERPRETATION

No amendment or modification of this Agreement shall be valid unless expressed in writing and
executed by the parties hereto in the same manner as the execution of the Agreement. This is a
completely integrated Agreement and contains the entire agreement of the parties; any prior written or
oral agreements shall be of no force or sffect and shall not be binding upon either party. The laws of
the State of lowa shall govern and any judicial action under the terms of this Agreement shall be
exclusively within the jurisdiction of the district court for Polk County, lowa.

16. COMPLIANCE WITH FEDERAL LAW

To the extent any federal appropriation has or will be provided for the Project, or any federal
requirement is imposed on the Project, Consultant agrees that Consultant will comply with all relevant
laws, rules and regulations imposed on City and/or Consultant necessary for receipt of the federal
appropriation. Consultant shall provide appropriate certification regarding Consultant's compliance.

17. SOLICITATION AND PERFORMANCE
A. The Consultant warrants that it has not employed or retained any company or person, other than a
bona fide employae working for the Consultant, to solicit or secure this Agreement, and that the

Consultant has not paid or agreed to pay any company or person other than a bona fide
employee, any fee, commission, percentage, brokerage fee, gift or contingent fee.

B. The Consultant shall not engage the services of any person or persons in the employ of the City at
the time of commencing such services without the written consent of the City.

18. SUSPENSION AND TERMINATION OF AGREEMENT

A. The right is reserved by the City to suspend this Agreement at any time. Such suspension may be
effected by the City giving written notice to the Consultant, and shall be effective as of the date
established in the suspension notice. Payment for Consultant's services shall be made by the
City for services performed to the date established in the suspension notice. Should the City
reinstate the work after notice of suspension, such reinstatement may be accomplished by thirty
(30) days written notice within a petiod of six (6) months after such suspension, unless this period
is extended by written consent of the Consultant.

B. Upon ten (10) days written notice to the Consultant, the City may terminate the Agreement at any
time if it is found that reasons beyond the control of either the City or Consultant make it
impossible or against the City's interest to complete the Agreement. In such case, the Consultant
shall have no claims against the City except for the value of the work performed up to the date the
Agreement is terminated.

C. The City may also terminate this Agreement at any time if it is found that the Consultant has
violated any material term or condition of this Agreement or that Consultant has failed to maintain
workers’ compensation insurance or other insurance provided for in this Agreement. In the event
of such default by the Consultant, the City may give ten (10) days written notice to the Consultant
of the City’s intent to terminate the Agreement. Consultant shall have ten (10) days from
notification to remedy the conditions constituting the default.

D. Inthe event that this Agreement is terminated in accordance with paragraph C of this section, the
City may take possession of any work and may complete any work by whatever means the City
may select. The cost of completing said work shall be deducted from the balance which would
have been due to the Consultant had the Agreement not been terminated and work completed in
accordance with contract documents.

E. The Consultant may terminate this Agreement if it is found that the City has violated any material
term or condition of this Agreement. In the event of such default by the City, the Consultant shall
give ten (10) days written notice to the City of the Consultant's intent to terminate the Agreement.
City shali have ten (10} days from notification to remedy the conditions constituting the default.

TAXES

The Caonsultant shall pay all sales and use taxes required to be paid to the State of lowa on the work
covered by this Agreement. The Consultant shall execute and deliver and shall cause any sub-
consultant or subcontractor to execute and deliver to the City certificates as required to permit the City
to make application for refunds of said sales and use taxes as applicable. The City is a municipal
corporation and not subject to state and local tax, use tax, or federal excise taxes.

SEVERABILITY

If any portion of this Agreement is held invalid or unenforceable by a court of competent jurisdiction,
the remaining portions of this Agreement shall continue in fult force and effect.

MISCELLANEQOUS HEADINGS

Title to articles, paragraphs, and subparagraphs are for information purposes only and shall not be
considered a substantive part of this Agreement.

FURTHER ASSURANCES

Each party hereby agrees to execute and deliver such additional instruments and documents and to
take all such other action as the other party may reasonably request from time to time in order to
effect the provisions and purposes of this Agreement.

COUNTERPARTS

This Agreement may be executed in any number of counterparts, each of which shall constitute an
original document, no other counterpart needing to be produced, and all of which when taken together
shall constitute the same instrument.

