Mayor Steven K. Gaer opened the regularly scheduled meeting of the City Council of West Des
Moines, Iowa, in the Council Chambers of the West Des Moines City Hall on Monday, February

He also highlighted a
number of actions taken by the City towards that goal, including participation in the West Des
Moines School District’s community equity, diversity and multicultural conversation series, the
work of the Human Rights Commission, and the proposed ordinance requiring non-
discrimination language in contracts.

Julie Stauch, 4712 Westwood Drive, spoke about the recent incident of alleged racial profiling at
a retail store, and she stated this is a community issue and called for the Mayor and Council to
stand in opposition to such behavior. She expressed appreciation for the City’s efforts on
inclusivity and stated she hopes to see those efforts continue.

On Item 3. Council/Manager/Other Entities Reports:

Council member Hardman reported she attended a meeting of the Public Safety Subcommittee,
where updates were given on the Police Department’s implementation of body cameras and their
recruitment open house coming up on February 17. She also reported she attended a number of
ribbon cutting ceremonies at new businesses. She also reported she received a number of phone
calls regarding the recent incident of alleged racial profiling at a retail store, and she concurs
with the Mayor’s comments.
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Carole Chambers, President/CEQO of the West Des Moines Chamber of Commerce, provided an
update on the organization’s activities over the past year, noting their membership has increased
by more than 25 percent.

Jamie Letzring, Deputy City Manager, reported staff had directed the City’s lobbyist to register
the City in support of HSB 552/SSB 3107, which addresses 911 emergency communication
systems. The Mayor and Council agreed with that position.

Ms. Letzring also reported staff had directed the City’s lobbyist to register the City as opposed to
HF 2063, which would revise tax increment financing laws to the detriment of the City, and in
favor of HF 2103, which would allow ground emergency transportation providers to receive
supplemental reimbursements from the Federal Government for uncompensated care costs for
Medicaid patients. The Mayor and Council agreed with that position.

Ms. Letzring also reported staff recommends the Council vote to register as opposed to HSB
568/SSB 3110, which addresses lease-purchase agreements. She stated the bill’s current
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language is very broad and could impede on the City’s participation in public-private
partnerships and economic development grants.

The Mayor and Council held discussion on HSB 568/SSB 3110 and agreed that, due to the
ambiguity of the bill, the City should register as opposed.

Mayor Gaer stated that the City recently went through an RFP process for legal services, and
Dorsey & Whitney, LLP has been retained for legal counsel regarding economic development
and bond financing matters. He then invited attorneys Dave Grossklaus and John Danos to

introduce themselves.

Mr. Grossklaus and Mr. Danos stated they are excited to serve the City as its legal counsel and
look forward to working with the staff and elected officials.

It was moved by Sandager, second by Hardman to approve Motion - Direct Staff to Register the
City as Opposed to HSB 568/SSB 3110

ITEM: Resolution Approving Certain Fees and Charges DATE: February 20, 2018
Effective Immediately

FINANCIAL IMPACT: The adjustment of fees will have an unknown but slight increase to overall revenues.

BACKGROUND: The attached listing represents a consolidation of all of the City’s various rates, fees, and
charges into one document. The intent of providing a consolidated list to Council is to allow for a simpler
review and update process. The list also serves as a resource to help staff consistently apply rates and
charges across the City. The overall document was first approved by Council in June of 2014 and has been
regularly updated since that time. Due to changing circumstances, selected rates/charges/fees have
recently been reviewed by staff and the following adjustments are proposed at this time:

1. On January 22, 2018, the City Council reviewed the first reading of an amendment to city code to
separate the review process for Permitted Conditional (Pc) Use permit into two phases: one for review
of the land use and one for the review of the site plan if there are site improvements proposed. The
reason the process was being separated was that the Board of Adjustment felt that the site plans often
associated with Pc permits were better reviewed by the Plan & Zoning Commission and City Council.
The Development and Planning City Council Subcommittee agreed and the amendment changes the
process in the Zoning title of the code.

