Tuesday, May 29, 2018

Mayor Pro Tem Jim Sandager opened the regularly scheduled meeting of the City Council of
West Des Moines, Iowa, in the Council Chambers of the West Des Moines City Hall on
Tuesday, May 29, 2018 at 5:30 PM. Council members present were: R. Hardman, J. Mickelson,
J. Sandager, K. Trevillyan, and R. Trimble.

On Item 2. Public Forum

Marilyn Mueller, 8820 Mills Civic Parkway, expressed concerns about proposed multi-family
development projects near her home and the anticipated increase in traffic on the roadways in
that area. She also expressed concerns about a potential special assessment for the expansion of
the Mills Civic Parkway and South 88% Street intersection.

On Item 3. Council/Manager/Other Entities Reports:

Council member Trevillyan reported he will hold a Ward 1 quarterly town hall meeting on
Saturday, June 9%,

Council member Trimble reported the Finance and Administration Subcommittee met and
discussed the submittal of an application to the Iowa Department of Transportation for a railroad
crossing safety grant, reviewed the FY 2016-17 Comprehensive Annual Financial Report, and
discussed proposed revisions to petty cash levels. He also reported the Human Services
Department raised $5,000 from a “checkers for charity” event, and Carmen Murillo,
Transportation Supervisor, is retiring from the Human Services Department this week. The
Human Services Department has also applied for a $60,000 grant from Polk County to establish
a free medical clinic and childcare services in their building.

Council member Mickelson reported the Development and Planning Subcommittee met and
discussed a proposed development project at the intersection of Valley West Drive and Westown
Parkway. He has requested that staff look at future development in that area holistically.

Council member Hardman congratulated Police Chief Chris Scott and the Police Department for
a successful Police Week celebration. She also reported she was the keynote speaker at the
graduation ceremony for the James C. Jordan scholars program, which is run by the West Des
Moines Historical Society. She also attended the groundbreaking ceremony for New Horizons
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Academy. She expressed appreciation to the Public Services Department staff for their mosquito
contro! efforts and going above and beyond to address a case where a street buckled over the

weekend.

City Manager Tom Hadden introduced Brian Hemesath, who had recently been hired as City
Engineer after serving as Interim City Engineer for the past year.

FINANCIAL IMPACT: Expense of $3,750 to cover cost of utilizing advertising panels on bike
share station for City information. Amount covers this cost for the term of the agreement and will
be paid with available funds in the Parks and Recreation Department operating budget.

BACKGROUND: Staff was recently approached by Jeremy Lewis, Executive Director of the
Des Moines Bicycle Collective, with a request to install a self-service bike rental kiosk known as
a BCycle Station at Raccoon River Park. The bike station has been located on Principal
Financial property in downtown Des Moines, but this was not a popular location for bike rentals.
The bike station will consist of a double-sided 10-bike station with a solar-powered screen kiosk.
BCycle is a bike rental system with locations throughout the country. Users can pick up a bike at
any BCycle station and return it to that same station or any other BCycle station. Launched in
Des Moines in 2010, the local system currently includes 21 stations and 124 bikes. The station
in Raccoon River Park would represent the first station outside of downtown Des Moines.

The project would be installed through an agreement with the local non-profit group, Des
Moines Bicycle Collective. As per the agreement, the Bicycle Collective will be responsible for
all aspects of operating the station including installation, maintenance, replacement, and
removal. There is no cost to the City for the station, however, there is an opportunity to display
City or park-related information on the attached advertising panels.

The station is anticipated to be installed in June 2018 (pending approval of a Minor Modification
by Development Services). The term of the agreement would run through December 31, 2019.

The Parks and Recreation Advisory Board has given approval to locate the BCycle station in
Raccoon River Park. The Board was interested in a limited term on the agreement due to
potential bike rentals occurring in the future Boathouse in the park which may or may not be in
conflict with the BCycle bike share. The agreement may be renewed for one year if research
shows bike rentals at the Boathouse are feasible and there is no conflict or if the timing of the
Boathouse is delayed. An advantage to offering the BCycle rentals over the next year and a half
is that it will be a good way to gauge the public’s interest in bike rentals by providing detailed
data on rental habits.

The Legal Department has reviewed the attached License Agreement. Also attached are maps
showing the proposed location in Raccoon River Park and further information from the Bicycle

Collective.

OUTSTANDING ISSUES: There was a short timeframe on approval of the Bicycle Collective’s
request based upon current availability of a BCycle station. A Minor Modification was submitted

to Development Services on June 6 with administrative approval pending. The BCycle station will
not be installed until all conditions of that approval are met.

LICENSE AGREEMENT

THIS LICENSE AGREEMENT (the “Agreement”) is made this 11 day of June, 2018,
by and between DES MOINES BICYCLECOLLECTIVE, an Iowa not-for-profit corporation
whose address is506 E. 6% Street, Suite 100, Des Moines, lowa 50309 (“Licensee™), and CITY
OF WEST DES MOINES, whose address is 4200 Mills Civic Parkway, West Des Moines, lowa

50265 (the “Licensor™).
WITNESSETH

WHEREAS, Licensee recognizes, encourages, and facilitates the use of bicycles as a
viable mode of transportation and recreation in the State of Iowa and desires to engage in the
rental of bicycles through the use of B-stations which are generally describes as self-service
bicycle rental stations (“Bcycles or Beycle services™);

WHEREAS, Licensee desires to establish and maintain Beycles on property owned by
Licensor located at Raccoon River Park, 2500 Grand Avenue, West Des Moines, Iowa (the

“Property”);

WHEREAS, Licensor has the authority to enter into this Agreement, and the right, power
and interest in the Property, and the authority to allow Licensee the use of the Property as
described herein.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual premises and covenants contained
herein, Licensee and Licensor agree as follows:

1. LICENSE. Licensor hereby grants to Licensee a license (the “License™) to install,
operate, maintain, repair and replace the Beycles in the location on the Property as
identified in Attachment A.

2. TERM/RENT/FEES. Except as otherwise provided in Paragraph 9 herein, the
Term of this Agreement shall be through December 31, 2019. This Agreement
may be extended for an additional term of one (1) year (the “Renewal Term”)
upon the written mutual consent of Licensee and Licensor. Licensee must submit
to Licensor a written request to extend the Term not less than ninety (90) days
prior to the expiration of the Term. The day and year first written above shall be
the “Commencement Date”. No rent shall be payable by the Licensee for this
License. There shall be no fees payable by the Licensor to the Licensee for
Bcycle services. If Licensor requests Beycle services not specifically outlined in
this Agreement, and both parties agree such additional Bcycle services require
payment from Licensor to Licensee, Licensee will provide Licensor with a quote
for additional Bcycle services and a purchase order issued by Licensor will
confirm additional Beycle services to be provided under the terms of this
Agreement.





3. PLACEMENT OF THE BCYCLES.

Obtain, prior to placement of the Beycles, any necessary federal,
state, and municipal permits, licenses and approvals, to place and
operate the Beycles, including a Minor Modification to the Site
Plan for Raccoon River Park; and

Not permit any liens to be attached to Licensor or to the Property.

Comply with any federal, state, and municipal law, orders, rules
and regulations applicable and governing the installation and
operation of the Bceycles;

Except as is necessary to provide the Beycle services, not to
disrupt, adversely affect or interfere with Licensor’s business
operations or use of the Property by the general public;

Any Bcycle services provided by a third party contracted by
Licensee will be subject to the terms of this Agreement and must
be approved by the Licensor in advance; and

Not sell any advertising on the Bcycle station kiosk or poster
panels to any outside party not a party to this Agreement.

Licensor hereby covenants and agrees to provide Licensee and any third
party vendor acting on behalf of or at the request of Licensee, access to the





Property to perform installation, maintenance and repair functions, all in
accordance with Licensor’s site rules and regulations or as set forth in the
City Code of the City of West Des Moines. Licensee agrees that its
personnel, and any third party vendor acting on behalf of or at the request
of Licensee, will abide by Licensor’s site rules and regulations.

EQUIPMENT AND FACILITIES.

A. The Beycles, and any and all other equipment used to provide the Beycle
services, shall remain the exclusive property of the Licensee.

B. Licensor shall not be liable for damage, theft, misappropriation or loss of
the Bceycles or any part thereof.

C. Upon the expiration or early termination of this Agreement, Licensee
shall, at its sole cost and expense, remove the Bcycles from the Property.
Licensee shall repair any and all damage to the Property caused by the
removal of the Beycles. If the Beycles, or any part thereof, is not removed
within thirty (30) days after the expiration of this Agreement, it shall
become the property of the Licensor to do with as it sees fit.

D. Licensee will not be responsible for the expenses to move the Beycles
from one location on Licensor’s property to another location on Licensor’s
property if the Licensor requested the move and such move will be
reviewed, in advance, by Licensee.

WARRANTIES. Licensor makes no warranties or representations that the
Property is suitable for the use contemplated by this Agreement. Licensee has
inspected the Property and accepts the same “as is”. Licensee agrees that the
Licensor is under no obligation to assist with the placement of the Bcycles or to
provide any materials to prepare the Property for Licensee.

INSURANCE. Licensee agrees to maintain commercial general liability
insurance with a combined single limit of not less than $1 million per occurrence
and an aggregate limit of not less than $2 million, and to name Licensor as an
additional insured on such policy against any and all claims for bodily injury,
personal injury and property damage. If any Licensee personnel or subcontracted
personnel will perform services at Licensor’s premises, Licensee agrees to
maintain workers’ compensation coverage and employer’s liability insurance as
required by applicable state law. If any Licensee personnel will drive a vehicle in
the course of performing under this Agreement, then Licensee agrees to provide
business automobile liability coverage insuring bodily injury and property
damage with a combined single limit of not less than $1 million per accident for
owned, non-owned and hired vehicles. The insurance required by this paragraph
will be provided at Licensee’s sole expense and will be maintained at all times
while the applicable License Agreement is in effect and for such period thereafter
as may be necessary to provide protection with respect to events occurring during

the term of the License Agreement. All insurance provided by Licensee will be
primary and non-contributory to any insurance carried by Licensor. In no event
will the limits of Licensee’s insurance or the limits stated in this paragraph be
considered as limiting the liability of Licensee under this Agreement. All
insurance required to be maintained by Licensee will be provided by U.S.-
domiciled companies rated A or better in the most current issue of A.M. Best’s
Rating Guide. Licensor will at any time have the right to require Licensee to
furnish certificates of insurance showing that the required insurance is in force
and satisfies all requirements stated in this paragraph.

INDEMNIFICATION. Licensor shall be indemnified and held harmless by
Licensee:

However, the construction and dedication of public improvements such as streets did not occur. The adjacent property
owners were seeking assurance that once this proposal developed they would have to access to their property. During
the hearing, the developer confirmed that he would ensure they have access to their properties and agreed to add
language to the PUD. With the developer’s consent, staff has added the following language to the PUD Section 4 to

assure access is provided:

11. Access to Adjacent Properties: The Developer shall provide street, sanitary and water utilities
connections to a point that is adjacent and available to properties directly west of Parcel D.

OUTSTANDING ISSUES: There are no outstanding issues. The applicant has stated that they are in agreement with
all of staff’s recommendations and conditions.

Applicant’s Request: The applicant, Chayse Holdings LLC, represented by Jared Murray of Civil Design Advantage,
is requesting approval of both a Comprehensive Plan Land Use amendment and establishment of a Planned Unit
Development (PUD) for that property located at the Northwest corner of the intersection of Mills Civic Parkway and
S. 88™ Street. The applicant is requesting the Comprehensive Plan Amendment to change approximately 9.31 acres
from Office and Medium Density Residential to Single-Family Residential, 9.10 acres from Medium Density
Residential and Single-Family Residential to Medium Density Residential and approximately 13.48 acres from Office

To High Density Residential.

Upon changing the Comprehensive Plan Land Use designations on the property, the applicant is also requesting the
establishment of a Planned Unit Development (PUD) to allow development of a Continuum Care Retirement
Community, a Special Needs Community, detached townhomes and single-family homes.

History: The Cedar Ridge subdivision was platted in Dallas County September 19, 1980. Lots 1-8 were developed
as single family homes, but Lots 9-46 never developed. The area was annexed into the city in 2007 as a part of the
PCarroll Annexation. On August 7, 2017 the City Council approved RE-1A zoning designation for Lots 1-8 of the
Cedar Ridge subdivision. Zoning for the remainder of the subdivision has never been established. However, in 2010
the Comprehensive Plan designated Lots 9-20 and 35-46 of Cedar Ridge as Office, Lots 21-24 and 31-34 as Medium
Density Residential and Lot 30 as Single Family Residential.

