receive notification of this proposed change.
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Bret Hodne, Public Services Director, reported this proposed ordinance was driven by
complaints regarding traffic safety, as it can be difficult for vehicles to turn onto 44™ Street when
vehicles are parked along the street and waiting at the stop sign. He noted 75 feet is usually the
shortest distance of a no parking zone imposed by the City.

Council member Trimble stated he has personally witnessed the traffic safety issue at this
intersection. He inquired if it would be possible to impose a no parking zone that is less than 75
feet.

Council member Trevillyan suggested this item be continued for four weeks to allow staff to
research the issue and bring it back to the Public Services Subcommittee for further discussion.

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Susanne Gerlach, Public Financial Management, 801 Grand Avenue, Des Moines, reported the
City’s ‘AAA’ bond rating was recently affirmed by S&P Global Ratings, which helped these
bond issuances receive quality bids. She also reported the City tried a new approach to the bond
sales today with each sale occurring 15 minutes apart, which she believes further improved the
bids received. She then presented the tabulations of bids for the four bond issuances. Series
2019A received five bids, which included 32 bidders that went in as syndicates. The low bid,
submitted by Hutchinson, Shockey Erley & Co., came in at a true interest rate of 1.63 percent.
Series 2019B received six bids, which included 33 bidders that went in as syndicates. The low
bid, submitted by Raymond James & Associates, came in at a true interest rate of 1.51 percent.
Series 2019C received four bids, which included 31 bidders that went in as syndicates. The low
bid, submitted by Hutchinson, Shockey Erley & Co., came in at a true interest rate of 1.98
percent. Series 2019D received four bids, which included 31 bidders that went in as syndicates.
The low bid, submitted by Fifth Third Securities, Inc., came in at a true interest rate of 1.49

percent.

Mayor Gaer requested that staff distribute the S&P report regarding the recent rating review, and
he inquired if the State’s property tax reform bill had any impact on their confidence in the
City’s ‘AAA’ bond rating.

Ms. Gerlach noted the rating agencies regarded the property tax reform bill as neutral, since the
limitations from the earlier versions were removed before it passed.

INSPECTION AND ENFORCEMENT OF STORM WATER POLLUTION PREVENTION FOR
CONSTRUCTION SITES

1.0 Purpose

1.1 The purpose of this administrative policy is to provide standard operating procedures (SOP’s),
processes, and actions for City Staff inspecting and enforcing storm water pollution prevention
activities for construction sites in West Des Moines, Iowa.

1.2 All work on construction sites in the City shall use best management practices for storm water
pollution prevention, erosion control, and sediment control per the City’s Municipal Separate
Storm Sewer System (MS4) permit, Construction Site Erosion and Sediment Control Ordinance
(COSESCO), local, state, and federal laws, regulations, and policies.

Storm Water Pollution Prevention: Not allowing or controlling erosion, sediment,
pollution, and other debris from exiting a construction site, into a drainage system, or into
any waterway.

Best Management Practices (BMP’s): Schedule of activities, prohibitions of practices,
maintenance procedures, and other management procedures to prevent or reduce the
pollution of waters of the United States. BMP’s also include treatment requirements,
operating procedures, and practices to control plant site runoff, spillage or leaks, sludge
or waste disposal, or drainage from material storage.

Construction Site: The location on which construction or building activity, including
clearing, grading and excavating results in soil disturbance.

Stabilization: Methods that prevent and control sediment, erosion, and debris runoff on
the entire disturbed soil section for a location. Methods include mulch, straw, vegetative
cover, and rock drive entrances. Disturbed ground must be stabilized immediately if a
site is to be inactive for a period exceeding the time specified in the responsible party’s
NPDES General No. 2 permit or the City’s MS4 permit.

Municipal Separate Storm Sewer System (MS4) Permit: The permit issued to the City
from the Towa DNR to allow discharging of storm water from within the boundaries of a

municipality to the waters of the state.

National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) General Permit No. 2: A
permit issued to the owner or operator of a construction site one acre or larger from the
Iowa DNR to set the requirements for and to allow discharging of storm water under the
City’s MS4 Permit.

Construction Site Erosion and Sediment Control Ordinance (COSESCQ): The ordinance
that enables the City to conduct site visits of construction site erosion and sediment
control on private property, defines the Responsible Parties for storm water pollution
prevention on construction sites, sets the parameters for storm water pollution prevention
compliance, sets forth penalties for non-compliance with the requirements of the MS4
and NPDES General No. 2 Permits, and sets forth penalties for non-compliance with the
requirements of the MS4 and NPDES General No. 2 Permits.

Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP): Written documents that describe the
pollution prevention practices and activities that will be implemented on the construction
site. It includes descriptions of the site and of each major phase of the planned activity,
the roles and responsibilities of contractors and subcontractors, and the inspection
schedules and logs. It is also a place to document changes and modifications to the
construction plans and associated storm water pollution prevention activities.

Potential Storm Water Violation: Failing, damaged or inadequate BMP’s, evidence of
previous discharge, or practices that contribute to the potential for polluting from a

location.

Storm Water Violation: Actual non-complying storm water discharge and pollution per
the MS4 or NPDES permits from a location or during activities.

Hazardous Condition: A situation, pattern of non-compliance, repeat violations, or direct
discharge of a hazardous substance onto the land into a water of the state, or into the

atmosphere.

Stop Work Order: A City act and notice that no activities can be done on a construction
or building site and all city permits are suspended, except for correcting storm water
pollution prevention violations.

Services and Public Services Departments.

3.4.2 Second Re-inspection after initial inspection — $500.00 re-inspection fee. If the site is
in compliance upon inspection, the re-inspection fee will be waived.

A. If the site is not in compliance 48 hours after mailing the NOV, Engineering
Services will provide Development Services, other applicable City staff and the
Responsible Party(s) with a “Stop Work Order” for specific site addresses that have
an active building permit or other work locations with violations.

B. Development Services will send a “Stop Work Order” to all builders associated with
the sites or lots not in compliance. A “Stop Work Order” notice will be posted on
specific site addresses that have an active building permit and other work locations
that are not in compliance. A4 sample “Stop Work Order” notice is attached to this
policy. See attachment B.

3.4.3 Third Re-inspection after initial inspection — $1000.00 re-inspection fee. After a “Stop
Work Order” has been provided for a site, the third re-inspection will not be conducted
until it is requested in writing by a letter or an e-mail from the Responsible Party to the
City’s Engineering Services Department.





A. If a specific site address or work location is not in compliance after 30 days of the
“Stop Work Order” notice, any applicable building permits and other city permits
will be suspended or revoked per Chapter 8-2A-7 of the City Code until the site is
brought into compliance. If building or other permits are revoked by the City, the
applicant will be required to re-apply for new permits and pay the associated fees
before allowing to do further work.

3.4.4 Fourth and Subsequent Re-inspections After initial inspection — $1,000.00 fee charge
per re-inspection.

A. Fourth and subsequent re-inspections will not be conducted until they are requested
in writing by a letter or an e-mail from the Responsible Party to the City’s
Engineering Services Department.

3.4.5 The Engineering Services Inspector will log the results of each re-inspection in the
appropriate City tracking spreadsheet/data base.

3.4.6 The City will invoice the re-inspection fee charges to the Responsible Party.

Effective July 1, 2019

FINANCIAL IMPACT: The adjustment of various fees should have an unknown but slight increase to
overall citywide revenue.

BACKGROUND: The attached listing represents a consolidation of all of the City’'s various rates, fees, and
charges into one document. The intent of providing a consolidated list to Council is to allow for a simpler
review and update process. The list will also serve as a resource to help staff consistently apply rates and
charges across the City. The overall document was first approved by Council June 2014 and has been
regularly updated since that time, no less than annually. Each of the City’s rates, charges, and fees have
recently been reviewed by staff, and adjustments are proposed as shown on the attached red-line
document. Discussion of the more significant changes is as follows:

1) The Development Services and Engineering Departments have proposed updates to their permits
and other charges in Section B. City policy requires annual updates to several of their fees, which
are determined by formula. This program was established in cooperation with the Homebuilders
Association of Central lowa in 2006. The underlying index has increased 2.34% from the previous
year. This is a minor adjustment but is necessary to comply with the ongoing policy. In addition, a
few of the fees have been recalibrated to maintain consistency with other Des Moines Metro cities.
Finally, any outdated fees have been stricken, such as the Sugar Creek Stormwater District Fee.

2) The Parks Department is proposing changes to field rental rates at the Raccoon River Softball
Complex, in order to keep rates at a level which is comparable to others in the Metro area. They
are also proposing increases to Interment Fees at Jordan Creek Cemetery in order to cover
additional surveying costs.

3) Fees related to housing of animals (Animal Control) have been deleted since the City no longer
shelters and adopts out animals.

4) Library and Water Works fee schedules have been updated to reflect changes implemented by
their respective boards.

RECOMMENDATION: Approve and ratify the updated Ilst of Consolidated City Fees and Charges with
all changes effective July 1, 2019.

FINANCIAL IMPACT: Final debt service amounts (principal and interest) undetermined, pending sale
date and interest rate details. The current estimate of overall interest savings is approximately

$157,000 (net present value).

BACKGROUND: A public hearing scheduled for July 1, 2019, will consider the future sale of not to
exceed $2.935 million General Obligation Refunding Bonds to refund the City’s outstanding Series
2011A General Obligation bonds. It is anticipated that, if approved, the sale would occur on August 1,

2019.

The original Series 2011A Bonds were issued to construct a number of infrastructure projects identified
in the City’s capital improvement plan. Interest rates on these bonds have been monitored by staff and
the City’s financial advisory firm (PFM Financial Advisors LLC) and the market is currently favorable
to support a current refunding of the remaining balance.

Conducting a joint
sale allows for a reduction of sale costs and issuance fees.

The recommended action will establish the date for a public hearing needed prior to receiving bids,
selling the bonds, and conducting other details of the sale.

The total construction cost for the 62nd & Railroad Gate Structure was $251,360.00 which was paid from
account no. 600.200.250.5220.331 with ultimate funding intended to come from Sanitary Sewer Funds. The
original cost of the project was $251,360.00. There were zero (0) Change Orders on the project.

BACKGROUND:

J & K Contracting, LLC was working under an agreement dated November 12, 2018 for construction services
for the 62nd & Railroad Gate Structure. Work on this project included construction of a new concrete
sanitary sewer gate structure near the intersection of 62nd Street & Railroad Avenue in Des Moines. The new
gate structure was constructed just west of the existing gate structure and includes a new slide gate. Normal
operating procedures call for the gate at this location to be closed and the Valley Junction Lift Station (located
near the 4th Street & Railroad Avenue intersection in West Des Moines) placed into operation when sewer
levels in the Wastewater Reclamation Authority’s (WRA) trunk sewer become elevated and impact the City
of West Des Moines’ sanitary sewer collection system in the Valley Junction area. Construction of a new
structure also better defines ownership and maintenance responsibilities between the City of West Des
Moines and the WRA. Work included in this contract also included the removal of the slide gate from the
existing gate structure, rehabilitating the top slab of the existing gate structure, converting the existing gate

structure into a manhole, dewatering, traffic control, trail detour, and restoration.

The Consultant shall invoice the City monthly for services, any reimbursable expenses and any
approved amendments to this Agreement, based upon services actually completed at the time of
the invoice. Final payment shall be due and payable within 30 days of the City’s acceptance of
Consultant’'s submission of final deliverables in accordance with the Scope of Services.

In consideration of the compensation paid to the Consultant, the Consultant agrees to perform all
professional services to the satisfaction of the City by performing the professional services in a
manner consistent with that degree of care and skill ordinarily exercised by members of
Consultant's profession currently practicing under similar circumstances. If the performance of
this Agreement involves the services of others or the furnishing of equipment, supplies, or
materials, the Consultant agrees to pay for the same in full.

INSURANCE

A.

Consultant understands and agrees that Consultant shall have no right of coverage under any
and all existing or future City comprehensive, self or personal injury policies. Consultant shall
provide insurance coverage for and on behalf of Consultant that will sufficiently protect Consultant
or Consultant’ representative(s) in connection with the professional services which are to be
provided by Consultant pursuant to this Agreement, including protection from claims for bodily
injury, death, property damage, and lost income.

This Agreement is made and entered into this 31% day of May 2019 by and between Hurd Greenway LLC.,
an lowa Limited Liability Company and the City of West Des Moines, Iowa, an Iowa municipal corporation (“City”).

