The original Professional Services Agreement included a maximum fee of $25,600.00 for Basic
Services of the Consultant and $9,700.00 for Resident Consultant Services. Amendment No. 1
increases the Basic Services of the Consultant by $8,472.00 and the Resident Consultant Services by
$1,800.00. The new maximum not-to-exceed fee thus becomes $45,572.00. All costs for these
services can be paid from account no. 500.000.000.5250.495 with ultimate funding intended to come
from General Funds.

BACKGROUND:

Benjamin Design Collaborative, P.C. is working under an existing Agreement dated September 3,
2019 to perform the professional services necessary for miscellaneous repairs to restrooms and
shelters at various Park locations throughout the City.

Amendment No. 1 includes additional Basic Services of the Consultant and Resident Consultant
Services to accommodate the addition of two (2) parks shelters not included on the original list,
additional site visits to maximize budget allotted for project, additional work necessary to
accommodate replacement of all light fixtures and controls at all buildings included with the project,
and additional efforts necessary during the bidding process to address restrictions imparted due to
the COVID-19 situation.

The Engineering Services Department retains professional consultants based on their past work
experience, qualifications of their staff, familiarity with the project, staffing availability, and past
performance. Once a firm has been selected based on the above criteria, City staff then negotiates a
fee with the consultant for performing the desired scope of services. City staff attempts, whenever
feasible, to distribute professional services work on an equitable basis to qualified firms maintaining
local metropolitan area offices who have expressed interest in working for the City of West Des
Moines.

28E AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF WEST DES MOINES, IOWA
AND MADISON COUNTY, IOWA

THIS AGREEMENT, made and entered into by and between Madison County, Iowa,
(which hereinafter may be referred to as Madison County or County) and the City of West Des
Moines, lowa (which hereinafter may be referred to as West Des Moines or City), in accordance
with provisions of Chapter 28E, Code of Iowa, 2019. The purpose of this Agreement shall be to
provide joint exercise of the respective powers of the County and City hereto in connection with
the joint maintenance of identified roads and rights-of-way which are under the jurisdiction of both
the County and the City. This Agreement shall become binding upon each party after approval by
the City Council of West Des Moines and the Board of Supervisors of Madison County. This
document shall supersede any and all other documents pertaining to mutual agreement between
the City and the County for joint maintenance of identified roads and rights-of-way.

WHEREAS, under Chapter 28E of the Code of lowa, 2019, the County Board of Supervisors
for Madison County, as a public agency, may enter into an agreement with the City of West Des
Moines, another public agency, to provide services to the mutual advantage of both agencies; and

WHEREAS, due to the changing character of certain roads by development of adjacent
properties, the County and City desire to execute an Agreement under the provisions of Chapter
28E, Code of Iowa, 2019, to provide for roadway and rights-of-way maintenance and services of
existing and new corporate boundary roadways within and adjoining the City and within Madison
County.

NOW, THEREFORE, THE PARTIES HERETO MUTUALLY AGREE AS
FOLLOWS:

1. Termination of Existing Agreement. The existing agreement between Madison County,
Iowa, and the City of West Des Moines, Iowa, established in accordance with provisions
of Chapter 28E, Code of Iowa filed with the Iowa Secretary of State on January 17, 2018,
M510656, and providing for the joint maintenance by the County and the City of West Des
Moines of certain common roadways all within Madison County, Iowa, is terminated and
shall no longer be in effect upon the approval and acceptance of this Agreement as provided
herein.

2. SW Timberbrook Avenue/Timberbrook Avenue (Between Dallas County Line and 105
Street). Except as limited by the provisions of Paragraphs 13 and 14 hereof, the County
shall perform all maintenance of this section of roadway, including all minor and major
roadway surface and shoulder repair, shoulder mowing, trimming of trees and brush
protruding into the travel portion of the roadway, control of nuisance and noxious weeds,
snow and ice removal, and all traffic control related functions in accordance with the
Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices, including signing, traffic markings, necessary
street lighting, traffic aids, and determination of speed limits and their boundaries, for that






portion of SW Timberbrook Avenue/Timberbrook Avenue between the Dallas County
Line and 105th Street.

105" Street (Between Timberbrook Avenue/SW Timberbrook Avenue and SW Grand
Prairie Parkway/Vintage Avenue). Except as limited by the provisions of Paragraphs 13
and 14 hereof, the County shall perform all maintenance of this section of roadway,
including all minor and major roadway surface and shoulder repair, shoulder mowing,
trimming of trees and brush protruding into the travel portion of the roadway, control of
nuisance weeds, snow and ice removal, and all traffic control related functions in
accordance with the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices, including signing, traffic
markings, necessary street lighting, traffic aids and determination of speed limits and their
boundaries, for that portion of 105™ Street with shared jurisdiction between Timberbrook
Avenue/SW Timberbrook Avenue and SW Grand Prairie Parkway/Vintage Avenue.

