for 442 feet of sidewalk along Veterans Parkway and the


$15,000 for the street lights along Veterans Parkway.
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Council member Trevillyan stated his preference is to have the sidewalk and streetlights installed


at the time of development, citing

that the surety might not cover the full cost of those


items when the City installs them in the future.


Council member Hudson stated he would also prefer to have the sidewalk and streetlights


installed at the time of development.


Council member McKinney stated he would be comfortable with the City collecting surety for


the cost to install the sidewalk and streetlights.


Mr. Grob thanked the Council for their consideration, and he stated he is withdrawing his waiver


requests and would be willing to pay the surety. He reiterated his concems that the City's


development costs have continu"d to in"t"use over the years, making it a challenge to develop


affordable housing. He also expressed concerns that the City is requiring a private developer to


pay for a public sidewalk that will not have easy access for the future residents of this private


development.


Mayor Trimble directed staff to review the City's development fees and compare them to other


metro communities to make sure ours are competitive.


Lynne Twedt, Development Services Director, noted the preliminary plat item on tonight's


agenda does not address the surety, as that will be provided with the final plat when it comes to


the Council for consideration.


Council member Hudson rescinded his motion, and Council member McKinney rescinded his


second to the motion.

ITEM: Motion - Approval of Agreement - Park Security Services


FINANCIAL IMPACT: The cost is estimated to be approximately $85,000 annually based on
services identified in the Request for Proposal. There is $84,000 budgeted in the Parks division
of the operating budget (FY 23-24) for this purpose.


BACKGROUND: The City has contracted security services for the park system since 1996.
Since the term of the current contract had expired, a Request for Proposal (RFP) was sent to area
security providers. A notice of the RFP was published. Two proposals were received, and the
proposals were rated by staff from both Parks and Recreation and Police Departments. After
evaluating the proposals, staff is recommending that the Council approve an agreement with Per
Mar Security Services located in Urbandale, lA.


Per Mar Security is an lowa based company that has been providing security service for over 70
years. Currently they provide security services for Des Moines Skywalk Association which
requires the enforcement of rules while providing a safe and welcoming atmosphere in a public
setting. ln addition, they also provide security services for Blank Park Zoo and Guideone
lnsurance in West Des Moines. Their proposal demonstrated an excellent understanding of the
City's needs and experience in similar settings with significant public interaction. Per Mar scored
high on their ability to perform needed services, training program, staff qualifications, and overall
proposal.


The proposals included fees for the related services. Although Per Mar's pricing came in slightly
higher than the lowest pricing, staff feels their experience, proven positive interaction with the
public, along with other rating criteria far outweighs a slightly higher cost.


The agreement is proposed to begin on May 1,2024 and extend through December 31,2026with
an option to renew annually for an additional two years. At the end of the renewal period, the
contract will be rebid. The RFP and proposal comprise the contract terms and are attached for
your information. The Rate Comparison of the estimated costs based on the services identified
in the RFP is also attached.

The City of West Des Moines ("City") Parks and Recreation Department is requesting
that interested private security contractors submit proposals for providing on-site security
services for City parks, including Raccoon River Park.


ff. Introduction
The City currently has thirty parks and fifteen greenways encompassing just over 1,500
acres of land. Parks range in size from Railroad Park, which is 0.38 acres, to Raccoon
River Park, which is over 630 acres. The Cify also has 76 miles of multi-purpose trails.
The estimated population of West Des Moines is 70,741residents.


On-site security service has been provided at Raccoon River Park since 1996, This
Request for Proposal (RFP) addresses this service along with additional security needed
at other West Des Moines parks.

The
on-site security officers and mobile patrol officers will be required to
perform frequent random checks for permit tags, request users without
permits to leave the dog park, provide information to park visitors on
how to obtain a permit, and enforce all dog park rules (see Attachment
c).


The on-site security officers will be expected to complete daily reports
on dog park activity and submit them to the City on a weekly basis.
Mobile patrol officers will also be expected to complete daily reports
to verif,i that permit tags are being checked with reports submitted
weekly.


City is considering implementing a controlled access gate for entrance
into the dog park beginning in2024.If installed, schedule and
frequency of inspections may change based on need.


o Playground
Although the playground is regularly inspected by City staff, security
personnel shall patrol the playground on foot and look for any obvious
safety issues, such as broken equipment or trash,/glass in the
playground area. Any broken equipment shall be reported to the City
immediately.


o Lake
There is a no-wake restriction on the lake. Although it is rarely
possible to enforce this from shore, an attempt shall be made to inform
the boater of the no-wake reskiction once they have removed their
boat or personal watercraft from the lake.


o Trail
Security personnel will be required to patrol the 3.2 mile trail around
Blue Heron Lake. This will involve driving the trail route, but access
by vehicle will be limited during wet conditions. Use of a bicycle by
the security personnel is highly recommended.
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Archery Facility
An annual or daily permit is required to use the outdoor archery


facility. the on-site security officers and mobile patrol officers will be


requirbd to perform random checks for permits, request users without


permits to leave the archery facility, provide information to park


uiritorr on how to obtain a permit, and enforce all archery facility


rules.


The on-site security officers will be expected to complete reports on


archery facility activity and submit them to the City on a weekly basis


Mobile patrol offrcers will also be expected to complete daily reports


to veriff that permits are being checked with reports submitted


weekly.


Boathouse Facility
No fishing is allowed from the boat dock during boathouse operation


hours. On-site security officer shall help enforce no fishing rule'


Concession stand workers and other staff are to be escorted to their


vehicles at their request. Security persormel shall have a visible


presence in and around facilitY.

2. Park Patrol
Occasionally the City will request security services in other parks or at
times separate from park lockup. This is typically in response to issues
that arise on an irregular basis that could be improved with a security
presence. The majority of the time, this is handled by requesting the
scheduled on-site security officer to perform patrols outside Raccoon
River Park in the problem areas. However, there are times where it may
be necessary to utilize an additional on-site security officer or mobile
patrol officer. The contractor will be expected to quickly respond to these
types of requests from the City.


IV. General Scope & Perform&nce Requirements
A. Holidays

All services that are part of this scope shall be provided 365 days per year or according to


the agreed upon schedule, including all holidays. In addition, extra on-site security
officers will be required at Raccoon River Park on Memorial Day (1 additional officer
10:00 a.m. - 8:00 p.m.) and the Fourth of July (1 additional offrcer 10:00 a.m. - 10:00
p.m.).