FINANCIAL IMPACT:

The cost of the Professional Services Agreement associated with the design of this project is anticipated not to
exceed $37,642.00 for Basic Services. In addition, the cost for performing Resident Consultant Services will not
exceed $3,920.00. Should the cost for the professional services be projected to exceed the amounts set forth in the
confract, staff would not authorize such expenditures without further approval by the City Council. All work will
be billed on an hourly basis using the established hourly fee structure as set forth in the contract. All costs for
these services can be paid from account no. 500.000.000.5250.495 with the ultimate funding intended to come
from General Funds.

BACKGROUND:

Approval of this action authonizes FEH Design to perform the professional services necessary for the modifications
to the fueling facility at the current Public Services Facility located at 560 South 16th Street. Modifications
include updating wiring & conduit, fuel pumps, fuel pump island, fuel master control system, and lighted canopy
as well as the addition of Diesel Exhaust Fluid (DEF) dispensary equipment necessary to comply with enhanced
emissions requirements. The fueling facility at the current Public Services Facility will still be highly utilized once
the new West Public Services Facility is constructed, so the need for these modifications is justified.

The Engineering Services Department retains professional consultants based on their past work experience,
qualifications of their staff, familiarity with the project, manpower availability, and past performance. Once a firm
has been selected based on the above criteria, City staff then negotiates a fee with the consultant for performing the
desired scope of services. City staff attempts, whenever feasible, to distribute professional services work on an
equitable basis to qualified firms maintaining local metropolitan area offices who have expressed interest in
working for the City of West Des Moines.

AGREEMENT FOR PROFESSIONAL CONSULTING SERVICES

This Agreement is made and entered into this day of . 2017, by and between
the CITY OF WEST DES MOINES, a municipal corporation, hereinafter referred to as “City", and

the State of lowa, party of the second part, hereinafter referred to as “Consultant” as follows:

THE CITY HEREBY AGREES TO RETAIN THE CONSULTANT FOR THE PROJECT AS DESCRIBED
IN THIS AGREEMENT AND CONSULTANT AGREES TO PERFORM THE PROFESSIONAL SERVICES
AND FURNISH THE NECESSARY DOCUMENTATION FOR THE PROJECT AS GENERALLY
DESCRIBED IN THIS AGREEMENT.

1. SCOPE OF SERVICES

Services provided under this Agreement for the Public Services Fueling Facility Modification (Project
No. 0510-080-2017) shall be as further described in Attachment 1, Scope of Services.

2. SCHEDULE

The schedule of the professional services to be performed shall conform to the Schedule set forth in
Attachment 2. Any deviations from the Schedule shall be approved by the authorized City
representative. The City agrees that the Consuitant is not responsible for delays arising from a change
in the scope of services, a change in the scale of the Project or delays resulting from causes not
directly or indirectly related to the actions of the Consultant.

3. COMPENSATION

A. In consideration of the professional services provided herein, the City agrees to pay the
Consultant the following sum NOT-TO-EXCEED, including any authorized reimbursable
expenses, pursuant to the Schedule of Fees set forth in Attachment 3.

B. The Consultant shall invoice the City monthly for services, any reimbursable expenses and any
approved amendments to this Agreement, based upon services actually completed at the time of
the invoice. Final payment shall be due and payable within 30 days of the City's acceptance of
Consultant’s submission of final deliverables in accordance with the Scope of Services.

C. In consideration of the compensation paid to the Consultant, the Consultant agrees to perform all
professional services to the satisfaction of the City by performing the professional services in a
manner consistent with that degree of care and skill ordinarily exercised by members of
Consultant's profession currently practicing under similar circumstances. If the performance of
this Agreement involves the services of others or the furnishing of equipment, supplies, or
materials, the Consultant agrees to pay for the same in full.

4. INSURANCE

A. Consultant understands and agrees that Consultant shall have no right of coverage under any and
all existing or future City comprehensive, self or personal injury policies. Consultant shall provide
insurance coverage for and on behalf of Consultant that will sufficiently protect Consultant or
Consultant’ representative(s} in connection with the professional services which are to be
provided by Consultant pursuant to this Agreement, including protection from claims for bodily

injury, death, property damage, and lost income. Consultant shall provide worker's compensation
insurance coverage for Consultant and all Consultant's personnel. Consultant shall file applicable
insurance certificates with the City, and shall also provide evidence of the following additional
coverage.