With the change in process, staff is proposing to create of a new application form for the review of the
land use only and a lower fee for this application is appropriate, as it will now be a separate review with
applicable staff time devoted to the review and processing of the application. Staff recommends that
the fee be established at $100.00 after consideration of the staff time for review and the relative weight
of the application fee compared to the other, more time-consuming development application fees.

This new fee was discussed by the Finance & Administration Committee on January 24, 2018, and
approval was recommended.

2. With the advent of body worn cameras at WDMPD, a number of factors have now come into play in
regards to releasing the videos to the media and to the public. Currently our pricing structure is set at
$25 per disc. To be in compliance with changing laws and privacy rights and standards, we will be
forced to redact media that is released. This includes, but is not limited to, body worn camera video, in-
car camera video, station surveillance video, and photographs taken by officers. The redaction process
can vary based on the type and content of the media. As such, | am suggesting that we change our
current pricing model to the one below. This is a rate based on time, rather than quantity of videos. This
model echoes the model set by the Des Moines Police Department.

e Copies of paper reports will remain at $5.00 /each.
e Media will be billed at $15.00 for the first 15 minutes, then $10.00 for each additional minute. This
is the time spent preparing the media, this includes reviewing and redacting the videos. Time spent

actually creating the copy (burning the disc) will not be charged

This change to the existing fee was discussed by the Public Safety Committee on February 3, 2018, and
approval was recommended.

West Des Moines Water Works will reimburse the City as outlined in the policy for water
infrastructure construction associated with City projects.

BACKGROUND:

The City and West Des Moines Water Works (WDMWW) frequently collaborate on public road and
sewer improvement projects. These City improvement projects often affect existing and proposed
water infrastructure. Where possible, City projects accommodate the installation, relocation, repair,
and adjustment of this water infrastructure. After the City project is accepted City Staff prepare an
invoice for water related work to be reimbursed by WDMWW. These invoices range from hundreds
to millions of dollars. On occasion the amount of reimbursement has been disputed. Staff from the
City and WDMWW agreed a formal policy establishing the criteria and procedure for construction
cost reimbursement would be beneficial to both parties.

A joint meeting of the Finance & Administration Council Subcommittee and WDMWW Finance &
Audit Committee occurred on July 26, 2017. The committees recommended establishing five (5)
different reimbursement scenarios as described below:

1. Requested Work (100% WDMWW cost): Requested modification or construction of water
infrastructure by WDMWW to realize efficiency in design and construction costs.

2. Minor/Incidental Water Work (100% City cost): Includes valve box adjustment, valve box
replacement, vertical adjustment of fire hydrants, and relocation of fire hydrants to facilitate
the City public improvement project.

3. Major Water Work (50% WDMWW/50% City cost): Includes horizontal or vertical relocation
of water mains, installation of new water mains, and abandonment of water mains. Valves and
fire hydrants associated with a relocated water main will be considered Major Water Work.

4. Design Change Conflicts (100% City cost): City and WDMWW staff plan the location of water
infrastructure expansion based on the best available information for road, sewer, and other
alignments at the time. The final design may change from the planned location putting water
infrastructure in conflict with a public improvement. Design Change Conflicts include
adjustment, relocation, installation, and abandonment of all water infrastructure installed at a
location determined by the City in advance of a public improvement.

5. Special Projects (by agreement): The City may request a significant increase of water
infrastructure in an effort to secure large industry or other development. These projects costs
could exceed capital improvement funds available to WDMWW. In these cases, the City and
WDMWW may enter into project specific agreements outlining the funding for this
infrastructure.

This policy documents the procedure the City uses to recover costs from West Des
Moines Water Works (WDMWW) for modification and/or extension of water
infrastructure related to City construction projects.

This policy applies to all City initiated public improvement projects including, but not
limited to, road, sanitary sewer, storm sewer, park, trail, sidewalk, and public building
construction within right-of-way, property, and easements held by the City.

This policy does not alter or supersede any rights granted by easement to the City or
WDMWW.