City Council Subcommittee; This request to amend the Comprehensive Plan Land Use and establish the Cedar

ORDINANCE #

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE OFFICIAL ZONING MAP AND THE CITY CODE OF THE CITY OF
WEST DES MOINES, IOWA, 2014, BY AMENDING TITLE 9, ZONING, CHAPTER 9, PLANNED UNIT
DEVELOPMENT DISTRICT, PERTAINING TO P.U.D. (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) DISTRICT
REGULATIONS AND GUIDELINES.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF WEST DES MOINES, IOWA:

SECTION 1. AMENDMENT: Amend the Zoning Map of the City of West Des Moines, Iowa, by zoning the
following legally described property to Cedar Ridge Planned Unit Development (PUD) of West Des Moines, Iowa:

NORTHEASTERLY ALONG THE EASTERLY LINE OF LOT 28, SAID CEDAR RIDGE AND
A CURVE CONCAVE NORTHWESTERLY WHOSE RADIUS IS 50.00 FEET, WHOSE ARC
LENGTH IS 35.79 FEET AND WHOSE CHORD BEARS NORTH 44°47'17" EAST, 35.03
FEET; THENCE NORTHEASTERLY ALONG THE EASTERLY LINE OF LOTS 28 AND 29,
SAID CEDAR RIDGE AND A CURVE CONCAVE SOUTHEASTERLY WHOSE RADIUS IS
219.74 FEET, WHOSE ARC LENGTH IS 169.18 FEET AND WHOSE CHORD BEARS
NORTH 40°31'29" EAST, 165.04 FEET TO THE SOUTHWEST CORNER OF LOT 30, SAID
CEDAR RIDGE; THENCE NORTH 26°25'48" WEST ALONG THE WEST LINE OF SAID
LOT 30, A DISTANCE OF 242.80 FEET TO THE POINT OF BEGINNING AND
CONTAINING 34.73 ACRES (1,512,925 SQUARE FEET). THE PROPERTY IS SUBJECT TO
ANY AND ALL EASEMENTS OF RECORD.

SECTION 2. SKETCH PLAN: Attached hereto and made a part of this rezoning approval, for concept description
and delineation is the Sketch Plan Document for the Cedar Ridge PUD marked Exhibit "A". Wherever conflict occurs
between the written text in this document and the notations on the Sketch Plan, the written text shall prevail. The
Sketch Plan is a graphic representation of the property included in the PUD delineating the approximate location and
configuration of the Parcels for the purpose of easier reference for the applicable regulations of this Ordinance.

SECTION 3. REQUIRED PLANS:

A. Preliminary Plat/Final Plat: Prior to or in conjunction with development of any portion of the property
covered by this PUD, said area shall be platted in accordance with the City’s Subdivision Ordinance.

B. Site Plan Development Applications: Prior to development of the respective parcels, site plans as required
per city code for the proposed development shall be submitted to the City for review through the development
review process and approval by the appropriate approval body.

SECTION 4. CONDITIONS: Whereas, Title 9, Chapter 9, Planned Unit Development District of the City Code,
establishes certain regulations and guidelines pertaining to accompanying information required on plat and site plan
documents. Unless otherwise specified within a specific development agreement, the following conditions,
restrictions, and regulations are adopted as part of this approval. If there is a conflict between the PUD and City Code,
the more restrictive shall apply:

A. General Conditions: In addition to the PUD Sketch Plan Map, the following general development criteria shall
be integrated into and made a part of this planned unit development.

1. General Conformance to Subdivision Ordinance: All subdivisions, public and private streets and street
rights-of-way and general development shall adhere to the standards and design criteria set forth in the West
Des Moines Subdivision Ordinance and/or established City policies pertaining thereto, unless otherwise
stated within this Ordinance.

2. General Conformance to Zoning Ordinance: Unless otherwise specified herein, the development of the Cedar
Ridge PUD shall comply with the provisions of the Title 9, “Zoning”, of the city code or any other applicable
codes.

3. Flood Hazard: In all areas within a 100-year frequency flood hazard zone, or adjoining drainage ways, and
detention ponding areas involving potential flood hazards, no building shall be erected which has a minimum
opening elevation (including top of window well) less than two feet (2) above the determined level of the
100-year frequency flood event. Buildings shall only be permitted within twenty five feet (25) of any
easement or property boundary of a major drainageway, storm water detention basin or pond if said location
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is approved as part of the development entitlement by the city council and said building is structurally
designed accordingly.

4. Developer Responsibilities: The Developer, their successors and/or assigns, if any, shall pay all planning,
engineering, and construction costs for the development of the planned unit development, as required by this
Ordinance and approved plats and site plans. Developer shall be responsible for the costs of all streets, storm
sewers, sanitary sewers, drainageway improvements, detention basins, water mains, buffers and other
improvements as required for the development. Developer shall dedicate appropriate rights-of-way or public
easements within the Cedar Ridge PUD, unless otherwise approved by the City Council. No final occupancy
permits shall be issued until all necessary improvements applicable to the area/lot of structure requesting
occupancy are installed and accepted by the City of West Des Moines. Nothing in this ordinance shall be
construed to prevent the developer, its successors and/or assigns, if any, from entering into private
agreement(s) as they may desire to share the cost of improvements.

5. Sanitary Sewer: Any proposed change in approved land use densities for the PUD will require an analysis of
the downstream sanitary sewer capacity to assure that adequate capacity is available for the proposed change
in approved land use densities.

6. Street Lighting: The Developer shall be responsible for all costs associated with the installation of public
street lights within or adjacent to any area proposed to be platted or included within a development.

7. Mailboxes: The Developer shall be responsible for installation of any required Cluster Box Units (CBUs) as
per the local U.S. Postal Service Post Office.

8. Parkland Dedication: An area of land calculated by a set formula based upon the residential density of the
proposed development will be required to be dedicated for purposes of a public park and greenway as required
per city code. With the agreement of the Parks and Recreation Department, in lieu of dedication of ground,
the construction of physical recreational amenities that will serve the proposed development may be allowed.
A Parkland Dedication Agreement, acceptable to the Park and Recreation Department, detailing the specifics
related to the provision of Parkland Dedication requirements for the development of each area contained
within the PUD will be required to be executed prior to the approval of each plat or site plan.

9. Property owners association: If necessary, in conjunction with the recordation of each plat for ground within
this development, proper action shall be taken to establish a property owners association. The property
owners association shall be responsible for the ongoing upkeep and maintenance of any privately owned
roadways, shared structures, including development signs, common grounds such as the buffer parks, storm
water detention facilities, greenbelts, parks and other specific development improvements noted as their
responsibility in this ordinance.

10. Vehicle Circulation: Appropriate vehicle access and interior vehicle circulation shall be designed to provide
maneuverability of emergency vehicles and allow for the safe and orderly movement of vehicles and

pedestrians.

11. Access to Adjacent Properties: The Developer shall provide street, sanitary and water utilities connections to
a point that is adjacent and available to properties directly west of Parcel D.

12. Pedestrian Circulation: Pedestrian circulation should be an integral part of the development. Organize the site
so that the buildings frame and reinforce pedestrian circulation. Sidewalks adjacent to head-in parking stalls
must be a minimum of six feet (6°) in width to allow for vehicle overhang and a minimum of four foot (4°)

clear pedestrian path.

13. Screening of Negative Elements: Screening of undesirable site elements such as transformers, mechanical
equipment, and loading and service areas shall be designed as an integral part of the site layout and/or
building design and shall utilize one or more of the following methods:
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a. Incorporated into the design of the building through the use of raised parapets or penthouse
elements
b. Location behind primary or secondary buildings on site
¢. Opaque screen walls or fences
d. Landscaping of sufficient size and appropriate species
Screening shall be of sufficient height to fully screen the elements and of a design to provide year-round

visual mitigation of views thereof.

SECTION 5. ARCHITECTURE: The intent is to encourage a sense of place by allowing the imaginative and
efficient utilization of land that engages residents with the street and neighborhood. Building design within the
PUD should reinforce a sense of community by establishing a unique identity within a cohesive design theme. This
can be accomplished by careful attention to building massing and human scale, choice of exterior building materials,
details and site orientation. Porches should be made a part of the front fagade of dwellings within the PUD to
provide a useable outdoor room and promote community connectedness.

Building design should use materials such as brick, stone, stucco, lap siding or shakes, decorative trim or similar
combination of material which represents a variation of architectural styles or elements. Materials choices should be
durable, substantial and of a quality that will maintain their appearance over a prolonged time. Use of natural
materials is encouraged, composite materials such as fiber cement and wood composites are appropriate
substitutions. Vinyl siding may be used only with appropriately scaled trim.

SECTION 6. LAND USE DESIGN CRITERIA: In addition to the general criteria as stated previously, the
following land use design criteria shall apply to the development areas designated on the Sketch Plan. The following

development standards and use regulations shall apply to the development parcels:

A. Parcel A: All general use regulations and provisions set forth in Title 9, Zoning of the West Des Moines City
Code for Residential Single-Family District (RS-5) shall apply to any development proposal for property in Parcel
A as shown on the sketch plan, unless noted otherwise in this ordinance.

1.

Setbacks and Bulk Regulations:

All residential structures shall comply with a twenty-five foot (25') front yard setback, a thirty five foot
(35") rear yard setback and a seven foot (7’') side yard. Porches are allowed to encroach up to eight feet
(8”) into the front yard setback as long as the porch is a minimum of six feet (6°) in depth in order to
provide a useable seating area.

All setbacks or separations are measured from the closest part of the foundation. Building projections are
allowed to encroach up to 2 feet (2°) from each building into the minimum setback or separation. No
window well or any ground mounted mechanical equipment may be closer than 3 feet to a property line.

It is encouraged that the house design be such that garage doors facing the street do not extend forward of
the front facade of the house to minimize their dominance within the facade. It is desired but not required
that the face of the garage be set back five feet (5') from the front facade of the home.

Lot Size: Minimum of five thousand square feet (5,000sf).

Architecture: It is desired that building architecture through Parcel A should be varied and provide strong
visual interest through the use of design, materials, and detailing. Side and rear building facades shall
incorporate a minimum of two material types. One primary and one accent material comprised of a
different material type, color, or texture than the primary material. Facades that face a public or private
street shall incorporate a third material of brick or stone in a percentage that provides a strong visual
presence. Masonry materials shall start and stop at an interior corner created by a change in wall plane or
wrap corners a minimum of two (2) feet to give authenticity to the material. Materials, trim and details
used on the front fagade shall be continued around all sides of the building, however, the level of detail can
be reduced on the facades not visible from a street (public or private) or adjacent properties surrounding the
development.
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B. Parcels B: Parcel B is intended to be developed with a Continuum Care Retirement Community. All general
use regulations and provisions set forth in Title 9, zoning of the West Des Moines City Code for Residential
High Density (RH-18), as follows, shall apply to any development proposal for property in Parcels B, as shown
on the sketch plan, unless noted otherwise in this ordinance.

1.

Continuum Care Retirement Community: It is the developer’s intent that the majority of the occupants of
the dwellings within parcel B will be of the age of fifty-five (55) and over; however, short-term
rehabilitation care may be provided for individuals under the age of fifty-five (55). Dwelling units shall
consist of active senior, assisted living, and skilled care units with no more than 40 % of the facility being
designated for active senior dwelling units. Any change to reduce the age restriction (non-rehabilitation
units) or to increase the percentage of active senior units allowed will require City Council approval of a
PUD amendment and may trigger additional development requirements to provide adequate infrastructure
to serve the development.

Setbacks and Bulk Regulations: As provided in city code for the Residential High Density Zoning District
shall be adhered to except for the following:
a. Front and rear yard setbacks shall be a minimum of thirty-five feet (35). For any building over
three (3) stories, there needs to be an additional ten feet (10") of building setback for each story
above three (3) stories.

Parking: Parking shall be provided within the site compliant with Title 9, Chapter 15 of city code.

a. Parking per the ratios specified for SIC 805: Congregate Care Facility shall be provided for each
assisted living and skilled care dwelling unit.

b. Parking for all other dwelling and community use areas shall provide parking per the ratios
specified for ‘“Multi Family dwelling.

c. Any dwelling unit intended to be owner-occupied or for which a condominium regime is
established shall provide a minimum of one 9'x19’ covered space for each unit. Said covered
space may be incorporated into the dwelling building or be a detached parking garage/structure.

Landscape Buffering: Parcel B shall provide a landscape buffer along its western property line in
accordance with conditions, methods and standards stated in Title 9, Chapter 19, Section 8 of the city code.

Architecture: All facades of the building shall be treated with the same level of architectural style and detail
(360 degree architecture). Variations in building form and design such as facade modulation and
articulation (stepping back or extending forward a portion of the building) and changing the roof height and
form by alternating dormers, stepped roofs, gables, or other roof elements - organized with the changes in
plan shall be incorporated to lessen the plainness of appearance, mitigate the building mass and repetitive
characteristic of large residential buildings. All building elevations shall incorporate a minimum of three
material types. One primary material, one accent material, comprised of a different material type, color, or
texture from the primary material and a third material comprised of brick or stone. Masonry materials shall
be located principally on the base (lowest) story of the building and as the majority cladding of that story,
and shall start and stop at an interior corner created by a change in wall plane or wrap corners a minimum
of two (2) feet to give authenticity to the material. Variation in materials, material modules, and material
heights along with expressed joints, textures, colors and details should be used to break up the mass of the
buildings. The use of trim and detailing such as window and door trim, band boards, louvers, etc. shall be
carried around all sides of the building and shall be appropriately sized to be noticeable and provide visual
interest and detailing. Entrances into buildings should face the street and be easily identified through the
use of building design and detailing. Door or window openings shall be incorporated on all sides of the
building.