WITNESSETH:
WHEREAS, Hurd Greenway LLC owns the following property legally described as:

LOT 2, GREENWAY CROSSING PLAT 1, AN OFFICIAL PLAT,
ALL IN AND FORMING A PART OF THE CITY OF WEST DES MOINES, DALLAS COUNTY, IOWA

WHEREAS, the Owner has requested approval to install a ground monument sign identifying the business
located on the above legally-described property, locally known as 9080 University Avenue; and

WHEREAS, under the terms and conditions of the lease and/or by consent of the Lessor of the Property, the
Owner has the lawful right and authority to install the ground monument sign; and

WHEREAS, location of the ground monument sign will be on private property but will be within the area

WHEREAS, at such time, if ever, the area comprising a portion of the ultimate right of way for University
Avenue on which the monument sign is located is required by the City for construction, reconstruction or expansion
of University Avenue, the Owner agrees to remove the monument sign and any appurtenant structures or devices at
Owner’s sole cost and expense.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises, the mutual covenants contained herein and for other
good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which is expressly acknowledged by the Owner and
the City, the parties hereby agree as follows:





Placement and Removal of Sign. Owner shall have the right to place the monument sign in the area
identified in the West Des Moines Comprehensive Plan as University Avenue Ultimate right of way
on the property legally-described above, subject to all rules and regulations of the City of West Des
Moines. If, as solely determined by City, removal of the sign becomes necessary, Owner agrees to
remove the sign and any appurtenant structures at Owner’s sole expense and without compensation
from the City.

Maintenance. The Owner acknowledges and agrees that it shall be responsible and liable at all times
for the maintenance, repair, removal, replacement or relocation of the monument sign and that the
Owner expressly acknowledges and agrees that the City shall not have any responsibility or liability
whatsoever for the repair, removal, replacement or relocation of the monument sign or any
appurtenant structures or devices.

Running of Benefits and Burdens. The terms and conditions of this Agreement are binding upon
the Owner, including, but not limited to, future owners, developers, successors-in-interest, lessees
or occupants. All provisions of this instrument, including benefits and burdens, run with the land
and are binding upon and inure to the heirs, assigns, successors, tenants and personal representatives
of the parties hereto.

Representations and Warranties. The Owner covenants with the City that they have good right and
lawful authority to make and execute this Agreement. The Owner warrants that it will defend this
Agreement against the lawful claims of all persons.

Jurisdiction and Venue. The Owner agrees that the district court in and for the State of lowa shall
have exclusive jurisdiction over the subject matter and enforcement of the terms and conditions of
this Agreement. The parties consent to the district court in and for Dallas County, lowa as proper
venue.

Words and Phrases. Words and phrases herein shall be construed as in the singular or plural number,
and as masculine, feminine, or neuter gender, according to the context.

Parties. The term “City” as used herein shall refer to the City of West Des Moines, lowa, its elected
officials, agents, employees, officers, and contractors. The term “Owner” shall refer to Hurd
Greenway LLC,, its assigns, successors-in-interest and lessees, if any.

Paragraph Headings. The paragraph headings in this Agreement are included solely for convenience
and shall not affect or be used in connection with the interpretation of this Agreement.

Integration/Construction. This Agreement shall constitute the entire agreement between the parties
regarding the subject matter hereof, and no amendments or additions to this Agreement shall be
binding unless in writing and executed by the Owner and the City. This Agreement has been fully
negotiated at arms-length between the signatories hereto, and after advice by counsel and other
representatives chosen by such signatories, such signatories are fully informed with respect thereto;
no such signatory shall be deemed the scrivener of this Agreement; and, based on the foregoing, the
provisions of this Agreement and the Exhibits hereto shall be construed as a whole according to
their common meaning and not strictly for or against any party.

Recording. This instrument shall be recorded in the Office of the Dallas County Recorder. Cost of
recording shall be the responsibility of the Owner.

Cutler Development and the City of West Des Moines

RESOLUTION: Approval to proceed with the preparation of a Development Agreement

FINANCIAL IMPACT: The applicant has proposed a figure of $410,000 as the value of the Minimum Assessment
Agreement. Based upon that figure, the property tax rebate over five (5) years would not exceed $27,760. The
applicant will need to sign a Development Agreement with the City that would include a Minimum Assessment
Agreement to guarantee the investment, to guarantee the valuation for ten (10) years, and to guarantee the creation of
at least five (5) full-time equivalent employees.

BACKGROUND: On September 6, 2016, the City Council adopted a resolution creating the Property Tax Rebate
Pilot Program to stimulate economic development activity in certain areas of the City. Essentially, the program
provides a five-year, 100% rebate of the incremental increase in property taxes on a property if the owner of the
property expends a minimum of $500,000 on building upgrades/construction. The program also requires the
creation/retention of a minimum of five jobs.

On May 22, 2019, Cutler Development filed an application with the City to be considered for the program. Review
of the application indicates that they are proposing to renovate an existing commercial property located at 312 5th
Street. The applicant has secured a retail tenant, which will occupy the ground floor and will create 5 full-time jobs.
The construction is estimated at more than $655,000. The applicant has proposed a minimum assessment of $410,000.
Based upon a minimum assessment of $410,000, the annual property tax rebate would be approximately $5,552, and
will not exceed $27,760 over the five years of the rebate.

Cutler Development has requested a waiver for the allowance to pull building permits prior to the approval of the
Development Agreement. Staff has no issue with this allowance, as this is consistent with all other projects under this

program.
Staff has reviewed their proposal and has found it complete.
The project site is within the Historic West Des Moines Urban Renewal Area.

Due to a lack of other items on the Finance & Administration Subcommittee meeting agenda on June 5, 2019, an
email was sent to the Subcommittee members with information on this project. No questions or comments were
received.

OUTSTANDING ISSUES: There are no outstanding issues.

RECOMMENDATION: Adoption of the resolution approving initiation of the Development Agreement, and
authorization to pull necessary permits and commence building construction upon site plan approval.

The inspection fee updates are based on having an escalating scale when re-inspections are necessary similar to
what other City departments already do for re-inspections. The goal is to encourage compliance and recover
costs when storm water site re-inspections are required.

The previous storm water site inspection fees were last updated April 23, 2007, which allowed for a $50 charge

for all inspections. This amendment will remove the fee for routine inspections, charge $50 for quarterly
inspections and up to $1,000 for re-inspections necessitated by failure to bring property into compliance.

ORDINANCE: Approval of First Reading of Ordinance
FINANCIAL IMPACT: Undetermined.

BACKGROUND: Bill Lowry of the Lowry Company LLC is requesting that a Planned Unit Development (PUD)
ordinance be established for the remaining portion of the Boone Family Farm located at 1809 S. 50™ Place (see
Attachment B — Location Map). The property is currently zoned Residential Estate (RE-1A). The developer is
requesting a PUD to modify the minimum lot square footage required and front and rear yard setbacks for select lots
to respect topography and trees. The PUD will reduce the minimum lot size from 40,000sf to 30,000sf for lots 1, 2
and 10; and the front and rear vard setbacks for lots 1, 2, 7, and 10 to be reduced from 50 feet to 35 feet.

It should be noted, action on this matter initially started as establishment of ‘Boone Farm PUD’; however, it was
realized post the Plan and Zoning Commission mesting that a Boone Farm PUD already existed for ground
immediately to the east. Due to the existence of a Boone Farm PUD, this PUD has been renamed to ‘Grand Ridge
PUD’.

Plan and Zoning Commission Action:

Vote: 5-0 approval, with Commissioners Costa and Erickson absent

Date: June 10, 2019

Motion:  Adopt a resolution recommending the City Council approved the zone change as recommended.

The applicant noted a typo in the ordinance where it refers to setbacks on certain lots. The staff report referred to 12
lots and the text should have read lots 1, 2, 7, and 10. Staff recommended that this change be reflected in the
Commission recommendation. The Commission agreed. This has been changed in the ordinance.

The applicant also requested that the Commission consider not requiring a buffer along the east side of the property
(adjacent to Medium Density/Townhome development) and along the interstate on-ramp or western boundary. The
applicant stated that he had talked to the president of the townhome association and they had an understanding that
the applicant would plant some trees but not the shrubs that are typical of a buffer. Also, along the east side, the
installation of a buffer would cause the rear yard setback to be measured from the buffer line, therefore making the
already short lots (lots 1 and 2) even more difficult to build upon.

On the west side, City Code requires single family developments to be buffered from the interstate. The applicant
again offered to plant some trees but not the shrubs of a typical buffer along this area and asked the Commission to
remove the buffer requirement. This west side of the development is more specifically along the on-ramp to I-35N
from Grand Avenue and not next to the full lanes of traffic. The developer didn’t want to install fences as he felt they
trapped debris.

The Commission supported the removal of the buffers as required by City Code and recommends to the City Council
that it approve the PUD ordinance as amended.

OUTSTANDING ISSUES: There are no outstanding issues.

Reguested Action: Resolution: Recommend approval of Planned Unit Development

Applicant’s Request: Bill Lowry of The Lowry Development Company LLC is requesting that a Planned Unit
Development (PUD) ordinance be established for Boone Farm located at 1809 S. 50™ Street (see Attachment B —
Location Map). The property is zoned Residential Estate (RE-1A); as part of the ordinance, Mr. Lowry requests that
the front yard setbacks for select lots be reduced from the standards of 50 feet to 35 feet to respect topography and
trees.

History: The 18.9 acres property was a family farm when annexed into the City. Zoning of the property was assigned
a Medium Density Residential (RM-8) district. In August 2018, the property when through a zone change to change
the zoning from RM-8 to Single Family Residential (RE-1A).

City Council Subcommittee: This item was presented to the Development and Planning City Council Subcommittee
at the May 20, 2019 meeting. The Subcommittee was supportive of the allowing the change in setback and the
preservation of trees and being respectful of the topography.

Staff Review and Comment: This request was distributed to other City departments and other agencies for their
review and comment. There are no outstanding issues. Staff would note the following items of interest:

*  Setback Modification: The Residential Estate (RE-1A) zoning district requires front yard setbacks of 50 feet.
More than half of the 10 proposed lots can meet this setback without disturbing trees or being built on
downhill slopes. Also, the access to the development from the east extension of Grand Ridge Drive makes a
turn to the north and shortens the depth of Lots 1 and 2; to expand the ability to construct a house of these
lots, the setbacks also have been adjusted.

* Tree Preservation. Included in the PUD is a section which provides for preservation of trees on the property.
The property currently has some significant stands of trees and development of the property most likely will
remove some of these trees. Staff has included a provision for the mitigation of tree removal by canopy size
removed being replace by trees of a certain size to eventually replace the canopy.

Comprehensive Plan Consistencv: The proposed Planned Unit Development amendment has been reviewed for
consistency with the Comprehensive Plan. Based upon that review, a finding has been made that the proposed
amendment is consistent with the Comprehensive Plan in that the project is consistent with all of the goals and policies
of the Comprehensive Plan and the land use map of the Comprehensive Plan.

Staff Recommendations and Conditions of Approval Based upon the preceding review and a finding of
consistency with the Comprehensive Plan, staff recommends that the Plan and Zoning Commission adopt a resolution
recommending the City Council approve the Planned Unit Development Ordinance for Boone Farm, subject to the
applicant meeting all City Code requirements.

Noticing Information: On May 17, 2019, notice for the June 10, 2019, Plan and Zoning Commission and June 17,
2019, City Council Public Hearings on this project was published in the Des Moines Register. Notice of these public
hearings was also mailed to all surrounding property owners within 370 feet of the subject property on May 14, 2019.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF WEST DES MOINES, IOWA:

SECTION 1. AMENDMENT: Amend the Zoning Map of the City of West Des Moines, Iowa, to change the zoning
of the following legally described property from Residential Estate (RE-IA) to Grand Ridge Planned Unit
Development (PUD):

SECTION 2. SKETCH PLAN: Attached hereto and made a part of this rezoning approval, for concept description
and delineation is the Sketch Plan document for the Grand Ridge PUD marked Exhibit "A". The Sketch Plan is a
graphic representation of the property included in the PUD delineating the approximate location and configuration of
the PUD Parcels for the purpose of easier reference for the applicable regulations of this Ordinance. Wherever conflict
occurs between the written text in this document and the notations on the Sketch Plan, the written text shall prevail.

SECTION 3. DEVELOPMENT INTENT: To provide the framework for a large lot single-family residential
neighborhood that allows for development while encouraging preservation of the site's natural characteristics and
accommodates the channel pattern of the creek dividing the site.

SECTION 4. REQUIRED PLANS: Prior to or in conjunction with development or transfer of ownership of any
portion of the property covered by this PUD, the following plans shall be required:

A. Preliminary Plat and Final Plat: The PUD area shall be platted in accordance with the City’s Subdivision
Ordinance. Parcels created via the Plat-of-Survey process and platted Outlots identified on a plat shall be
unbuildable until such time that the plat-of-survey parcel and/or Outlot is re-platted into a developable lot
through the preliminary plat and final plat process.

SECTION 5. CONDITIONS: Whereas, Title 9, Chapter 9, PUD Planned Unit Development District of the City
Code, establishes certain regulations and guidelines pertaining to accompanying information required on plat and site
plan documents. Now, therefore, the following conditions, restrictions, and regulations are adopted as part of this
approval in addition to the PUD Sketch Plan.

1. General Conformance To Subdivision Ordinance: All subdivisions, public and private streets, public or
private street rights-of-way and general development shall adhere to the standards and design criteria set
forth in the West Des Moines Subdivision Ordinance and/or established City policies pertaining thereto,
unless otherwise stated within this Ordinance.

2. General Conformance to Zoning Ordinance: Unless otherwise specified herein, the development of the
PUD shall comply with the provisions of the West Des Moines Zoning Ordinance.