. SW Timber Ridge Lane/Timber Ridge Lane (From 105® Street to the terminus of existing
roadway). Except as limited by the provisions of Paragraphs 13 and 14 hereof, the County
shall perform all maintenance of this section of roadway, including all minor and major
roadway surface and shoulder repair, shoulder mowing, trimming of trees and brush
protruding into the travel portion of the roadway, control of nuisance weeds, snow and ice
removal, and all traffic control related functions in accordance with the Manual on Uniform
Traffic Control Devices, including signing, traffic markings, necessary street lighting,
traffic aids, and determination of speed limits and their boundaries, for that portion of SW
Timber Ridge Lane/Timber Ridge Lane between 105™ Street north to the terminus of the
roadway.

. SW 370™ Ct/Madison Avenue (From Union Lane east to the terminus of existing
roadway). Except as limited by the provisions of Paragraphs 13 and 14 hereof, the County
shall perform all maintenance of this section of roadway, including all minor and major
roadway surface and shoulder repair, shoulder mowing, trimming of trees and brush
protruding into the travel portion of the roadway, control of nuisance weeds, snow and ice
removal, and all traffic control related functions in accordance with the Manual on Uniform
Traffic Control Devices, including signing, traffic markings, necessary street lighting,
traffic aids, and determination of speed limits and their boundaries, for that portion of
Madison Avenue east of Union Lane to the terminus of Madison Avenue.

. Valley View Lane (Between 105™ Street and SW 370 Ct./Madison Avenue). Except as
limited by the provisions of Paragraphs 13 and 14 hereof, the County shall perform all
maintenance of this section of roadway, including all minor and major roadway surface
and shoulder repair, shoulder mowing, trimming of trees and brush protruding into the
travel portion of the roadway, control of nuisance weeds, snow and ice removal, and all
traffic control related functions in accordance with the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control
Devices, including signing, traffic markings, necessary street lighting, traffic aids, and
determination of speed limits and their boundaries, for that portion of Valley View Lane
north of 105% Street to SW 370% Ct./Madison Avenue.

. SW 370" Court/Madison Avenue (From Valley View Lane east to the terminus of existing
roadway). Except as limited by the provisions of Paragraphs 13 and 14 hereof, the County
shall perform all maintenance of this section of roadway, including all minor and major
roadway surface and shoulder repair, shoulder mowing, trimming of trees and brush
protruding into the travel portion of the roadway, control of nuisance weeds, snow and ice
removal, and all traffic control related functions in accordance with the Manual on Uniform

Traffic Control Devices, including signing, traffic markings, necessary street lighting,
traffic aids, and determination of speed limits and their boundaries, for that portion of SW
370™ Court/Madison Avenue east of Valley View Lane to the terminus of Madison
Avenue.

Warren Avenue (From 105" Street to Cumming Road). Except as limited by the provisions
of Paragraphs 13 and 14 hereof, the City shall perform all maintenance of this section of

roadway, including all minor and major roadway surface and shoulder repair, shoulder
mowing, trimming of trees and brush protruding into the travel portion of the roadway,
control of nuisance weeds, snow and ice removal, and all traffic control related functions
in accordance with the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices, including signing,
traffic markings, necessary street lighting, traffic aids, and determination of speed limits
and their boundaries, for that portion of Warren Avenue south of 105® Street to Cumming
Road.

SW Kerry Street/110™ Lane (From Woodland Avenue to Warren Avenue). Except as
limited by the provisions of Paragraphs 13 and 14 hereof, the City shall perform all
maintenance of this section of roadway, including all minor and major roadway surface
and shoulder repair, shoulder mowing, trimming of trees and brush protruding into the
travel portion of the roadway, control of nuisance weeds, snow and ice removal, and all
traffic control related functions in accordance with the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control
Devices, including signing, traffic markings, necessary street lighting, traffic aids, and
determination of speed limits and their boundaries, for that portion of SW Kerry
Street/110™ Lane between Woodland Avenue and Warren Avenue.

Veterans Parkway (From Warren Ave to SW Grand Prairie Parkway). Except as limited by

SW 60™ St. (From SW Kerry Street/ 110" Lane to Veterans Parkway) Except as limited by
the provisions of Paragraphs 13 and 14 hereof, the City shall perform all maintenance of
this section of roadway, including all minor and major roadway surface and shoulder repair,
shoulder mowing, trimming of trees and brush protruding into the travel portion of the
roadway, control of nuisance weeds, snow and ice removal, and all traffic control related
functions in accordance with the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices, including

signing, traffic markings, necessary street lighting, traffic aids, and determination of speed
limits and their boundaries, for that portion of SW 60% St. between SW Kerry Street/110™
Lane and Veterans Parkway.

Any major construction or reconstruction within the public right-of-way of any road
enumerated in this Agreement, including major construction or reconstruction of roadway
paving and parking, shall be accomplished by a separate mutual agreement between the
City and County. Major construction or reconstruction shall include aggregate placement
of more than five hundred (500) tons per mile of roadway per year.

Any major construction or reconstruction within the public right-of-way of any drainage
structure associated with a road enumerated in this Agreement which has shared
jurisdiction, shall be accomplished by a separate mutual agreement between the City and
County.

This Agreement shall remain in effect for ten (10) years from the date it is electronically
filed with the Iowa Secretary of State, however, this Agreement may be terminated at any
time by a resolution of the Madison County Board of Supervisors or the West Des Moines
City Council by giving ninety (90) days written notice to the other party of such intention
to terminate. Notice of such termination shall be served by registered mail to the principal
meeting place of the other agency. Termination of this Agreement shall not relieve either
party of any obligation or liability arising during the term of the Agreement.