B. Special Events
Additional officers may be required for special events run by the Cify. The contractor
shall also work directly with the organizers of non-City special events conducted in parks


to cover special security needs. In the past, this has included contracting with event
organizers to provide overnight security for the event site.


C. Enforcement
No law enforcement capability is required, however, security personnel will be required
to enforce park rules and regulations (Attachment B). They shall also be responsible for
notiffing the West Des Moines Police for law enforcement assistance when necessary.


Security personnel shall be fully knowledgeable of all park rules and regulations.
Security persorurel will need to be visible to the public to help deter crime and enforce
park rule violations. Visibility will also allow the public to report issues and concerns.


D. Public Interaction
Security personnel will be an ambassador of the City, shall positively interact with park
visitors, and will be expected to conduct themselves in a highly professional manner.
They shall be accessible, offer assistance, and distribute information to the public upon
request. Security personnel will be expected to walk in and around park facilities to
demonstrate a security presence and to make assistance easily available. They may also


patrol Raccoon fuver Park by bicycle. Security vehicles shall not be driven off hard
surfaces except in the case of an emergency.


E. Uniform
The contractor shall provide uniforms for all security persorrnel that provide clear visual
identification to park visitors. The uniform shall be approved by the City.


F. Training
All on-site security personnel shall have current certification in First Aid and adult/infant
CPR. Documentation of certification shall be made available to the City upon request. It
is highly encouraged to also provide secunty persorurel with training on dog behavior as


it relates to the dog park.


G. Communication
The contractor shall provide all on-site security personnel with a cell phone for
communication purposes via call, text, and e-mail. In all cases the security personnel
shall be accessible to City staff directly or through a dispatch system. Current phone
numbers shall be provided to the City so that security needs can be addressed quickly and


efficiently. Daily reports and incident reports shall be provided to the City that document
security activity. Reporting shall be performed using an electronic method that can be


easily accessed by City staff online.
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H. Vehicles
The contractor shall supply all vehicles for on-site security at Raccoon River park and for
lock up of other parks including all fuel, insurance, maintenance, and other incidentals.
Vehicles must be in good working condition and vehicle appearance must be to the
satisfaction of the City. They must be clearly identified as i security vehicle with the
contractor's logo and contact information on them. Vehicles for mobile patrols shall also
be supplied by the contractor.


I. Contacts

FtNANCIAL IMPAGT: Total contract amount of $89,700.00 ($0t ,220.00 Base Bid + $28,480.00
Add Alternates). The preliminary estimated cost of the project was $82,050.00. The project will


be paid with budgeted CIP funds from G/L account 500.000.000.5250.490. Funding will be


covered out of avlilable funds in FY 19-20 Southwoods Park Singletrack Trails project (0525


044.0510 034 2O1g) and CIP funds requested in FY 24-25 to complete the singletracktrails at


Southwoods Park. The total amount available for construction is $68,232.58.


To address the over budget amount of $21 ,467.42, staff is recommending amending the amount


being requested in FY 24-25. The additional funds will cover the over budget amount as well as


owners cost such as construction testing. To off-set the additional amount being requested in FY


24-25, staff recommends amending the amount being requested for the Valley View Park


Grading, Utilities and Pickleball Parking Lot project also in FY 24-25. That project was recently


awarded at the February 19,2Q24 Council meeting and came in significantly below the engineers


estimate.

Staff will also work with the contractor to identify potential construction cost-savings to further


reduce budget overage.


BACKGROUND: The Council is asked to approve a contract with Legacy Trail LLC of Madrid,


lowa for completion of the Southwoods Park Singletrack Trails - Phase 2 project. Two (2) bids


were received for the project and Legacy Trail LLC was the lowest responsible bid. The base bid


will complete approximately one mile of singletrack trails at Southwoods Park. Currently there is


approximately i mile of singletrack trails in the park. Completion of this project will complete


installation of all the singletrack trails identified on the Southwoods Park Singletrack Trail Master


Plan completed in 2020. As per the master plan, all singletrack trails will be located west of Jordan


Creek. Project includes three (3) add alternates for installation of three alternative trail features.


These are prefabricated structures installed adjacent the main trail that provide bicyclists an


option for a more challenging experience and an opportunity to develop technical riding skills.


Staff is recommending acCepting the three add alternates. lnstalling the alternative trail feature
will heighten the usei experience and provide a unique amenity not currently found in other
singletrack courses in the metro.

Dear Jessica:


We were recently asked to represent Waukee Community School District (the "District")
with respect to various real estate matters concerning the Brookview Elementary School property,


which is expected to involve several contracts between the District and City of West Des Moines,


Iowa (the "West Des Moines"), including easement agreements, a28E agreement, and related real


estate documents. As you know, our firm also currently represents West Des Moines on certain


matters unrelated to this conveyance, such as urban renewal/economic development matters


("West Des Moines Representations"). The purpose of this letter is to inform you that the proposed


representation of the District and West Des Moines Representations present an ethical conflict of
inierest for our firm, and to seek the consent of West Des Moines to our representation of the


District in this matter.


While this work is not within the scope of our West Des Moines Representations, this


representation is a concurrent conflict ofinterest under the ethical standards governing the practice


of law in Iowa. From a legal perspective, a concurrent conflict of interest exists under Iowa rules


if (l) the representotion of one client will be directly adverse to another client; or (2) there is a


significant iirk that the representation of one or more clients will be materially limited by the


lawyer's responsibilities to another client, a former client, or a third person or by a personal interest


of the lawyer. We know that the second condition stated above does not apply to this situation,


but our firm's representation of the District on the matter will be directly adverse to West Des


Moines because they are concurrent representations.


The state's ethical rules allow a law firm to concurrently represent two adverse parties if
(l) the lawyer reasonably believes that the lawyer will be able to provide competent and diligent
representation to each affected client; (2) the representation is not prohibited by law; (3) the


representation does not involve the assertion of a clairn by one client against another represented


Uy tne lawyer in the same litigation or other proceeding before a tribunal; and (4) each affected


client gives informed consent, confirmed in writing. We believe confidently that our attorneys

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will be able to provide competent and diligent representation to each of their affected clients as the


matters being addressed are totally unrelated, the representation is not prohibited by law, and there


will not be an assertion of a claim as described. The purpose of this letter is to seek the written


consent of West Des Moines to allow us to proceed. We will be seeking the same consent from


the District by separate letter.