B. The Consultant shall provide evidence of comprehensive general liability coverage and
contractual liability insurance by an insurance company licensed to do business in the State of
lowa in the limits of at least $1,000,000 each personal injury accident and/or death; $1,000,000
general aggregate perscnal injury and/or death; and $1,000,000 for each property damage
accident. The evidence shall designate the City as an additional insured, and that it cannot be
canceled or materially altered without giving the City at least thirty (30) days writien notice by
registered mail, return receipt requested.

C. The Consultant shall also provide evidence of automobile liability coverage in the limits of at least
$1,000,000 bodily injury and property damage combined. The evidence shall designate the City
as an additional insured, and that it cannot be cancelled or materially altered without giving the
City at least thirty (30) days written notice by registered mail, return receipt requested.

D. The Consultant shall provide evidence of professional liability insurance, by an insurance
company licensed to do business in the State of lowa, in the limit of $1,000,000 for claims arising
out of the professicnal liability of the Consultant. Consultant shall provide City written notice within
five (5) days by registered mail, return receipt requested of the cancellation or material alteration
of the professional liability policy.

E. Failure of Consultant to maintain any of the insurance coverages set forth above shall constitute a
material breach of this Agreement.

NOTICE

Any notice to the parties required under this agreement shall be in writing, delivered to the person

BACKGROUND: A number of communities in the Des Moines metro area of Polk County
have approved motions or resolutions requesting that the question of imposing a local sales and
services tax be submitted to the registered voters of Polk County. Upon receipt of motions or
resolutions from incorporated and/or unincorporated areas of Polk County representing more
than half the population of the county, the Polk County Commissioner of Elections is required by
state law to establish an election date and publish notice of the ballot proposition concerning the
imposition of the local sales and services tax.

The City of West Des Moines was among the first to pass a resolution requesting an election,
having done so on November 27, 2017. Although the Commissioner of Elections has not
established an election date, on December 4, 2017 the City of Des Moines approved a similar
resolution, assuring that the population requirement will be met.

As provided by state code, each taxing entity is allowed to provide a revenue allocation
statement for submission on the ballot indicating how the one percent sales tax revenue will be
spent. The proposed allocation statement in the attached Resolution is similar to the allocation
statement submitted by the City Council and approved by the voters of Dallas County in the
November 7, 2017 election approving the imposition of the local sales and services tax, with two
changes: the phrase “the construction of public parks, recreational facilities and trails” was
changed to “the construction of public parks, sports and recreational facilities and trails” and the
phrase “and public library uses” was added.

WHEREAS, following approval on November 27, 2017, and in accordance with the
provisions of lowa Code Section 423B.1(4)(b), the Resolution was submitted by the City of West
Des Moines to the Polk County Commissioner of Elections and to the Board of Supervisors of
Polk County; and

WHEREAS, Jowa Code 423B requires the question of the imposition of a local sales and
services tax to be submitted to the registered voters of the incorporated and unincorporated areas
of the county upon receipt by the county commissioner of elections of a motion or resolution
requesting such submission, adopted by the governing body or bodies of the city or cities located
within the county or of the county, for the unincorporated areas of the county, representing at
least one half of the population of the county; and

WHEREAS, if the Polk County Commissioner of Elections establishes an election date
for consideration of imposition of the local option sales and services tax following submission of
motions or resolutions adopted by the governing bodies of the cities located within the county
and of Polk County, for the unincorporated area of the county, representing at least one half of
the population of the county, the City of West Des Moines requests inclusion in the ballot
measure, as provided by lowa Code 423B, a statement regarding the manner in which the
revenue from the sales and services tax will be allocated in the City of West Des Moines; and

WHEREAS, as a municipality in which a portion of its corporate limits are located
within the jurisdiction of Polk County, the voters of West Des Moines residing in Polk County
shall be eligible to vote in the election; and

WHEREAS, following input and discussion, the City Council of the City of West Des
Moines has determined that an appropriate allocation of revenue to be derived from the
implementation of the one percent local option sales and services tax is for direct city property
tax reduction and all legal uses authorized by the state of Iowa, including use for public parks,

WHEREAS, the City Council has further determined that it is in the best interest of the
City that the ballot measure for the implementation of the local option sales and services tax not
contain a sunset provision regarding its termination.

ORDINANCE: Approval of Second Reading, Waive Third and Adoept in Final Form
FINANCIAL IMPACT: Undetermined.