The City and WDMWW mutually benefit from coordination in planning, design, and
construction of City public improvement projects.

City public improvement projects may include adjustment, modification, relocation,
replacement, or extension of water infrastructure.

The costs associated with construction of water infrastructure are allocated as follows:

3.3.1 Requested Work

3.3.1.1 WDMWW may request modification or construction of water
infrastructure be included as part of a City project to realize efficiency in
design and construction costs.

3.3.1.2 WDMWW will reimburse the City for 100% of as constructed item costs
for Requested Work including, but not limited to, the pro rata share of
design, construction staking, and traffic control costs.





3.3.2 Minor/Incidental Water Work

3.3.2.1 Minor water infrastructure work includes valve box adjustment, valve
box replacement, vertical adjustment of fire hydrants, and relocation of
fire hydrants to facilitate the City public improvement project.

3.3.2.2 The City will be responsible for 100% of costs associated with Minor
Water Work.

3.3.3 Major Water Work

3.3.3.1 Major Water Work includes horizontal or vertical relocation of water
mains, installation of new water mains, and abandonment of water
mains. Valves and fire hydrants associated with a relocated water main
will be considered Major Water Work.

3.3.3.2 WDMWW will reimburse the City for 50% of as constructed item costs
for Major Water Work including, but not limited to, the pro rata share
of design, construction staking, and traffic control costs. The City will be
responsible for 50% of costs for Major Water Work.

3.3.4 Design Change Conflicts

3.3.4.1 City and WDMWW staff plan the location of water infrastructure
expansion based on the best available information for road, sewer, and
other alignments at the time. The final design may change from the
planned location putting water infrastructure in conflict with a public
improvement. Design Change Conflicts include adjustment, relocation,
installation, and abandonment of all water infrastructure installed at a
location determined by the City in advance of a public improvement.

3.3.4.2 The City will be responsible for 100% of costs associated with Design
Change Conflicts.

3.3.5 Special Projects

3.3.5.1 From time to time the City may request a significant increase of water
infrastructure in an effort to secure large industry or other
development. These projects costs could exceed capital improvement
funds available to WDMWW. In these cases, the City and WDMWW
may enter into project specific agreements outlining the funding for this
infrastructure.





3.3.5.2 ltis anticipated these agreements would be negotiated between the
City and WDMWW at the time of the project

3.4.1 During project closeout, the City will prepare an itemized invoice for the design
and construction costs associated with water infrastructure for WDMWW

review.

3.4.3 Payment is due in full within 30 days of date of receipt, unless alternative
arrangements are agreed to by both parties.

Contractors and vendors doing business with the City of West Des
Moines shall not discriminate against any employees or applicants for employment on the basis
of age, color, creed, disability, gender identity, national origin, race, religion, sex, sexual
orientation, or veteran status and shall include a similar non-discrimination provision in all
agreements associated with their business agreements with the City of West Des Moines.

SECTION 2. REPEALER. All Ordinances or parts of Ordinances in conflict with the
provision of this Ordinance are hereby repealed.

SECTION 3. SAVINGS CLAUSE. If any section, provision, sentence, clause, phrase, or part
of this Ordinance shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect
the validity of the Ordinance as a whole or any provision, section, subsection, sentence, clause,
phrase, or part hereof not adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.

Second reading, waiver of third reading, and final approval of proposed Ordinance to amend Title 4, Chapter 4,
Section 2 of the Municipal Code to declare substandard or deteriorating building exteriors to be nuisances if not
remedied within six (6) months.

FINANCIAL IMPACT:

This proposed Ordinance amendment should have little or no financial impact to the City because the City would
require the property owner to abate or correct any such nuisances.