Long blank walls are prohibited. The building and unit plans shall be designed and organized to provide
variety and interest on all sides of the building. If function dictates the need for a segment of blank wall, its
appearance shall be mitigated with one or more of the following strategies:
a. Incorporating minor changes in building footprint and roof forms along with utilizing a variety of
materials for visual interest and to break-up blank wall expanses.
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b. Including door or window openings or changes in materials that mimic openings in a number and
size that is in proportion to the other building facades. Accent windows can be located high enough
that they don’t interfere with furniture placement or trigger security concerns, but add interest to the
fagade and provide natural light to the interior of the space.

¢. Building elements such as porches, arcades, awnings and accent lighting,

Attached garages facing any street shall be designed to minimize their appearance. When the building
contains more than 4 garage bays per facade, the garage doors shall be enhanced by the addition of engaged
columns, secondary roof forms or decorative garage doors to mitigate the dominant appearance of the
doors.

Detached garages or accessory structures should be clad in the same materials and incorporate similar
architectural details of the primary buildings with the use of roof forms, windows, doors and other facade
detailing. Portions of accessory buildings visible from any street or adjacent property shall incorporate
same level of detail as the primary buildings. Detached garages shall contain no more than eight (8) garage
doors per facade.

6. Outdoor Living Area: All dwelling units within multi-family buildings shall provide a defined outdoor
living space (deck or patio) with a minimum usable area of 40 square feet and a minimum usable
dimension of five (5) feet deep in either direction. In lieu of outdoor living area for individual units, area(s)
of common defined outdoor living space can be provided.

C. Parcels C: Parcel C is intended to be developed with a Special Needs Community. All general use regulations
and provisions set forth in Title 9, zoning of the West Des Moines City Code for Residential High Density
(RH-18), as follows, shall apply to any development proposal for property in Parcel C, as shown on the sketch
plan, unless noted otherwise in this ordinance.

1. Special Needs Community Uses: It is the developer’s intent that the dwelling units within Parcel C be
occupied by adults with special needs and those individual necessary for support care. Uses within Parcel C
are limited to the following specific groups included within SIC 8361 Residential Care:

e  Dwellings for the mentally handicapped, with health care incidental

e  Dwellings for the physically handicapped, with health care incidental
Caregivers for special needs adults shall be allowed to occupy dwellings along with the special needs
individual. Any change to the groups allowed under the special needs restriction will require City Council
approval of a PUD amendment and may trigger additional development requirements.

2. Setbacks and Bulk Regulations: As provided in city code for the Residential High Density Zoning District
shall be adhered to except for the following:

a. Front and rear yard setbacks shall be a minimum of thirty-five feet (35”). For any building over four

(4) stories, there needs to be an additional ten feet (10") of building setback for each story above four

(4) stories.

3. Parking: Parking shall be provided within the site compliant with Title 9, Chapter 15 of city code.

a. The facility shall provide parking per the ratios specified for ‘Multi-family dwelling’ included in Title
9, Chapter 15, Section 7 of city code.

b. A minimum of one 9°x19° covered parking space shall be provided for any dwelling unit intended to
be owner-occupied or for which a condominium regime is established which is not occupied by a
special needs adult or caregiver to a special need adult. Said covered space may be incorporated into
the dwelling building or be a detached parking garage/structure.

c. With the approval of the City Council, installation of a portion of the parking stalls spaces and garages
mentioned above, may be deferred until such time that the intended occupants of the dwellings changes
from adults with special needs to a traditional market rate apartment complex or a parking shortage
occurs as demonstrated by parking on non-designated parking areas or parking off-site occurs due to
the lack of available parking stalls. Upon notice by the city, the applicant will be required to provide
additional parking spaces in accordance with City regulations within the first available construction
season. Should the implementation of additional parking be needed, the applicant shall construct them
in compliance with an approved Site Plan or Minor Modification Site Plan that identifies the location
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and engineering details for the stalls and/or covered parking spaces to be constructed.

4. Landscape Buffering: Parcel C shall provide a landscape buffer along its western property line in accordance
with conditions, methods and standards in Title 9, Chapter 19, Section 8 of the city code.

5. Architecture: All facades of the building shall be treated with the same level of architectural style and detail
(360 degree architecture). Variations in building form and design such as facade modulation and
articulation (stepping back or extending forward a portion of the building) and changing the roof height and
form by alternating dormers, stepped roofs, gables, or other roof elements - organized with the changes in
plan shall be incorporated to lessen the plainness of appearance, mitigate the building mass and repetitive
characteristic of large residential buildings. All building elevations shall incorporate a minimum of three
material types. One primary material, one accent material, comprised of a different material type, color, or
texture from the primary material and a third material comprised of brick or stone. Masonry materials shall
be located principally on the base (lowest) story of the building and as the majority cladding of that story,
and shall start and stop at an interior corner created by a change in wall plane or wrap corners a minimum
of two (2) feet to give authenticity to the material. Variation in materials, material modules, and material
heights along with expressed joints, textures, colors and details should be used to break up the mass of the
buildings. The use of trim and detailing such as window and door trim, band boards, louvers, etc. shall be
carried around all sides of the building and shall be appropriately sized to be noticeable and provide visual
interest and detailing. Entrances into buildings should face the street and be easily identified through the
use of building design and detailing. Door or window openings shall be incorporated on all sides of the
building.

Long blank walls are prohibited. The building and unit plans shall be designed and organized to provide
variety and interest on all sides of the building. If function dictates the need for a segment of blank wall, its
appearance shall be mitigated with one or more of the following strategies:

a. Incorporating minor changes in building footprint and roof forms along with utilizing a variety of
materials for visual interest and to break-up blank wall expanses.

b. Including door or window openings or changes in materials that mimic openings in a number and
size that is in proportion to the other building facades. Accent windows can be located high enough
that they don’t interfere with furniture placement or trigger security concerns, but add interest to the
fagade and provide natural light to the interior of the space.

c. Building elements such as porches, arcades, awnings and accent lighting.

Attached garages facing any street shall be designed to minimize their appearance. When the building
contains more than 4 garage bays per facade, the garage doors shall be enhanced by the addition of engaged
columns, secondary roof forms or decorative garage doors to mitigate the dominant appearance of the
doors.

Detached garages or accessory structures should be clad in the same materials and incorporate similar
architectural details of the primary buildings with the use of roof forms, windows, doors and other facade
detailing. Portions of accessory buildings visible from any street or adjacent property shall incorporate
same level of detail as the primary buildings. Detached garages shall contain no more than eight (8) garage
doors per facade.

6. Outdoor Living Area: All dwelling units within multi-family buildings shall provide a defined outdoor
living space (deck or patio) with a minimum usable area of 40 square feet and a minimum usable
dimension of five (5) feet deep in either direction. In lieu of outdoor living area for individual units, area(s)
of common defined outdoor living space can be provided.

D. Parcel D: Parcel D is intended to be developed with detached townhomes on postage stamp lots which
encompasses the dwelling structure and individual dwelling unit dedicated outdoor living areas such as patios
and decks with the balance of the ground under common association ownership. All general use regulations
and provisions set forth in Title 9, zoning of the West Des Moines City Code for Residential Medium Density
(RM-3) shall apply to any development proposal for property in Parcel D, as shown on the sketch plan, unless
noted otherwise in this ordinance.

1. Building Setbacks:
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Setbacks within Parcel D shall be as follows:

a. Building Setback: Front Yard: minimum of 25 front and rear yard and 7 side yard between units
however, a minimum 15 side yard shall be provided from the perimeter boundary of parcel D. All
setbacks or separations are measured from the closest part of the foundation. Building projections are
allowed to encroach up to 2 feet (2°) from each building into the minimum setback or separation. No
window well or any ground mounted mechanical equipment may be closer than 3 feet to a property
line.

b. Open porches of a minimum depth of six feet (6°) are allowed to encroach up to eight feet (8’) into the
front yard setback.

c. No porches, decks or patios can encroach into the side yard setback.

2. Building separations: A minimum building separation of fourteen feet (14”) shall be provided between
buildings or outdoor spaces (porches, decks, etc.), if such is provided. Patios may extend up to one foot (1°)
from the postage stamp lot property line.

3. Lot Dimension: Individual postage stamp lots for each dwelling unit shall extend a maximum of ten feet
(10’) beyond the building foundation and encompass any outdoor living area associated with the unit.

4. Architecture: Building elevations on all sides shall incorporate a minimum of two material types. One
primary and one accent material, comprising of a different material type, color, or texture from the primary
material. Elevations that face a public or private street fagade shall incorporate a third material of brick or
stone. When used, these masonry materials shall start and stop at change in wall plane or wrap corners a
minimum of two (2) feet to give authenticity to the material. Materials, trim and details used on the front
fagade shall be continued around all sides of the building, however, the level of detail can be reduced on the
facades not visible from a street (public or private) or adjacent properties surrounding the development.

5. Outdoor Living Area: All dwelling units shall provide a defined outdoor living space (porch, deck or patio)
with a minimum usable area of 120 square feet.

E. Parcel E: Parcel E as shown on the sketch plan shall be reserved and used for storm water detention and/or
open area.

SECTION 7. SIGNAGE REGULATION: Signage restrictions shall be imposed to limit and reduce the negative
impacts of sign clutter. Signage within each PUD parcel shall comply with all provisions of Title 9, Chapter 18 for
zoning district designated for the parcel.

SECTION 8. STORM WATER MANAGEMENT: Specific Storm Water Management Plans will be required with
the development of each parcel, demonstrating compliance with the approved Cedar Ridge PUD Master Storm Water
Management Plan, on file with the city. The Developer will have said specific Storm Water Management Plans
prepared by a Professional Engineer licensed in the State of Iowa, in conjunction with the submittal of a specific
development proposals for a parcel within the PUD. - All specific Storm Water Management Plans shall comply with
the City’s current design standards for storm water management. The method of storm water management and the
storm water conveyance system shall be determined prior to City approval of any development within any portion of
the property within the Cedar Ridge PUD.

Prior to issuance of a building permit for above ground construction for the first building within each PUD parcel,
ownership and responsibility for storm water detention areas and private storm water detention outlet structures
serving the parcel will need to be established.

SECTION 9. TRAFFIC REPORTS: A Traffic Impact Study (Traffic Report) dated May 3, 2018, has been prepared
by the City of West Des Moines for the Cedar Ridge development. The Traffic Report caps the traffic generated from
all ground within this PUD at 1,968 average daily trips, with 128 AM peak hour trips and 161 PM peak hour trips.
Prior to, or in conjunction with the development of any parcel, or portion of a parcel, the Developer shall have the
traffic report reviewed by the City's traffic consultant to ensure that the provisions and assumptions of the original
traffic report are still valid and applicable. Approval of this proposed PUD does not constitute a guarantee that the
proposed plan can be implemented. Development of all parcels will be limited by the available number of trips.

Should anticipated traffic exceed the total trips allocated for the Cedar Ridge development prior to full build out,
further development of parcels may be limited or prohibited. Alternate uses to those planned within the Traffic Report
and approved as part of PUD may be allowed, following completion of an amended traffic study analyzing the
proposed alternative and appropriate city approval of an amendment to the respective PUD and/or map, if necessary,
if the existing uses and the proposed change(s) collectively do not exceed the allocated trips identified above.

SECTION 10. SAVINGS CLAUSE: If any section, provision, sentence, clause, phrase or part of the Ordinance
shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the Ordinance as a
whole or any provision, section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase or part hereof not adjudged invalid or

unconstitutional.

SECTION 11. EFFECTIVE DATE: This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect after its passage, approval and
publication as provided by law.

WHEREAS, an amendment (the “Amendment™) to the Plan has been prepared which
authorizes the undertaking of new urban renewal projects (the “Projects™) in the Urban Renewal
Area consisting of (i) using tax increment financing to pay the costs of installing traffic signals at
the intersection of 88th Street and Aspen Drive; (i) using tax increment financing to pay the costs
of installing fiber optic cable conduit and a fiber optic network; (iii) providing tax increment
financing support to Ballenger Real Estate, LLC in connection with the construction of a new
office building located at 1121 Jordan Creek Pkwy; and (iv) providing tax increment financing
support to LTR Pointe Properties, LLC in connection with the construction of a new office building
located at 1111 Jordan Creck Pkwy; and

WHEREAS, notice of a public hearing by the City Council on the proposed Amendment
was heretofore given in strict compliance with the provisions of Chapter 403 of the Code of Iowa,
and the Council has conducted said hearing on June 11, 2018; and

WHEREAS, copies of the Amendment, notice of public hearing and notice of a
consultation meeting with respect to the Amendment were mailed to the appropriate affected
taxing entities; the consultation meeting was held on the 22 day of May, 2018; and responses to

C. It is not anticipated that families will be displaced as a result of the City’s
undertakings under the Amendment. Should such issues arise with future projects, then the City
will ensure that a feasible method exists to carry out any relocations without undue hardship to the
displaced and into safe, decent, affordable and sanitary housing.

Section 3. All resolutions or parts thereof in conflict herewith are hereby repealed, to
the extent of such conflict.

THIS AGREEMENT FOR PRIVATE DEVELOPMENT ("Agreement"), is made on or as of the

__ day of , 2018, by and among the CITY OF WEST DES MOINES, IOWA, a
municipality (the "City"), established pursuant to the Code of Iowa and acting under the authorization of
Chapters 15A and 403 of the Code of Iowa, 2017, as amended ("Urban Renewal Act"), BALLENGER
REAL ESTATE, LLC, an Iowa limited liability company having offices for the transaction of business at
15198 Beechwood Avenue, Clive, Iowa 50325 ("Developer"), and BALLENGER CHIROPRACTIC
AND ACUPUNCTURE, PLLC, an Iowa professional limited liability company having offices for the
transaction of business at 1121 Jordan Creek Parkway, West Des Moines, Iowa 50266 ("Tenant"). The
City, Developer, and Tenant are the Parties to this Agreement.