3. Flood Hazard: In all areas within a 100-year frequency flood hazard zone, or adjoining drainage ways, and
detention ponding areas involving potential flood hazards, no building shall be erected which has a lowest
level floor, including basements, less than one foot (1') above the determined level of the 100-year
frequency flood event. Buildings shall not be permitted within twenty five feet (25') of any easement or
property boundary of a major drainage way, storm water detention basin or pond unless said location is
approved as part of the development entitlement by the city council and said building is structurally
designed accordingly.

4. Developer Responsibilities: The Developer, their successors and/or assigns, if any, shall pay all planning,
engineering, and construction costs for the development of the planned unit development, as required by
this Ordinance and approved site plans. Developer shall be responsible for cost of all streets, storm sewers,
sanitary sewers, drainage way improvements, detention basins, water mains, buffers and other
improvements as required of the development. Developer shall dedicate appropriate rights-of-way and/or
public easements required within the PUD, unless otherwise approved by the City Council.

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5. Sanitary Sewer: Any proposed change in approved land use densities for the PUD will require an analysis
of the downstream sanitary sewer capacity to assure that adequate capacity is available for the proposed
change in approved land use densities.

6. Private On-Site Sewer: Private on-site sewer systems will be allowed on platted lots 8, 9, and 10 or lots on
the northwest corner of the site gaining access from Cherrywood Drive.

7. Street Lighting: The Developer shall be responsible for all costs associated with the installation of public
street lights within or adjacent to any area proposed to be platted or included within a development.

8. Mailboxes: The Developer shall be responsible for installation of any required Cluster Box Units (CBUs /
mailboxes) required by the local U.S. Postal Service Post Office.

9. All homes within the PUD must have a fire sprinkler system in accordance with West Des Moines Fire
Code provisions due to the length of the streets accessing the development.

SECTION 6. LAND USE DESIGN CRITERIA: In addition to the general criteria as stated above, the following
land use regulations, development standards, and design criteria shall apply to the development of all areas designated
on the Sketch Plan:

All general use regulations and provisions set forth in Title 9, Zoning of the West Des Moines City Code for
Residential Estate (RE-1A) shall apply to any development proposal for the property, unless noted otherwise in this
ordinance.

1. The minimum lot size permitted in this development shall be 40,000 square feet, except lots 1, 2, and 10
which shall be no less than 30,000 square feet.

2. Minimum lot width shall be no less than 100’ as measured at the front building setback line.

3. DBuilding height shall be in accordance with the requirements for the Residential Estate zoning district as set
forth in Title 9, Chapter 7.

4. Building Setbacks: Setbacks for all residential development shall be as follows:

a. Front Yard: a minimum of 50°, except lots 1, 2, 7, and 10, which will be allowed a minimum 35’ front
yard setback

b.  Rear Yard: a minimum of 50°, except lots 1, 2, 7, and 10 which will be allowed a minimum 35’ rear yard
setback

b. Side Yard: 20’ as measured to the foundation with no other element of the building encroaching into
the setback by more than two feet.

¢. For detached structures on lots 1 and 2, the maximum size of the total of all structures is 1,000 gross
square feet.

SECTION 7. BUFFERS: No buffers will be required in this development. The developer or individual property
owner may install additional landscaping along the east boundary adjacent to the medium density/townhome
development and along the interstate right-of-way as they deem appropriate to mitigate views or buffer adjacent higher
intensity uses.

SECTION 8. PARKLAND DEDICATION: An area of land calculated by a set formula based upon the density
(total number of dwelling units) of the proposed development is required to be dedicated for purposes of a public park
and greenway as per city code. A Parkland Dedication Agreement, acceptable to the Park and Recreation Department,
detailing the specifics related to the Parkland Dedication requirements for the development of any area contained
within the PUD is required to be executed in conjunction with the Final Platting of the subdivision.

SECTION 9. MASTER PROPERTY OWNERS ASSOCIATION: If deemed applicable, proper action shall be
taken to establish a master property owners association. The property owners association shall be responsible for the
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ongoing upkeep and maintenance of any common grounds as outlined in the association documents and any other
specific development improvements noted as their responsibility in this ordinance.

SECTION 10. TREE PRESERVATION: The intent of this section is to recognize existing areas containing trees
of significant size, value, and quantity such that the environmental aesthetic is enhanced by these areas. At the time
of platting, existing tree cover on the site shall be protected and any loss mitigated. Removal of trees will be permitted
for diseased, dead, damaged, or of a species not commonly recognized as being desirable. For all other trees removed
one inch of caliper at breast height of overstory trees shall be provided for every inch of caliper at breast height of
removed trees. At the time of Building Permit Application for each home, documentation from a certified arborist or
ASLA licensed landscape professional shall be provided to the Development Services department of the City,
indicating trees to be removed, the reason for tree removal and whether replacement is required. Tree replacement
shall occur prior to issuance of a final occupancy permit for the home.

A. Trees shall not be planted closer than five feet (5') to a sidewalk as measured from the center of the tree.

B. No vegetation which obstructs visibility shall be located within the site triangle of intersecting streets and
private drives, including residential driveways.

SECTION 11: ARCHITECTURE: The intent of these regulations is to create building fagades throughout this
development that are varied and articulated to provide visual interest. Architectural design for single family dwellings
shall accomplish this by careful attention to exterior building materials and details, use of windows and doors, and
change in building mass within the plan and roof design. Non — masonry materials, fenestration, and trim used on the
front fagade shall be continued around all sides of the building. However, the level of detail can be reduced on the
facades not facing a street. Care should be taken in the design of the building to keep grading and tree removal to a
minimum.

Exteriors of the dwellings and accessory structures shall incorporate materials such as brick, stone, lap or vertical
siding, shakes, decorative trim or similar combination of material which incorporates elements typical of the chosen
architectural style. Use of natural materials is encouraged, composite materials such as fiber cement and wood
composites are appropriate substitutions. Vinyl siding may be used only with appropriately scaled and detailed trim
and not as the primary cladding material. Changes in materials should be aligned with changes in plan or roof form
to emphasize these changes in building mass and shall have the appearance of 3-dimensional elements. Trim and
structural elements such as posts or columns shall be sized to the scale of the building and detailed appropriately to
the style. Masonry shall be incorporated into the building architecture on the front and side facades, and in a proportion
that provides a strong visual presence. Fenestration (door and window openings) shall be sized to the scale of the
building and be compatible with the chosen architectural style.

Detached garages or accessory structures should incorporate architectural details of the primary building with the use
of roof forms, materials, fenestration and other facade detailing.

Garage Orientation: Garages shall be sited to minimize the visual presence to the street. To facilitate this requirement,
acceptable garage orientations include:

A. Street Oriented Garage: garages that open to the street are strongly encouraged and desired to be recessed
behind the front plane of the house a minimum of five feet (5). In no case shall the garage project more than
five feet (5”) in front of the plane of the house.

1. In situations where the garage is located less than five feet (5') behind the front plane of the house, the third
car garage, if applicable, must be stepped back a minimum of four feet (4') from the front of the two (2) car
garage with all garage doors to be individual one car doors.

2. Insituations where the garage projects up to five (5°) in front of the plane of the house, a covered porch
shall be constructed that is at least the width equal to twenty five percent (25%) of the total width of the
house and at least five unobstructed feet (5°) in depth.

B. Side Loaded Garage: garages that open to a side yard. This garage orientation can be located in front of the
house equal to the building setback for the house. Side loaded garages should incorporate architectural details
such as windows, doors, and other detailing on the street facade in order to present a house appearance thus
disguising the garage function.
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SECTION 12. SIGNAGE REGULATION: Signage shall comply with all provisions and standards of Title 9,
Chapter 18 for the Residential Estate (RE) Zoning District.

SECTION 13. STORM WATER MANAGEMENT: A Storm Water Management Plan will be required with the
platting of this property. The Developer will have said Storm Water Management Plan prepared by a Professional
Engineer licensed in the State of Iowa, in conjunction with the submittal of a preliminary plat for the development of
the property. The Storm Water Management Plan shall comply with the City's current design standards for storm
water management. The method of storm water management and the storm water conveyance system shall be
determined prior to City approval of a preliminary plat.

At time of platting, ownership and responsibility for all storm water detention areas and private storm water detention
outlet structures will need to be established through the execution of a Storm Water Facility Maintenance Agreement
prepared by the City with information provided by the developer. This agreement essentially provides that the
property owner will maintain and repair their storm water facilities. If they fail to do so, the city will make repairs or
perform maintenance and assess all costs back to the property owner. As part of the maintenance agreement, the
property owner will be responsible to provide a letter certifying the detention facility in in conformance with the
approved Storm Water Management Plan. The property owner also will need to provide as-built drawings of the
detention facilities. Both the letter and as-builts will need to be signed and sealed in accordance with Chapter 6, 193¢-
6.1(542B) of the Iowa Code.

SECTION 14. PUBLIC IMPROVEMENTS: The developer shall be responsible for constructing and/or installing
the public infrastructure necessary to support development within the subdivision in a manner that will assure that the
public infrastructure functions at an acceptable level of service (per the City's Comprehensive Plan) and that it
complies with all City Ordinances. Public improvements must be accepted by the city prior to issuance of any
occupancy permit, including temporary occupancy permits.

SECTION 15. REPEALER: All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with the provisions of this ordinance
are hereby repealed.

SECTION 16. SAVINGS CLAUSE: If any section, provision, sentence, clause, phrase or part of the Ordinance
shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the Ordinance as a
whole or any provision, section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase or part hereof not adjudged invalid or

unconstitutional.

SECTION 17. VIOLATIONS AND PENALTIES: Any person who violates the provision of this Ordinance upon
conviction shall be punished as set forth in Section 1-4-1 of the City Code of the City of West Des Moines, Iowa.

SECTION 18. OTHER REMEDIES: In addition to the provisions set out in the Violations and Penalties Section
herein, the City may proceed in law or equity against any person, firm or corporation for violation of any section or
subsection of this Ordinance.

SECTION 19. EFFECTIVE DATE: This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect after its passage, approval and
publication as provided by law.

Applicant’s Request: The applicant, Mister Car Wash, in association with the property owner, GGP Jordan Creek,
LLC, has submitted an application for approval of an amendment to the Jordan Creek Town Center PUD to allow SIC
7542, Car Washes, as Permitted Conditional Use within the PUD area. The applicant proposes to construct a Mister
Car Wash on the current Jordan Creek Town Center maintenance equipment storage area at the southeast corner of
Bridgewood Boulevard and Jordan Creek Parkway.

History: The Jordan Creek Town Center PUD was created in 2001 for the development of a planned regional
commercial center that includes the Jordan Creek Town Center mall and several outlying buildings. The PUD was
modified in 2004 to allow additional permitted uses and to permit buildings up to 75 feet in height. In 201 1, the PUD
was amended to allow the existing Nike “swoosh” sign located on the tower above the Bar Louie tenant space. In
2013, a PUD amendment was approved modifying the perimeter setbacks for the development, modifying open space
requirements and parking requirements. And in 2014, the PUD was amended to allow projecting signs within the
development. In 2018, the PUD was amended to modify architectural requirements and to allow an additional
architectural tower within the north village district of the Jordan Creek Town Center for the Wahlburger’s restaurant.

City Council Subcommittee: This item was presented to the Development and Planning City Council Subcommittee
on February 4, 2019 to get the subcommittee’s input on allowing an auto oriented use within the Jordan Creek Town
Center PUD, which was originally designed to be a walkable development.

BACKGROUND: The applicant, Sammons Financial Group, LLC, is requesting approval of both a Comprehensive
Plan Land Use Amendment and Rezoning for property located at the southwest corner of S. 81 Street and Mills Civic
Parkway. The applicant is requesting to change approximately 12.38 acres from Community Commercial (CMC) to
Office (OF). Upon changing the Comprehensive Plan Land Use designations on the property, the applicant is then
requesting a rezoning to create the Sammons Financial Group Planned Unit Development with an underlying zoning
classification of Office in place of the current Etzel Properties Plat 2 PUD. The applicant is proposing to develop a
6-story, 200,000 square foot office building on the north side of the site. A second phase would allow for
approximately 150,000 square feet of additional space that would be connected to the first building. Specifics aren’t
known about future building additions at this time.

Plan & Zoning Commission Discussion: The approved traffic study for the property dated February 1, 2019 and
reanalyzed April 18, 2019, recommends a cross connection between Area 1 (the Sammons Financial Group property)
and Area 2 (the remaining portion of the property, owned by Etzel Trust). Because of this, a cross connection was
added as a requirement of the proposed PUD Ordinance. Sammons indicated that they do not want a connection from
their property to the property to the south. Staff told the Plan & Zoning Commission that due to the recommendation
of the traffic study for the connection, it is staff’s position that the connection should be required because it will make
the area appear as one cohesive development, minimize access points on the street, provide additional ways for drivers
to enter and exit (including emergency services), and provide for overflow parking if needed. The Plan & Zoning
Commission voted to recommend removal of the requirement that there be an internal connection to the property to
the south. If the City Council decides to not require the internal connection, the Council will need to direct staff to
amend the ordinance to reflect that direction. The Ordinance will be revised accordingly prior to the 2" Reading of
the PUD Ordinance.