Each agency shall be solely liable for any claim for damages filed that pertains to the
services performed by that agency as outlined above. Each party agrees to defend,
indemnify and to hold the other party, its elected officers, agents, employees, successors,
and assigns, harmless from and against all claims, demands, actions and/or causes of
actions, judgments, settlements, or other costs, including reasonable attorney’s fees, which
the party, its successors and assigns, may incur or sustain a) by reason of the indemnifying
party’s breach of this Agreement or failure to legally or timely meet the responsibilities
imposed herein, or b) by reason of the torts of the indemnifying party.

The costs for performing the duties outlined above shall be borne by the agency performing
the service. Each party shall finance its costs in such a manner as permitted by law and as
shall be determined by its respective City Council and County Board of Supervisors. Both
parties agree to cooperate to the extent necessary to fully comply with all laws applicable
to the financing of and contracting for any work or activity contemplated by this
Agreement.

The parties shall approve this Agreement by resolution of both the Madison County Board
of Supervisors and the City Council of West Des Moines, which shall authorize the
execution of this Agreement. It will then be electronically filed in the office of the Iowa
Secretary of State in accordance with Chapter 28E, Code of Iowa, 2019.

This is the entire Agreement between the parties and it may be amended only in writing,
signed by authorized representatives of both parties.

This Agreement shall be governed by, construed, and enforced in accordance with the laws
of the State of lowa.

For the purposes of this Agreement, the Director of Public Services for the City of West





Des Moines shall be the Administrator of this project. By entering this Agreement, the
City and County do not intend to create a separate legal entity. The parties do not intend
to jointly acquire or hold real or personal property under this Agreement.

22, If any portion of this Agreement is held invalid or unenforceable by a court of competent
jurisdiction, the remaining portions of this Agreement shall continue in full force and
effect.

23. Each party agrees to execute and deliver such additional instruments and documents and
to take all such other action as the other party may reasonably request from time to time in
order to effect the provisions and purposes of this Agreement.

Whereas, pursuant to Iowa Code §29C.9 the Polk County Emergency
Management Commission (“Commission”) does exist and operate, being composed of
duly-appointed representatives of the following governmental entities: the City of
Alleman, the City of Altoona, the City of Ankeny, the City of Bondurant, the City of
Clive, the City of Des Moines, the City of Elkhart, the City of Grimes, the City of
Johnston, the City of Mitchellville, the City of Pleasant Hill, the City of Polk City, the
City of Runnells, the City of Urbandale, the City of West Des Moines, the City of
Windsor Heights, the County of Polk; and

Whereas, pursuant to lTowa Code §29C.17 the budget of the Commission may be
funded all or in part by a per capita allocation funded from city and county general funds;
and

Whereas, it is the intent and desire of the Commission and its Members to fund
administration of the Commission through an annual per capita allocation funded from
city and county general funds.

It is hereby agreed by and among the members of the Commission as follows:

1. 28E Agreement. This agreement is entered into pursuant to
the provisions of Chapter 28E of the Code of lowa.

2. No Entity. No separate, legal or administrative entity 1s
created by this Agreement. No real property will be acquired
in the performance of this Agreement.

3. Administration. The Chairperson of the Commission, or the
Chairperson’s designee, shall administer performance of this
Agreement.





Term. The term of this Agreement shall be three years from the
effective date, and will specifically include assessments in budget years
FY2020/21, FY2021/22, and FY2022/23.

Termination. This Agreement may be terminated at a regular
meeting or at a special meeting called for such purpose, by an
affirmative vote of representatives from Member governmental
entities whose combined population is not less than two-thirds
(2/3) of the total population within Polk County as presented on
Attachment 1, which vote must be ratified by resolution of the
governing bodies of Member governmental entities whose
combined population is not less than two-thirds (2/3) of the total
population within Polk County as presented on Attachment 1.

Assessment. Each Member shall fund Commission administration on the
basis of a $0.50 per capita annual allocation, according to the most recent
population estimates provided by the Des Moines Area Metropolitan
Planning Organization (MPO). These populations and the corresponding
annual allocations are presented on Attachment 1, which is incorporated
herein. Annual assessments are due and payable in the office of the
Commission by December 31 of each year during the term of the
Agreement.

Execution of Agreement. Member governmental entities shall

approve this Agreement by resolution or motion of their respective
council or board, which shall authorize execution of the Agreement.

The executed Agreement will then be filed in the offices of the

Iowa Secretary of State and the Recorder of Polk County by Polk County,
in accordance with Chapter 28E of the Code of Towa. The Agreement
shall become effective when recorded in the Polk County Recorder’s
Office and shall remain in effect unless terminated as provided herein.
This is the entire Agreement among the parties and may be amended

only upon an affirmative vote of representatives from Member
governmental entities whose combined population is not less than
two-thirds (2/3) of the total population within Polk County as presented
on Attachment 1, which vote must be ratified by resolution of the
governing bodies of Member governmental entities whose combined
population is not less than two-thirds (2/3) of the total population within
Polk County as presented on Attachment 1. The laws of the State of Iowa
apply to this Agreement.