Please be aware that the Rules of Professional Conduct require that we represent all our


clients with diligence and that we protect and maintain their confidences. Accordingly, we will not


disclose or use iny confidential information that we may have acquired about either party to the


other in our prior or ongoing representation of the parties.


In deciding whether to consent, you should consider how our representation as described


above could or may affect you. For example, clients that are asked to waive or consent to conflicts


should consider whether there is any material risk that their attorney will be less diligent on their


behalf due to the conflict. Similarly, clients should consider whether there is any material risk that


their confidential information or other proprietary matters will be used adversely to them due to


the conflict. Although you are not required to do so, we recommend that you seek the advice of a


lawyer outside of our Firm if you have any questions or concerns about whether you should sign


this conflict waiver.

FINANCIAL IMPACT:


The cost of the Professional Services Agreement associated with the Supplemental


Construction Observation Services is anticipated not to exceed $240,000'00 for Resident


Consultant Services. Should the cost for the professional services be projected to exceed the


amounts set forth in the contract, staff would not authorize such expenditures without further


approval by the City Council. All work will be billed on an hourly basis using the


"rtublirh"d 
hourly iee structure as set forth in the contract. All costs for these services can be


paid from account no. 500.000.000.5250.495 using Tax Increment Financing (TIF) revenue


collected from within the Microsoft Alluvion Urban Renewal Area TIF.


BACKGROUND:


Approval of this action authorizes HR Green, Inc. to perform the professional services


necessary to provide Supplemental Construction Observation Services for multiple Capital


Improveme.ri P.ogtum ldff; projects related to the Microsoft Ginger East Data Center which


falis within the Microsoft Alluvion Urban Renewal Area (i.e. SE Fire Training Facility, SE


County Line Road, SE Adams Street, etc.). The period of the contract will not exceed 12


montls unless agreed upon by both parties. HR Green, Inc. was working under a previous


Agreement dated March 20,2023 to provide these same services, but that Agreement has


since expired. Construction observation services are currently being provided by the


Consultants that have been contracted for each of the CIP projects. One Senior Engineering


Technician within the Engineering Services Department is tasked with overseeing the


consulted construction observers for each of these projects, in addition to all of the other CIP


projects going on around the City. This increased workload and travel distances between


projects ii more than current staffing levels can handle and supplemental construction


observation services are needed. The number of CIP projects and associated funding levels


are anticipated to decrease over the next couple of years, so a request for additional full-time


staff is not in the City's best interest at this time. The assigned supplemental construction


observer from HR Green, Inc. will work closely with the City's Senior Engineering


Technician to perform the necessary supplemental construction observation.


The Engineering Services Department retains professional consultants based on their past


work eiperience, qualifications of their staff, familiarity with the project, staffing


availabiftty, and past performance. Once a firm has been selected based on the above


criteria, City staff then negotiates a fee with the consultant for performing the desired scope


of services. City staff attempts, whenever feasible, to distribute professional services work on

This Agreement is made and entered into this 18th day of March 2924, by and between the CITY OF

l.D. #42-0927178), a professional corporation incorporated and licen_sed under the laws of the State of


towa, party of tne second part, hereinafter referred to as "Consultant" as follows:


THE CITY HEREBY AGREES TO RETAIN THE CONSULTANT FOR THE PROJECT AS DESCRIBED


IN THIS AGREEMENT AND CONSULTANT AGREES TO PERFORM THE PROFESSIONAL SERVICES


AND FURNISH THE NECESSARY DOCUMENTATION FOR THE PROJECT AS GENERALLY


DESCRIBED IN THIS AGREEMENT.


1. SCOPE OF SERVICES


Services provided under this Agreement for the Supplemental Construction Observation Services


(project frio. 0030-03 6-2024) sliall be as further described in Attachment 1, Scope of Services.


2. SCHEDULE


The schedule of the professional services to be performed shall conform to the Schedule set forth in


Attachment 2. Any deviations from the Schedule shall be approved by the authorized City


representative. Tne City agrees that the Consultant is not responsible for delays arising from a


change in the scope of services, a change in the scale of the Project or delays resulting from causes


not directly or indirectly related to the actions of the Consultant.


3. COMPENSATION

B. The Consultant shall invoice the City monthly for services, any reimbursable expenses and any


approved amendments to this Agreement, blsed upon services actually completed at the time of


the invoice. Final payment shall be due and payable within 30 days of the City's acceptance of


Consultant's submission of final deliverables in accordance with the Scope of Services.


C. ln consideration of the compensation paid to the Consultant, the Consultant agrees to perform all


professional services to the satisfaction of the City by performing the professional services in a


manner consistent with that degree of care and skill ordinarily exercised by members of


Consultant's profession currently practicing under similar circumstances. lf the performance of


this Agreement involves the services of others or the furnishing of equipment, supplies, or


materials, the Consultant agrees to pay for the same in full.


4. INSURANCE


A. Consultant understands and agrees that Consultant shall have no right of coverage under any


and all existing or future City comprehensive, self or personal injury policies. Consultant shall


provide insura-nce coveragefor and on behalf of Consultant that will sufficiently protect Consultant


or Consultant' representalive(s) in connection with the professional services which are to be


provided by Consultant pursuant to this Agreement, including protection from claims for bodily
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injury, death, property damage, and lost income. Consultant shall provide worker's compensation


inluiance coverage fbr Consultant and all Consultant's personnel. Consultant shall file applicable


insurance certificites with the City and shall also provide evidence of the following additional


coverage.


B. The Consultant shall provide evidence of comprehensive general liability coverage and_


contractual liability insurance by an insurance company licensed to do business in the State of


lowa in the limits of at least $t,bOO,OOO each personal injury accident and/or death; $1,000,000
general aggregate personal injury and/or death; and $1,000,000 for each property damage


iccident. jhe-evidence shall designate the City as an additional insured, and that it cannot be


canceted or materially altered without giving the City at least thirty (30) days written notice by


registered mail, return receipt requested.