BACKGROUND: At the last Iowa legislative session, legislation was adopted that allows distilleries to sell their
products by the glass for on-site consumption with the proper liquor license. This new legislation goes into effect on
January 1, 2018. Because of this new legislation, staff reviewed City code and found that SIC 2085, Distillery was not
specifically listed, however, SIC 208, Beverages (which distilleries would fall under) was listed as a Permitted
Conditional Use in Business Park and Light Industrial zoning and permitted by right in General Industrial zoning.
Nothing in the code addressed tasting rooms for on-site consumption associated with a distillery. Staff determined
that because the liquor will be sold retail, a tasting room operates similar to a bar versus free tasting with prospective
retailers of the product as would be done as part of the wholesale of the liquor. Per a recent change to City Code,
taprooms associated with a brewery are allowed in the same zoning districts in which distilleries are allowed. To be
consistent with that recent City Code change, staff requests approval of an ordinance amendment to define tasting
rooms, to allow tasting rooms in association with a distillery as a permitted conditional use in the General Industrial,
Light Industrial, Business Park, and other commercial districts and to establish requirements for area coverage,
licensing, and parking.

History: The subject property was annexed into the City in 2003 as a part of the Mills Civic Parkway Annexation. A
Comprehensive Plan Amendment was approved for the property changing the land use designation from Office to
Regional Commercial. The property was platted in 2014 along with a Specific Plan Ordinance outlining the
development requirements for the property. In October of 2017, the Board of Adjustment approved the use of the
property for SIC 4225, Self-service storage facility — interior unit access with o outside storage yard.

City Council Subcommittee: This item was presented to the Development and Planning City Council
Subcommittee on November 13, 2017, as an informational item only. No discussion was had and no disagreement
with the proposal was expressed.

Staff Review and Comment: This request was distributed to other City departments and other agencies for their
review and comment. There are no outstanding issues, Staff would summarize the following:

*  Plan & Zoning Commission and City Council Review of Permitted Conditional Uses: Based on input from
the Board of Adjustment, who considers Permitted Conditional Uses, Staff will be amending City Code to
require that the Plan & Zoning Commission and City Council review the site plans for Permitted Conditional
Uses. The Board of Adjustment will continue to review the appropriateness of the proposed land use that is
being requested with the Permitted Conditional Use, but will defer the site plan review to the P&Z and City
Council. To keep projects moving forward, this request is being brought to the P&Z and City Council now
for review, since the use of the property as an indoor storage facility has already been approved by the Board
of Adjustment.

*  [nterior Unit Access Self-Storgge: In December of 2016, the City Council passed a City Code amendment
allowing indoor self-storage facilities in commercial zoning districts if the architecture of the building was
designed so that it looked like a retail building or building type permitted in that zoning district from the
outside, retail uses were incorporated on the first floor to avoid a ‘dead’ building within a commercial area,
and also if it could be demonstrated that the parking requirements for a permitted reuse of the building could
be met on the site in the event the building was converted to a permitted use in the future.

Site Layout and Building Architecture

The proposed building will be situated along the north building setback with
parking and the main entrance to the west. The west facade will have rental office
additional retail/office space for lease on the first and second floors. A hardscape
plaza will be provided at the northwest corner of the building for the use of
tenants, employees and visitors.

An access drive will extend along the south side of the building and an overhead
door opening will be provided at the basement level for vehicle access to an
enclosed loading area. Loading activities will be completely screened by the
enclosed loading area. The access drive will then extend along the east side of the
building to a secondary site entrance. Along the east side of the building will be
additional parking and a secondary swinging door access to the loading area. This
access drive will also serve as a Fire Department Access Road for the property and
building.

Applicant’s Request: Chuck Bishop, Bishop Engineering, representing Mian Inc. with permission from Hy Vee Inc.
is requesting approval of a phased site plan for property located at 605 S. 50™ Street (see Attachment B — Location
Map and Attachment C - Site Plan). The site plan includes in total a 17,000 sq. fi. retail center for the site. Phase one
of the project will include construction of approximately 8,030 sq. fi. of retail space for the IHOP restaurant as the
corner anchor tenant and two additional retail spaces to the west. The remaining 8,970 sq. ft. of the retail center will
be constructed as a future phase two for the development.

History: The property is part of the Wistful Vista Planned Unit Development and has a zoning of Support
Commercial. The property was recently part of a Plat of Survey to subdivide the original parcel into two lots (POS-
003627-2017). The property currently is vacant. A grading plan for this site was previously approved by the
Commission on November 20, 2017 to enable the owner to start site grading in preparation for development.

City Council Subcommittee: This itern was presented to the Development and Planning City Council Subcommitiee
on October 2, 2017, as a full site plan. The Subcommittee is supportive of the site plan.