BACKGROUND:

This proposed Ordinance amendment would declare substandard or deteriorating building exteriors, including
residential structures, to be nuisances if the property owner in question does not correct any deficiencies within a six
(6) month time period. The purpose of this proposed Ordinance amendment is to have another tool to address
construction or renovation projects that have not been undertaken or have not been timely completed, particularly
those that do not require the issuance of a City building permit. It would also require all construction or renovation
project materials to be stored within an enclosed structure when not actively being used. Because the City would
not wish to abate the nuisance or finish the project for the property owner, violators would receive a municipal
infraction. Through the municipal infraction process, the City would ask the Court for an Order to direct the
property owner to complete the project by a certain date and impose a possible fine or civil penalty. The property
owner could receive additional punishment, including another fine or time in jail, for any failure to comply with a
Court Order.

The Community Compliance City Council subcommittee approved of this item at its January 22, 2018, meeting.
The City Council unanimously approved of the first reading of this proposed Ordinance at its meeting held on
February 5, 2018.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CITY CODE OF THE CITY OF WEST DES MOINES,
IOWA, 2014, BY AMENDING TITLE 4, “HEALTH AND SAFETY REGULATIONS”,
CHAPTER 4, “NUISANCES”, SECTION 2, “NUISANCES DECLARED”

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF WEST DES MOINES, IOWA:
SECTION 1: Title 4, Chapter 4, Section 2 is hereby amended by adding the following underline text.

4-4-2: NUISANCES DECLARED:

Whatever is injurious to the senses, or an obstruction to the free use of property, so as essentially to
interfere with the comfortable enjoyment of life or property, is a nuisance. Nuisances shall include, but
not be limited to, those activities and items hereafter set forth in this section:

P. Building Exteriors: Any exterior surface to any building or other structure which has not been

maintained in good condition. is not of standard quality and appearance. or does not have an acceptable
permanent finish. Exterior surfaces include. but are not limited to. doors. door and window frames.
cornices, porches, trim, balconies. decks, siding, masonry joints, and roofing. Substantial peeling,
flaking, and chipped paint on any exterior surface shall also constitute a nuisance. Any construction or

renovation project undertaken to correct any such deficiencies shall be completed within six (6) months of
commencement of the project, unless the City has approved of a construction or renovation schedule of
specific longer duration in writing prior to the expiration of this time period. All construction or
renovation project materials and equipment shall be placed within an enclosed structure or removed from
the property when not in active use.

SECTION 2. REPEALER. All Ordinances or parts of Ordinances in conflict with the provision of this
Ordinance are hereby repealed.

SECTION 3. SAVINGS CLAUSE. If any section, provision, sentence, clause, phrase, or part of this
Ordinance shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of
the Ordinance as a whole or any provision, section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase, or part hereof not
adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.

FINANCIAL IMPACT:

This proposed Ordinance amendment should have little or no financial impact to the City, other than the collection
of building permit renewal fees.

BACKGROUND:

This proposed Ordinance amendment would cause City-issued building permits to expire six (6) months following
issuance unless the City has approved of a construction schedule of a specific longer duration. This proposed
Ordinance amendment seeks to help address building construction projects that take too long to complete by
penalizing property owners/contractors for unreasonable delays in completion. It should also provide an incentive
for property owners/contractors to adequately consider the construction schedule at the time of the permit issuance
and the City’s building division will increase its efforts to obtain this information at the beginning of the project
instead of potentially after concerns have already arisen or complaints have been received.

The Community Compliance City Council subcommittee approved of this item at its January 22, 2018, meeting.
The City Council unanimously approved of the first reading of this proposed Ordinance at its meeting held on
February 5, 2018.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CITY CODE OF THE CITY OF WEST DES MOINES,
IOWA, 2014, BY AMENDING TITLE 8, “BUILDING REGULATIONS”, CHAPTER 2,
“BUILDING CODES”, ARTICLE A, “BUILDING CODE”, SECTION 7, “SUSPENSION OR

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF WEST DES MOINES, IOWA:

SECTION 1: Title 8, Chapter 2, Article A, Section 7 is hereby amended by adding the following
underline text.