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, in furtherance of the objectives of the Urban Renewal Act, the City has undertaken a
program for the development of an economic development area in the City and, in this connection, is
engaged in carrying out urban renewal project activities in an area known as the Ashworth Corridor Urban
Renewal Area (the "Urban Renewal Area"), which is described in the Urban Renewal Plan originally
approved for such area by Resolution No. 09-11-02-10 on November 2, 2009 (the "Urban Renewal Plan");

and

WHEREAS, a copy of the foregoing Urban Renewal Plan has been recorded among the land
records in the offices of the Recorder of Dallas County, lowa; and

WHEREAS, Developer is the owner of certain real property located in the foregoing Urban
Renewal Area and as more particularly described in Exhibit A attached hereto and made a part hereof
(which property as so described is hereinafter referred to as the "Development Property"); and

WHEREAS, Developer shall complete the Minimum Improvements on the Development Property;
and

WHEREAS, Tenant shall operate its business at the Minimum Improvements on the Development
Property and commit to hire and retain employees in the community; and

WHEREAS, the City believes that the development of the Development Property pursuant to this
Agreement and the fulfillment of this Agreement are in the vital and best interests of the City and in accord
with the public purposes and provisions of the applicable State and local laws and requirements under
which the foregoing project has been undertaken and is being assisted.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the promises and the mutual obligations of the parties
hereto, each of them does hereby covenant and agree with the other as follows:
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ARTICLE I. DEFINITIONS

Section 1.1. Definitions. In addition to other definitions set forth in this Agreement, all capitalized
terms used and not otherwise defined herein shall have the following meanings unless a different meaning
clearly appears from the context:

Agreement means this Agreement and all exhibits and appendices hereto, as the same may be from
time to time modified, amended, or supplemented.

Annual Certification means the certifications that the Developer and Tenant must complete and
submit to the City each year as described in Section 5.7 of this Agreement and attached as Exhibits E and

F.

Area or Urban Renewal Area means the area known as the Ashworth Corridor Urban Renewal
Area.

Base Valuation shall mean $46,205.

Certificate of Completion means a certification in the form of the certificate attached hereto as
Exhibit C and hereby made a part of this Agreement.

City means the City of West Des Moines, Iowa, or any successor to its functions.
Code means the Code of Iowa, 2017, as amended.

Commencement Date means the dated date of this Agreement.

Construction Plans means the plans, specifications, drawings, and related documents reflecting the
construction work to be performed by the Developer on the Development Property; the Construction Plans
shall be as detailed as the plans, specifications, drawings, and related documents which are submitted to
the building inspection division of the City as required by applicable City codes.

Developer means Ballenger Real Estate, LLC, an lowa limited liability company, and each
assignee that assumes in writing all of the obligations of the Developer under this Agreement with the
written consent of the City as provided in Section 6.1 of this Agreement.

Development Property means that portion of the Ashworth Corridor Urban Renewal Area
described in Exhibit A.

Development Property TIF means the Incremental Property Tax Revenues derived relative to the
Minimum Improvements and the Development Property divided and made available to the City for deposit
in to the Ballenger Real Estate, LLC Subfund of the Ashworth Corridor Urban Renewal Tax Increment
Revenue Fund under the provisions of Section 403.19 of the Code, as amended, and the Ordinance
measured from and above the Base Valuation.

Ashworth Corridor Urban Renewal Tax Increment Revenue Fund means the special fund of the City
created under the authority of Section 403.19(2) of the Code and the Ordinance, which fund will be created
in order to pay the principal of and interest on loans, monies advanced to, or indebtedness, whether funded,
refunded, assumed, or otherwise, including bonds or other obligations issued under the authority of
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Chapters 15A, 403, or 384 of the Code, incurred by the City to finance or refinance in whole or in part
projects undertaken pursuant to the Urban Renewal Plan for the Urban Renewal Area.

Event of Default means any of the events described in Section 9.1 of this Agreement that have
continued beyond applicable notice and cure periods.

First Mortgage means any Mortgage granted to secure any loan made pursuant to either a mortgage
commitment obtained by Developer from a commercial lender or other financial institution to fund any
portion of the construction costs and initial operating capital requirements of the Minimum Improvements
or all such Mortgages as appropriate.

Full-Time Equivalent Employment Unit means either (i) an employee who works at least 40 hours
per week or 2,000 hours per year; or (ii) any combination of employees who, in the aggregate, work at
least forty hours per week at least 2,000 hours per year.

Incremental Property Tax Revenues means the amount of dollars calculated by: (1) determining the
consolidated property tax levy (city, county, school, etc.) then in effect with respect to taxation of the
Property; (2) subtracting (a) the debt service levies of all taxing jurisdictions, (b) the school district
instructional support and physical plant and equipment levies, and (c) any other levies which may be
exempted from such calculation by action of the Iowa General Assembly; (3) multiplying the resulting
modified consolidated levy rate times any incremental growth in the taxable valuation of the Development
Property, as shown on the property tax rolls of Dallas County, above and beyond the Base Valuation; and
(4) deducting any property tax credits which shall be available with respect to taxable incremental valuation

of the Property.

Ballenger Real Estate. LLC Subfund means a separate account within the Ashworth Corridor Urban
Renewal Tax Increment Revenue Fund of the City in which Development Property TIF received by the City
with respect to the Minimum Improvements and the Development Property shall be deposited.

Minimum Improvements means the construction of a 9,327 square-foot office building, and related
improvements, as more particularly described in Exhibit B to this Agreement.

Minimum Actual Value means the actual value assigned to the Minimum Improvements (including
taxable equipment) and the Development Property, pursuant to the Minimum Assessment Agreement
entered into between the parties and the County Assessor.

Minimum Assessment Agreement means the minimum assessment agreement in the form of
Exhibit G attached hereto.

Mortgage means any mortgage or security agreement in which Developer has granted a mortgage
or other security interest in the Development Property, or any portion or parcel thereof, or any
improvements constructed thereon.

Net Proceeds means any proceeds paid by an insurer to Developer, as applicable, under a policy
or policies of insurance required to be provided and maintained by Developer pursuant to Article IV of
this Agreement and remaining after deducting all expenses (including fees and disbursements of counsel)
incurred in the collection of such proceeds.

Ordinance means Ordinance Number 2163 of the City, under which the taxes levied on the taxable
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property in the Urban Renewal Area shall be divided and a portion paid into the Ashworth Corridor Urban
Renewal Tax Increment Revenue Fund.

Payments means the payments to be made by the City to the Developer under Article VII of this
Agreement.

Project shall mean the construction and operation of the Minimum Improvements on the
Development Property and the creation and maintenance of jobs, as described in this Agreement.

State means the State of Iowa.

Tenant shall mean Ballenger Chiropractic and Acupuncture, PLLC, an Iowa professional limited
liability company, and each assignee that assumes in writing all of the obligations of the Tenant under this
Agreement with the written consent of the City as provided in Section 6.1 of this Agreement

Term means the time period beginning on and including the Commencement Date and ending on
and including the Termination Date.

Termination Date means the date of termination of this Agreement, as established in Section 10.8
of this Agreement.

Unavoidable Delays means delays resulting from acts or occurrences outside the reasonable
control of the party claiming the delay including but not limited to storms, floods, fires, explosions, or
other casualty losses, unusual weather conditions, strikes, boycotts, lockouts, or other labor disputes,
delays in transportation or delivery of material or equipment, litigation commenced by third parties, or the
acts of any federal, State, or local governmental unit (other than acts of the City, with respect to a City-
claimed delay).

Urban Renewal Plan means the Urban Renewal Plan, as amended, approved with respect to the
Ashworth Corridor Urban Renewal Area, described in the preambles hereof.

ARTICLE II. REPRESENTATIONS AND WARRANTIES

Section 2.1. Representations and Warranties of the City. The City makes the following
representations and warranties:

a. The City is a municipal corporation and municipality organized under the provisions of the
Constitution and the laws of the State and has the power to enter into this Agreement and carry out its
obligations hereunder.

b. The execution and delivery of this Agreement, the consummation of the transactions
contemplated hereby, and the fulfillment of or compliance with the terms and conditions of this Agreement
are not prevented by, limited by, in conflict with, or result in a breach of, the terms, conditions, or
provisions of any contractual restriction, evidence of indebtedness, agreement, or instrument of whatever
nature to which the City is now a party or by which it is bound, nor do they constitute a default under any

of the foregoing.

C. All covenants, stipulations, promises, agreements, and obligations of the City contained
herein shall be deemed to be the covenants, stipulations, promises, agreements, and obligations of the

City, and not of any governing body member, officer, agent, servant, or employee of the City in the
individual capacity thereof.

Section 2.2. Representations and Warranties of Developer. Developer makes the following
representations and warranties:

a Ballenger Real Estate, LLC is an Iowa limited liability company, duly organized and
validly existing under the laws of the State of Iowa, and it has all requisite power and authority to own
and operate its properties, to carry on its business as now conducted and as presently proposed to be
conducted, and to enter into and perform its obligations under the Agreement.

b. This Agreement has been duly and validly authorized, executed, and delivered by
Developer and, assuming due authorization, execution, and delivery by the City and Tenant, is in full force
and effect and is a valid and legally binding instrument of Developer enforceable in accordance with its
terms, except as the same may be limited by bankruptcy, insolvency, reorganization, or other laws relating
to or affecting creditors' rights generally.

c The execution and delivery of this Agreement, the consummation of the transactions
contemplated hereby, and the fulfillment of or compliance with the terms and conditions of this Agreement
are not prevented by, limited by, in conflict with, or result in a violation or breach of, the terms, conditions,
or provisions of the governing documents of Developer or of any contractual restriction, evidence of
indebtedness, agreement, or instrument of whatever nature to which Developer is now a party or by which
it or its property is bound, nor do they constitute a default under any of the foregoing.

d There are no actions, suits, or proceedings pending or threatened against or affecting
Developer in any court or before any arbitrator or before or by any governmental body in which there is a
reasonable possibility of an adverse decision which could materially adversely affect the business (present
or prospective), financial position or results of operations of Developer or which in any manner raises any
questions affecting the validity of the Agreement or Developer's ability to perform its obligations under
this Agreement.

e Developer has not received any notice from any local, State, or federal official that the
activities of Developer with respect to the Development Property may or will be in violation of any
environmental law or regulation (other than those notices, if any, of which the City has previously been
notified in writing). Developer is not currently aware of any State or federal claim filed or planned to be
filed by any party relating to any violation of any local, State, or federal environmental law, regulation, or
review procedure applicable to the Development Property, and Developer is not currently aware of any
violation of any local, State, or federal environmental law, regulation, or review procedure which would
give any person a valid claim under any State or federal environmental statute with respect thereto.

£ Developer shall cooperate with the City in resolution of any traffic, parking, trash removal,
or public safety problems which may arise in connection with the construction and operation of the
Minimum Improvements.

g Developer shall cause the Minimum Improvements to be constructed in accordance with
the terms of this Agreement, the Urban Renewal Plan, and all local, State, and federal laws and regulations.

h Developer shall obtain or cause to be obtained, in a timely manner, all required permits,
licenses, and approvals, and shall meet, in a timely manner, all requirements of all applicable local, State,
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and federal laws and regulations which must be obtained or met before the Minimum Improvements may
be lawfully constructed.

i The construction of the Minimum Improvements will require a total investment of not less
than $2,000,000.
J- Developer has firm commitments for construction or acquisition and permanent financing

for the Project in an amount sufficient, together with equity commitments, to successfully complete the
Minimum Improvements in accordance with the Construction Plans contemplated in this Agreement.

k Developer expects that, barring Unavoidable Delays, the Minimum Improvements will be
completed by December 31, 2018.

L Developer would not undertake its obligations under this Agreement without the Payments
being made to Developer pursuant to this Agreement.

Section 2.3. Representations and Warranties of Tenant. = Tenant makes the following
representations and warranties:

a. Ballenger Chiropractic and Acupuncture, PLLC, is an Iowa professional limited liability
company duly organized and validly existing under the laws of the State of Iowa, and has all requisite
power and authority to own and operate its properties, to carry on its business as now conducted and as
presently proposed to be conducted, and to enter into and perform its obligations under the Agreement.

b. This Agreement has been duly and validly authorized, executed, and delivered by Tenant
and, assuming due authorization, execution, and delivery by the City and Developer, is in full force and
effect and is a valid and legally binding instrument of Tenant enforceable in accordance with its terms,
except as the same may be limited by bankruptcy, insolvency, reorganization, or other laws relating to or
affecting creditors' rights generally.