Requested Action: Recommend Approval of Comprehensive Plan Land Use Map Amendment and Rezoning
Case Adyvisor: Brian Portz, AICP _W

Applicant’s Request: The applicant, Sammons Financial Group, LLC, is requesting approval of both a Comprehensive
Plan Land Use Amendment and Rezoning for property located at the southwest comer of S. 81% Street and Mills Civic
Parkway. The applicant is requesting to change approximately 12.38 acres from Community Commercial (CMC) to
Office (OF). Upon changing the Comprehensive Plan Land Use designations on the property, the applicant is then
requesting a rezoning to create the Sammons Financial Group Planned Unit Development with an underlying zoning
classification of Office in place of the current Etzel Properties Plat 2 PUD. The applicant is proposing to develop a 6-
story, 200,000 square foot office building on the north side of the site. A second phase would allow for approximately
150,000 square feet of additional space that would be connected to the first building. Specifics aren’t known about future

building additions at this time.

History: The property was annexed into the City in 2005 as a part of the Smith Witmer Mentzer Annexation. A
Comprehensive Plan Amendment was approved in 2009 to change the future land use on the property from Single Family
Residential to Office. In 2017, the land uses on the property were changed to Community Commercial and Office. Also,
in 2017, the zoning of the property was changed from “Unzoned” to Etzel Properties Plat 2 PUD with an underlying
zoning classification of Office and Community Commercial. The Etzel Properties Plat 2 PUD was created for the
development of a Fareway store and other commercial and office development.

City Council Subcommittee: This item was presented to the Development & Planning City Council Subcommittee at
their April 1, 2019 meeting, as an informational item only. No discussion was had and no disagreement with the proposal
was expressed.

Staff Review and Comment: This request was distributed to other City departments and other agencies for their review
and comment. There are no outstanding issues. Staff would summarize the following key points of interest:

»  Cross Connections Between Sites: As reflected in the approved traffic study for the property dated February 1,
2019 and reanalyzed April 18, 2019, a cross connection between Area 1 (the Sammons Financial Group property)
and Area 2 (the remaining portion of the property) is recommended and required as a part of the proposed PUD
Ordinance. Sammons has indicated that they do not want a connection from their property to the property to the
south. It is staff’s position that the connection will make the area appear as one cohesive development, minimize
access points on the street, provide additional ways for drivers to enter and exit (including emergency services),
and provide for overflow parking if needed. The applicant is seeking direction from the Plan & Zoning
Commission and City Council on this requirement. If the Plan & Zoning Commission and City Council decide
to not require the internal connection, the Ordinance will be revised accordingly prior to the 2°¢ Reading of the
PUD Ordinance.

»  Sammons Financial Group Development: The applicant proposes to construct a 6 story, 200,000 square foot
office building on the north 2/3rds of the site. The Etzel Properties Plat 2 PUD, which currently governs the site,
was designed for commercial development on the north 12 acres with the remainder of the site identified for
office development. Based on the proposed Sammons Financial Group development, the Etzel PUD Ordinance
will need to be completely replaced by the Sammons Financial Group PUD to allow for the development of only
office building within the PUD area. Staff is currently reviewing the site plan documents for the Sammons
development, including the proposed architecture of the building. While minor modifications to details may be
required as part of the site plan review process, the building elevations provided are acceptable and meet the

intent of the architectural requirements within the PUD. The site plan for the Sammons Financial Group site will
be reviewed separately by staff and ultimately presented to the Plan & Zoning Commission and City Council for
consideration.

Comprehensive Plan Consistency: The project has been reviewed for consistency with the Comprehensive Plan. Based
upon that review, a finding has been made that the proposed project is consistent with the Comprehensive Plan in that the
project is consistent with all of the goals and policies of the Comprehensive Plan and the land use map of the
Comprehensive Plan.

Findings: This proposed project was distributed to various city departments for review and comment. Based upon that
review, the following findings have been made on the proposed project:

1. The proposed development and use is consistent with the West Des Moines Comprehensive Plan in that the
project has been reviewed for consistency with the Comprehensive Plan. Based upon that review, a finding has
been made that the proposed project is consistent with the Comprehensive Plan in that the project is consistent
with all of the goals and policies of the Comprehensive Plan,

2. The proposed development and use does assure compatibility of property uses within the zone and general area
in that this project was reviewed by various City Departments for compliance with the Zoning Ordinance.

3. All applicable standards and conditions have been imposed which protects the public health, safety and welfare
in that this project was reviewed by various City Departments and public agencies for compliance with the
various state and local regulations. Based upon that review a finding is made that the project has been adequately
conditioned to protect the health, welfare and safety of the community.

4. There is adequate on-site and off-site public infrastructure to support the proposed development in that this
project was reviewed by various public agencies and City Departments and public utilities to ensure that either
the petitioner will construct or the project has been conditioned to construct adequate public infrastructure to
serve the development.

5. The proposed development and use has met the requirements contained in the City Code in that this project was
reviewed by various City Departments and the project has complied with or has been conditioned to comply with
all City Code requirements.

6. The proposed development and use is in keeping with the scale and nature of the surrounding neighborhood in
that the proposed project is consistent with the zoning designation and Comprehensive Plan which designates
this site as suitable for development such as that proposed by this project.

Noticing Information: On May 31, 2019, notice for the June 10, 2019, Plan and Zoning Commission and June 17, 2019,
City Council Public Hearings on this project was published in the Des Moines Register. Notice of these public hearings
was also mailed to all surrounding property owners within 370 feet of the subject property on June 3, 2019,

Staff Recommendation and Conditions of Approval: Based upon the preceding review and a finding of consistency
with the goals and policies of the Comprehensive Plan, staff recommends the Plan and Zoning Commission adopt a
resolution recommending the City Council approve the Comprehensive Plan Land Use map amendment for approximately
12.38 acres to change from Community Commercial (CMC) to Office (OF); and adopt a resolution recommending to the
City Council approval of the rezoning request to rezone the entire 39.2 acre property from Etzel Properties Plat 2 PUD to
Sammons Financial Group PUD, subject to the applicant meeting all City Code requirements.

ORDINANCE #

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE OFFICIAL ZONING MAP AND THE CITY CODE OF THE CITY OF
WEST DES MOINES, IOWA 2019, BY AMENDING TITLE 9, ZONING, CHAPTER 9, PLANNED UNIT
DEVELOPMENT DISTRICT, PERTAINING TO P.U.D. (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) DISTRICT
REGULATIONS AND GUIDELINES.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF WEST DES MOINES, IOWA:

SECTION 1. AMENDMENT: Ordinance #2194, pertaining to Etzel Properties Plat 2 Planned Unit Development
(PUD) #110 is hereby amended by deleting in its entirety and in place thereof creating the ‘Sammons Financial
Group Planned Unit Development (PUD)’ with the following text:

Legal Description
THE EAST 1/2 OF THE SOUTHWEST 1/4 OF SECTION 14, TOWNSHIP 78 NORTH, RANGE

26 WEST OF THE 5TH P.M., DALLAS COUNTY, IOWA, EXCEPT PARCEL AA AND
PARCEL H OF THE PLAT OF SURVEY FILED IN BOOK 2014, PAGE 4167 AS PART OF THE
SOUTHEAST 1/4 OF THE SOUTHWEST 1/4 OF SECTION 14, TOWNSHIP 78 NORTH,
RANGE 26 WEST OF THE 5THP.M., WEST DES MOINES, DALLAS COUNTY, JOWA AND
EXCEPT THOSE PARCELS SHOWN ON THE DEED TO THE CITY OF WEST DES MOINES
AS FILED IN BOOK 2009, PAGE 15835, AND EXCEPT THAT PARCEL SHOWN ON THE
DEED TO THE CITY OF WEST DES MOINES AS FILED IN BOOK 2015, PAGE 13828.

SECTION 2. DEVELOPMENT INTENT: The Sammons Financial Group PUD aims to create a development
that provides for a professional office development linked by a system of trails, walkways, streetscapes and bike
paths. An open space/stream preserve unifies the development while providing links with surrounding
developments.

SECTION 3. REQUIRED PLANS: The following plans shall be required as a part of the processing of any
development application for any property within the Sammons Financial Group PUD:

A. Preliminary and Final Platting: Prior to or in conjunction with any site plan submittal for proposed
development within Sammons Financial Group PUD, such area shall be subdivided by both preliminary and
final plat, in accordance with the City’s Subdivision Ordinance, to delineate the parcel to be developed or
sold. A preliminary and final plat shall be required regardless if a plat-of-survey is approved for the property
to allow for transfer of ownership. Outlots are not buildable until such time that they are replatted through
the Preliminary and Final Plat subdivision process. Prior to approval of an associated final plat, unless
otherwise authorized by the City Council, the developer of property within the Sammons Financial Group
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PUD shall provide all necessary and appropriate agreements, easements, and sureties for all public rights-of-
way and other public improvements (utilities, sidewalks, street lights, traffic signals, etc.) within and
associated with the property being Final platted.

An associated final plat applicable to each proposed development area must be approved and recorded with
the Dallas County Recorder’s Office prior to issuance of any building permit, including footing and
foundation permits, for construction of any structure or improvement within the parcel identified for
development.

B. Development Applications (Site Plans): Site Plans for all lots and phases of development within the
Sammons Financial Group PUD must meet the intent of the approved PUD sketch. The Sammons Financial
Group building site plan shown on the PUD sketch is for illustrative purposes only. The specific site layout
is not approved with the Sammons Financial Group PUD. Site plans shall be submitted to the City of West
Des Moines for review and approval prior to the development of any portion of the development of the subject
property. At the discretion of the Director of Development Services, an amendment to the Sammons
Financial Group PUD Ordinance may be required to bring consistency between the ordinance and site plan
development proposed.

Unless otherwise specifically restricted by the City Council, ground work and construction of private roads
and utilities may be started, at the developer’s risk, upon approval of the preliminary plat by the City Council;
however, no construction of structures, including footing and foundations shall be allowed prior to site plan
approval Public street and utility construction may begin, at the sole risk of the developer, after approval of
the preliminary plat by the City Council and Public Improvement Plans by the City of West Des Moines.

SECTION 4. COMPLIANCE WITH CODE:
Unless otherwise specified herein, the development of all property within the Sammons Financial Group PUD
shall comply with the provisions of the West Des Moines City Code.

SECTION 5. CONDITIONS: Whereas, Title 9, Chapter 9, Planned Unit Development District of the City Code,
establishes certain regulations and guidelines pertaining to accompanying information required on plat and site
plan documents. In addition, the following conditions, restrictions, and regulations are adopted as part of this
approval:

A. General Conditions: In addition to the PUD Sketch Plan Map, the following general development criteria
shall be integrated into and made a part of this planned unit development.

1. Flood Hazard: In all areas within a 100-year frequency flood hazard zone, or adjoining drainage ways,
and detention ponding areas involving potential flood hazards, no building shall be erected which has a
minimum opening elevation (including top of window well) less than one foot (1') above the determined
level of the 100-year frequency flood event. Buildings shall only be permitted within twenty five feet
(25") of any easement or property boundary of a major drainageway, storm water detention basin or pond
if said location is approved as part of the development entitlement by the city council and said building
is structurally designed accordingly.

2. Developer Responsibility: Unless otherwise specifically approved by the City Council, the developer,
its successors and/or assigns, if any, shall pay all planning, engineering, and construction costs for the
development of the planned unit development as required by this Ordinance, and shall pay all costs
related to approved site plans, which may include but is not limited to the cost of all streets, storm sewers,
sanitary sewers, water mains and service lines, drainage-way improvements, detention basins, and other
improvements as required. No occupancy permits, either temporary or permanent, shall be issued until
all necessary improvements applicable to the area/lot or structure requesting occupancy are installed and
public improvements accepted by the City of West Des Moines. Nothing in this Ordinance shall be
construed to prevent the developer, its successors and/or assigns, if any, from entering into private
agreement(s) as it/they may desire to share the cost of improvements.

3. Public Street Improvements and Right-Of-Way Dedication: Unless otherwise provided for in a separate
development agreement, at the time of subdivision platting within the PUD, the subdivider shall be
responsible for construction and/or installation of all required public infrastructure improvements in
accordance with the City’s Subdivision Ordinance, as indicated herein, and/or as indicated on the
approved Sammons Financial Group PUD sketch plan. With any subdivision plat within the PUD,
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SECTION 6.

the subdivider shall be responsible for constructing and/or installing the public infrastructure necessary
to support development within the subdivision in a manner that will assure that the public infrastructure
functions at an acceptable level of service (per the City’s Comprehensive Plan) and that complies with
all City Ordinances

4. Cross Connections: A cross connection(s) will be required between Area 1 and Area 2 to make the area
appear as one cohesive development, minimize access points on the street, provide additional ways for
drivers to enter and exit (including emergency services), and provide overflow parking if needed. If Area
2 is subdivided in the future, cross connections between lots in Area 2 will be required. Cross access
agreements will be required to be executed in conjunction with platting or site planning to allow for the
connections.