Under the provisions of Chapter 6B of the Iowa Code, a governmental body which proposes to acquire
agricultural land under power of eminent domain for a public improvement project is required to give
notice of intent to commence the project to all owners of such agricultural land whose properties may be
acquired in whole or in part for the project (see Iowa Code §§ 6A.21(a) and 6B.2A).

1. DESCRIPTION OF THE PROJECT.

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN to the above identified owners of agricultural land that the City Council
of the City of West Des Moines, Iowa will consider authorizing the commencement of a project to acquire
property and property interests for the construction of street improvements which will comprise the
Ashworth Road Reconstruction Project from 88th Street (North) to 88th Street (South).

In making the decision to proceed with the Project and to authorize the acquisition of property and
property interests, the City Council will hold a public hearing, giving persons interested in the proposed
Project the opportunity to present their views, including the proposed acquisition of property. The public
hearing will be held during the City Council's regularly scheduled meeting on the 6th day of July, 2020
in the City Council Chambers, City Hall, 4200 Mills Civic Parkway, West Des Moines, Iowa,
commencing at 5:35 p.m.

c. Receive a copy of the appraisal, if an appraisal is required, upon which the acquiring
agency's determination of just compensation is based, not less than ten (10) days before
being contacted by the acquiring agency's acquisition agent. (Jowa Code §6B.45)

d. When an appraisal is required, an opportunity to accompany at least one appraiser of the
acquiring agency who appraises your property. (Iowa Code §6B.54)

€. Participate in good faith negotiations with the acquiring agency before the acquiring
agency begins condemnation proceedings. (Iowa Code §6B.3(1))

f. If you cannot agree on a purchase price with the acquiring agency, a determination of just
compensation by an impartial compensation commission and the right to appeal its award
to district court. (Iowa Code §§ 6B.4, 6B.7, and 6B.18)

g. A review by the compensation commission of the necessity for the condemnation if your
property is agricultural land being condemned for industry. (Iowa Code § 6B.4A)

h. Payment of the agreed upon purchase price, or if condemned, a deposit of the
compensation commission award before you are required to surrender possession of the
property. (Towa Code §§ 6B.25 and 6B.54(11))

i Reimbursement for expenses incidental to transferring title to the acquiring agency.
(Towa Code §§ 6B.33 and 6B.54(10))

iB Reimbursement of certain litigation expenses: (1) if the award of the compensation
commissioners exceeds 110 percent of the acquiring agency's final offer before
condemnation; and (2) if the award on appeal in court is more than the compensation
commissioner's award. (Iowa Code § 6B.33)

k. At least 90 days written notice to vacate occupied property. (Jowa Code § 6B.54(4))

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L. Relocation services and payments, if you are eligible to receive them, and the right to

RESOLUTION: Determine the Necessity and Set Dates of a Consultation and Public Hearing on a

Proposed Economic Development Digital Enterprise Urban Renewal Plan

FINANCIAL IMPACT: The cost of the project identified within this urban renewal area is estimated
not to exceed $50,000,000. It is expected that partnering arrangements and lease agreements with private
broadband carriers will finance approximately half of the project, with the balance to be paid by the City
using General Obligation Urban Renewal Bonds. The bonds will likely be issued in multiple series as
phases of the project are constructed and the resulting debt will be repaid from the Debt Service Fund
within the constraints of the City’s current $1.95/$1,000 levy rate. The City dees not expect to capture
additional revenue through Tax Increment Financing nor does it anticipate a need to increase the current
debt service levy rate. Additional opportunities for utilizing federal and state grant dollars exists, as well
as lease opportunity from other carriers.

BACKGROUND: This is a newly proposed urban renewal area to facilitate the anticipation of a city-
wide project to expand infrastructure, specifically fiber connectivity. The City intends to continue to
construct a city-wide conduit network in City-owned public right-of-way containing multiple fiber
chambers to be leased or licensed by third-party providers with the goal of facilitating enhanced fiber
connectivity which will in turn attract additional commercial, industrial, and residential development in
the City.

The City does not intend to use Tax Increment Financing as a tool to finance this project. Therefore, there
will be no TIF ordinance established within this urban renewal area.

Land area within the proposed Economic Development Digital Enterprise Urban Renewal Area will
overlap with existing urban renewal areas throughout the City, which is allowable by lowa State Code
403.

As required by law, the City will facilitate a consultation meeting with taxing entities regarding this
proposed urban renewal plan.

OUTSTANDING ISSUES: There are no outstanding issues regarding this proposed urban renewal plan.

RECOMMENDATION: Staff recommends the City Council approve a resolution setting June 09, 2020
as the date for the consultation meeting for the Economic Development Digital Enterprise Urban Renewal
Plan, and setting July 06, 2020 as the public hearing date for the Economic Development Digital
Enterprise Urban Renewal Plan.

A. INTRODUCTION

The Economic Development Digital Enterprise Urban Renewal Plan (“Plan” or “Urban Renewal
Plan”) for the Economic Development Digital Enterprise Urban Renewal Area (“Area” or
“Urban Renewal Area”) has been developed to help local officials promote economic
development in the City of West Des Moines, lowa (“City”). The primary goal of the Plan is to
stimulate, through public involvement and commitment, private investment in new and expanded
commercial, industrial, and residential development.