C. The Consultant shall also provide evidence of automobile liability coverage in the limits of at least


$1,000,000 bodily injury and property damage combined. The evidence shall designate the City


as an additionat insurei, and that it cannot be cancelled or materially altered without giving the


City at least thirty (30) days written notice by registered mail, return receipt requested.


D. The Consultant shall provide evidence of professional liability insurance, by an insurance


company licensed to do business in the State of lowa, in the limit of $1,000,000 for claims arising


out of th-e professional liability of the Consultant. Consultant shall provide City written notice


within 1ve (5) days by registered mail, return receipt requested of the cancellation or material


alteration of the professional liability policy.


E. Failure of Consultant to maintain any of the insurance coverages set forth above shall constitute a


material breach of this Agreement.

6. GENERAL COMPLIANCE


ln the conduct of the professional services contemplated hereunder, the Consultant shall comply with


applicable state, federal, and local law, rules, and regulations, technical standards, or speciflcations


issued by the City. Consultant must qualify for and obtain any required licenses prior to


commencement of work, including any professional licenses necessary to perform work within the


State of lowa.


7. STANDARDOFCARE


Services provided by the Consultant under this Agreement shall be performed in a manner consistent


with that degree of iare and skill ordinarily exercised by members of the same profession currently


practicin g under similar circumstances.
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8. INDEPENDENTCONTRACTOR


Consultant understands and agrees that the Consultant and Consultant's employees and


representatives are not City employees. Consultant shall be solely responsible for payment of


salaries, wages, payroll taies, unemployment benefits, or any other form of compensation or benefit


to Consultanl or Consultant's employees, representatives or other personnel performing the


professional services specified herein, whether it be of a direct or indirect nature. Further, it is


expressly understood and agreed that for such purposes neither Consultant nor Consultant's


employe-es, representatives or other personnel shall be entitled to any City payroll, insurance,


unemployment, worker's compensation, retirement, or any other benefits whatsoever.


9. NON-DISCRIMINATION


Consultant will not discriminate against any employee of applicant for employment because of age,


color, creed, disability, gender iOentity, national origin, race, religion, sex, sexual orientation, or


veteran status. Coniullant will, where appropriate or required, take affirmative action to ensure that


applicants are employed, and that employees are treated, during employment, without regard to their


age, color, creed, dis-ability, gender identity, national origin, race, religion, sex, sexual orientation, or


u6teran status. Consultant will cooperate with the City in using Consultant's best efforts to ensure


that Disadvantaged Business Enterprises are afforded the maximum opportunity to compete for
subcontracts of work under this Agreement'


10. HOLD HARMLESS


Consultant agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the City, its officers, agents, and employees from


any and all ci-aims, settlements and judgments, to include all reasonable investigative fees, attorney's


fees, and court costs for any damage or loss which is due to or arises from a breach of this


Agreement, or from negligent acts, errors or omissions in the performance of professional services


urider this Agreement and ttrose of its sub consultants or anyone for whom Consultant is legally


liable.


11. ASSIGNMENT


Consultant shall not assign or othenarise transfer this Agreement or any right or obligations therein


without first receiving prior written consent of the City.


12. APPROPRIATI ON OF FUNDS


The funds appropriated for this Agreement are equal to or exceed the compensation to be paid to


Consultant. The City's continuing-obligations under this Agreement may be subject to appropriation of


funding by the City bouncil. ln the event that sufficient funding is not appropriated in whole or in part


tor conitinued performance of the City's obligations under this Agreement, or if appropriated funding is


not expended due to City spending limitations, the City may terminate this Agreement without further


compensation to the Consultant. To the greatest extent allowed by law, the City shall compensate


Consultant as provided in Section 18(B) of this Agreement.


13. AUTHORIZED AMENDMENTS TO AGREEMENT


A. The Consultant and the City acknowledge and agree that no amendment to this Agreement or


other form, order or directive may be issued by the City which requires additional compensable


work to be performed if such work causes the aggregate amount payable under the amendment,


order or directive to exceed the amount appropriated for this Agreement as listed in Section 3,


above, unless the Consultant has been given a written assurance by the City that lawful


appropriation to cover the costs of the additional work has been made.
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B. The Consultant and the City further acknowledge and agree that no amendment to this


Agreement or other form, order or directive which requires additional compensable work to be


pjrformed under this Agreement shall be issued by the City unless funds are available to pay


such additional costs, a-nd the Consultant shall not be entitled to any additional compensation for


any additional compensable work performed under this Agreement. The Consultant expressly

BACKGROUND: The Microsoft Corporation (Microsoft) has reached out to the City regarding the


potential construction of their 6th data centsr campus project within the city. Microsoft has purchased 132


acres of properry at the southeast comer of Veterans Parkway and Woodland Avenue in Madison County.


Given the infrastnrcture requirements for the data center, it was determined that a new urban renelval area,


named Ruthenium, would need to be established.


A development agreement with Microsoft is currently being negotiated and will be brought back before


the City Council for approval at a later date, however, an Urban Renewal Plan authorizing the creation of a


new Tax Increment Financrng (TIF) district will need to be established first. The agreement is anticipated


to be similar to the structure of previous development agreements that the City has entered into with


Microsoft for other data center campus projects.


Less city-owned property and rights-of-way, a total of four (4) parcels exist within the boundaries of the


propor"d Urban Renewul Ar"u, ill commonly owned by Microsoft. Because the parcels are over 10 acres


in ,ir" and currently designated for agricultural use and/or assessment, state law will require the City to


obtain a signed "agricultural consenti agreement from the property owner, granting permission for the


inclusion of tn" property within the proposed URA boundaries. The City has obtained the necessary


consent from the property owner inFebruary 2024'


As required by law, the City will facilitate a consultation meeting with taxing entities regarding this proposed


urban renewal plan.


OUTSTANDING ISSUES: There are no outstanding issues regarding the proposed creation of the


Ruthenium Urban Renewal Plan.