Staff Review and Comment: This request was distributed to other City departments and other agencies for their
review and comment. There are no outstanding issues. Staff notes the following for the site plan:

o  Phased Site Plan: A previous grading plan has been approved for the site io allow the applicant the
opportunity to start earth work on the property. The applicant is still working with staff to complete some of
the overall details of the site plan for architecture, screening, and site lighting as well as some minor
corrections to the text on the site plan documents.

FINANCIAL IMPACT:

This propesed Ordinance amendment should have little financial impact to the City, other than the review and
processing of license applications.

BACKGROUND:

Towa Code Chapter 152C provides for the licensing of individual massage therapists. Due to complaints and
possible criminal activity occurring at some local massage therapy businesses, a few Iowa cities have enacted or are
considering adopting ordinances that regulate the businesses themselves. West Des Moines has begun to experience
some of these same issues at a handful of massage therapy businesses located within the City. The City’s Police
Department believes that it is necessary to enact an ordinance to reguiate massage therapy businesses to discourage
and remove any and all such businesses that engage in illegal activities from the City. It is important to regulate the
businesses and not just the individuals working at massage therapy establishments. It is also the intention of this
ordinance to help eliminate prostitution and human trafficking that may be occurring within the City through a
handful of these establishments. It is not the intention of this ordinance to discourage legitimate, licensed massage
therapists or massage therapy businesses from providing their services in West Des Moines,

The Public Safety City Council subcommittee recommended this proposed ordinance at its meeting held on
December 1, 2017.

ORDINANCE NO.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CITY CODE OF THE CITY OF WEST DES MOINES,
IOWA, 2014, BY ADDING TITLE 3, “BUSINESS AND LICENSING”, CHAPTER 6, “MASSAGE
ESTABLISHMENTS AND TECHNICIANS”

BRE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF WEST DES MOINES, IOWA:

SECTION 1: Title 3, Chapter 6, Sections 1 — 13 is hereby amended by adding the following text.

3.-6-1: PURPOSE.

State of Iowa licensed massage therapists and businesses offering massage therapy services perform an
important service in addressing the health and well-being of West Des Moines residents. Unfortunately,
there are businesses that advertise they provide massage therapy and/or other therapeutic services, but
they engage in various illegal activities, which may include prostitution and/or human trafficking. It is
not the intention of this ordinance to discourage legitimate, licensed massage therapists or massage
therapy businesses from providing their services within West Des Moines. The purpose of this ordinance
is to identify and address businesses that engage in the practice of massage therapy without valid licenses
and/or are involved in illegal activities, which may include prostitution and/or human trafficking.
Businesses providing massage therapy, but also conducting various types of illegal activity, are harmful
to the health, safety, and welfare of the City and negatively impact the massage therapy profession. The
implementation of this ordinance will better enable the City to proactively screen, monitor, and remove
businesses that engage in illegal activity.

3-6-2: DEFINITIONS.

For the purposes of this Chapter, the following words and phrases have the meanings herein set forth,
unless it is apparent from the context that a different meaning is intended.

A. “Applicant” means any person, firm, corporation, or other legal entity applying for a license to
operate a massage therapy business.

B. “Employee” means any person who performs any service on the premises of a massage therapy
business on a full time, part time, or contract basis, regardless of whether the person is considered
an employee, independent contractor, agent, apprentice, trainee, or otherwise.

C. “License” means permission granted by competent authority to exercise a certain privilege that,
without such authorization, would constitute an illegal act. The document that confers permission
to a person engaged in massage therapy shall be issued by the State of Iowa Board of Massage
Therapy. Massage therapy business licenses shall be issued by the City of West Des Moines.

D. “Massage patron” means any person who receives, or pays to receive, a massage or massage
services from a massage therapist for value.

E. “Massage therapist” means a person licensed to practice the health care service of the healing art
of massage therapy under Iowa Code Chapter 152C.

F. “Massage therapy” means performance for compensation of massage, myotherapy, massotherapy,
bodywork, bodywork therapy, or therapeutic massage, including hydrotherapy, superficial hot





and cold applications, vibration and topical applications, or other therapy which involves
manipulation of the muscle and connective tissue of the body, excluding osseous tissue, to treat
the muscle tonus system for the purpose of enhancing health, muscle relaxation, increasing range
of motion, reducing stress, relieving pain, or improving circulation.