8-2A-7: EXPIRATION, SUSPENSION OR REVOCATION OF PERMIT (Project
Progress/Maintenance):

Amend Section 105.5 of the IBC and Section R105.5 of the IRC. Expiration. by adding the following
conditions:

Every building permit issued under the provisions of this Code shall expire six (6) months from the date
of issue, unless the application is accompanied by a construction schedule of specific longer duration, in
which instance the permit may be issued for the term of the construction schedule, with approval in
writing by the City’s building official. If the work has not been completed by the expiration date of the
permit, no further work shall be done until the permit has been renewed by the owner or the owner’s
agent and by pavment of any required renewal fees, provided no changes have been made in plans or

location.

Amend Section 105.6 of the IBC and Section R105.6 of the IRC, Suspension or Revocation, by adding
the following conditions:

It is the responsibility of the permit holder to schedule the required inspections and obtain final
approval. Failure to schedule the required inspections and receive approval of work authorized by the
permit before covering said work or at completion shall result in revocation of the permit and void
any associated approvals granted by the City. This failure shall also equate to working without a
permit in violation of City ordinance and no future permits shall be issued to any person or company
who has outstanding violations of this code or any other laws or ordinances of the City. Failure to
contact the City for any inspection or follow-up within 180 days of permit approval shall also be
deemed a violation of this code section, and the approved permit may be voided or revoked.

Anytime work is suspended or abandoned for more than 30 days, the Building Official may determine to
suspend or revoke the permit due to neglect if the site is not properly secured, including:

1. Removal of all construction debris, materials, weeds, etc. that make the area unsightly and create a
public nuisance.

2. Excavations, including open basement foundations, shall be protected by a fence to help prevent an
attractive nuisance in an occupied neighborhood.

3. Ground cover, silt fencing, and similar erosion prevention measures shall be provided in an effort to
prevent erosion, damage, and nuisance to surrounding properties, including public right-of-ways,
sidewalks, streets, etc.





SECTION 2. REPEALER. All Ordinances or parts of Ordinances in conflict with the provision of this
Ordinance are hereby repealed.

SECTION 3. SAVINGS CLAUSE. If any section, provision, sentence, clause, phrase, or part of this
Ordinance shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of
the Ordinance as a whole or any provision, section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase, or part hereof not

adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.

SECTION 4. EFFECTIVE DATE. This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its
passage, adoption, and publication as required by law.

Staff Review and Comment: There are no outstanding issues. Staff summarizes the following key points of
interest:

Setback for accessory structures in Residential Estate zoning districts: A conflict existed in the zoning ordinance
for the required side and rear yard setback distance for accessory structures in Residential Estate zoning districts.
Table 7.6 in the Setback and Bulk Density Regulations noted incorrectly that accessory structure side and rear
setbacks are five feet (5°), however the correct setback distance of twenty feet (20°) is noted in the Accessory
Buildings section of Chapter 14 (Accessory Structures). In a recent ordinance amendment to update accessory
structure regulations (approved by City Council on September 18, 2017), the accessory structure setback
information was removed from Chapter 14, but the corresponding correction to Table 7.6 was not included. This
amendment corrects the setback information in Table 7.6.

Noticing Information: On February 7, 2018, notice of the February 12, 2018, Plan and Zoning Commission and
February 20, City Council public hearings for this project was published in the Des Moines Register.

Staff Recommendation and Conditions of Approval: Staff recommends the Plan & Zoning Commission approve
a resolution recommending to the City Council approval of the ordinance amendment.

1. Any accessory structure located between the principal building and the public street shall be screened from public view
with a combination of landscaping, berming or fencing in accordance with buffering requirements.

2. Measured to foundation; however, no part of any structure, including eaves and overhangs, may be closer than five feet
(5") to a property line.

3. Any accessory structure that will house farm animals, animals wild by nature, or a kennel, shall be located no less than
one hundred feet (100°) from and existing residential dwelling on a lot not under the same ownership.
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4. In any existing platted property where the average front yard setback is greater than that required by code, no front yard
depth shall be less than the smallest front yard depth of any dwelling immediately adjacent to and within two hundred
feet (200" fronting on the same side of the street.