C. The execution and delivery of this Agreement, the consummation of the transactions
contemplated hereby, and the fulfillment of or compliance with the terms and conditions of this Agreement
are not prevented by, limited by, in conflict with, nor will result in a violation or breach of the terms,
conditions, or provisions of the governing documents of Tenant or of any contractual restriction, evidence
of indebtedness, agreement, or instrument of whatever nature to which Tenant is now a party or by which
it or its property is bound, nor do they constitute a default under any of the foregoing.

d. There are no actions, suits or proceedings pending or threatened against or affecting Tenant
in any court or before any arbitrator or before or by any governmental body in which there is a reasonable
possibility of an adverse decision which could materially adversely affect the business (present or
prospective), financial position or results of operations of Tenant or which in any manner raises any
questions affecting the validity of the Agreement or Tenant's ability to perform its obligations under this
Agreement.

€. Tenant will occupy 3,695 square feet in the Minimum Improvements on the Development
Property and maintain its business operations and add and retain employees at the Minimum
Improvements until at least the Termination Date, subject to the terms and conditions of this Agreement
and the lease between Developer and Tenant.
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f Tenant has not received any notice from any local, State, or federal official that the
activities of Developer or Tenant with respect to the Development Property may or will be in violation of
any environmental law or regulation (other than those notices, if any, of which the City has previously
been notified in writing). Tenant is not currently aware of any State or federal claim filed or planned to be
filed by any party relating to any violation of any local, State, or federal environmental law, regulation, or
review procedure applicable to the Development Property, and Tenant is not currently aware of any
violation of any local, State, or federal environmental law, regulation, or review procedure which would
give any person a valid claim under any State or federal environmental statute with respect thereto.

g Tenant will cooperate with the City in resolution of any traffic, parking, trash removal, or
public safety problems which may arise in connection with the construction and operation of the Minimum

Improvements.

h. Tenant would not undertake its obligations under this Agreement without the Payments
being made to Developer by the City pursuant to this Agreement.

ARTICLE III. CONSTRUCTION OF MINIMUM IMPROVEMENTS

Section 3.1. Construction of Minimum Improvements. Developer agrees that it will cause the
Minimum Improvements to be constructed on the Development Property in conformance with the
Construction Plans submitted to the City in accordance with Section 3.2 below. Developer agrees that the
scope and scale of the Minimum Improvements to be constructed shall not be significantly less than the
scope and scale of the Minimum Improvements as detailed and outlined in the Construction Plans, and
shall require a total investment of not less than $2,000,000 in construction costs.

Section 3.2. Construction Plans. Developer shall cause Construction Plans to be developed for the
Minimum Improvements, which shall be subject to approval by the City as provided in this Section 3.2,
and which approval shall not be unreasonably withheld, conditioned or delayed. The Construction Plans
shall be in conformity with the Urban Renewal Plan, this Agreement, and all applicable State and local
laws and regulations. The City shall approve the Construction Plans in writing if: (i) the Construction Plans
conform to the terms and conditions of this Agreement; (ii) the Construction Plans conform to the terms
and conditions of the Urban Renewal Plan; (iii) the Construction Plans conform to all applicable federal,
State and local laws, ordinances, rules and regulations, and City permit requirements; (iv) the Construction
Plans are adequate for purposes of this Agreement to provide for the construction of the Minimum
Improvements; and (v) no Event of Default under the terms of this Agreement has occurred and is
continuing beyond applicable notice and cure periods; provided, however, that any such approval of the
Construction Plans pursuant to this Section 3.2 shall not be deemed to constitute approval or waiver by
the City with respect to any building, fire, zoning, or other ordinances or regulations of the City, and shall
not be deemed to be sufficient plans to serve as the basis for the issuance of a building permit if the
Construction Plans are not as detailed or complete as the plans otherwise required for the issuance of a
building permit. The site plans submitted to the building official of the City for the Development Property
and the surrounding areas where the Minimum Improvements are to be constructed shall be adequate to
serve as the Construction Plans, if such site plans are approved by the building official.

Approval of the Construction Plans by the City shall not relieve any obligation to comply with the
terms and provisions of this Agreement, or the provision of applicable federal, State, and local laws,
ordinances, and regulations.

Approval of Construction Plans hereunder is solely for purposes of this Agreement, and shall not
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constitute approval for any other City purpose nor subject the City to any liability for the Minimum
Improvements as constructed.

Section 3.3. Commencement and Completion of Construction. Subject to Unavoidable Delays,
Developer shall cause construction of the Minimum Improvements to be undertaken and completed: (i)
by no later than December 31, 2018; or (ii) by such other date as the parties shall mutually agree upon in
writing. Time lost as a result of Unavoidable Delays shall be added to extend this date by a number of
days equal to the number of days lost as a result of Unavoidable Delays. All work with respect to the
Minimum Improvements shall be in conformity with the Construction Plans approved by the building
official or any amendments thereto as may be approved by the building official.

Developer agrees that it shall permit designated representatives of the City, upon reasonable notice
(which does not have to be written), to enter upon the Development Property during the construction of
the Minimum Improvements to inspect such construction and the progress thereof, subject to Developer's
rules and regulations for the construction site.

Section 3.4. Certificate of Completion. Within fifteen (15) business days after written request by
Developer and after issuance of an occupancy permit for the Minimum Improvements, the City will
furnish Developer with a Certificate of Completion in recordable form, in substantially the form set forth
in Exhibit C attached hereto. Such Certificate of Completion shall be a conclusive determination of
satisfactory termination of the covenants and conditions of this Agreement with respect to the obligations
of Developer to cause construction of the Minimum Improvements.

The Certificate of Completion may be recorded in the Dallas County Recorder's Office at
Developer's sole expense. If the City shall refuse or fail to provide a Certificate of Completion in
accordance with the provisions of this Section 3.4, the City shall, within such fifteen (15) business day
period, instead provide a written statement indicating in what respects Developer has failed to complete
the Minimum Improvements in accordance with the provisions of this Agreement, or is otherwise in
default under the terms of this Agreement, and what measures or acts it will be necessary, in the opinion
of the City, for Developer to take or perform in order to obtain such Certificate of Completion.

ARTICLE IV. INSURANCE

Section 4.1. Insurance Reguirements.

a Developer will provide and maintain or cause to be maintained at all times during the
process of constructing the Minimum Improvements (and, from time to time at the request of the City,
furnish the City with proof of coverage or payment of premiums on):

i Builder's risk insurance, written on the so-called "Builder's Risk— Completed Value
Basis," in an amount equal to the full replacement cost of the Minimum Improvements, and with coverage
available in non-reporting form on the so-called "all risk" form of policy.

1. Comprehensive general liability insurance (including operations, contingent
liability, operations of subcontractors, completed operations, and contractual liability insurance) with
limits against bodily injury and property damage of at least $1,000,000 for each occurrence. The City shall
be named as an additional insured for the City's liability or loss arising out of or in any way associated with
the project and arising out of any act, error, or omission of Developer, or either entity's directors, officers,
shareholders, contractors, and subcontractors or anyone else for whose acts the City may be held
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responsible (with coverage to the City at least as broad as that which is provided to Developer and not
lessened or avoided by endorsement). The policy shall contain a "severability of interests" clause and
provide primary insurance over any other insurance maintained by the City.

1il. Workers' compensation insurance with at least statutory coverage.

b. Upon completion of construction of the Minimum Improvements and at all times prior to
the Termination Date, Developer shall maintain or cause to be maintained, at its cost and expense (and
from time to time at the request of the City shall fumish proof of coverage or the payment of premiums
on), insurance as follows:

i Insurance against loss and/or damage to the Minimum Improvements under a policy
or policies covering such risks as are ordinarily insured against by similar businesses, including (without
limitation the generality of the foregoing) fire, extended coverage, vandalism and malicious mischief,
explosion, water damage, demolition cost, debris removal, and collapse in an amount not less than the full
insurable replacement value of the Minimum Improvements, but any such policy may have a deductible
amount of not more than $50,000. No policy of insurance shall be so written that the proceeds thereof will
produce less than the minimum coverage required by the preceding sentence, by reason of co- insurance
provisions or otherwise, without the prior consent thereto in writing by the City. The term "full insurable
replacement value" shall mean the actual replacement cost of the Minimum Improvements (excluding
foundation and excavation costs and costs of underground flues, pipes, drains, and other uninsurable
items) and equipment, and shall be determined from time to time at the request of the City, but not more
frequently than once every three years, by an insurance consultant or insurer selected and paid for by
Developer and approved by the City.

ii. Comprehensive general public liability insurance, including personal injury
liability for injuries to persons and/or property, including any injuries resulting from the operation of
automobiles or other motorized vehicles on or about the Development Property, in the minimum amount
for each occurrence and for each year of $1,000,000.

1ii. Such other insurance, including workers' compensation insurance respecting all
employees of Developer, in such amount as is customarily carried by like organizations engaged in like
activities of comparable size and liability exposure; provided that Developer may be self-insured with
respect to all or any part of its liability for workers' compensation.

G All insurance required by this Article IV to be provided prior to the Termination Date shall
be taken out and maintained in responsible insurance companies selected by Developer, which are
authorized under the laws of the State to assume the risks covered thereby. Developer will deposit annually
with the City copies of policies evidencing all such insurance, or a certificate or certificates or binders of
the respective insurers stating that such insurance is in force and effect. Unless otherwise provided in this
Article IV, each policy shall contain a provision that the insurer shall not cancel it without giving written
notice to Developer and the City at least thirty (30) days (ten (10) days in the case of non- payment of
premium) before the cancellation becomes effective. Within ten (10) days of being notified of any
modification to the policy by the insurer that would cause a party's coverage to be less than the minimum
requirements as set forth in this Agreement, the Developer will provide written notice to the City of the
modification. Within fifteen (15) days after the expiration of any policy, Developer shall furnish the City
evidence satisfactory to the City that the policy has been renewed or replaced by another policy
conforming to the provisions of this Article IV, or that there is no necessity therefor under the terms hereof.
In lieu of separate policies, Developer may maintain a single policy, or blanket or umbrella policies, or a
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combination thereof, which provide the total coverage required herein, in which event Developer shall
deposit with the City a certificate or certificates of the respective insurers as to the amount of coverage in
force upon the Minimum Improvements.

d Developer agrees to notify the City immediately in the case of damage exceeding $25,000
in amount to, or destruction of, the Minimum Improvements or any portion thereof resulting from fire or
other casualty. Net Proceeds of any such insurance shall be paid directly to Developer (as applicable to
the specific policy), and Developer, as applicable, will forthwith repair, reconstruct, and restore the
Minimum Improvements to substantially the same or an improved condition or value as they existed prior
to the event causing such damage and, to the extent necessary to accomplish such repair, reconstruction
and restoration, Developer will apply the Net Proceeds of any insurance relating to such damage received
by Developer to the payment or reimbursement of the costs thereof.

e Developer shall complete the repair, reconstruction, and restoration of the Minimum
Improvements, whether or not the Net Proceeds of insurance received by Developer for such purposes are
sufficient.

ARTICLE V. FURTHER COVENANTS OF DEVELOPER AND TENANT

Section 5.1. Maintenance of Development Property. Developer will maintain, preserve, and keep
the Development Property (whether owned in fee or a leasehold interest), including but not limited to the
Minimum Improvements, in good repair and working order, ordinary wear and tear excepted, and from
time to time will make all necessary repairs, replacements, renewals, and additions.

Section 5.2. Maintenance of Records. Developer and Tenant will keep at all times proper books
of record and account in which full, true, and correct entries will be made of all dealings and transactions
of or in relation to the business and affairs of Developer and Tenant relating to this Project, and Developer
and Tenant will provide reasonable protection against loss or damage to such books of record and account.

Section 5.3. Compliance with Laws. Developer and Tenant, at such time as each party has
possession and control of the Development Property, will comply with all State, federal, and local laws,
rules, and regulations relating to the Minimum Improvements.

Section 5.4. Non-Discrimination. In the construction and operation of the Minimum
Improvements, Developer and Tenant, each for themselves, shall not discriminate against any employees
or applicants for employment on the basis of age, color, creed, disability, gender identity, national origin,
race, religion, sex, sexual orientation, or veteran status and shall include a similarly non-discrimination
provision in all agreements associated with their business agreements with the City.

Section 5.5. Available Information. Upon request, Developer and Tenant shall promptly provide
the City with copies of information reasonably requested by City that are related to this Agreement so that
City can determine compliance with the Agreement.

Section 5.6. Employment. Tenant shall employ and retain a total Monthly Average of at least five
(5) Full-Time Equivalent Employment Units at the Development Property from the time of Tenant's
occupancy of a portion of the Minimum Improvements (but no later than December, 2018) until October
2023 [or October 2024 if the schedule of Payments is delayed as set forth in Section 7.1(b)]

"Monthly Average" means the average number of Full-Time Equivalent Employment Units
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employed as of October 1 of each year and as of the first day of each of the preceding eleven (11) months,
as shown in the Tenant's Annual Certification in Section 5.7 and in Exhibit F.

Section 5.7. Annual Certification. To assist the City in monitoring the Agreement and performance
of Developer and Tenant hereunder, duly authorized officers of Developer and Tenant, as applicable, shall
provide Annual Certifications to the City.