5. Sanitary Sewer: Any proposed change in approved land use densities for the PUD will require an analysis
of the downstream sanitary sewer capacity to assure that adequate capacity is available for the proposed
change in approved land use densities.

6. Street Lighting: Unless otherwise provided for in a separate development agreement, the Developer shall
be responsible for all costs associated with the installation of public street lights within or adjacent to
any area proposed to be platted or included within a development.

7. Mailboxes: The Developer shall be responsible for installation of any required Cluster Box Units (CBUs)
as per the local U.S. Postal Service Post Office.

VEHICLE TRIP ALLOCATION: A traffic analysis was completed on April 18, 2019 which
evaluated proposed land uses on areas within the Sammons Financial Group PUD. The analysis indicates that the
Sammons Financial Group PUD as a whole is anticipated to generate 4,741 Average Daily Trips, 757 A.M. peak
hour and 685 P.M. peak hour trips. Based upon the traffic analysis, the traffic allocation table specifies the
allowable traffic generation for each developed and undeveloped parcel in the Sammons Financial Group PUD.

Development of each area and implementation of desired land uses in the Sammons Financial Group PUD will
be limited by the available number of trips designated for each area as shown on the traffic allocation table, as
well as compliance with all applicable regulations within this ordinance or city code. The traffic to be generated
by each parcel within the Sammons Financial Group PUD must be less than or equal to the traffic allocation
shown on the traffic allocation table for that area. The maximum traffic allocation shown on the traffic allocation
table shall be an entitlement to each area within the PUD. Traffic generation due to subsequent redevelopment,
expansion or change of use for any parcel within the PUD shall not exceed the maximum traffic allocation
entitlement shown on the traffic allocation table. Unless otherwise specified, the traffic allocation for each area
shown on the traffic allocation table shall not change. Areas 1 & 2 collectively may not exceed the number of
vehicle trips shown in the traffic allocation table for these areas. The trips may be distributed to another area, as
necessary, at the time of initial site development, if determined acceptable through a traffic study and with written
consent of the property owner transferring (losing) trips; however, the two (2) areas together may not exceed
4,741 Average Daily Trips, 757 A.M. peak hour and 685 P.M. peak hour trips.

SECTION 7. FIRE ACCESS:

A. All streets and parking lots shall permit the travel of the Fire Department’s largest vehicle, including adequate
accommodation of the vehicle’s turning needs. Approval of unique design solutions to accommodate fire
access may be granted by the City Council if, the solutions proposed are recommended by the West Des
Moines Fire Department.

B. At the discretion of the City’s Fire Marshal, “No Parking Fire Lane” areas may be established as necessary
to ensure efficient movement and access of the fire trucks. The owner of each respective area within
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Sammons Financial Group PUD shall be responsible for the procurement and erection of approved fire lane
signage applicable to their parcel(s).

va

All roads, alleys, and access drives shall maintain a minimum of twenty feet (20°) of clear pavement.
A minimum of fourteen feet (14°) of vertical clearance over the travel portion shall be maintained at all times

over all vehicle travel ways, including drive-under canopies.
E. The developer or its designee shall be responsible for enforcement of no parking lanes and maintaining
adequate clearance of structures and vegetation along and above all vehicle travel ways regardless if public

or private.

SECTIONS8. PARKING:
A. Off-Street Parking:

1.

All off-street parking areas shall be sited and landscaped to screen their visibility from street rights-of-
way, pedestrian pathways, and adjoining property outside of Sammons Financial Group PUD
development.

Excluding parking structures, parking stalls measurements and drive aisle widths shall conform to Title

9, Chapter 15 of the City’s Zoning Ordinance.

If parking structures are proposed, architectural design and vehicle functionality, including emergency

services access and maneuverability, shall be reviewed in conjunction with site plan review.

If a proposed parking stall is designed to allow the bumper of the vehicle to overhang an open area or

center median which does not include a pedestrian pathway, the length of both the parking stall and

island may be reduced by that overhang amount or a maximum of two feet (2°). If the proposed overhang
is over a sidewalk less than seven feet (7°) wide rather than natural green space, that sidewalk width shall
be increased two feet (2°) to accommodate pedestrian movements and vehicle overhang.

It is desired that all off-street parking areas be aesthetically improved to reduce obtrusive characteristics

that are inherent to their function. Multiple landscape islands combined with vegetation shall be

incorporated to effectively eliminate a “sea of asphalt/concrete” and to provide shade thus decreasing
heat reflection back into the environment. Landscape islands/tree pods and associated vegetation shall
be implemented in accordance with the following:

a. Islands or open areas shall be located at the terminus end of all parking rows. Terminal islands shall
measure at least ten feet (10”) in width and shall match, at a minimum the stall length.

b. Linear parking islands that run the length of the parking row shall be implemented every six (6)
rows. Said linear islands may be used as pedestrian pathways and shall measure an average of ten
feet (10’) in width. These areas may also serve as bioswales/detention areas.

¢. No more than ten (10) continuous parking stalls are allowed in a single row without being
interrupted by landscape areas. Landscape islands or landscape pods shall be incorporated at least
every ten (10) parking stalls per row. Islands shall measure a minimum of ten feet (10°) in width
and shall match, at a minimum the stall length. Each 10’ X 17’ landscape island or landscape pod
shall contain at least one (1) overstory tree and vegetated groundcover (turf, perennials, ornamental
grasses or shrubs), except for parking islands associated with lower levels within a parking structure.
As an alternative to the implementation of pods within a linear row of parking, the terminal islands
at each end of the row of parking may be increased in width by five feet (5") for every two (2) pods
within the row which are eliminated. In no instance however, should there be greater than eighteen
(18) parking stalls in a row uninterrupted by a landscape island or pod. The width of landscape
islands within a linear row of parking need only match the minimum width of a parking stall. In the
event landscape islands are increased in size, one (1) overstory tree shall be required for every one
hundred fifty (150) square feet of landscape area in those larger islands.

B. Parking Ratios:

1.

2.

A minimum of one space per two hundred seventy five (275) square feet of gross floor area (gfa) shall
be provided within each lot/parcel.

At the discretion of the Director of Development Services, a less stringent parking calculation may be
used provided the applicant can demonstrate a parking rate less than that required by code is adequate
due to the type of potential use, shared uses or off-peak uses.

SECTIONY9. STORM WATER MANAGEMENT PLAN: A Master Storm Water Management Plan
(MSWMP) which governs the overall storm water management of the PUD shall be submitted to and approved
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by the City of West Des Moines as part of the preliminary plat or site plan application process, whichever occurs
first. Specific Storm Water Management Plans (SWMP) which demonstrates compliance with the approved
Sammons Financial Group PUD Master Storm Water Management Plan, on file with the city, will be required
with the development of each subsequent preliminary plat or site plan. The Specific Storm Water Plans shall be
prepared at the developer’s expense, by a Professional Engineer licensed in the State of Iowa. All Storm Water
Management Plans shall comply with the City’s applicable design standards for storm water management existing
at the time each development (site plan) is approved.

SECTION 10. UTILITIES: The developer, its successors or assigns, if any, shall construct at its cost, and if for
general public use dedicate to the City, all sanitary sewer mains, water mains, and storm sewers associated with
the Sammons Financial Group PUD as required by the City of West Des Moines’ Subdivision Ordinance in
accordance with applicable City design standards. All necessary easements to allow City access to public utilities
for maintenance and repair purposes shall be executed prior to approval and recordation of the final plat for each
respective area or shall be executed as a blanket access agreement prior to the approval and recordation of the
first final plat. Unless otherwise specified within a specific easement document, the City shall not be responsible
for reimbursement, restoration and/or replacement of any improvements located within the public easements
should the City be required to excavate the public utilities for normal City operations.

Overstory trees shall not be placed over utility lines or within utility easements. Adequate access for maintenance
vehicles shall be provided into and through the easement areas.

SECTION 11. LAND USE & BULK REGULATIONS:

In addition to the general conditions stated previously within this ordinance, the following land use and bulk

regulations shall apply to the specific areas designated on the Sammons Financial Group PUD Sketch.

A, Areasl & 2:

1. Land Use:

All general use regulations, performance standards, and provisions set forth in Title 9; “Zoning” of the
City Code for the Office (OF) district shall apply to Areas 1 & 2 within the Sammons Financial Group
PUD.

2. Building Setbacks:

a. Unless otherwise specifically stated, setbacks shall be measured from the property line of parcels
that abut a public street or back-of-curb of an adjoining private street. Setbacks along boundaries
that don’t abut a street shall be measured from the lot boundary.

b. Building setbacks are to the main plane of the building excluding canopies and pedestrian arcades.
Canopies and arcades are allowed to extend into the building setback a maximum of 8 however
they may not extend into a required buffer.

(1) Buildings must be setback a minimum of thirty feet (30°) from Mills Civic Parkway, Cascade
Avenue, S 81% Street, & S 85" Street right-of-way/property lines.

(2) Rearyard: 35; 15’ if it abuts a like zoning district

(3) Side yard: 10’; 0’ if it abuts a like zoning district.

(4) Buildings should be setback a minimum of fifteen feet (15°) from the back-of-curb of internal
private streets and off-street parking areas to accommodate the pedestrian streetscape.

¢. Detached accessory structures shall be setback a minimum of thirty feet (30”) from all public streets.
Detached accessory structures shall be setback a minimum of fifteen feet (15°) from interior lot lines
and from the back of curb of internal private drives.

3. Building Height: The maximum height of a building shall not exceed thirty six feet (36°) in height, except
that an additional 12 feet of height is allowed for each additional 10’ of building setback.

4. Off-Street Parking Lot Setbacks: Parking lots shall be setback a minimum of thirty feet (30°) from the
Mills Civic Parkway, Cascade Avenue, S 81% Street, and S 85 Street right-of-way/property lines and
five feet (5°) from the back of curb of internal private streets. Parking lots shall be setback a minimum
of thirty feet (30°) from the edge of the blueline stream running through the property. A minimum five
foot (5') setback is required along an adjoining lot line, unless the parking space within the setback is
part of a common parking lot of joint usage between the adjoining lots. Views of parking lots from
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public thoroughfares and adjacent parcels shall be visually mitigated through the use of a combination
of earthen berms and landscape vegetation — this may or may not require the parking lots to be setback
more than the minimum.

SECTION 12. PEDESTRIAN ELEMENTS:
Sammons Financial Group PUD aims to encourage pedestrian movement and opportunities for pedestrian
interaction through a series of interconnected sidewalks and trails which lead to the office areas as well as adjacent
developments. Development of these areas shall comply with the following guidelines with details of the
development of each area to be specified, reviewed, and approved at the time of site plan development. Unless
otherwise specified, the installation of these pedestrian elements shall be by the respective developer of each
parcel within the Sammons Financial Group PUD in conjunction with or before the development of the parcel.

A. Trails and Sidewalks:

L.

2.

Pedestrian crossings of internal private streets and parking lot drive aisles should be identified through

the use of striped crosswalks as appropriate.

A minimum of eight feet (8”) of vertical clearance shall be maintained at all times over all pedestrian

travel ways.

Public Trails:

a. Public trails shall be installed within the Sammons Financial Group PUD area in alignment with the
City’s Master Trail Plan or as agreed upon with the City of West Des Moines.

b. Trails shall be constructed in accordance with the City of West Des Moines’ Standard

Specifications.
¢. A minimum of two feet (2°) of clear shoulder should be provided on each side of the trail.

SECTION 13. LANDSCAPING:
The landscaping requirements specified herein are intended to create an aesthetically pleasing development which
enhances the appearance and character of the City of West Des Moines, while protecting the general health, safety
and welfare of the citizens. Landscaping is required to address the following primary aspects or consequences of

development:

e Open space protection and enhancement

e Creation of environments conducive and inviting to pedestrian activities
e Street/parking side enhancement (‘streetscapes’)

e Visual screening of undesirable views, activities and/or site elements, and
e Mitigation of paving expenses associated with off-street parking

A. Open/Green Space: The intent of open space is to allow for a balance between natural areas and the built
environment and to provide for the overall beautification and “greening” of the City. The minimum
percentage of the site to be provided as open space shall comply with City Code for the respective zoning
district for each parcel. All of the land within a site that is not occupied by buildings, on-street and off-street
parking areas, or other vehicle use areas may be classified as open space. Plaza areas, water features and
structures such as gazebos, arbors, pergolas, etc. that are associated with outdoor pedestrian use areas may
be counted towards fulfilling the minimum open space requirement.

1.

In order to ensure ‘green’ within the development, vegetation must be incorporated at a rate of two (2)

overstory trees, one (1) understory or conifer tree, and three (3) shrubs for every three thousand (3,000)

square feet of required open space.

a. One tree may be substituted for ten (10) shrubs.

b. A twenty (20) square foot mass planting of perennial flowers or ornamental grasses may be
substituted for three (3) shrubs.

¢. No substitution for required trees is allowed.

d. The incorporation of evergreen vegetation is encouraged to provide winter substance within the
landscape.