In order to achieve this objective, the City intends to undertake urban renewal activities pursuant
to the powers granted to it under Chapter 403 and Chapter 15A of the Code of Iowa, as amended.

B. DESCRIPTION OF THE URBAN RENEWAL AREA

The Economic Development Digital Enterprise Urban Renewal Area is described in Exhibit A
and illustrated in Exhibit B.

The City reserves the right to modify the boundaries of the Area at some future date.

C. AREA DESIGNATION

With the adoption of this Plan, the City will designate this Urban Renewal Area as an area that is
appropriate for the promotion of economic development (including commercial, industrial,
public improvements related to market-rate residential, and low or moderate income (LMI)

residential development).

D. DEVELOPMENT PLAN/ZONING

The City has a general plan for the physical development of the City as a whole, outlined in the
2010 Comprehensive Plan. The goals and objectives identified in this Plan, and the urban
renewal projects described herein, are in conformance with the goals and land use policies
identified in the 2010 Comprehensive Plan.

This Urban Renewal Plan does not in any way replace or modify the City’s current land use
planning or zoning regulation process.

The need, if any, for improved traffic, public transportation, public utilities, recreational and
community facilities, or other public improvements within the Urban Renewal Area, is set forth
in this Plan. As the Area develops, the need for public infrastructure extensions and upgrades
will be evaluated and planned for by the City.
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E. PLAN OBJECTIVES

Renewal activities are designed to provide opportunities, incentives, and sites for economic
development within the Area. More specific objectives for development within the Urban
Renewal Area are as follows:

To achieve a diversified, well-balanced economy providing a desirable standard
of living, creating job opportunities, and strengthening the tax base.

To improve the conditions for and increase the availability of opportunities for
commercial, industrial, and residential economic development, which, in turn,
strengthen and revitalize the economy of the State of lowa and the City.

To plan for and provide sufficient services and amenities that attract new
businesses and residents, encourage the expansion of existing commercial and
industrial enterprises, and retain employees and residents.

To provide for the installation of public works and facilities which contribute to
the revitalization of the area and to the sound development of the entire City.

To stimulate private investment in commercial, industrial, and residential growth
and expansion through public investment and governmental policies which make

it economically feasible to do business.

To provide a more marketable and attractive investment climate through the use
of various federal, state, and local incentives.

To help develop a sound economic base that will serve as the foundation for
future growth and development.

To improve recreational, tourism, cultural, and educational opportunities.

F. TYPES OF RENEWAL ACTIVITIES

To meet the objectives of this Urban Renewal Plan and to encourage the development of the
Area, the City intends to utilize the powers conferred under Chapter 403 and Chapter 15A, Code
of Iowa including, but not limited to, tax increment financing. Activities may include:
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To undertake and carry out urban renewal projects through the execution of
contracts and other instruments.

To provide for the construction of site-specific improvements, such as grading
and site preparation activities, access roads and parking, fencing, utility
connections, and related activities.





3. To arrange for or cause to be provided the construction or repair of public
infrastructure including but not limited to fiber conduit or other facilities in
connection with urban renewal projects.

4, To make loans, forgivable loans, grants, tax rebate payments, or other types of
economic development grants or incentives to private persons, local development
organizations, or businesses for economic development purposes on such terms as
may be determined by the City Council.

5. To borrow money and to provide security therefor.

6. To acquire and dispose of property through a variety of means (purchase, lease,
option, etc.) and to hold, clear, or prepare the property for redevelopment.

7. To make or have made surveys and plans necessary for the implementation of the
Urban Renewal Plan or specific urban renewal projects.

8. To use any or all other powers granted by the Urban Renewal Act to develop and
provide for improved economic conditions for the City.

Nothing herein shall be construed as a limitation on the power of the City to exercise any lawful
power granted to the City under Chapter 15, Chapter 15A, Chapter 403, Chapter 427B, or any
other provision of the Code of Iowa in furtherance of the objectives of this Urban Renewal Plan.

G. ELIGIBLE URBAN RENEWAL PROJECT

The City intends to continue to construct a city-wide conduit network in City-owned public
right-of-way containing multiple fiber chambers to be leased or licensed by third-party providers
with the goal of facilitating enhanced fiber connectivity which will in turn attract additional
commercial, industrial, and residential development in the City. Although the City may use
authority under Iowa Code chapter 403 to finance the urban renewal project, the City will not use
tax-increment financing under this Plan. The cost of the project is estimated at not to exceed
$50,000,000. The City may seek other sources of funding for the conduit network project,
including entering into development agreement(s) with one or more private parties who will
contribute to the construction costs in exchange for a lease or license for a portion of the conduit
chambers for a specified period of time.

Subject to the foregoing, it is estimated
that the cost of the Eligible Urban Renewal Projects as
described above will be approximately as stated in the next
column:

I. URBAN RENEWAL FINANCING

The City may utilize various financing tools such as those described below to successfully
undertake the proposed urban renewal actions.

The City has the statutory authority to use a variety of tools to finance physical improvements
within the Area. Under Division 1II of Chapter 384 and Chapter 403 of the Iowa Code, the City
has the authority to issue and sell general obligation bonds for specified essential and general
corporate purposes, including the acquisition and construction of certain public improvements
within the Area or incentives for development consistent with this Plan. Such bonds are payable
from the levy of unlimited ad valorem taxes on all the taxable property within the City.