RECOMMENDATION: Staffrecommends that the City Council approve a resolution setting March2T ,


2024 asthe Consultation Meeting date and Apr il 1 5,2024 as the Fublic Hearing date for creation of the

This Ruthenium Urban Renewal Plan (the "Plan") has been prepared to provide for the


development of the Ruthenium Urban Renewal Area (the "Urban Renewal Area" or "Area"


or "Plan Area"). The City is using its power and authority under the Plan to stimulate


economic development. It is anticipated and intended that the public investment made as a


result of this Plan will not only result in development of the Area, but also that such


development and investment will serve as a catalyst for additional development in the


.rrrrorrndin g area. Investment by the private sector as a result of this public action will
expand the City's tax base, increase job opportunities, improve and maintain the quality of
lifi in the community, and thereby achieve these public purposes and goals'


The proposed Urban Renewal Plan activities will serve as an economic catalyst for


development within the Plan Area. The additional commercial and industrial development


will provide local employment opportunities. The projects listed in the Plan provide for


economic use of land, resulting in private investment that may not otherwise occur and


thereby significantly increasing the taxable value of the property. It will also create a higher


level of investment in the surrounding commercial and industrial properties both in the total


amount of development and in the value of existing or future individual commercial and


industrial structures, thus substantially increasing the tax base beyond that which would


otherwise be probable for the Area.


The main impetus for the Plan is the pending decision of Microsoft Corporation


("Microsoft")io expand its presence in West Des Moines with another data center site


("Microsoft Project;), which would be located within this Area. The Microsoft Project is


expected to generate increased taxable value and jobs within the City. The Microsoft


Project is anticipated to include at least a$62.5 million minimum assessment agreement for


the facilities constructed as part of the Microsoft Project, meaning that the minimum


valuation for property tax purposes shall be at least $62.5 million when the Microsoft Project


is completed, which wili have a significant impact on the tax base. In addition, the


infrastructure required for the Microsoft Project will open up surrounding property for future


commercial and industrial development because the Microsoft Project is in an undeveloped


part of the City.


TO ADOPT IMPLEMENT -AREA DESI ON


Authority and powers to undertake this Plan are granted to the City of West Des Moines by


Chapters 15, 15A and 403 of the 2021 Code of Iowa.


The City Council finds the Area to be suitable for designation as an economic development


area, including but not limited to the following: to encourage the location and expansion of
certain commercial and industrial enterprises to more conveniently provide needed


employment services and facilities to the residents of the City, to alleviate and prevent


conditions ofunemploymentby assisting and retaining local industries and commercial and


industrial enterprisis and to strengthen and revitalizetheeconomy of the State and the City.


AREA DESCRIPTION

PLAN OBJECTIVES


The objectives of the Plan are to rectiff the inadequacies in the infrastructure system as


identifiLd elsewhere in the Plan and promote commercial and industrial economic


development and optimal growth of the tax base.


It is contemplated that urban renewal activities will include construction of new public and


private infrastructure and reconstruction and improvement of existing infrastructure. In


udditiott, economic development grants may also be used to promote commercial and


industrial economic development and optimal growth of the tax base.


Generally, renewal activities are designed to provide opportunities, incentives, and sites for


new and-expanded commercial and industrial development. More specific objectives for


development within the Urban Renewal Area are as follows:


1. To stimulate through public action and commitment, private investment in new


development.


2. To provide a more marketable and attractive investment climate.


3. To achieve a diversified, well-balanced economy, improving the standard of living,


creating job opportunities, and strengthening the tax base.


4. To help develop a sound economic base that will serve as the foundation for future


growth and develoPment.


5. To support and provide for currently planned and potential future commercial and


industrial development in an undeveloped area of City.

The Area is currently zoned for the following land uses: Light Industrial.


The City Council finds that the Plan is in conformity with the existing Connect 2 Cteate


WDM adopted on October 17 ,2022.The Conne ct2 CreateWDM is the City's general plan


for the development of the City as a whole. In addition, the proposed urban renewal projects


as described in this Plan conform with the Connect2 Create WDM. This Urban Renewal


Plan does not change or in any way replace the City's current land use planning or zoning


regulation process.


Any urban renewal projects related to the need for improved traffic, public transportation,


public utilities, recreational and community facilities, or other public improvements within
ih" Urbun Renewal Area are set forth in this Plan. As the Area develops, the need for public


infrastructure extensions and upgrades will be evaluated and planned for by the City.


URBAN RENEWAL FINANCING


The City of West Des Moines intends to utilize various financing tools such as those
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described below to successfully undertake the proposed urban renewal actions. The City of
West Des Moines has the statutory authority to use a variety of tools to finance physical


improvements within the Area. These include:


A. Tax Increment Financing


Under Section 403.19 of the Iowa Code, urban renewal areas may utilize the tax


increment financing (T.I.F.) mechanism to finance the costs ofpublic improvements


or economic development incentives associated with redevelopment projects. Upon


creation of a tax increment district within the Area, by ordinance, the assessment


base is frozen and the amount of tax revenue available from taxes paid on the


difference between the frozen base and the increased value, if any, is segregated into


a separate fund for the use by the City to pay costs of the proposed urban renewal


projects, etc. The increased taxes generated by any new development, above the base


value, are distributed to the taxing entities, if not requested by the City and in any


event upon the expiration of the T.I.F. district'


General Obligation Bonds


Under Division III of Chapter 384 and Chapter 403 of the Iowa Code, the City has


the authority to issue and sell General Obligation bonds for specified essential and


general corporate purposes, including the acquisition and construction of certain


public impiovements within the Area or incenting cofirmercial and industrial


development consistent with this Plan. Such bonds are payable from the levy of
unlimited ad valorem taxes on all the taxable property within the City of West Des


Moines. It is the City's intent to abate the debt service on these bonds with
incremental taxes from this Area.


The City may also determine to use tax increment financing to provide incentives such as


cash grants, loans, tax rebates or other incentives to developers or private entities in

with the urban renewal projects identified in this Plan related to commercial or


industrial development and other urban renewal projects. In addition, the City may


determine to issui general obligation bonds, tax increment revenue bonds or such other


obligations, or loan agreements for the purpose ofmaking loans or grants of public funds to


private businesses located in the Area. Alternatively, the City may determine to use


available funds for making such loans or grants or other incentives related to urban renewal


projects.


Nothing herein shall be construed as a limitation on the power of the City to exercise any


lawful po*". granted to the City under Chapter 15, Chapter 15A, Chaptet 403, Chapter


4278, o. utty other provision of the Code of Iowa in furtherance of the objectives of this


Urban Renewal Plan.

This Plan will become effective upon its adoption by the City Council and will remain in


effect until terminated by the City Council.