G. “Massage therapy business” means any business or place of business, including mobile,
temporary, and transient businesses, wherein, or on whose behalf, any of the treatments,
techniques, or methods of treatment referred to as “massage therapy” are administered, practiced,
used, given, or applied.

H. “Premises” means the real property, or portion thereof, upon which the massage therapy business
is located, including but not limited to, the buildings, grounds, private walkways, parking lots,
and parking garages through which the business has access, control, or ownership.

I. “Reflexology” means manipulation of the soft tissues of the human body which is restricted to the
hands, feet, or ears, performed by persons who do not hold themselves out to be massage
therapists or to be performing massage therapy.

J.  “Specified criminal activity” means any of the following specified crimes:

(1) Any crime identified in Iowa Code Chapter 709 — Sexual Abuse (2017), Iowa Code Chapter
710 — Kidnapping and Related Offenses (2017), or Iowa Code Chapter 710A — Human
Trafficking (2017);

(2) Prostitution, leasing premises for prostitution, pimping, or pandering, as those crimes have
been identified in Iowa Code Chapter 725 (2017), or any crime identified in Iowa Code
Chapter 726 — Protection of the Family and Dependent Persons (2017);

(3) Any crime identified in Iowa Code Chapter 728 — Obscenity (2017);

(4) Any crime that requires sex offender registration pursuant to lowa Code Chapter 692A — Sex
Offender Registry (2017);

(5) Any crime involving serious injury or death to another person, robbery, burglary, felony theft,
fraud, forgery, identity theft, aggravated harassment, or stalking; and

(6) Any criminal offense in another jurisdiction that, had the predicate act(s) been committed in
Iowa, would have constituted any of the foregoing offenses.

3-6-3: LICENSE REQUIRED.

No person, firm, corporation, or other legal entity shall operate a massage therapy business, either
exclusively or in connection with another business, without first obtaining a license from the City as
provided in this Chapter. Licenses shall be subject to renewal on an annual basis. A separate license
shall be obtained for each business or place of business. The licensee shall display the license ina
prominent place in the licensed business at all times.

3-6-4: LICENSE FEEK.

At the time of submittal of a massage therapy business license application, the applicant shall pay to the
City Clérk the applicable license fee. The City Council shall establish the amount of the license fee for
initial and renewal licenses by resolution. Any licenses surrendered, suspended, or revoked prior to the
date of expiration shall not be entitled to a refund of any portion of the license fee.





3-6-5: LICENSE APPLICATION.

Application for a massage therapy business license shall be submitted on forms provided by the City
Clerk’s office. The application shall include the following information:

A

The address of the massage therapy business property and documentation establishing the
applicant’s interest in the premises on which the business will be located, which shall be in the
form of a lease, deed, or other document that establishes the applicant’s interest in the property.
The fuli legal name, date of birth, and residential address of each applicant, owner, manager,
employee, agent, contractor, or other person who is or will be present on the premises to perform
massage therapy, regardless of the legal relationship between the licensee and the persons
performing massage therapy services.

Dates and locations of other places the applicant has owned or operated as a massage therapy
business.

Each new applicant, owner, manager, employee, agent, contractor, or other person who is or will
be present on the premises to perform massage therapy, who resides in the State of Iowa, shall
provide, at the applicant’s expense, an officially sealed State of Towa Division of Criminal
Investigation (DCI} personal background check to the City, which is dated no more than thirty
(30) days prior to the application, Those who do not reside in the State of Iowa shall provide, at
the applicant’s expense, an equivalent personal background check from the applicant’s state of
residence.

Each new applicant, owner, manager, employee, agent, contractor, or other person who is or will
be present on the premises to perform massage therapy shall be fingerprinted and photographed
by the City’s police department at the applicant’s expense.

A statement as to whether each applicant, owner, manager, employee, agent, contractor, or other
person providing massage therapy on behalf of the massage therapy business has ever been
convicted of specified criminal activity as defined in this Chapter. The statement shall include
details regarding the type of each charge and the date and location of the incident(s) in question.
A statement as to whether the applicant, owner, manager, employee, agent, contractor, or other
person providing massage therapy on behalf of the massage therapy business has had any license
to perform massage therapy denied, revoked, or suspended in any city, county, state, or any
country and the reason for the denial, revocation, or suspension.

A copy of a state government issued photo identification of each new applicant, owner, manager,
employee, agent, contractor, or other person present on the premises who has or will provide
massage therapy, or other proof that the person is legally authorized to work in the United States.
Provide proof of current State of lowa massage therapy licenses for all persons present on the
premises who have or will provide massage therapy.