Until such time as Developer is released from its obligations hereunder, Developer shall annually
provide to the City: (i) proof that all ad valorem taxes on the Development Property in the Urban Renewal
Area have been paid for the prior fiscal year; (ii) the date of the first full assessment of the Minimum
Improvements and the fully assessed value; (iii) proof of occupancy of the Minimum Improvements; and
certification that such officer is familiar with the terms and provisions of this Agreement and that at the
date of such certification, there is no Event of Default by Developer hereunder, or if the signer is aware of
any such Event of Default, said officer shall disclose in such statement the nature thereof, its period of
existence and what action, if any, has been taken or is proposed to be taken with respect thereto.
Furthermore, the Developer’s Annual Certification shall include the calculation and reporting of an
amount (the “Developer’s Estimate™) equal to the estimated Development Property TIF anticipated to
become available in the fiscal year immediately following such Annual Certification with respect to the
Development Property and the Minimum Improvements. In submitting each such Developer’s Estimate,
the Developer will complete and submit the worksheet attached hereto as part of Exhibit E. The City
reserves the right to review and request revisions to each Developer’s Estimate to ensure the accuracy of

the figures submitted.

Tenant shall annually provide to the City (i) certifications of the number of Full-Time Equivalent
Employment Units as of October 1 and as of the first day of each of the preceding eleven (11) months;
and (ii) certifications that such officer is familiar with the terms and provisions of this Agreement and that
at the date of such certification, there is no Event of Default by the certifying party hereunder, or if the
signer is aware of any such Event of Default, said officer shall disclose in such statement the nature
thereof, its period of existence and what action, if any, has been taken or is proposed to be taken with
respect thereto.

Such statement, proof and certificates required above shall be provided not later than October 15
of each year during the Term, commencing October 15, 2019. Developer and Tenant shall provide
supporting information germane to each of their respective Annual Certifications upon request of the City.
See Exhibit E for the form required for Developer's Annual Certification and Exhibit F for the form
required for Tenant's Annual Certification.

Section 5.8. Developer Completion Guarantee. By signing this Agreement, Developer hereby
guarantees to the City performance by Developer of all the terms and provisions of this Agreement
pertaining to Developer's obligations with respect to the construction of the Minimum Improvements.
Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, Developer guarantees that: (a) construction of the
Minimum Improvements shall be completed generally within the time limits set forth herein; (b) the
Minimum Improvements shall be constructed and completed in substantial accordance with the
Construction Plans; (c) the Minimum Improvements shall be constructed and completed free and clearof
any mechanic's liens, materialman's liens and equitable liens; and (d) all costs of constructing the
Minimum Improvements shall be paid when due.

Section 5.9. Term of Operation. Developer and Tenant will enter into a lease with a term in effect
as of the completion date for the Minimum Improvements and continuing through the Termination Date
of this Agreement, during which period the Tenant will maintain its operations at the Minimum
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Improvements on the Development Property, including the employee obligations in Section 5.6. If either
the Developer or Tenant terminates the lease prior to the Termination Date it shall be an Event of Default

under this Agreement.

ARTICLE VI. PROHIBITION AGAINST ASSIGNMENT AND TRANSFER

Section 6.1. Status of Developer and Tenant: Transfer of Substantially All Assets: Assignment.
As security for the obligations of Developer and Tenant under this Agreement, Developer and Tenant
represent and agree that, prior to the Termination Date, Developer and Tenant will maintain their existence
as companies and will not wind up or otherwise dispose of all or substantially all of their assets or transfer,
convey, or assign their interest in the Development Property, Minimum Improvements, or this Agreement
to any other party unless: (i) the transferee partnership, corporation, limited liability company, or
individual assumes in writing all of the then-outstanding obligations of Developer and Tenant (as the case
may be) under this Agreement; and (ii) the City consents thereto in writing in advance thereof.

Section 6.2. Prohibition Against Use as Non-Taxable or Centrally Assessed Property. During the
term of this Agreement, Developer, or its successors or assigns, agree that the Development Property
cannot be transferred or sold to a non-profit entity or used for a purpose that would exempt the
Development Property or Minimum Improvements from property tax liability. Nor can the Development
Property or Minimum Improvements be used as centrally assessed property (including but not limited to,
Iowa Code §§ 428.24 to 428.29 (Public Utility Plants and Related Personal Property); Chapter 433
(Telegraph and Telephone Company Property); Chapter 434 (Railway Property); Chapter 437 (Electric
Transmission Lines); Chapter 437A (Property Used in the Production, Generation, Transmission or
Delivery of Electricity or Natural Gas); and Chapter 438 (Pipeline Property)).

ARTICLE VII. ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT PAYMENTS

Section 7.1. Payments.

a Number of Payments. In recognition of the Developer’s and the Tenant’s obligations set
out above, the City agrees to make five (5) annual Payments to the Developer during the Term, pursuant
to Chapters 15A and 403 of the Code, provided, however, that the aggregate amount of the Payments shall
not exceed $168,955 (the “Maximum Payment Total”), and all Payments under this Agreement shall be
subject to annual appropriation by the City Council, as provided hereunder.

b. Schedule of Payments. This Agreement assumes that the new valuation from the Minimum
Improvements will go onto the Dallas County property tax rolls as of January 1, 2019. Accordingly,
Payments will be made on or before each June 1 of each fiscal year, commencing June 1, 2021, and
continuing through and including June 1, 2025, or until such earlier date upon which the total Payments
equal to the Maximum Payment Total have been made. The amount of each Payment shall be determined
using the following formula:

June 1, 2021 100% of Development Property TIF for Fiscal Year 2020-2021
June 1, 2022 100% of Development Property TIF for Fiscal Year 2021-2022
June 1, 2023 100% of Development Property TIF for Fiscal Year 2022-2023
June 1, 2024 100% of Development Property TIF for Fiscal Year 2023-2024
June 1, 2025 100% of Development Property TIF for Fiscal Year 2024-2025

The above schedule of the Payments is based on the first full assessment of the Minimum
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Improvements being January 1, 2019. If the completion of the Minimum Improvements is delayed so that
the Minimum Improvements are not fully assessed as of January 1, 2019, then the first Payment will not
begin as scheduled, but will be delayed one year. However, in no event shall the schedule of Payments be
delayed more than one year, meaning that the latest potential date for Developer's first Payment, if eligible,

is June 1, 2022,

C Amount of Payments. The Payment to be made in a fiscal year shall not exceed an amount
equal to the corresponding Appropriated Amount (for example, for the Payment due on June 1, 2021, the
maximum amount of such Payment would be determined by the Appropriated Amount determmed for
certification by December 1, 2019). Furthermore, the amount of each such Payment shall not exceed the
amount of Development Property TIF (excluding allocations of “back-fill” or “make-up” payments from
the State of lowa for property tax credits or roll-back) actually received by the City from the Dallas County
Treasurer under the terms of the Ordinance deposited into the Ballenger Real Estate, LLC Subfund
(excluding any interest that may accrue thereon prior to payment to Developer) during the twelve-months
immediately preceding the extant Payment due date, but subject to limitation and adjustment as provided
in this Article.

d Limitation to Minimum Improvements. Payments are only for the Minimum Improvements
described in this Agreement and not any expansions or improvements not included within the definition
of the Minimum Improvements which, to be eligible for Payments, would be the subject of an amendment
or new agreement, at the sole discretion of the City Council.

Section 7.2. Conditions Precedent. Notwithstanding the provisions of Section 7.1 above, the
obligation of the City to make a Payment in any year shall be subject to and conditioned upon the

following:

(a) compliance with the terms of this Agreement by Developer and Tenant including, but
not limited to, the employment obligations in Section 5.6 of this Agreement, and payment of property
taxes;

(b) timely filing by Developer and Tenant of the Annual Certifications required under
Section 5.7 hereof and the Council's approval thereof;

(c) continual use of the Development Property and Minimum Improvements by Tenant;
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(d) the construction of the Minimum Improvements must have cost at least $2,000,000 (and
the Developer shall provide receipts or other reasonable evidence to the City to substantiate the
expenditure of this amount, if requested);

(e) execution of the Minimum Assessment Agreement by Developer and all lienholders
and mortgage holders to the Development Property contemporaneous to execution of this Agreement; and

(f) compliance with the terms of the Minimum Assessment Agreement and assessment of
the Minimum Improvements and Development Property as set out in the Minimum Assessment
Agreement.

In the event that an Event of Default occurs or any certification filed by Developer or Tenant under
Section 5.7 (or other information) discloses the existence of an Event of Default that was not cured or
cannot reasonably be cured, the City shall have the remedies set forth in Section 9.2.

Each Annual Certification filed by Developer and Tenant under Section 5.7 hereof shall be
considered separately in determining whether the City shall make a Payment available to Developer under
this Section. Under no circumstances shall the failure by Developer or Tenant to qualify Developer for a
Payment in any year serve to extend the term of this Agreement beyond the Termination Date or the years
during which Payments may be awarded to Developer or the total amount thereof, it being the intent of
parties hereto to provide Developer with an opportunity to receive Payments only if Developer and Tenant
fully comply with the provisions hereof and the Developer becomes entitled thereto, up to the maximum
appropriated amount set forth in Section 7.3.

After the Minimum Improvements are first fully assessed and if in compliance with this
Agreement, if the Developer's and Tenant's Annual Certifications are timely filed and contain the
information required under Section 5.7 and the Council approves of the same, the City shall certify to the
County prior to December 1 of that year its request for the available Development Property TIF resulting
from the assessments imposed by the County as of January 1 of that year, to be collected by the County
and paid to the City as taxes are paid during the following fiscal year and which shall thereafter be
disbursed to Developer on the following June 1 provided Developer and Tenant remain in compliance
with the terms of this Agreement at the time of payment. (Example: assuming completion by December
31, 2018, and first full assessment on January 1, 2019, if Developer and Tenant certify in October, 2019
and the City certifies to the County by December 1, 2019, the first Payment would be paid to Developer on
June 1, 2021 (for 100% of the Tax Increment for fiscal year 2020-2021) provided Developer and Tenant
are in compliance with the Agreement at the time of payment). Compliance with the terms and conditions
of this Agreement is a condition precedent to receiving a Payment.

Section 7.3. Annual Appropriation. The Payments shall be subject to annual appropriation by the
City Council. Prior to December 1 of each year during the Term, commencing in calendar year 2019 (or
2020 if delayed as set forth in Section 7.1(b) above), the City Council of the City shall consider the
question of obligating for appropriation to the funding of the Payment due in the following fiscal year, an
amount (the “Appropriated Amount”) of Development Property TIF to be collected in the following fiscal
year equal to or less than the most recently submitted Developer’s Estimate.
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In any given fiscal year, if the City Council determines to not obligate the then-considered
Appropriated Amount, then the City will be under no obligation to fund the Payment scheduled to become
due in the following fiscal year, and the Developer will have no rights whatsoever to compel the City to
make such Payments or to seek damages relative thereto or to compel the funding of such Payment in
future fiscal years. A determination by the City Council to not obligate funds for any particular fiscal
year’s Payment shall not render this Agreement null and void, and the Developer shall make the next
succeeding submission of the Developer’s Estimate as called for in Section 5.7 above, provided however
that no Payment shall be made after June 1, 2026. Failure to appropriate the funding of part or all of a
Payment shall not constitute an Event of Default.

Notwithstanding the provisions of Section 7.1 hereof, the City shall have no obligation to make a
Payment to Developer if at any time during the Term the City fails to appropriate funds for payment, or
receives an opinion from its legal counsel to the effect that the use of Development Property TIF resulting
from the Minimum Improvements to fund a Payment to Developer, as contemplated under said Section
7.1, is not authorized or otherwise an appropriate urban renewal activity permitted to be undertaken by
the City under the Urban Renewal Act or other applicable provisions of the Code, as then constituted or
under controlling decision of any lowa Court having jurisdiction over the subject matter hereof. Upon
receipt of any such legal opinion or non-appropriation, the City shall promptly forward notice of the same
to Developer. If the non-appropriation or circumstances or legal constraints giving rise to the decision
continue for a period during which two (2) annual Payments would otherwise have been paid to Developer
under the terms of Section 7.1, the City may terminate this Agreement, without penalty or other liability
to the City, by written notice to Developer and Tenant.

Section 7.4. Source of Payments. The Payments shall not constitute general obligations of the
City, but shall be made solely and only from the Development Property TIF received by the City from the
Dallas County Treasurer attributable to the taxable valuation of the Minimum Improvements on the
Development Property, Furthermore, the Payments shall be payable from and secured solely and only by
amounts deposited and held in the Ballenger Real Estate, LLC Subfund. The City hereby covenants and
agrees to maintain the Ordinance in force with respect to the Development Property during the term hereof
and to make sufficient deposits of Development Property TIF, if available, into the Ballenger Real Estate,
LLC Subfund to fund the Payments. The Payments shall not be payable in any manner by other tax
increment revenues or by general taxation or from any other City funds. Any commercial and industrial
property tax replacement monies that may be received under chapter 441.21A shall not be included in the
calculation to determine the amount of Payments for which Developer is eligible, and any monies received
back under chapter 426C relating to the Business Property Tax Credit shall not be included in the
calculation to determine the amount of Payments for which Developer is eligible.

Section 7.5. Certification of Payment Obligation. In any given fiscal year, if the City Council
determines to obligate the then-considered Appropriated Amount, as set forth in Section 7.3 above, then
the City Clerk will certify by December 1 of each such year to the Dallas County Auditor an amount equal
to the most recently obligated Appropriated Amount.

Section 7.6. Real Property Taxes. Developer shall pay or cause to be paid, when due, all real
property taxes and assessments payable with respect to all and any parts of the Development Property.
Until such obligations have been assumed by any other person, all pursuant to the provisions of this
Agreement, Developer shall be responsible for all assessments and taxes.