Vegetation required as part of the open space may be placed into off-street parking areas or required

buffers; however the open space vegetation is in addition to that which would be required of buffers or
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parking islands/pods and may not be counted towards fulfilling the minimum amount of vegetation
required for these areas.

B. Buffer and Visual Screening: The implementation of vegetation is required as part of buffering/screening.
This vegetation may be combined with other measures such as berming, low stone walls, decorative fencing,
or any combination thereof to enhance the effectiveness of the buffering/screening. Buffers should be
designed to achieve the maximum amount of screening from the maximum number of viewpoints with
vegetation layered to ensure adequate blockage of views and to create depth.

1.

A minimum thirty-foot (30”) wide buffer shall be required along Mills Civic Parkway. A combination
of land forms, evergreen and deciduous trees and shrubs, and tall grasses shall be used to visually buffer
adjacent parking and negative ground level site improvements from public streets and from properties
outside of the Sammons Financial Group PUD development. Land forms ranging from 3 to 4 feet in
height with slopes not to exceed 3:1 are required. Land forms should undulate to create a natural
appearance rather than being designed with a consistent height along the entire berm. One (1) overstory
trees, two (2) understory tree and six (6) shrubs shall be provided for an average of every thirty-five
lineal feet (357) of this buffer; of the required trees, one-fourth (1/ 4) shall be evergreen in nature.

a. Vegetation may be substituted at the following rate:

(1) One tree may be substituted for ten (10) shrubs as long as under-canopy views of parking and
negative elements are mitigated.

(2) A sixty (60) square foot mass planting of perennial flowers or omamental grasses may be
substituted for six (6) shrubs.

(3) No substitution for required trees is allowed.

b. No parking lots, drive aisles, fences, or buildings are permitted within required buffers; however,
sidewalks, trails, landscape features, pedestrian furniture, and permitted signage may be located
within the buffers.

In addition to that specified above, the elements identified within the following section shall be

buffered/screened regardless of use area:

a. Views of off-street parking areas, loading docks, and other vehicle related service areas from
adjacent roadways, pedestrian paths and adjoining properties within and outside of the development
shall be buffered and visually screened to a height of at least six feet (6”). Creative grading including
land forms can be used to provide this screening, in conjunction with plantings or fencing. Loading
docks must be located and oriented to minimize views into the dock/service area. Screening can be
provided thru a combination of the placement of adjacent buildings, screen walls, land forms, and
plantings.

b. Mechanical, utility meters, transformers, HVAC, and other similar undesirable elements/equipment
which are located on, beside, or adjacent to any building shall be buffered and visually screened
from streets, pedestrian pathways, and adjoining property within and outside of the development. A
permanent screen that utilizes building materials and designs compatible and consistent with the
architecture and materials of the principal building shall be implemented whenever possible. It is
desired that raised parapets or elevated architectural features provide roof top mechanical screening
rather than wrapping the units with screen walls. As much as possible, roof top mechanical units
should be clustered rather than randomly placed on the roof. Additionally, roof top units should be
located towards the center of the roof as much as possible to minimize views thereof. Equipment
should be screened on all sides.

c. Sanitation/Recycle enclosures shall be visually screened from view from streets, businesses,
pedestrian pathways, and adjoining property within and outside of the development. The enclosure
should incorporate the primary building material of the adjacent buildings on three sides (brick or
masonry material) and a durable gate material on the fourth side.
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SECTION 14.  SIGNAGE: All proposed exterior signage requires a sign permit issued by the city of West Des
Moines through normal sign review procedures prior to installation of the sign. Unless otherwise prescribed
herein, signage shall abide by the standards and regulations as set forth in title 9, chapter 18, "Signs", of the city
code for the Office (OF) district.

A. Monument Signs:
1. Primary Monument Entrance Sign: One (1) monument sign shall be allowed at the primary entrance to
Area 1 from Mills Civic Parkway (east entrance). The sign shall not exceed twelve feet (12”) in height,
a maximum size for the total structure of ninety-six (96) square feet and a maximum sign copy of thirty-
five (35) square feet per side. The sign shall be setback a minimum of twenty feet (20°) from the ultimate
street right-of-way line.
2. Secondary Monument Entrance Sign: One (1) monument sign shall be allowed at the secondary entrance
to Area 1 from S. 81 Street (north entrance). The sign shall not exceed seven feet (7°) in height, a
maximum size for the total structure of seventy-seven (77) square feet and a maximum sign copy of
twenty (20) square feet per side. The sign shall be setback a minimum of twenty feet (20°) from the
ultimate street right-of-way line.
All other monument signs within Area 1 shall comply with current City sign code.
4. Area 2 Monument signs: Area 2 of the Sammons Financial Group PUD shall comply with current City
sign code for allowed monument signs.

W

B. Landscape Signs: Landscape signs shall be allowed at the corner of each perimeter public street intersection
for both Area 1 and Area 2. The signs shall be designed according to the current City sign code.

C. Directional Signs: Directional signs shall be allowed according to the current City sign code for both Area 1
and Area 2.

D. Wall Signs: Building wall signage shall comply with current City sign code for both Area 1 and Area 2.

SECTION 15. ARCHITECTURE: The intent is to create building facades throughout this development that are
varied and articulated to provide visual interest to pedestrians and to establish a unique identity for the
development. The architectural design of any building within this development shall be acceptable to the City.
The architecture shall express a creative presentation by careful attention to exterior building materials and
details, use of fenestration, and change in building mass within the plane and roof design to lessen the plainness
of appearance which can be characteristic of large commercial buildings. Building design, materials, trim,
detailing, and colors shall provide continuity amongst buildings to unite all structures within the development
into one project concept. All sides to each building shall receive high quality materials, finishes, and details
(360 degree architectural treatment). There are no "backs" to a building. Materials should be durable,
economically maintained and of a quality that will maintain their appearance over a prolonged time.

On file with the City are conceptual architectural illustrations of the general building style and material options.
Once City approval is gained on a particular building design, any alteration in design before or during
construction must be reviewed and approved by the City's Development Services Department.

A. All buildings within this development shall accommodate or incorporate the following in building design
and materials:

1. Corporate architecture shall be prohibited. Limited use of architectural elements characteristic of
prototypical architecture may be allowed at the discretion of the Director of Development Services or
the appropriate reviewing and approval body. Implementation of these architectural elements shall be
minimized and whenever possible modified to give a unique image to the establishment. No standard
corporate building design without modifications shall be implemented.

2. Buildings shall be organized to create a logical and identifiable relationship with the site and other
buildings, open spaces, and pedestrian circulation paths.

3. The use of building articulation and materials which break up the building mass into modules that
respect a pedestrian scale and reflects proportions similar to other buildings within the development.

4. The building's design should meet context and site objectives such as providing gateways, creating
visual and physical linkages and framing or terminating views.
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5. Variation in building height, mass and roof forms shall be provided to create interest while still
maintaining an overall building continuity. Roofs should not be designed as attention-getting devices
related to the reinforcement of signage or as an identifiable corporate image.

6. Entrances into buildings should be easily identified through the use of building design and detailing.
Projected or recessed entryways, change in rooflines, addition of awnings or changes in building
material are examples that can create this effect.

7. Shifts in building planes/facades and variation in exterior materials shall be incorporated to minimize
long expanses of wall. Long blank walls shall be prohibited.

8. Variation in materials, material modules, expressed joints, textures, colors and details should be used
to break up the mass of the buildings. Materials should change with the change in building planes.

9. Trim and structural elements such as posts or columns shall be sized to the scale of the building.

10. Whenever possible, ground floor areas should provide the maximum possible glazing toward
sidewalks to provide pedestrians with visual interest. Use of reflective glass or mirrored glass is
discouraged. Efforts should be made to use clear glass on storefronts, windows and doors to promote
the linkage of the interior and exterior of buildings.

11. Natural materials such as brick and stone shall be used as the major elements of the facade.
Architectural precast concrete or metal acceptable to the City may be incorporated in the design as the
major element. Concrete products shall have integrated color rather than surface applied paint/staining
and should generally have texture for interest; smooth finish concrete products may be used in
conjunction with texture for accent purposes. The use of EIFS, synthetic stucco or composite materials
shall be used in moderation and primarily used as an accent or trim material and cannot be the
predominate building material. Use of EIFS is limited to areas of the building six feet (6") above grade
and higher and use of vinyl materials is prohibited.

B. Area2: It is recognized that the development of Area 2 has not been planned and therefore the architectural
intent for that portion of the site cannot be defined at the time of the writing of this ordinance. At such time
that development of this area is pending, the architecture design and choice of colors and materials will
need to be such so as to provide visual cohesiveness and achieve a unified development for the entire PUD
area. At time of development of Area 2, an amendment to the PUD may be necessary to address the
specific architecture needs for Area 2.

SECTION 16. REPEALER. All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with the provision of this ordinance
are hereby repealed.

SECTION 17. VIOLATIONS AND PENALTIES. Any person who violates the provisions of this Ordinance
upon conviction shall be punished as set forth in 1-4-1 of the City Code of the City of West Des Moines, Iowa.

SECTION 18. OTHER REMEDIES. In addition to the provisions set out in the Violations and Penalties Section
herein, the City may proceed in law or equity against any person, firm or corporation for violation of any section
or subsection of this Ordinance.

SECTION 19. SAVINGS CLAUSE. If any section, provision, sentence, clause, phrase or part of the Ordinance
shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the Ordinance as a
whole or any provision, section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase or part hereof not adjudged invalid or
unconstitutional.

SECTION 20. EFFECTIVE DATE. This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect after its passage, approval
and publication as provided by law.

Urban Renewal Plan - City Initiated

RESOLUTION: Approval of Amendment No. 1 to 8300 Mills Civic Parkway Urban Renewal Plan

FINANCIAL IMPACT: The not-to-exceed amount of Grant and Connection Fees of $240,000 in the
original Plan is being corrected to reflect $270,000 due to actual costs of connection fees. This will be offset

by TIF revenue from the project.

BACKGROUND: The original 8300 Mills Civic Parkway Urban Renewal Area was adopted on March
18, 2019 to facilitate the Development Agreement for the Sammons Financial Group project and public
infrastructure projects.

This Amendment No. 1 to the 8300 Mills Civic Parkway Urban Renewal Plan is necessary in order to
correct the amount of Grant and Connection Fees within the original Plan. The original Plan referenced a
not-to-exceed amount of $240,000. Due to a miscalculation by City staff, the figure should be corrected to
reflect $270,000 due to actual costs of connection fees.

OUTSTANDING ISSUES: There are no outstanding issues regarding this proposed amendment.

RECOMMENDATION: Staff recommends the approval of the Resolution approving the amendment to
the urban renewal plan.

Resolution to Approve Urban Renewal Plan Amendment #1 for the 8300 Mills
Civic Parkway Urban Renewal Area

WHEREAS, as a preliminary step to exercising the authority conferred upon Iowa cities
by Chapter 403 of the Code of lowa (the “Urban Renewal Law”), a municipality must adopt a
resolution finding that one or more slums, blighted or economic development areas exist in the
municipality and that the rehabilitation, conservation, redevelopment, development or a
combination thereof, of such area or areas is necessary in the interest of the public health, safety
or welfare of the residents of the municipality; and

WHEREAS, this City Council of the City of West Des Moines, lowa (the “City”) by prior
resolution established the 8300 Mills Civic Parkway Urban Renewal Area (the “Urban Renewal
Area”) and adopted an urban renewal plan (the “Plan”) for the governance of projects and
initiatives therein; and

WHEREAS, an amendment (the “Amendment™) to the Plan has been prepared for the
purpose of updating the urban renewal project (the “Project”) in the Urban Renewal Area
consisting of (i) providing tax increment financing support to Sammons Financial Group, Inc. in
connection with the construction of a multi-story office building and related improvements for use
in the business operations of Midland National Life Insurance Company; and

WHEREAS, notice of a public hearing by the City Council on the proposed Amendment
was heretofore given in strict compliance with the provisions of Chapter 403 of the Code of lowa,
and the Council has conducted said hearing on June 17, 2019; and

WHEREAS, copies of the Amendment, notice of public hearing and notice of a
consultation meeting with respect to the Amendment were mailed to the appropriate affected
taxing entities; the consultation meeting was held on the 28™ day of May, 2019; and responses to
any comments or recommendations received following the consultation meeting were made as

required by law;

NOW, THEREFORE, It Is Resolved by the City Council of the City of West Des Moines,
Iowa, as follows:

Section 1. The Amendment, attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and made a part hereof, is
hereby in all respects approved.

Section 2. It is hereby determined by this City Council as follows:

A. The Project proposed under the Amendment conforms to the general plan
for the development of the City;

B. The Project proposed under the Amendment is necessary and appropriate to
facilitate the proper growth and development of the City in accordance with sound planning
standards and local community objectives.





C. It is not anticipated that families will be displaced as a result of the City’s
undertakings under the Amendment. Should such issues arise with future projects, then the City
will ensure that a feasible method exists to carry out any relocations without undue hardship to the
displaced and into safe, decent, affordable and sanitary housing.