The City may also determine to issue general obligation bonds, loan agreements, or such other
obligations to provide incentives such as cash grants, loans, tax rebates or other incentives to
developers in connection with urban renewal projects. Alternatively, the City may determine to
use available funds for making such loans or grants for urban renewal projects.

Insofar as much of the property located within the Urban Renewal Area is also located within
previously established urban renewal areas of the City in which previously established TIF
Districts exist, the City will not seek the use of Tax Increment Financing (TIF) with respect to
the urban renewal projects identified in this Plan. Accordingly, no Tax Increment authority is
currently sought under this Plan.

Nothing herein shall be construed as a limitation on the power of the City to exercise any lawful

power granted to the City under Chapter 15, Chapter 15A, Chapter 403, Chapter 427B, or any
other provision of the Code of Iowa in furtherance of the objectives of this Urban Renewal Plan.

J. PROPERTY ACQUISITION/DISPOSITION

The City will follow any applicable requirements for the acquisition and disposition of property
within the Urban Renewal Area.
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K. RELOCATION

The City does not expect there to be any relocation required of residents or businesses as part of
the eligible urban renewal projects; however, if any relocation is necessary, the City will follow
all applicable relocation requirements.

L. STATE AND LOCAL REQUIREMENTS

All provisions necessary to conform to State and local laws will be complied with by the City in
implementing this Urban Renewal Plan and its supporting documents.

M. URBAN RENEWAL PLAN AMENDMENTS

This Urban Renewal Plan may be amended from time to time for a number of reasons including,
but not limited to, adding or deleting land, adding or amending urban renewal projects, or
modifying objectives or types of renewal activities.

The City Council may amend this Plan in accordance with applicable State law.

N. EFFECTIVE PERIOD

This Urban Renewal Plan will become effective upon its adoption by the City Council and will
remain in effect as a Plan until it is repealed by the City Council.

0. SEVERABILITY CLAUSE

In the event one or more provisions contained in the Urban Renewal Plan shall be held for any
reason to be invalid, illegal, unauthorized, or unenforceable in any respect, such invalidity,
illegality, un-authorization, or unenforceability shall not affect any other provision of this Urban
Renewal Plan, and this Urban Renewal Plan shall be construed and implemented as if such
provisions had never been contained herein.

P. COUNTY CONSENT

Some of the property included in the Urban Renewal Area includes land outside but within two
miles of the City boundary, and is located within unincorporated Warren and Madison Counties.
In accordance with paragraph 4 of Section 403.17 of the Code of lowa, a city may exercise urban
renewal powers with respect to property which is located outside but within two (2) miles of the
boundary of a city only if the city obtains the consent of the county within which such property is
located. A Joint Agreement, which gives the City permission to include property outside the
City limits in the Urban Renewal Area, has been executed by the City and Warren County. A
copy of the Joint Agreement is attached as Exhibit “C”. Likewise, a Joint Agreement, which
gives the City permission to include property outside the City limits in the Urban Renewal Area,
has been executed by the City and Madison County. A copy of the Joint Agreement is attached
as Exhibit “D”. The original agreements are on file with the City Clerk’s office.

Applicant’s Request: The applicant, Della Vita, LLC, represented by Emily Harding of Civil Design
Advantage, is requesting approval of a site plan for approximately 6 acres located near the northwest corner
of EP True Parkway and 88" Street. The applicant proposes the construction of 7 duplex units, 14 detached
townhomes and 2 four-plex buildings for a total of 36 dwelling units on the phase 2 site. Access will be
from the existing stub of Milan Street that was constructed with phase 1 of the project. A temporary
secondary access drive has been constructed to Wendover Lane on the west side of the property until such
time that EP True Parkway is extended from 88t Street and connections are then made to it from the north.
No construction of townhomes shown over the temporary drive will occur until a permanent secondary
access is extended to EP True Parkway.

History: The property was annexed into the City as a part of the 88t Street Annexation in June of 2000. In
October of 2016, the City Council approved a Comprehensive Plan Amendment and Rezoning to change
approximately 36 acres from High Density Residential (HD) to Single Family Residential (SF) and
approximately 29 acres from Office (OF) to Medium Density Residential (MD) and designate the entire 65
acres as Della Vita Planned Unit Development (PUD). In February of 2017, the City Council approved a
preliminary plat for the development. In May of 2017, Phase 1 of the project was approved, which included
54 townhomes. And in November of 2017, the final plat for Della Vita Plat 1 was approved allowing for
construction of the Phase 1 townhome units and 33 single family detached units. In April of 2018, the
applicant submitted a site plan for Phase 2 of the townhome units, but withdrew the request at that time.

City Council Subcommittee: This project was presented to Development and Planning Subcommittee as
an informational item at its February 3, 2020 meeting. There was no discussion.