With respect to any property covered by this Plan which is included in an ordinance which


designat-s that property as a tax increment area, the use of incremental property tax


,"rr.,i.r.r, or the idirri.ion of revenue" as those words are used in Chapter 403 of the Code of
Iowa, currently is limited to twenty (20) years from the calendar year following the calendar


year in which the City (following adoption of a TIF ordinance) first certifies to the County


Auditor the amount of any loans, advances, indebtedness, or bonds which qualifu for


payment from the incremental property tax revenues attributable to that property. The


dirririon of revenues shall continue pursuant to the terms of each TIF ordinance for the


maximum period allowed by law. However, the use of tax increment financing revenues


(including lhe amount of loans, advances, indebtedness or bonds which qualiff for payment


from the dirririotr of revenue provided in Section 403.19 of the Iowa Code) by the City for


activities carried out under this Plan shall be limited as deemed appropriate by the City


Council and consistent with all applicable provisions of law.


XVI. SEVERABILITY


If any section, provision, or part of this Plan is adjudged to be invalid or unconstitutional,


such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the Plan as a whole or any action, provision,


or part hereof not adjudged to be invalid or unconstitutional.

Backsround: Nick Wittkop with Larsen Engineering, lng., on behalf olthe applicant and property


o*n-er, .foseph Cordaro, Keystone Phase ll, LLC and Series 8 of JCG Holdings LLC, requests


approval of a Comprehensive Plan Land Use Map Amendment and Planned Unit Development


Amendment request on that ground located at 1221, 1245, and 12618th Street. The changes are


in response to a request tolliminate the required commercial component within the originally
planned mixed-use buildings (see Proposed changes bullet below).


Specifically, the following Land Use and Zoning changes are proposed with this request:


. Amend the Comprehensive Plan Land Use Map for the approximately 5 acres to change


from Support Commercial (SC) to Multi Use Medium (MUM) land use; and


. Amend the Midtown Redevelopment Planned Unit Development (PUD) which includes the


following modifications:
. Change Parcels A & B from Mixed Use buildings to recognize the entire PUD area


to be considered a Mixed-Use Development; and


. Change the maximum number of dwelling units within the PUD from eight-three
(83) units to ninety-four (94) units; and


. Reduce the square feet of Commercial (Office/Retail) Uses, except Restaurant


from twenty-five thousand (25,000) to seven thousand (7,000); and


. Reduce the allowable square feet of Restaurant Use from ten thousand two


hundred (10,200) to six thousand eight hundred (6,800).


Acreage discrepancy between the proposed Comprehensive Plan Land Use Amendment and


Zoninj Change is due to the manner in which the districts are mapped and assigned. The land


use d-esignati-on extends to the centerline of adjacent roads, while the zoning designation is


confined to the property lines. ln this case resulting in an approximate 0.72 acre discrepancy


between the comprehensive plan amendment and the zoning acreages.

SR-Midtown Redevelopment CPA and PUD Amendment
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Historv: The property was platted as a part of Colby's Factory Addition in 1946. lt was


replatted in 1971 and again in 1985. The larger office building wa_s built.in 1973. The


southernmost restaurantbuilding was constructed in 1970. The City Council approved the


8th Street Midtown Redevelopm-ent PUD in November of 2019 and approved of the Site


Development Plan in 2020. A permit for construction of the first building within the PUD


on Parcel A was issued on May 28,2021.


Proposed Chanqes: The applicant has requested that the Midtown Redevelopment PUD


fficethecommercial(office/retail)andrestaurantspacewithinParcelB
to allow the second building within the development to be entirely residential, taking the


entire PUD up to 94 residentiat units. The PUD originally required that Parcels A and B


be developed as mixed-use buildings, with commercial space required on the first floor


with residential above. The PUD also required that the entire PUD not exceed 83


residential units total within the overall development.


To address the applicant request to eliminate commercial in the second building, the PUD


needs to be modified to allow Parcel B to have residential use on the first floor of the


building, to reduce the overall square foot area for commercial uses within the


develof,ment, and to increase the maximum number of allowable residential units within


the development to allow the second building to be entirely residential.


With the increase in residential units for the PUD, it was found that the overall development
would exceed the maximum density allowed (18 dwelling units) under the previous


comprehensive plan land use classification. With the adoption of the new Comprehensive
plan, the lntegrated Use place type allows for mixed-use development (both horizontal


&/or vertical) ind for residential density up lo 22 units per acre when in the Multi-Use


Medium land use classification. Therefore, the applicant has asked for the PUD


amendment and also a land use amendment to accommodate the requested elimination


of commercial and increase in residential density. The following amendments are being


requested:


. Amend the Comprehensive Plan land use for the entire PUD area from Support
Commercial to Multi-Use Medium; and


. Modify the PUD to change Parcels A & B from individual vertical Mixed-Use


buildings to allowing the entire PUD area to be considered a horizontal Mixed-Use


Development, therefore allowing parcel B to be entirely residential; and


. Modify PUD Section 7 to change the maximum number of dwelling units within the


PUD from eight-three (83) units to ninety-four (94) units; and


. Modify PUD Section 7 to change the maximum allowable square feet of
Commercial (Office/Retail) Uses, except Restaurant from twenty-five thousand


(25,000) to seven thousand (7,000); and


. Modify PUD Section 7 to change the maximum allowable square feet of Restaurant


Use from ten thousand two hundred (10,200) to six thousand eight hundred


(6,800).


Traffic Analvsis Findinas: A traffic reanalysis was completed on January 29,2024. The

site. 8ft Street was recently ieconstructed by the City in accordance with previous traffic


study recommendations. Therefore, the existing roadway network will function adequately
to support the proposed development.

The Midtown Redevdlopment PUD is located within the 8th Street corridor, an area predominantly


developed in the 1970;s. The corridor is prime for redevelopment due to the existing compact


development pattern, proximity to transit opportunities and interstate access and the favorable


central location within the metro area. lt is the goal of the developer to create a pedestrian


friendly, mixed-use development that expands the commercial opportunities for the corridor and


enhances the area by including residential uses that provide a population to support the area


businesses and additional choiCes in housing style, size and affordability for the neighborhood.