All applicants and licensees shall be required to promptly notify the City during the application
review or the term of the license if there are any new owners, managers, employees, agents,
contractors, or other persons who are or will be present on the premises to perform massage
therapy and shall immediately submit updated information to the City pursuant to this Chapter,
including but not limited to a personal background check, photographing, fingerprinting, and
proof of identification, as well as any amendments to the statements provided as required by this
Chapter.

3-6-6: GRANTING OR DENIAL OF LICENSE.

License applications shall be reviewed by the City and the City shall either grant or deny the license. The
City shall inform the applicant regarding the reasons for a license denial.





3-6-7: CONDITIONS GOVERNING ISSUANCE.

A. No license shall be issued if the applicant or any of its owners, managers, employees, contractors,
agents, or other persons performing massage therapy at the massage therapy business has a
criminal conviction for specified criminal activity as defined in this Chapter or who is a registered
sex offender. No license shall be issued if the applicant has been denied a license by another
community unless the applicant has provided the City with sufficient proof that the basis for the
license denial has been remedied.

B. Licenses shall be issued only if the applicant and all of its owners, managers, employees,
contractors, agents, or other persons performing massage therapy at the massage therapy business
are free of convictions for specified criminal activity as defined in this Chapter or which relate
directly to such person’s ability or fitness to legally and safely perform the duties and discharge
the responsibilities of the licensed activity.

C. Licenses shall only be issued to applicants who have provided ail of the information requested in
the application, have paid required license fees, and have cooperated with the City during its
review of the application.

D. Ifissued, the license shall be displayed in a conspicuous place on the business premises so that it
can be readily seen by the public upon entering the business.

3-6-8: LICENSE PERIOD.

Licenses shall be granted by the City on an annual, calendar year basis. Each license issued shall
terminate on December 31 of that year. Licensees shall obtain a renewal license from the City
prior to expiration of an existing license. Licensees shall apply to the City for a renewal license
by December 1 of that year to allow the City sufficient time to review a license renewal
application.

3-6-9: EXEMPTIONS.
This Chapter shall not apply to the following businesses:

A. Businesses who employ or provide the services of persons who are licensed to practice medicine
or surgery, osteopathic medicine or surgery, chiropractic, cosmetology arts and sciences, or
podiatry in the State of Iowa; or athletic trainers, nurses, occupational therapists, physical
therapists, or physician assistants licensed, certified, or registered in the State of JTowa or acting
under the prescription or supervision of a person licensed to practice medicine or surgery or
osteopathic medicine and surgery in the State of Iowa.

B. Massage therapists who are employed or are contracted to perform massage therapy in a business
identified in Section 3-6-8(A) of this Code.

C. Businesses who employ or provide the services of persons who are licensed, registered, or
certified in another state, territory, the District of Columbia, or a foreign country when
incidentally and temporarily present in the State of Iowa to teach a course of instruction related to
massage and bodywork therapy.





Businesses which offer the services of students enrolled in a program recognized by the State of
Towa Board of Massage Therapy while completing a clinical requirement for graduation
performed under the supervision of a licensed person.

Businesses who employ or provide the services of persons practicing reflexclogy.

Businesses who employ or provide the services of persons engaged within the scope of practice
of a profession with established standards and ethics utilizing touch, words, and directed
movement to deepen awareness of existing patterns of movement in the body as well as to
suggest new possibilities of movement, provided that the practices performed or services
rendered are not designated or implied to be massage therapy. Such practices include, but are not
limited to, the Feldenkrais method, the Trager approach, and mind-body centering.

Business who employ or provide the services of persons engaged within the scope of practice of a
profession with established standards and ethics in which touch is limited to that which is
essential for palpitation and affectation of the human energy system, provided that the practices
performed or services rendered are not designated or implied to be massage therapy.

Business who employ or provide the services of persons incidentally present in the State of lowa
to provide services as part of an emergency response team working in conjunction with disaster
relief officials.

3-6-10: GROUNDS FOR DENIAL, SUSPENSION, OR REVOCATION OF LICENSE.

In addition to any other reasons set forth in this Chapter, it shall be grounds for denial, suspension, and/or
revocation of a massage therapy application or business license if one or more of the following conditions
have occurred:

A,

If the applicant or licensee has not complied with or has a history of violations of the laws and
ordinances that might adversely impact public health or safety.