Developer and Tenant and their permitted successors agree that prior to the Termination Date:
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a They will not seek administrative review or judicial review of the applicability or
constitutionality of any tax statute relating to the taxation of real property contained on the Development
Property determined by any tax official to be applicable to the Development Property or Minimum
Improvements, or raise the inapplicability or constitutionality of any such tax statute as a defense in any
proceedings, including delinquent tax proceedings; and

b. They will not seek any tax exemption deferral or abatement either presently or
prospectively authorized under any State, federal, or local law with respect to taxation of real property
contained on the Development Property or the Minimum Improvements between the date of execution of
this Agreement and the Termination Date.

C. The assessment category for the Development Property is commercial/industrial and
Developer shall not take any action to request or effect a change in such category.

Section 7.7. Minimum Assessment Agreement. As further consideration for this Agreement,
Developer shall execute, contemporaneous with the execution of this Agreement, an Assessment
Agreement pursuant to the provisions of lowa Code Section 403.6(19) specifying the Assessor's Minimum
Actual Value for the Minimum Improvements on the Development Property for calculation of real
property taxes in the form attached as Exhibit G ("Assessment Agreement" or "Minimum Assessment
Agreement"). Specifically, Developer, the City, the County Assessor, the holder of any mortgage and all
prior lienholders shall agree to a minimum actual value for the Minimum Improvements to be constructed
on the Development Property of not less than $1,450,000 upon completion of the Minimum Improvements
until the Assessment Agreement Termination Date (as defined below). Such minimum actual value at the
time applicable is herein referred to as the "Assessor's Minimum Actual Value".

Nothing in the Assessment Agreement shall limit the discretion of the Assessor to assign an actual
value to the property in excess of such Assessor's Minimum Actual Value nor prohibit Developer from
seeking through the exercise of legal or administrative remedies a reduction in such actual value for
property tax purposes; provided, however, that Developer shall not seek a reduction of such actual value
below the Assessor's Minimum Actual Value in any year so long as the Assessment Agreement shall
remain in effect. The Assessment Agreement shall remain in effect until December 31, 2028 (the
"Assessment Agreement Termination Date"). The Assessment Agreement shall be certified by the
Assessor for the County as provided in lowa Code Section 403.6(19) (2017) and shall be filed for record
in the office of the County Recorder, and such filing shall constitute notice to any subsequent
encumbrancer or purchaser of the Development Property or part thereof, whether voluntary or involuntary.
Such Assessment Agreement shall be binding and enforceable in its entirety against any such subsequent
purchaser or encumbrancer, as well as all prior lienholders and the holder of first mortgage, each of which
shall sign a consent to the Minimum Assessment Agreement.

ARTICLE VIII. INDEMNIFICATION

Section 8.1, Release and Indemnification Covenants.

a. Developer and Tenant release the City and the governing body members, officers, agents,
servants, and employees thereof (hereinafter, for purposes of this Article VIII, the "indemnified parties")
from, covenant and agree that the indemnified parties shall not be liable for, and agrees to indemnify,
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defend, and hold harmless the indemnified parties against, any loss or damage to property or any injury to
or death of any person occurring at or about or resulting from any defect in the Minimum Improvements

or Development Property.

b. Except to the extent arising from any willful misrepresentation, gross negligence, or any
willful or wanton misconduct or any unlawful act of the indemnified parties, Developer and Tenant agree
to protect and defend the indemnified parties, now or forever, and further agree to hold the indemnified
parties harmless, from any claim, demand, suit, action, or other proceedings whatsoever by any personor
entity whatsoever arising or purportedly arising from: (i) any violation of any agreement or condition of
this Agreement (except with respect to any suit, action, demand, or other proceeding brought by Developer
or Tenant against the City to enforce its rights under this Agreement); (ii) the acquisition and condition of
the Development Property and the construction, installation, ownership, and operation of the Minimum
Improvements; or (iii) any hazardous substance or environmental contamination located in or on the
Development Property.

C. The indemnified parties shall not be liable for any damage or injury to the persons or
property of Developer or Tenant or their officers, agents, servants, or employees or any other person who
may be about the Minimum Improvements or Development Property due to any act of negligence of any
person, other than any act of negligence on the part of any such indemnified party or its officers, agents,
servants, or employees.

d. The provisions of this Article VIII shall survive the termination of this Agreement.
ARTICLE IX. REMEDIES

Section 9.1. Events of Default Defined. The following shall be "Events of Default" under this
Agreement and the term "Event of Default" shall mean, whenever it is used in this Agreement, any one or
more of the following events during the Term of this Agreement:

a Failure by Developer to cause the construction of the Minimum Improvements to be
completed and the operations to continue pursuant to the terms and conditions of this Agreement;

b. Failure by Developer or Tenant to comply with Sections 5.6, 5.7, 5.8, or 5.9 of this
Agreement, as applicable;

C. Transfer of Developer's interest in the Development Property, Minimum Improvements, or
this Agreement in violation of the provisions of this Agreement;

d Failure by Developer to pay ad valorem taxes on the Development Property or Minimum
Improvements;
e. Failure by Developer or Tenant to substantially observe or perform any covenant,

condition, obligation, or agreement on its part to be observed or performed under this Agreement;

f The holder of any Mortgage on the Development Property, or any improvements thereon,
or any portion thereof, commences foreclosure proceedings as a result of any default under the applicable
Mortgage documents;
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g Developer shall:

L file any petition in bankruptcy or for any reorganization, arrangement, composition,
readjustment, liquidation, dissolution, or similar relief under the United States Bankruptcy Act of 1978,
as amended, or under any similar federal or state law; or

iL. make an assignment for the benefit of its creditors; or
iil. admit in writing its inability to pay its debts generally as they become due; or
iv. be adjudicated as bankrupt or insolvent; or if a petition or answer proposing the

adjudication of Developer as bankrupt or either entity's reorganization under any present or future federal
bankruptcy act or any similar federal or state law shall be filed in any court and such petition or answer
shall not be discharged or denied within ninety (90) days after the filing thereof; or a receiver, trustee or
liquidator of Developer or the Minimum Improvements, or part thereof, shall be appointed in any
proceedings brought against Developer, and shall not be discharged within ninety (90) days after such
appointment, or if Developer shall consent to or acquiesce in such appointment;

h. Any representation or warranty made by Developer or Tenant in this Agreement or in any
written statement or certificate furnished by Developer or Tenant pursuant to this Agreement, shall prove
to have been incorrect, incomplete or misleading in any material respect on or as of the date of the issuance

or making thereof; or

L Failure of the Developer or any lienholder to execute or comply with the Minimum
Assessment Agreement.

Section 9.2. Remedies on Default. Whenever any Event of Default referred to in Section 9.1 of
this Agreement occurs and is continuing, the City, as specified below, may take any one or more of the
following actions after the giving of thirty (30) days' written notice by the City to Developer, Tenant, and
the holder of the First Mortgage (but only to the extent the City has been informed in writing of the
existence of a First Mortgage and been provided with the address of the holder thereof) of the Event of
Default, but only if the Event of Default has not been cured within said thirty (30) days, or if the Event of
Default cannot reasonably be cured within thirty (30) days and Developer and/or Tenant does not provide
assurances reasonably satisfactory to the City that the Event of Default will be cured as soon as reasonably
possible:

a. The City may suspend its performance under this Agreement until it receives assurances
from Developer and/or Tenant, deemed adequate by the City, that Developer and/or Tenant will cure the
default and continue its performance under this Agreement;

b. The City may terminate this Agreement;

c. The City may withhold the Certificate of Completion;

d. The City may take any action, including legal, equitable, or administrative action, which
may appear necessary or desirable to enforce performance and observance of any obligation, agreement,

or covenant of Developer and/or Tenant, as the case may be, under this Agreement; or

e The City will have no obligation to make Payments to Developer subsequent to the Event
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of Default and shall be entitled to recover from Developer, and Developer shall repay to the City, an
amount equal to the full amount of the Payments previously made to Developer under Article VII hereof,
with interest thereon at the highest rate permitted by State law. The City may take any action, including
any legal action it deems necessary, to recover such amounts from Developer.

Section 9.3. No Remedy Exclusive. No remedy herein conferred upon or reserved to the City is
intended to be exclusive of any other available remedy or remedies, but each and every remedy shall be
cumulative and shall be in addition to every other remedy given under this Agreement or now or hereafter
existing at law or in equity or by statute. No delay or omission to exercise any right or power accruing
upon any default shall impair any such right or power or shall be construed to be a waiver thereof, but any
such right and power may be exercised from time to time and as often as may be deemed expedient.

Section 9.4. No Implied Waiver. In the event any agreement contained in this Agreement should
be breached by any party and thereafter waived by any other party, such waiver shall be limited to the
particular breach so waived and shall not be deemed to waive any other concurrent, previous, or
subsequent breach hereunder.

Section 9.5. Agreement to Pay Attorneys' Fees and Expenses.

a. Developer shall pay to the City an amount equal to the actual costs incurred by the City in
connection with the drafting and execution of this Agreement, including, but not limited to publication
fees for legal notices, actual costs associated with City Council meetings, and reasonable legal fees of the
City, associated with the preparation and adoption of the Urban Renewal Plan and negotiation, drafting
and authorization of this Agreement. Payment by Developer of such costs will be made by the Developer
to the City within 30 days of the date on which the City presents a statement to the Developer
demonstrating such costs, or if not previously paid the costs shall be deducted from the first Economic

Development Grant.

b. Whenever any Event of Default occurs and the City shall employ attomeys or incur other
expenses for the collection of payments due or to become due or for the enforcement or performance or
observance of any obligation or agreement on the part of Developer or Tenant herein contained, and the
City prevails in an action to enforce this Agreement, Developer and Tenant agree that the defaulting party
shall, on demand therefor, pay to the City the reasonable fees of such attorneys and such other expenses
as may be reasonably and appropriately incurred by the City in connection therewith.

ARTICLE X. MISCELLANEOUS

Section 10.1. Conflict of Interest. Developer and Tenant represent and warrant that, to their best
knowledge and belief after due inquiry, no officer or employee of the City, or their designees or agents,
nor any consultant or member of the governing body of the City, and no other public official of the City
who exercises or has exercised any functions or responsibilities with respect to the Project during his or
her tenure, or who is in a position to participate in a decision-making process or gain insider information
with regard to the Project, has had or shall have any interest, direct or indirect, in any contract or
subcontract, or the proceeds thereof, for work or services to be performed in connection with the Project,
or in any activity, or benefit therefrom, which is part of the Project at any time during or after such person's

tenure.

Section 10.2. Notices and Demands. A notice, demand or other communication under this
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Agreement by any party to the other shall be sufficiently given or delivered if it is dispatched by registered
or certified mail, postage prepaid, return receipt requested, or delivered personally, and

Section 10.3. Titles of Articles and Sections. Any titles of the several parts, Articles, and Sections
of this Agreement are inserted for convenience of reference only and shall be disregarded in construing or
interpreting any of its provisions.

Section 10.4. Counterparts. This Agreement may be executed in any number of counterparts, each
of which shall constitute one and the same instrument.

Section 10.5. Governing Law. This Agreement shall be governed and construed in accordance with
the laws of the State of Iowa.

Section 10.6. Entire Agreement. This Agreement and the exhibits hereto reflect the entire
agreement among the parties regarding the subject matter hereof, and supersedes and replaces all prior
agreements, negotiations or discussions, whether oral or written. This Agreement may not be amended
except by a subsequent writing signed by all parties hereto.

Section 10.7. Successors and Assigns. This Agreement is intended to and shall inure to the benefit
of and be binding upon the parties hereto and their respective permitted successors and assigns.

Section 10.8. Termination Date. This Agreement shall Terminate on June 1, 2026 or such earlier
date upon which the aggregate sum of Payments made to the Company equals the Maximum Payment
Total, or as otherwise provided herein.

Section 10.9. Memorandum of A greement. The parties agree to execute and record a Memorandum
of Agreement for Private Development, in substantially the form attached as Exhibit D, to serve as notice
to the public of the existence and provisions of this Agreement, and the rights and interests held by the City
by virtue hereof. The City shall pay for all costs of recording,

Section 10.10. No Third-Party Beneficiaries. No rights or privileges of either party hereto shall
inure to the benefit of any landowner, contractor, subcontractor, material supplier, or any other person or
entity, and no such contractor, landowner, subcontractor, material supplier, or any other person or entity
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shall be deemed to be a third-party beneficiary of any of the provisions contained in this Agreement.