Section 3. All resolutions or parts thereof in conflict herewith are hereby repealed, to
the extent of such conflict.

The Urban Renewal Plan (the “Plan”) for the 8300 Mills Civic Parkway Urban Renewal
Area (the “Urban Renewal Area™) is being amended for the purpose of updating the list of eligible
projects.

Description of the Amended Project: Numerous urban renewal projects were
authorized prior to the date of this Amendment, and are continuing with no change. Such
projects are listed in the original Plan.

One of the projects identified in the original Plan involved providing incentives to Midland
National Life Insurance Company (the “Developer”) and Sammons Financial Group, Inc.
(“Sammons”) related to the construction of the Sammons Financial Group office building
in the Area. The City anticipated providing incentives for this project in the form of a rebate
(“Phase 1 and Phase II Payments”), economic development payments based on
employment (“Employment Incentive Payments™), an economic development grant for a
portion of the cost of Sidewalk Improvements (“Grant”), an economic development grant
to reimburse the Developer for certain water and sewer connection fees (“Connection
Fees™), and the cost of the Electrical Box Relocation Project in relation to this project. The
source of these incentives is a portion of the tax increment under Iowa Code Section 403.19
produced from the construction of the office building. In the original Plan, the City
anticipated that the aggregate amount of the Grant and Connection Fees would not exceed
$240,000. Due to a miscalculation of the figure of total Connection Fees, the total amount
of the Grant and Connection Fees has increased. The City now anticipates that the amount
of incentives to be provided to the Developer and funded through tax increment will not
exceed $270,000. Actual expense could change due to a variety of factors, including but
not limited to changes in tax levies or rates, changes in tax laws, changes in assessed values,
changes in fee rates, and other factors.

FINANCIAL IMPACT: It is anticipated the City of West Des Moines will receive $307,130 in
Community Development Block Grant funds from the United States Department of Housing and Urban
Development in July 2019. Total revenues and expenditures have been included in the 2019-20

budget.

BACKGROUND: In October 2004, the United States Department of Housing and Urban Development
(HUD) identified the City of West Des Moines as a potential grantee for the Entittement Community
Development Block Grant (CDBG) Program. As an entitlement city, West Des Moines is eligible for
HUD funds to address defined needs in the community. The program provides annual grants on a
formula basis to entitled cities and counties (those over 50,000 people) to develop viable urban
communities by providing decent housing and a suitable living environment, and by expanding
economic opportunities, principally for low and moderate income persons.

To receive the annual CDBG entitlement grant, a grantee must develop and submit to HUD its
Consolidated Plan. The Consolidated Plan is the jurisdiction’s comprehensive planning document and
application for funding under the Community Planning and Development formula grant programs. The
Consolidated Plan consists of a 3-5 year Strategic Plan and a One-year Action Plan. The 3-5 year
Strategic Plan outlines program goals, specific objectives, annual goals, and benchmarks for
measuring progress. The One-year Action Plan is a concise summary of the actions, projects, and
programs that will take place during the next year to address the priority needs and specific objectives
identified by the strategic plan.

The statutes for the formula grant programs set forth three basic goals against which the plan and the
jurisdiction’s performance under the plan will be evaluated by HUD. These statutory program goals
are: (1) decent housing; (2) a suitable living environment; and (3) expanded economic opportunities.

The draft 2019-20 Annual Action Plan was prepared based on the 2015-2020 Consolidated Plan.
The draft Annual Action Plan began a 30-day public review and comment period on April 23, 2019 and
ended May 22, 2019. During this time, the draft Annual Action Plan was available for review by the
public at the following locations: City of West Des Moines website, West Des Moines Human Services
Department, West Des Moines Library, Historic City Hall, and the West Des Moines Community and
Economic Development Department.

No comments have been received.

The approved 2019-20 Annual Action Plan will be submitted to HUD field office in Omaha, Nebraska.
Because of the late notice of the allocation in funding, the City can begin programs July 15t even though
the Annual Action Plan will not be approved by that point by the regional HUD office (See HUD notice
CPD-19-01).

In January, 2015, the CoCB implemented a centralized intake (ClI) system which includes outreach to
persons experiencing homelessness and assessing their individual needs. West Des Moines Human
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Services is a participating agency in the Cl.
Addressing the emergency shelter and transitional housing needs of homeless persons

The Polk County Continuum of Care addresses the emergency shelter and transitional housing needs of
homeless persons through the Cl. In addition to assessing the needs of individuals and families
experiencing homelessness, Polk County Continuum of Care’s Cl completes a VI-SPDAT for each
household which assesses the household’s vulnerability. Households are then prioritized for emergency
shelter and transitional housing based on their VI-SPDAT score, highest to lowest.

Helping homeless persons (especially chronically homeless individuals and families, families
with children, veterans and their families, and unaccompanied youth) make the transition to
permanent housing and independent living, including shortening the period of time that
individuals and families experience homelessness, facilitating access for homeless individuals
and families to affordable housing units, and preventing individuals and families who were
recently homeless from becoming homeless again

The Polk County Continuum of Care (CoCB) has 1.) Prioritized the use of all CoC-funded permanent
supportive housing for persons experiencing chronic homelessness; 2.) In 2016, reached their goal of
functional zero for veterans and their families experiencing homelessness; 3.) Preliminarily reached their
goal of a 10% reduction in the average length of stay of homeless persons in transitional housing as well
as their goal of a 10% reduction in the median length of stay of homeless persons in transitional housing
and emergency shelter. West Des Moines Human Services assists the CoCB in achieving its goals toward
reducing time homeless and providing permanent housing by administering 12 units of CoC-funded
Rapid Re-Housing.

Helping low-income individuals and families avoid becoming homeless, especially extremely
low-income individuals and families and those who are: being discharged from publicly
funded institutions and systems of care (such as health care facilities, mental health facilities,
foster care and other youth facilities, and corrections programs and institutions); or, receiving
assistance from public or private agencies that address housing, health, social services,
employment, education, or youth needs.

The City of West Des Moines does provide a Homeless Prevention Program which assists with mortgage,
rent, and utilities to preserve someone's current housing situation. The CoCB'’s Cl includes screening
persons at imminent risk of homelessness for prevention assistance and refers eligible persons to
community resources such as the City of West Des Moines, Salvation Army, Cross Ministries, St. Vincent
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DePaul and general assistance.

The executive director of the CoCB has been meeting regularly with local hospitals to develop a
discharge plan to prevent low-income individuals and families from being discharged into
homelessness. Also, in 2016, the CoCB submitted an application for HUD’s youth homelessness
initiative. While not funded, the process of writing the application has resulted in the formation of new
collaborations with agencies addressing the needs of youth.

The City of West Des Moines currently has a garage ordinance that requires a stall and a half garage to
be built when a new house is constructed. The City has amended this ordinance to allow a waiver for
home buyers with annual incomes of less than 80% of the Area Median Income.

Housing Tomorrow is complete and a plan was made available April 2015. There are six principles of
Housing Tomorrow: (1) Our region will offer a variety of housing choices for our diverse population; (2)
Our region will preserve, maintain, and improve its existing housing inventory; (3) Our region will make
strategic decisions about the location of new housing; (4) Our region will collaborate across sectors to
address the impact of housing on community health and prosperity; (5) Our region will seek new
resources for housing, and use existing resources responsibly; and (6) Our region will foster a dynamic
community dialogue about housing.

Each principle has two strategies for accomplishment.

The City of West Des Moines completed a master plan for Historic West Des Moines. The plan was
accepted by City Council on September 19, 2016. The Master Plan addresses community development,
economic development, and housing in Historic West Des Moines. The Master Plan made
recommendations of 19 items to be addressed. An Implementation Committee has been formed and is
currently working to prioritize the 19 items and will begin work on the top items in july 2017.

The City of West Des Moines has a draft Housing Needs Assessment. It was available to public review
during a portion of the public comment period for the 2018-19 CDBG Annual Action Plan (April 23, 2018
to June 6, 2018). The assessment includes nine program suggestions and 5 policy changes. City staff will
work with City Council to prioritize the programs and how/when they might be funded.

Actions planned to foster and maintain affordable housing

The City will continue to offer the Metro Home Improvement Program for owner-occupied
rehabilitation.

Beginning in July 2016, the City began offering the Neighborhood Finance Corporation Program. This is
a program available in select areas of the City. The program has been extremely well utilized by
homeowners. The funding is almost gone and so the City Council allocated additional funds, $200,000,
to the program for fiscal year 2019-20.

The City recently acquired a lot at 5 Hamilton Court. The existing house, which is beyond repair, will be
razed. The lot, along with two adjacent lots the City already owned will be replatted into two buildable
lots. The lots have been transferred to Greater Des Moines Habitat for Humanity. They will build two
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single family houses and sell to households less than 80% area median income.

The City will continue to offer the Metro Home Improvement Program for owner-occupied
rehabilitation.

Actions planned to reduce the number of poverty-level families

The City will continue to work with economic development partners, in addition to private developers,
to create an economic environment that will create more job opportunities in the area. The will in turn
reduce the number of poverty level families.

The City continues to offer the Transit Pass Program which provides free use of the Des Moines Area
Region Transit bus system.

Actions planned to develop institutional structure

The City will continue to work with partners in the area to maximize resources to enhance the
institutional structure to address housing and non-housing community development needs.

Actions planned to enhance coordination between public and private housing and social
service agencies

The City will continue to offer the Metro Home Improvement Program which is a partnership of 8 cities
in Polk County. In addition, the City will work with non-profit agencies and developers to further the
development and redevelopment of housing and social service programs in the City.

ORDINANCE: Approval of Overlay District Site Plan

FINANCIAL IMPACT: Undetermined.

BACKGROUND: The applicant, Heartland Self Storage - Iowa Inc., in association with the property owner HBF I,
LLC, is requesting approval of an Overlay District Site Plan to allow construction of a 120,000 square foot indoor self-
storage facility. The building will be 3 stories above grade with the storage units contained entirely within the building.
There will be one entrance garage door on the west side of the building and another garage door on the east that will be
used as an exit with the circulation drive directly connecting to Village View Drive. It is intended that all material
unloading will occur from within the building.

Plan and Zoning Commission Action:

Applicant’s Request: The applicant, Heartland Self Storage, Iowa Inc., is requesting approval of an Overlay District
Site Plan to allow construction of a 120,000 square foot indoor self-storage facility. The building will be 3 stories
above grade with the storage units contained entirely within the building. There will be one entrance garage door on
the west side of the building and another garage door on the east that will be used as an exit with the circulation drive
directly connecting to Village View Drive. It is intended that all material unloading will occur from within the

building.

History: The Jordan Creek Business Park area was annexed into the City in 2003 as a part of the Mills Civic Parkway
Annexation. The property was originally platted in 2004 as a part of Davis Estates Plat 1. In September of 2006, a
Zone Change Specific Plan was approved for the property outlining the specific development regulations for the
property and the other parcels within the Jordan Creek Business Park. The property was re-platted in 2007 as the
Jordan Creek Business Park. In September of 2017, an amendment to the Jordan Creek Business Park Specific Plan
Ordinance was approved specifically allowing for indoor storage facilities in the Jordan Creek Business Park

development.

City Council Subcommittee: This item was presented to the Development & Planning City Council Subcommittee
at their June 11, 2018 meeting, as an informational item only. No discussion was had and no disagreement with the

proposal was expressed.

Staff Review and Comment: This request was distributed to other City departments and other agencies for their
review and comment. There are no outstanding issues. Staff would summarize the following key points of interest:

®  Overlay District Site Plan Review: Overlay District Site Plans are generally approved administratively but
can be brought forward to the Plan & Zoning Commission and City Council for review if deemed appropriate
by Staff based on the specific project. Staff felt that since the amendment to allow indoor storage facilities
within the Jordan Creek Business Park was met with concerns by adjacent property owners, the Overlay
District Site Plan request should be considered by the Plan & Zoning Commission and City Council.

&  Previous Concerns Raised by Adjoining Property Owner: The concept plan that was submitted as part of the
Specific Plan Amendment included an internal drive connection to the condominium office building
immediately to the east. Interconnectivity of sites is a standard city practice as it allows patrons of one parcel
alternate ways to enter and exit a site in the event the main entrance/exit to the site is blocked due to an
accident or road or utility repairs. Property owners of the adjoining office building objected to the connection
as they did not want vehicles from the storage facility routing through their site and having access to that
business’s dumpster. The applicant worked with staff, specifically the Engineering and Fire divisions to
provide a second driveway to the site that tied directly to Village View Drive thus negating a connection to
the adjoining property to the east. Staff is recommending a condition of approval requiring the applicant
monitor the trash receptacles within the site to ensure that there is no overflow of materials in or adjacent to

the receptacle.

Parking: In 2016, the City Council passed a City Code amendment allowing indoor self-storage facilities in
Office and Professional Commerce Park zoning districts if the architecture of the building was designed so
that it looked like a regular office building from the outside and also if it could be demonstrated that the
parking requirements for an office building could be met on the site in the event the building was converted
to an office use in the future. The applicant has provided a site plan and parking counts showing that the
proposed site could accommodate the number of parking spaces required for a 120,000 square foot building
with the use of surface parking and structured parking.