Staff Review and Comment: This request was distributed to other City departments and other agencies
for their review and comment. Staff would summarize the following key points of interest:

» Building Design: The applicant is proposing 3 building models for the detached townhomes, 1
building model for the bi-attached units, and 1 building model for the attached townhome buildings
(4 unit buildings) with multiple color packages. The applicant intends to achieve visual
interest and implement variety to minimize repetition and monotony as specified in the PUD for this
phase by using the different plans, multiple elevations for each plan and 6 different color
packages on these elevations. Staff feels that the proposed mix of units and colors is acceptable
to meet the intent of the PUD with this phase of the project, however, the next phase of medium
density residential development will need to include additional elevation versions to maintain the
variety and character of the development as required by the PUD Ordinance.-.

o Site Access: To provide secondary access on the west side of the first phase, a temporary paved
drive was constructed from the private street on the north side of the medium density portion of the
property to existing Wendover Lane. This drive will be removed when completion of future phases
of the project provide permanent access to the future extension of EP True Parkway on the
southern portion of the site. The temporary connection has been constructed and is maintained at
all times, including snow removal. The site plan for Phase 2 indicates a 4 plex located over the top
of the existing temporary drive to Wendover lane. There is a note on the site plans that indicates





that 4 plex will not be constructed until there is a permanent access to EP True Parkway. Staff also
recommends a condition of approval that this 4 plex not be constructed until the secondary access
to EP True Parkway is constructed.

o Lot 36: The building footprint shown for the townhome on Lot 36 will meet the setback requirements
for a footprint lot, but the site plan shows an outdoor space on that end elevation that won't meet
the setback requirements unless it is a patio and not a deck. The applicant has agreed to only
construct a patio for this unit. Staff recommends a condition of approval requiring only a patio be
constructed on this lot.

» Buffers: As a part of this phase of development, a 30’ buffer will be installed along the east property
line adjacent to the single family lots.

Comprehensive Plan Consistency: The project has been reviewed for consistency with the
Comprehensive Plan. Based upon that review, a finding has been made that the proposed project is
consistent with the Comprehensive Plan in that the project is consistent with all of the goals and policies of
the Comprehensive Plan and the land use map of the Comprehensive Plan.

Findings: This proposed project was distributed to various city departments for review and comment.
Based upon that review, the following findings have been made on the proposed project:

Based upon
that review, a finding has been made that the proposed project is consistent with the

2. The proposed development and use does assure compatibility of property uses within the zone and
general area in that this project was reviewed by various City Departments for compliance with the
Zoning Ordinance.

3. Allapplicable standards and conditions have been imposed which protects the public health, safety
and welfare in that this project was reviewed by various City Departments and public agencies for
compliance with the various state and local regulations. Based upon that review a finding is made
that the project has been adequately conditioned to protect the health, welfare and safety of the
community.

4. There is adequate on-site and off-site public infrastructure to support the proposed development in
that this project was reviewed by various public agencies and City Departments and public utilities
to ensure that either the petitioner will construct or the project has been conditioned to construct
adequate public infrastructure to serve the development.

5. The proposed development and use has met the requirements contained in the City Code in that
this project was reviewed by various City Departments and the project has complied with or has
been conditioned to comply with all City Code requirements.

Requested Action: Recommend Approval of a Phased Site Plan

Case Advisor: J. Bradley Munford

Applicant’s Request: Brad Overturf with Cooper Crawford and Associates, on behalf of the applicant,
Next Phase Development is requesting phased approval of a phased site plan to initiate grading and to
allow the installation of underground private utilities for approximately 5.331 acres located at 1680 and 1730
All State Court in anticipation of approval of a full site plan in the near future for the construction of 2, two
story warehouse buildings (18,225 sf and 25,800 sf respectively) on the site. The applicant is on a tight
construction schedule and wishes to complete the infrastructure while some details of the above ground
elements are worked out. The applicant will return to the Plan and Zoning Commission and City Council for
approval of the full site plan and the above ground elements.

History: This area was originally platted as Industrial Park in 1966. It was replatted in 1968 as Industrial
Park Replat and again in 1976 as Industrial Park Plat 1. In 2004 the property was replatted as All-State
Industrial Plat 1.

City Council Subcommittee: The Lots 3 & 4 All State Industrial was presented to Development and
Planning Subcommittee as an informational item at the March 2, 2020 meeting. The Subcommittee was
supportive of the development.

Staff Review and Comment: This request was distributed to other City departments and other agencies
for their review and comment. Staff would note the following:

o Grading and Site Infrastructure: The applicant is still working with staff on the design of the
proposed warehouse buildings. The applicant is requesting authorization to grade and install
underground private utilities while they continue to work to resolve details on the building designs.
At a later date, the applicant will return to the Plan and Zoning Commission and City Council for
approval of the full site plan which will provide full architectural details of the buildings being built.
As a part of this approval, staff recommends a caveat that no foundation work or above ground
construction commence until the site plan is approved and all necessary documentation, including
final plans, have been submitted to the City.