SECTION 4. REQUIRED PLANS:

With the exception of grading doneRedevelopment PUD must meet the intent


under a City approved grading Permit, prior to development of the respective PUD or platted


parcel, site plans for development shall be submitted to the City for review through the


development review process and approval by the appropriate approval bodY


SECTION 5. CONDITIONS: Whereas, Title 9, Chapter 9, Planned Unit Development District of


the City CoOe, estaOlisnes certain regulations and guidelines pertaining to accompanying


informaiion required on plat and site plan documents. ln addition, the following conditions,


restrictions, and regulations are adopted as part of this approval:


A. General Conditions: ln addition to the PUD Sketch Plan Map, the following general


development criteria shall be integrated into and made a part of this planned unit


development.


1. General Conformance to Subdivision Ordinance: All subdivisions, public and private


streets and street rights-of-way and general development shall adhere to the standards


and design criteria set forth in the West Des Moines Subdivision Ordinance and/or
established City policies pertaining thereto, unless otherwise stated within this Ordinance.


2. General Conformance to Zoning Ordinance: Unless otherwise specified herein, the


development of the Midtown Redevelopment PUD shall comply with the provisions of the


Title 9, "Zoning", of the city code or any other applicable codes.


3. Flood Hazard: ln all areas within a Base Flood (100 Year), or adjoining drainage ways,


and detention ponding areas involving potential flood hazards, all buildings proposed to


be located in aflood iazard area must be elevated and designed in accordance with the


American Society of Civil Engineers publication ASCE 24 and no building shall be erec-ted


which has a minimum opening elevation (including top of window well) less than one foot
(1') above the determined level of the Base Flood. ln areas where historical high-water
levels are above the Flood lnsurance Rate Map (FIRM) Base Flood Elevation or special


conditions exist, the City may require a Design Flood Elevation be calculated and used


as the Base Flood Elevition ior determination of elevation requirements. Buildings shall
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only be permitted within twenty-five feet (25') of any easement or property boundary of a


major diainageway, storm waier detention basin or pond if said location is approved as


part of the development entitlement by the city council and said building is structurally
designed accordingly.


Developer Responsibilities: The Developer, their successors and/or assigns, if any, shall


pay all planning, engineering, and construction costs for the development of the planned


unit developmdnt, ai required by this Ordinance and approved site plans and the cost of
all streets, storm sewers, sanitary sewers, drainageway improvements, detention basins,


water mains, buffers and other improvements as required for rights-of-way or public


easements within the Midtown Redevelopment PUD, unless othenruise approved by the


City Council.


Public Street lmprovements and Right-Of-Way Dedication: At time of subdivision platting


of ground within the PUD or in conjunction with site development, whichever occurs first,


thJ subdivider/developer shall be responsible for construction and/or installation of all


required public and private infrastructure improvements necessary to support


development in a manner that will assure that the infrastructure functions at an acceptable


level of service and in accordance with all city ordinances.


Sanitary Sewer: Any proposed change in approved land use densities (commercial or


resideniial) for the PUD will require an analysis of the downstream sanitary sewer capacity


to assure ihat adequate capacity is available for the proposed change in approved land


use densities.

7. Fire Access:
a. All access drives, internal drive aisles and parking lots shall permit the travel of the


Fire Department's largest vehicle, including adequate accommodation of the vehicle's


turning needs. Approval of unique design solutions to accommodate fire access may


be grinted by the City Council if the solutions proposed are acceptable to and


recommended for approval by the West Des Moines Fire Department.
b. At the discretion of ine City s Fire Marshal, "No Parking Fire Lane" areas may be


established as necessary to ensure efficient movement and access of the fire trucks.

The architecture shall attempt to express a creative presentation


by careful attention to exterior building materials and details, use of fenestration, and change in


OuitOing mass within the plane and roof design to lessen the plainness of appearance which can


be characteristic of large commercial and multi-family buildings. Building design, materials, trim,


detailing, and colors shlll provide continuity to unite all structures within the development into one


project ioncept. All sides io each building shall receive high quality materials, finishes, and details
(aOb'arcnitectural treatment). There are no "backs" to a building. Materials should be durable,


economically maintained and of a quality that will maintain their appearance over a prolonged


time.


On file with the City are conceptual architectural illustrations of the general building style, colors


and materials. Onie site plan approval is gained on a particular building design, any alteration in


design, materials or colors, must be reviewed and approved by the City's Development Services


Department prior to changes being implemented'


A. All buildings within this development shall accommodate or incorporate the following design


approaches:


1. Corporate architecture shall be prohibited. Limited use of architectural elements


chaiacteristic of prototypical architecture may be allowed at the discretion of the Director


of Development Services or the appropriate reviewing and approval body. lmplementation


of these architectural elements shall be minimized and whenever possible modified to give


a unique image to the establishment. No standard corporate building design without


modifications shall be implemented.
2. Buildings shall be organ2ed to create a logical and identifiable relationship with the site


and other buildings, open spaces, and pedestrian circulation paths.


3. The use of building articulation and materials which break up the building mass into


modules that respe-t a pedestrian scale and reflects proportions similar to other buildings


within the area.
4. The building's design should meet context and site objectives such as providing gateways,


creating visual and physical linkages and framing or terminating views.


5. Variation in building height, mass and roof forms shall be provided to create interest while


still maintaining anbverall building continuity. Roofs should not be designed as attention-
getting devicei related to the reinforcement of signage or as an identifiable corporate


image.
6. Prolections above the roof shall have the appearance of a three-dimensional element.


7. Entiances into buildings should be easily identified through the use of building design and


detailing. Projected or recessed entryways, change in rooflines, addition of awnings or


changes in building material are examples that can create this effect.


8. Shift; in building pianes/facades and variation in exterior materials shall be incorporated


to minimize long expanses of wall. Long blank walls shall be prohibited.
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g. Variation in materials, material modules, expressed joints, textures, colors and details


should be used to break up the mass of the buildings. Materials should change with the


change in building Planes.
10. Trim

structural elements such as posts or columns shall be sized to the scale of the


building.
11. Whenever possible, ground floor commercial tenant areas should provide the maximum


possible glazing towird sidewalks to provide pedestrians with visual interest' Use of
reflective gtass or mirrored glass is discouraged. Efforts should be made to use clear
glass on siorefronts, windowi and doors to promote the linkage of the interior and exterior


of buildings.
12. Architectural design for multi-family units shall include:


a. Unit design should incorporate elements such as balconies and roof decks to reinforce


the conn-ection between the residents and the activities within the development. A


minimum of eighty percent (80%) of the multi-family units within the development must


provide a balc6ny or porch'with a minimum usable area of forty (a0) square feet and


a minimum usabl-e dimension of five feet (5') deep in either direction. ln lieu of outdoor


living area for individual units, area(s) of common defined and enhanced outdoor living


space can be Provided.


b. Should covered parking be pursued, the architectural details of detached garages


should incorporaie the materials and treatments of the dwelling, such as windows,


doors, trim and materials on all sides of the garage. For parking incorporated within


the primary building, the design should place the garage doors on a non-street side


fagade and use screening or design elements to minimize the dominance of garage


doors on the facade.