If the applicant or licensee solicits or advertises to offer services that are in violation of this
Chapter.

If the applicant or licensee has been convicted of any violation, reasonable related to the activity
to be or that has been licensed, or has occurred on the licensed premises, of any city ordinance,
state statute, or federal law.

If there has been any fraud or deception involved in the license application process.

If the licensee has been found to be in control or possession of any narcotic drugs or controlled
substances on the business premises for which they are licensed to operate, possession of which is
illegal as defined by city ordinance, state statute, or federal law.

If the applicant or licensee has engaged in willful disregard of health or safety codes and
regulations.

If the applicant fails to provide all of the information required by this Chapter, including any
failure to promptly submit updated information.

If the licensee permits an unlicensed individual or unlicensed individuals to conduct massage
therapy services at the licensee’s premises.

If the licensee refuses to allow any police officers or government officials to inspect the premises
or operations.

Tf the licensee has been found to be in violation of the provisions of this Chapter or the lowa
Code.

If the business promotes its services through websites that are known to advertise services that are
illegal.

NOTICE; APPEAL.

Notice: The City Clerk shall have the applicant or licensee served with notice either in person or
by regular mail to the licensee’s address shown on the license application notifying the licensee
of the license denial, suspension, or revocation and the specific reason(s) for such action. The
applicant or licensee shall be prohibited from any further activities covered by the license during
the term of any suspension or revocation, including during any appeal periods unless otherwise
allowed by court order.

The applicant or licensee shall have ten (10) calendar days from the date of the notice to appeal
the City’s denial, suspension, or revocation of a massage therapy business license. The appeal
must be in writing and filed with the City Clerk during normal City Hall business hours. The
municipal code hearing officer, as provided in section 4-4-9 of this Code, shall hear the appeal
and may reverse, modify, or affirm the City’s decision.

The applicant or licensee or the City may then appeal an adverse decision by the municipal code
hearing officer to the Polk County, lowa, District Court within thirty (30) calendar days from the
date of the hearing officer’s decision.

Failure to appeal any decision within the provided time frame shall constitute 2 waiver of any
right to contest the decision.

RESTRICTIONS AND REGULATIONS.

Compliance with Law. The licensee and all of its employees and contractors shall comply with
all applicable regulations and laws of the City and State of Iowa.

Person in Charge. If the applicant or licensee is a partnership, corporation, or other legal entity,
the applicant or licensee shall designate a local representative to serve as agent for service of
notices and other process relating to the business and provide the local representative’s telephone
number, e-mail address, and mailing address. The applicant or licensee shall promptly notify the
City Clerk in writing of any change to the identity or contact information of the local
representative.

Hours of Business. The licensed premises shall not be open for business nor shall patrons be
permitted on the premises between the hours of 10:00 p.m. and 7:00 a.m. No person shall be or
remain inside the licensed premises between the hours of 11 :00 p.m. and 6:00 a.m.





D. Each licensed business shall have at least one licensed massage therapist on the premises at all
hours that the business is occupied by patrons or is open to the public. If, during an inspection,
there is no licensed massage therapist on the premises, the business must cease operations and
close until a licensed massage therapist is on the premises.

3-6-13: UNLAWFUL ACTS; PENALTY.

A. A person who commits or attempts to commit, conspires to commit, or aids or abets in the
commission of an act constituting a violation of this Chapter, whether individually or in
connection with one or more persons, or as principal, agent, or accessory, has committed an
unlawful act for purposes of this Chapter. A person who falsely, frandulently, forcibly, or
willfully, induces, causes, coerces, permits, or directs another person to violate a provision of this
Chapter has also committed an unlawful act for purposes of this Chapter.

B. Commission of any act declared unlawful and in violation of the provisions of this Chapter shall
constitute a simple misdemeanor punishable as provided in Section 5-2-1 of this Code. Failure to
comply with the provisions of this Chapter shall also constitute a municipal infraction punishable
pursuant to Section 1-4-1 of this Code.

SECTION 2. REPEALER. All Ordinances or parts of Ordinances in conflict with the provision of this
Ordinance are hereby repealed.

SECTION 3. SAVINGS CLAUSE. If any section, provision, sentence, clause, phrase, or part of this
Ordinance shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of
the Ordinance as a whole or any provision, section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase, or part hereof not
adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.

SECTION 4. EFFECTIVE DATE. This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its
passage, adoption, and publication as required by law.