WHEREAS, the City of West Des Moines, lowa (the “City”), pursuant to and in strict
compliance with all laws applicable to the City, and in particular the provisions of Chapter 403
of the Code of Iowa, has adopted an Urban Renewal Plan for the Ashworth Corridor Urban

Renewal Area (the “Urban Renewal Area”); and

WHEREAS, this City Council has adopted an ordinance providing for the division of
taxes levied on taxable property in the Urban Renewal Area pursuant to Section 403.19 of the
Code of Iowa and establishing the fund referred to in Subsection 2 of Section 403.19 of the Code
of Iowa (the “Urban Renewal Tax Revenue Fund”), which fund and the portion of taxes referred
to in that subsection may be irrevocably pledged by the City for the payment of the principal and
interest on indebtedness incurred under the authority of Section 403.9 of the Code of Iowa to
finance or refinance in whole or in part projects in the Urban Renewal Area; and

WHEREAS, a certain development agreement (the “Agreement”) among the City,
Ballenger Real Estate, LLC (the “Developer”) and Ballenger Chiropractic and Acupuncture,
PLLC (the “Tenant”) has been prepared, pursuant to which the Developer would undertake the
construction (the “Project”) of a new office building (the “Building™) located at 1121 Jordan
Creek Parkway in the Urban Renewal Area for use in the business operations of the Tenant, and
the Tenant would occupy the Building and commit to retain employees as part of its business

operations; and

WHEREAS, under the Agreement, the City would provide annual appropriation tax
increment payments to the Developer in a total amount not exceeding $168,955; and

WHEREAS, this City Council, pursuant to Section 403.9 of the Code of Iowa, has
published notice, has held a public hearing on the Agreement on June 11, 2018, and has
otherwise complied with statutory requirements for the approval of the Agreement; and

WHEREAS, Chapter 15A of the Code of Iowa (“Chapter 15A”) declares that economic
development is a public purpose for which a City may provide grants, loans, tax incentives,
guarantees and other financial assistance to or for the benefit of private persons; and

WHEREAS, Chapter 15A requires that before public funds are used for grants, loans, tax
incentives or other financial assistance, a City Council must determine that a public purpose will
reasonably be accomplished by the spending or use of those funds; and

WHEREAS, Chapter 15A requires that in determining whether funds should be spent, a
City Council must consider any or all of a series of factors;

NOW, THEREFORE, It Is Resolved by the City Council of the City of West Des
Moines, Iowa, as follows:





Section 1. Pursuant to the factors listed in Chapter 15A, the City Council hereby
finds that:

(a) The Project will add diversity and generate new opportunities for the West
Des Moines and Iowa economies;

(b) The Project will generate public gains and benefits, particularly in the
creation of new jobs, which are warranted in comparison to the amount of the proposed
property tax incentives.

Section 2. The City Council further finds that a public purpose will reasonably be
accomplished by entering into the Agreement and providing the incremental property tax
payments to the Developer thereunder.

Section 3. The Agreement is hereby approved and the Mayor and City Clerk are
hereby authorized and directed to execute and deliver the Agreement on behalf of the City, in
substantially the form and content in which the Agreement has been presented to this City
Council, and such officers are also authorized to make such changes, modifications, additions or
deletions as they, with the advice of bond counsel, may believe to be necessary, and to take such
actions as may be necessary to carry out the provisions of the Agreement.

Section 4. All payments by the City under the Agreement shall be subject to annual
appropriation by the City Council, in the manner set out in the Agreement. As provided and
required by Chapter 403 of the Code of Iowa, the City’s obligations under the Agreement shall
be payable solely from a subfund (the “Ballenger Real Estate, LLC Subfund”) which is hereby
established, into which shall be paid that portion of the income and proceeds of the Urban
Renewal Tax Revenue Fund attributable to property taxes derived from the property as described
as follows:

FINANCIAL IMPACT: Undetermined.

BACKGROUND: The applicant, Majestic Land Company, represented by Shane Devick of Civil Engineering
Consultants, is requesting approval of a Final Plat for approximately 17.05 acres located at Northwest corner of
Stagecoach Drive and S 95th Street. The applicant proposes to subdivide the property into 16 single family lots, 16
outlots, and 2 public street lots.

CITY COUNCIL SUBCOMMITTEE: This project was presented to the Development and Planning City Council
Subcommittee on August 7, 2017. The Subcommittee also met on December 11, 2017 to discuss allowing utilities to
be placed in the front yard because of the Jocation of the floodplain and steep grades. The Subcommittee expressed
support of the development on both occasion.

OUTSTANDING ISSUES: There are no outstanding issues. Staff would note the following items of interest:

e Public Utility Easements: The final plat identifies public utility easements (PUE’s) in the front yard of lots
1-17. City Code requires that PUE’s be located in the rear or side yards. The PUE’s in front of lots 1-17 are
required due to the location of the floodplain and/or steep grade in the rear yards of those lots. In discussions
with MidAmerican Energy, for safety and access reasons, it is preferred that underground electric lines not
be installed within a floodplain or a steep hillside. Due to these reasons, the applicant is requesting the PUE’s
be allowed in the front yard of the above specified lots. City Staff has reviewed this request and supports
granting a waiver of the code requirement. A condition of approval is recommended allowing this waiver
from City Code.

e  Staff would also note that as part of this approval, the Council is approving and accepting the following:
o A deed for Lot(s) Lots A and B to be dedicated as public street right(s)-of-way;
o Legal documents to establish public easements for storm sewers, sanitary sewers, and ingress/egress;
o Surety in lieu of public improvements associated with the construction of Storm Sewer, Sanitary
Sewer, including all appurtenances associated with said improvements;
o Surety in lieu of the construction of public sidewalks required of the development
o Surety for the installation of landscape buffers required of the development

COMPREHENSIVE PLAN CONSISTENCY: The project has been reviewed for consistency with the
Comprehensive Plan. Based upon that review, a finding has been made that the proposed project is consistent with
the Comprehensive Plan in that the project is consistent with all of the goals and policies of the Comprehensive Plan
and the land use map of the Comprehensive Plan.

RECOMMENDATION: Based upon the preceding review and a finding of consistency with the goals and policies
of the Comprehensive Plan, staff recommends the City Council approve Majestic Oaks Plat 1 Final Plat, subject to
the applicant meeting all City Code requirements and the following conditions of approval:

1. The City Council granting the applicant a waiver from City Code to allow Public Utility Easements to be
located in the front yard of lots 1-17.

Applicant’s Request: The City of West Des Moines is requesting approval of a site plan for approximately 7.75
acres located at the terminous of 8. Hidden Point Court. The City proposes the phased construction of Hidden Point
Park at this location. The park will consist of a picnic shelter, a restroom, playgrounds, a tennis court, a basketball

court, a parking lot and trail connections.

History: The property is undeveloped. In 2013, a Comprehensive Plan Amendment was approved for this property
which changed the land use of the property to a Single Family (SF) land use. This portion of the property was
consistency zoned to the Comprehensive Plan Land Use designation which established Single Family Residential (R-
1) zoning. In 2014, the property was platted as an outlot to be dedicated as a City park as a part of the Roger’s Farm

final plat

City Council Subcommittee: This project was presented to the Development and Planning Subcommittee as an
informational item at its April 16, 2018 meeting. There was no discussion.

Staff Review and Comment: This request was distributed to other City departments and other agencies for their
review and comment. Staff would summarize the following key points of interest:

®  Park Phasing. The development of Hidden Point Park will be completed in phases as capital improvement
money becomes available. At this time, it is projected that site grading and utilities will be completed in
2018, followed by playground, sidewalks and parking lot installation in 2019. In 2020, the picnic shelter and
restroom will be constructed and in 2021 the tennis court, basketball court, trails and boardwalk overlook

will be constructed.

e Courtesy Notice: A courtesy notice of the June 4™ Plan & Zoning Commission meeting and June 11 City
Council meeting was mailed to all property owners within a 370’ radius of the park property. Property owner
notification is not a requirement of the site plan review of the project, but was sent out to make the
surrounding property owners aware of the proposed improvements within the park.

1. Grand Avenue Trail (Jordan Creek to Fuller Road) - Land Acquisition/Funding

Ms. Ortgies presented two placement options regarding the proposed Grand Avenue Trail between
Jordan Creek and Fuller Road. Option #1 would place the trail on the West side of the road and is
the preferred location, but would require possible condemnation of part the adjacent property.
Option #2 would place the trail on the East side of the road and, while this approach would have a
smaller amount of ROW acquisition needed, it would not address the issue of a remaining need
for a sidewalk on the west side, with potential assessment of that sidewalk to the homeowners.

The estimated cost for the trail on the west side of Grand Avenue is $638,000 which is over from
the previous budgeted estimate by $184,000. Ms. Ortgies explained that funds could be captured
from other parks projects as follows:

S. 19 St trail removal $ 62,000
39® St Parking lot 69,000
Woodland Hills Park Basketball/Tennis/Trail 53,000

$184,000

Ms. Ortgies noted that with support from the Committee and Council, the goal would be to acquire
the needed land and construct the project by the end of calendar 2018.

Councilmembers were supportive of Option 1, noting a preference for allowing the adjacent
property owner to access the acquired land. They were also in support of using previous cost-
savings to fund the additional cost. Staff will proceed and the item will be placed on a future

Council agenda.

Staff has initiated the process to acquire property needed for a proposed trail along Grand Avenue from
Jordan Creek on the north to Fuller Road on the south. The project engineer, Bolton & Menk, has also
prepared more detailed plans and cost estimates. Before proceeding further, the Committee is asked to
further review the project and provide guidance.

Project Background

Several options for the location of this trail were presented to the Public Works Council Committee on
6/3/13 and 9/29/14. At that time, the committee recommended that the trail be located along the west
side of Grand Avenue and that the adjacent property owners be assessed for 4 feet of the 10 foot wide
trail. At a Finance & Administration Council Committee meeting on 12/11/14 regarding the Grand
Avenue Reconstruction between S. 35™ and 50t Street, that subcommittee recommended that city
policy be to not assess property owners for their 4 foot share of future trail projects constructed
through already-developed areas. This was taken into consideration when budgeting for the project the
following year.

Funds in the amount of $450,000 were budgeted in FY 15-16, but some of those funds were reallocated
to other CIP projects (Holiday Park Baseball Improvements and Valley View Park Basketball Courts) that
were further along in design and construction. In FY 16-17, an additional $138,000 was budgeted for the
Grand Avenue Trail project to cover the amount transferred to these other projects. When the cost of
design is subtracted out, there is currently a total of $454,000 available for land acquisition and
construction of the trail project.

Future Direction
As further details are now available, including acquisition costs, staff is requesting that the Committee
provide guidance on the following:

1. Location of trail on west side of Grand Avenue
Attached are maps showing two options {east and west) and the land necessary to be acquired,
estimated costs, and a summary of pros and cons for each of those options. Staff will further
review this information with the Committee at Wednesday’s meeting and requests that the
Committee reconfirm the decision to locate the trail on the west side of Grand Avenue.

2. Land acguisition
Additional land will be necessary to construct the trail and bridge over Jordan Creek. Based

upon initial discussions with the property owner on the west side of Grand Avenue, it appears
that condemnation may be likely. Staff requests that the Committee provide guidance on
moving forward with negotiations with the property owner and, if necessary, initiating
condemnation proceedings by bringing the item to the full Council for approval. The Legal
Department will be assisting the Parks and Recreation Department with further negotiations.





3. Allocation of additional funds
After a topographic survey and additional engineering work were done and an appraisal was
completed for the property needed for the project, the cost has increased. The current
estimated cost for the trail on the west side of Grand Avenue is now $638,000. Based upon this
latest estimate, an additional $184,000 will be required to construct the project. Staff
recommends that the following be used to cover this additional amount:

South 19t Street Trail Removal/Sidewalk S 62,000
Cost-savings/Project complete

39" Street Parking Lot $ 69,000
Cost-savings/Project complete

Woodland Hills Park Basketball/Tennis/Loop Trail S 53,000

Cost-savings/Project under construction
$184,000

With direction from the Committee to proceed, the goal is to acquire the needed land and construct the
project by the end of this year.

e Requires more grading and paving than option 2.

OPTION 2 — EAST SIDE OF GRAND AVENUE

PROS
e Direct path to proposed pedestrian bridge crossing eliminates need for curves.
e Less overall grading and paving than Option 1.
e Smaller amount of ROW acquisition needed. Walnut Creek Community Church has not yet been approached,

but may be more amenable to sale of property than west side property owner.

CONS

e Meets AASHTO and SUDAS acceptable slope guidelines for a Shared-use Path (less than 8% slope) but some
users may find steeper grade difficult to navigate.

e Conceptual design only. Requires more survey data and engineering to confirm site conditions.

e Underpass will remain unused as part of trail system. Trail users will need to cross Grand Ave/Fuller Rd at a
signalized intersection in order to continue on a trail and will need to cross Grand Ave a second time at grade at
a currently unsignalized intersection to access Raccoon River Park.

e Counter to original recommendation by Park & Rec Advisory Board, Bicycle Advisory Commission & PW

Subcommittee (2014) to locate trail on west side of Grand Ave.

FINANCIAL IMPACT: Funds have been included in the current budget to cover the cost of this pay
increase.

BACKGROUND:

An evaluation form was distributed to the Mayor and City Council and the results clearly indicate a
strong degree of confidence in the City Manager. In addition, a salary survey of comparable cities
was also obtained and evaluated. The City has been very well served by the capable and dedicated
efforts of the City Manager, Tom Hadden.

Based on a current salary of $192,442/year, this resolution authorizes a new salary of $199,446/year
and an additional contribution of $4,670 (total of $40,911) to deferred compensation. This represents
a total cash compensation increase of 5%. (Note that the City does not make any contributions to
IPERS.) In addition, this resolution amends Section 2, D of the City Manager Employment
Agreement to extend the employment agreement for one more year for a total of three years (to
May, 2021). These changes are effective on the review date of May 1, 2018.