Storm Water Management Facility Maintenance Agreement (SWMFMA): Storm Water Management Facility
Maintenance Agreements are required for all new site developments or sites that have detention facilities but
have not otherwise previously executed the agreement. These agreements allow the City to enter a site to do
maintenance and/or repairs on a private detention facility in the event that the facility has not been maintained
by the property owner and advises who the City should bill for the maintenance/repair work. In this case, the
detention for this site is located on a property north of Village View Drive that is owned by a different
property owner. The applicant is in the process of obtaining the signature of that property owner on the
agreement. The other property owner has indicated to staff that he will sign the agreement upon receipt. Staff
recommends that the signed agreement be submitted to the City for recording prior to issuance of an
occupancy permit, including temporary occupancy for the indoor storage building.

Comprehensive Plan Consistency: The project has been reviewed for consistency with the Comprehensive Plan.
Based upon that review, a finding has been made that the proposed project is consistent with the Comprehensive Plan
in that the project is consistent with all of the goals and policies of the Comprehensive Plan and the land use map of

the Comprehensive Plan.

Town Center Overlay District Consistency: The proposed project has been reviewed for consistency with the

Town Center Overlay District Guidelines. Based upon that review, a finding has been made that the proposed
project is consistent with the Town Center Overlay District Guidelines in that the plan is consistent with the overall
objective and intents of the Town Center Overlay District Guidelines.

Findings: This proposed project was distributed to various city departments for review and comment. Based upon
that review, the following findings have been made on the proposed project:

1.

The proposed development and use is consistent with the West Des Moines Comprehensive Plan in that the
project has been reviewed for consistency with the Comprehensive Plan. Based upon that review, a finding
has been made that the proposed project is consistent with the Comprehensive Plan in that the project is
consistent with all of the goals and policies of the Comprehensive Plan.

The proposed development and use does assure compatibility of property uses within the zone and general
area in that this project was reviewed by various City Departments for compliance with the Zoning
Ordinance.

All applicable standards and conditions have been imposed which protects the public health, safety and
welfare in that this project was reviewed by various City Departments and public agencies for compliance
with the various state and local regulations. Based upon that review a finding is made that the project has
been adequately conditioned to protect the health, welfare and safety of the community.

There is adequate on-site and off-site public infrastructure to support the proposed development in that this
project was reviewed by various public agencies and City Departments and public utilities to ensure that
either the petitioner will construct or the project has been conditioned to construct adequate public
infrastructure to serve the development.

The proposed development and use has met the requirements contained in the City Code in that this project
was reviewed by various City Departments and the project has complied with or has been conditioned to
comply with all City Code requirements.

The following Maintenance Schedule has been provided, The INSPECTOR must perform the Inspections. The
OPERATOR/CONTRACTOR must parform &fl needed maintsnance, Furthemore, &l erosion control featunes requiring
maintenence may not be listad below. The OPERATOR/CONTRACTOR and INSPECTOR must parform their respective duties on
sll BMP's that ere nof listed befow as well.

Conslruction Entrance - The entrance shall be maintsined in a condition which will prevent trecking or flow of sediment onto
public rights-of-way. This may raquire periodic lop dressing with additional stone of the washing and reworking of existing
stone as conditions demand and repair andfor cleanout of any structures used to frap sedimant. All materials spilled,
dropped, washed, or racked from vehicles onto roadways or into storm drains must be removed immediately. The use of

ITEM: First Reading of Proposed Ordinance — Title 4 (Health and Safety DATE: June 17, 2019
Regulations), Chapter 5C (Solid Waste Control) — Modification of
Fees and Charges

FINANCIAL IMPACT: Additional revenue will be generated each fiscal year in an amount needed to
balance the fund against anticipated expenditures. The City’s Solid Waste Enterprise Fund revenue is used
primarily to offset expenses paid to Des Moines Metro Waste Authority (MWA) for solid waste and recycling
collection and disposal services, and expenses paid to the West Des Water Works for billing services. The
fund currently has a positive fund balance but absent the proposed rate adjustment, the City projects to
lose approximately $175,000 in the upcoming fiscal year (FY 19-20). The new rates shown below and
described in the ordinance will allow the City to “pass through” all costs.

With the new rates, an individual homeowner using the traditional 96 gallon waste and recycling containers
will see his/her cost for service increase by a total of $12.60 per year. It is proposed that these new rates
take effect September 1, 2019.

SUBJECT: Curb It! Rates for FY19/20

The Curb It! fee effective July 1, 2019, will increase $0.01 to $2.69 per household per
month, which is less than a .5% increase. The rate is calculated based on nationally
published CPI and the compressed natural gas index that are provisions of the MWA contract
with Waste Management for collection services. This slight increase covers the cost of collection
for recycled materials.

Also, effective July 1, 2019 is an additional $0.74 per household per month increase. This
is the first processing fee of its kind. After multiple, unplanned contract renegotiations with the
recycling processor, Metro Waste Authority most recently incurred a 37% increase, in addition
to a change in the structure of the revenue share from commaodities. Metro Waste Authority will
continue working with city staff over the coming months to determine a process for passing this
fee on to cities, and the residents.

In summary, beginning July 1, 2019, the total cost for residents to recycle is $3.43 per
month,

Communities in our service area pay a competitive collection rate under the singlestream
recycling program, which is directly based on market prices. You will see the adjusted price in
the invoices mailed at the end of July 2019. It will be applied to the housecounts provided to
Metro Waste Authority on a quarterly basis.

MOINES, IOWA, BY AMENDING TITLE 4, HEALTH AND SAFETY
REGULATIONS, CHAPTER 5, ARTICLE C PERTAINING TO SOLID WASTE
COLLECTION CHARGES

BE IT ORDAINED BY CITY COUNCIL OF WEST DES MOINES, IOWA:

SECTION 1. Title 4, Chapter 5, Article C, Section 3 — MONTHLY CHARGES, and
Section 4 — PRORATION OF CHARGES, are hereby amended to read as follows:

4-5C-3 MONTHLY CHARGES: There is herewith imposed a solid
waste collection and disposal fee as follows applicable to each
residential unit for solid waste collected by the city approved
contractor:

48 gallon cart - $12.25 $14-50 per month
96 gallon cart - $12.75 $12-00 per month

Charges for collection of additional carts shall be as follows:

48 gallon cart - $8.25 $7-50 per month
96 gallon cart - $8.75 $8-60 per month

These charges shall be made on all bills mailed by West Des
Moines Water Works on and after the effective date hereof.
Additional charges may also be imposed for changing cart size.
The collection agent for the city shall be the West Des Moines
Water Works which shall provide for solid waste charges to be
listed upon its regular billing statement and collected in the same
manner as water and sanitary sewer fees. Billing for the change
in container size shall be made in the billing cycle following the
change. All charges imposed herein shall be due and payable
upon receipt of the billing.

4-5C-4 PRORATION OF CHARGES: The service availability charge
shall be prorated according to the ratio of the number of days for
which solid waste collection service was available to a customer
at a premises and the total number of days in the month.

SECTION 2. REPEALER. All Ordinances or parts of Ordinances in conflict with the
provision of this Ordinance are hereby repealed.

SECTION 3. SAVINGS CLAUSE. If any section, provision, sentence, clause, phrase,
or part of this Ordinance shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication
shall not affect the validity of the Ordinance as a whole or any provision, section,

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF WEST DES MOINES, IOWA:

SECTION 1. AMENDMENT. Title 8 (Buildings Regulations), Chapter 6 (Construction Site Erosion and Sediment
Control), Section 1 (Purpose) (Ordinance #1710) is hereby amended by adding the text in bold lettering and deleting
the text in strikethrough and shaded text;

A. The U.S. environmental protection agency's national pollutant discharge elimination system ("NPDES")
permit program (program) administered by the lowa department of natural resources ("IDNR") requires that
due to certain demographic and environmental impact criteria, the city of West Des Moines obtain from the
IDNR an NPDES permit for the discharge of stermwater storm water from a municipal separate storm sewer
system (MS4). The city's MS4 permit is on file in the office of the city clerk and is available for public
inspection during regular office hours.

SECTION 2. AMENDMENT. Title 8 (Buildings Regulations), Chapter 6 (Construction Site Erosion and Sediment
Control), Section 2 (Procedure for Compliance) (Ordinance #1710) is hereby amended by adding the text in bold
lettering and deleting the text in strikethrough and shaded text;

B. Prior to the issuance of any permit by the city for construction activities undertaken by applicant on a site,
an applicant shall:

1. Submit to the city a copy of the site plan prepared by the applicant to meet the requirements of
the State NPDES general permit no. 2. The site plan shall show Best Management Practice
("BMP") control measures and provide a storm water pollution prevention plan (“SWPPP”)
applicable to the site per the NPDES general permit no. 2 requirements.

SECTION 3. AMENDMENT. Title 8 (Buildings Regulations), Chapter 6 (Construction Site Erosion and Sediment
Control), Section 3 (Site Visit Procedures) (Ordinances #1710 and #2275), is hereby amended by adding the text in
bold lettering and deleting the text in strikethrough and shaded text;

C. The city may conduct site visits at any time.





2. In addition to the required site visits set forth in subsection C1 of this section, the city may conduct

additional site visits at any time, atthe-expense-ofthe-eity.

D. In the event a site visit identifies an area or incident of noncompliance, the city may, at its discretion,
provide the applicant with a list of deficiencies that identifies the area or incident of noncompliance. Prior
to an enforcement action being taken, a list of deficiencies must be provided to the applicant. Upon
providing a list of deficiencies, the applicant shall immediately commence corrective action and shall
complete corrective action within the timeframe designated by the city on the list of deficiencies. For
good cause shown, the city may extend the deadline for completing corrective action. Failure to take
corrective action in a timely manner shall constitute a violation of this chapter.

SECTION 4. AMENDMENT. Ordinance #1710, Title 8, Buildings Regulations, Chapter 6, Construction Site
Erosion and Sediment Control, Section 4, Monitoring Procedures, is hereby amended by adding the text in bold
lettering and deleting the text in strikethrough and shaded text;

B. It shall be applicant's duty to notify the city of any changes, alterations, transfers of coverage or sales of
any property in the same manner, to the same extent and at the same time as such notification is provided
to the Iowa Department of Natural Resources pursuant to the requirements of the State NPDES general
permit no. 2. In the event the applicant completes a transfer of responsibility in accordance with IAC
567-64.6(6) the contact listed on the original Notice of Intent shall remain the primary point of contact
for all correspondence from the City, including any enforcement action and invoices for the services,
outlined in this code, for the entire permitted area until such time the authorization is discontinued or
the physical area is covered in its entirety by subsequent NPDES general permit no. 2 authorizations.

SECTION 5. REPEALER: All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with the provision of this ordinance are
hereby repealed.

SECTION 6. SAVINGS CLAUSE: If any section, provision, sentence, clause, phrase or part of the Ordinance shall
be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the Ordinance as a whole or
any provision, section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase or part hereof not adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.

SECTION 7. VIOLATIONS AND PENALTIES: Any person who violates the provisions of this Ordinance upon
conviction shall be punished as set forth in Title 1, Chapter 4, Sections 1 and 2 of the City Code of the City of West

Des Moines, Iowa.

SECTION 8. OTHER REMEDIES: In addition to the provisions set out in the Violations and Penalties Section
herein, the City may proceed in law or equity against any person, firm or corporation for violation of any section or
subsection of this Ordinance,

SECTION 9. EFFECTIVE DATE: This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect after its passage, approval and
publication as provided by law.

ITEM: Inter-fund Loan between the Sewer Enterprise Fund DATE: June 17, 2019
and the Stormwater Enterprise Fund

FINANCIAL IMPACT: There is no overall effect to the funds of the City, however, the Sewer Fund will earn
interest at 1.5% during the course of the loan (at the expense of the Stormwater Fund), and the Sewer
Fund will not have the flexibility to use this loaned fund balance to meet its obligations during the term of

the loan.

BACKGROUND: The Staff has worked closely with its financial advisor, Public Financial Management
(PFM), to develop multi-year stormwater and sewer enterprise system cash flow projections. These
projection considered many factors, including planned and proposed capital projects, expected usage, and
operating costs. When doing the projections it quickly became apparent that the City’s Sewer Enterprise
fund has a very adequate fund balance, while the Stormwater Enterprise fund has limited equity. At the
same time, the Sewer Fund has a relatively small and manageable level of capital project needs in future
years, whereas the capital project needs of the Stormwater are considerable.

Staff, PFM, and Legal Counsel considered several options to overcome this barrier, and ultimately settled
on the concept of inter-fund loans. This is the second of several planned loans. The terms of this loan
include borrowing of $7.5 million from the Sewer Fund to the Stormwater, to be repaid with interest at 1.5%
over a 15 year term. The loans, as planned, will allow each fund to operate successfully while avoiding the

need for outside financing.

19, subject to a repayment term of fifteen years beginning in Fiscal Year 2019-20, at
an annual rate of interest of 1.5%.