Staff is comfortable with the applicant proceeding with grading, utility installation and foundations
while minor architectural details are finalized.

e Shared Access: In 2011 the owner and developer of 1675 All-State Ct. owned both lots 2 and 3
of All-State Industrial Plat 1. The City Council approved a site plan for 1675 All-State Ct. that
allowed driveway improvements to be constructed on lot 3. The approval was with the condition
that if lot 3 is sold or developed independently the parcels will be re-platted to adjust the common
lot line and locate all improvements within one respective lot in accordance with city code. in
addition, as part of the re-platting process, the applicant shall execute the appropriate
ingress/egress-cross-access agreement, should such be necessary.
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The applicant’s proposal triggers the 2011 condition of approval. The applicant has worked with
the owners of 1675 All-State Ct. and have entered into a cross access agreement that would allow
both parties to use the existing drive (see Attachment D). However, the applicant is concerned
about the platting requirement of the condition of approval. Since access is the root intent behind
the condition, and both parties have an agreement for access, the applicant believes that the
platting requirement is an unnecessary cost. He requests that the City Council to modify the 2011
condition of approval and remove the requirement for platting. Considering access is provided, staff
is comfortable with the request.

s Lot Line Adjustment: On the site plan, the applicant is proposing to build a building over one of the
existing property lines. Per code certain private improvement such as a building is prohibited from
being built over a property line. The applicant is proposing to submit a Plat of Survey in the near
future to adjust the property line accordingly. Staff recommend a condition of approval that building
permits for any part of the structure (including footings and foundations) are not issued until the
pursuant Plat of Survey is approved.

Comprehensive Plan _Consistency: The project has been reviewed for consistency with the
Comprehensive Plan. Based upon that review, a finding has been made that the proposed project is
consistent with the Comprehensive Plan in that the project is consistent with all of the goals and policies of
the Comprehensive Plan and the land use map of the Comprehensive Plan.

Site Plan Findings: This proposed project was distributed to various city departments for review and

comment. Based upon that review, the following findings have been made on the proposed project:

1.

The proposed development and use is consistent with the West Des Moines Comprehensive Plan in
that the project has been reviewed for consistency with the Comprehensive Plan. Based upon that
review, a finding has been made that the proposed project is consistent with the Comprehensive Plan
in that the project is consistent with all of the goals and policies of the Comprehensive Plan.

The proposed development and use does assure compatibility of property uses within the zone and
general area in that this project was reviewed by various City Departments for compliance with the
Zoning Ordinance.

All applicable standards and conditions have been imposed which protects the public health, safety
and welfare in that this project was reviewed by various City Departments and public agencies for
compliance with the various state and local regulations. Based upon that review a finding is made that
the project has been adequately conditioned to protect the health, welfare and safety of the community.

There is adequate on-site and off-site public infrastructure to support the proposed development in that
this project was reviewed by various public agencies and City Departments and public utilities to ensure
that either the petitioner will construct or the project has been conditioned to construct adequate public
infrastructure to serve the development.

The proposed development and use has met the requirements contained in the City Code in that this
project was reviewed by various City Departments and the project has complied with or has been
conditioned to comply with all City Code requirements.

The proposed development and use is in keeping with the scale and nature of the surrounding
neighborhood in that the proposed project is consistent with the zoning designation and Comprehensive
Plan which designates this site as suitable for development such as that proposed by this project.

Staff Recommendations and Conditions of Approval: Based upon the preceding review and a finding

of consistency with the Comprehensive Plan, staff recommends that the Plan and Zoning Commission
adopt a resolution approving the Phased Site Plan to develop 2 warehouse buildings, subject to the
applicant meeting all City Code requirements and the following:
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7. The applicant agrees that any infrastructure work done to the site prior to the full approval of the
site plan which contains all site development details is at their own risk, and that the final site
development will need to comply with any changes that are deemed necessary as part of those
subsequent approvals. The applicant further acknowledges and agrees that should the continued
review, development and finalization of the site’s details warrant changes to the utilities or building
design or locations resulting in changes to the grades, or utilities, that the applicant will need to
make the necessary changes at their own cost with no compensation from the City; and,

8. The applicant acknowledges that approval of this phased site plan does not allow for any above
ground construction of any type and that subsequent site plan approval and submittal of final plans
to the City is required before any above ground work can be started.

9. The applicant agrees to obtain all appropriate building permits prior to initiation of any site work

10. The applicant acknowledges that the cross access agreement shall be recorded prior to initiation
of any site work.

11. The City Council approving a motion to modify the 2011 condition of approval that removes the
requirement to plat the property.

12. The applicant acknowledges and agrees that building permits for any part of the structure
(including footings and foundations) are not issued until the pursuant Plat of Survey is approved
by the City Council.

SECTION 1: TITLE 6 (MOTOR VEHICLES AND TRAFFIC), CHAPTER 9, SECTION 6-9-5-1:
NO PARKING ZONES: is hereby amended by the following changes:

TITLE 6 MOTOR VEHICLES AND TRAFFIC), CHAPTER 9, SECTION 6-9-5-3:
NO PARKING ON EAST SIDE OF STREETS. Parking of vehicles on the east side of all streets in
the city running in a north to south direction is hereby prohibited, except as follows: is hereby
amended by the following changes:

SECTION 2. REPEALER. All Ordinances or parts of Ordinances in conflict with the provision of this
Ordinance are hereby repealed.

If any section, provisions, sentence, clause, phrase or part of this
Ordinance shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of
the Ordinance as a whole or any provision, section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase or part hereof not
adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.

SECTION 4. VIOLATION. Any person who violates the provisions of this Ordinance, upon
conviction, shall be punished with a fine not to exceed $100.00 plus applicable surcharge and court costs.

SECTION 5. WHEN EFFECTIVE. This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its
passage, adoption, and publication as required by law.