13. Natural, durable materials such as brick and stone shall be used as the major elements of


the fagade cladding (40% or greater), primarily on the lower stories of the building' Use of
vinyl materials is prohibited.


a. Buildings may incorporate the following materials in addition to the materials noted


above: archiiectural concrete masonry units (CMU) and architectural metal or


composite panels (acceptable to the City.) All composite panel or metal cladding must


have concealed fasteners. All exposed edges must have a fully finished edge or be


terminated with trim. Trim for the panels should be finished with the same color as the


panel. CMUs shall have integrated color rather than surface applied painUstaining and


should generally have texture for interest; smooth CMU may be used in conjunction


with texture for iccent purposes. The use of EIFS or synthetic stucco shall be used in


limited quantities and primarily as an accent or trim material; located only on the upper


portions of the facades. EiFSor synthetic stucco may not comprise more that 20o/o of
the cladding material.


SECTION 10. LANDSCAPING: Landscaping must be provided in accordance with City Code


unless otherwise moditieO within this ordinance. Details regarding specific varieties, exact


quantities, and the minimum size at time of planting shall be provided and approved as part of the


site plan submittal and shall meet the general guidelines in respect to the minimum plant sizes


tradiiionally applied to development within the City. The minimum vegetation quantities specified


within this ordinance will need to be provided. The provision of additional vegetation above the


minimum amount required may be necessary to fulfill the intent (i.e., visual mitigation/screening)


of the required landscaPing.
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Once site plan approval is gained on a particular parcel, any alteration to that shown on the

A. OpeniGreen Space: Due to the nature of the intended redevelopment in respect to existing


development patterns, uses, and densities, the amount and locations of open space and green


space/vegetation within the redevelopment area will vary. As a general.rule, the maximum


amount oi"green" (open lawn areas and vegetation) should be provided within a site' To allow


the most flexibility in planning, collectively, the development shall attempt to provide a


minimum of twenty 1ve percenl Q5Yo) open space across the PUD area; however, no less


than fifteen percent (15o/o) open space or more than eighty five percent (85%) impervious


surface will be allowed wiinin any one PUD parcel. Plaza and streetscape areas along with


any areas associated with outdbor pedestrian use may be counted toward fulfilling the


minimum open space requirement. Plazas and outdoor pedestrian use areas to be counted


toward fulfiliing minimum open space requirements may be paved (impervious) as long as the


paving is part of a planned hardscape and landscape enhancement of the plaza or pedestrian


area.

Backqround: The City of West Des Moines Parks and Recreation Department requests approval of a Site


ptan tor the approximately 19-acre property located al 104 S. 1't Street. The applicant proposes


construction of paved boat launch access to the Raccoon River along with an associated parking lot. The


site plan also includes future trails on the site that will connect to other trails in the area.


Staff Review & Comment:
o Financial lmpact: Construction of the proposed site improvements will be administered by the City


of West Des Moines parks and Recreation Department and funded through a combination of funds


budgeted through the City's Capital lmprovement Program, awarded grant funding, and a cost-


share agreement with Polk County Conservation Board.


. Historv: The City of West Des Moines acquired the 19-acre parcel via donation from AFT, LLC in


2020. This areahad originally been identified as a greenway resource in the City's quality of life


initiative referred to as the Five Waters Project. Proposed improvements identified through a master


planning effort completed in 2023 include an ICON water trails access point, paved and nature


trails, and land preservation/restoration. Prior to the City acquiring the land, there is evidence that


the site had at one point been used as an access point for a former sand and gravel pit located to


the west of the property. Currenfly the site is vacant and generally consists of bottomland forest.


. Kev Development AsPects:
1. Flood-plain Development: The proposed boat access will be located within the floodway and


floodplain of the Raccoon River. Approvals from lowa Department of Natural Resources


Floodplain, lowa Department of Natural Resources Sovereign Lands, U.S' Army Corps of


Engineers Section 404, and the West Des Moines Floodplain Administrator are required for


this work to occur. A condition of approval is recommended requiring these approvals prior


to the start of construction.


2. Site Access: S. 1't Street is an access-controlled State highway. The proposed driveway is


shown at the same location as the existing full access north of the Raccoon River Bridge.


Access locations are subject to permitting and approval by the lowa Department of


Transportation.


. Traffic lmpact Studv Findinqs: The proposed site is expected to generate less traffic compared to


what was pt"uiorsy assumed in long-range traffic models for the area. Therefore, there is no


additional loading on the planned roadway network and previous recommendations for major


roadways in the area remain adequate.


S. 1st Street (also known as State Highway 28 and 63rd Street in Des Moines) is a 4-lane major


arterial street with a raised median adjacent to the site. Traffic volumes on S. 1"t Street are


expected to rise over time as vacant areas continue to fill in and as the area south of the Raccoon


River develops. Traffic growth is compounded since the 1st Street corridor acts as a funnel for
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drivers traveling from one side of the river to the other, as the nearest alternatives to cross the river


are lnterstate 35 (about 4 miles west) and Fleur Drive (about 3 miles east).


Levels of service (LOS) for traffic exiting the driveway is forecasted to be at LOS F with the existing


traffic levels on S. 1st Street, and delay will continue to worsen as background traffic volumes


increase. There may be times during peak periods when the northbound traffic queue stopped at


Lincoln Street may back up through the driveway, creating additional delay. Drivers may be forced


to wait longer than desired for an acceptable gap or use an alternate route, such as turning right


and making a U-turn. The intersection is not expected to meet signalization warrants based on the


forecasted traffic volumes. lf crashes become an issue in the future, modifying the intersection to


restrict left-turns (such as a right-in/right-out or a314 intersection with right-in/right-ouVleft-in) may


be considered to improve safetY.
